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THE RECORD AND GUIDE, a very few— swift war vessels. "We have plenty of money in
the Treasury; indeed, the Democratic Congressmen profess
to be very much perplexedas to what to do with the surplus.
There need be no embarrassment. Let us spend it in gun
factories, seacoast defences, ships of war, and internal and
harborimprovements,suchas the deepeningof thechannel in our
lowerbay. There will be no time to tinker with the tariff this
session, but thebillpreparedby Mr. Hewitt toreform theproce-
duresin our Custom House ought to be taken up and promptly
passed. Thenabillextending the free list toencourage manufac-
turing couldbe so framed that free-tradersand protectionists alike
wouldvote for it. On civil service reform, despite the clamor of
disappointed politicians,the President cannot afford to takeany
stepbackward. The business of the countrymust beconductedon
businessprinciples.
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Admiral Porter confesses we need seacoast defenses far more

than ships of war. He asks, however, CoDgress toauthorizethe
construction of a number of swift,armored vesselsas commerce
destroyers. A few such are doubtless needed along ourcoast in
case of war,but we cannot send warvessels intodistant seas, as
we are without naval stations inany part of the world. Great
Britainhas coalingandrefittingstations all over the world. But
it wouldbeuseless for our war ships to make captures, as they
couldnotmakeprizes of the merchant ships of the nationwith
whomwemight beat war. We want fortifications, floating bat-
teries,and a few great war ships, to help beatback an attacking
fleet. If we want commerce destroyers, why not encourage the
building of twentyor thirtyswift andstrongmerchant steamships,
which, in the event of war, couldbealteredinto government ves-
sels and armed wi.h a few guns, whichwould make them master
of any ordinary merchant ship on the high seas. Such vessels
would carry our flag into every sea inpeace as well as war,and
would allowAmericanmerchants to makesome of the profits out
of the immense foreign commerce of this country.

Speculationis raging onseveral of the exchangesof thecountry.
Thepetroleummarket is exciting, andliterallymillions of barrels
are bought andsold everyhour. Thevolume of transactionsonthe
StockExchangeis the largestknown to the "street." There are
now two exchanges which deal inrailway securities, and between
them it is probable that over amillionshares weredaily dealtin
last week. Inperiodsof excitement the totalnumber of shares is
understated. Then there is another mining"boom

"
under way.

ConsolidatedVirginia in the ComstockLodehas advanced withina
coupleof months from less thanadollarashareup to fifty dollars
ashare, and there is the wildestkindof purchasesof mining secur-
ities without respect tomerit. These are unwholesomesymptoms.
No doubt but what the country is prosperous. This is shownby
the demand for the metals and formanufacturedgoods;by the
increase in thedomesticexchangesandthe splendidbusiness which
is being done by the great railwaysystems.

But these indicationsof better times does not justify this ex-
citedspeculationin the stock market. Then themining feveris a
peculiarly bad symptom. If one of the Grangers, Coalers or the
Vanderbiltsshouldadvancein value upon merit, it wouldbe an
argumentin favorof buying others of the same group of stocks.
F©r what wouldbenefit one would benefit all. But it is prepos-
terous topurchasemining shares in California,Montana or Vir-
ginia because a new bonanza had been found in the Comstock
Lode, inNevada. Yet,here are people buying mining shares of
allkinds because of a presumably favorable developmentin one
mine. There willbe a crash some day. Our advice toall whoare
interestedin the markets wouldbe torealize and have money on
handtopurchasegoodsecurities when the evil hour comes. But
innocase shouldsensible peoplehaveanything todo with mining

The late RepublicanCandidate for Mayor.
Although defeated in the late contest for Mayor, Theodore

Roosevelt,nevertheless, promises to be a foremost figure among
the politicalleadersof thenear future. Indeed,it is not improbable
that heconsented torun for Mayor and thus leada forlorn hope
withthe understanding that he was tobe thestandard bearerof
his partyin thenextStatecanvass.

The viewsheldbya man*of so much mark and prominence are
of interest to thepublic. He has beentalking witha reporterin
London, and his utterances are noteworthy. He doesnot think
that the workingmenwillbe able toorganize a new party;but,he
says,

"
anew element has been introducedinto our politics tobe

bidfor by the oldparties." He scouts the idea that the George
votein thiscity represents the strength of Socialism. That was
only one of many factions represented in that demonstration.
Socialism, as he understands it, is, he claims, un-American.
Individualismand self-help are the verybasis of our New World
civilization. But, curiously enough, Mr. Roosevelt himself
advocates State Socialism when he proposes that the tenement
house system Bhould be supervised and improved by Stateinter-
ference. He thinks the workingmenhave jnst causeofcomplaint,
in that they are forced to live in unwholesome and foul abodes.
Ifweunderstandhimaright, hewouldcharge the Boardof Health
withlarger powers, so that nuisances would be abated and the
homes of thepoor beunder thecareof Stateofficers.

Thereis oneclass of investment,however,about which people
withmoneycanmake nomistake, and that is real estate in and
nearNew York city. The returns maynotbe as quick as in Wall
street,but they are far surer. Any good, cheap property bought
to-daynear thelinesof improvementis certaintoenhanceinvalue
before the close of next spring. There has rarely been such a
ohance for making money in real estate as at the present time.
A crashin othermarkets only helpsrealestate, for investors who
are bitten in speculative ventures turn naturally to real estate
whentheyhavemet disappointments.

Before thenext number of The Record and Guide is issued,
themessageof President Clevelandandthereportof the Secretary
of the Treasury willhave beenread anddigested by the American
people. Nothing verystartling is to be expected in either docu-
ment. But it is sincerely tobe hopedthat theadministrationwill
put itself in accord with the country as wellas the great bulk
of the Democraticparty onthe silverquestion. TheUnited States,
situated between gold monometallic Europe and silver mono,
metallic __.sia, withsilver-producingand silver-using countries in
theSouth,should favorboth the preciousmetals equally. We are
thegreatestproducersof goldandsilver of any nation on earth;
indeed,asmuch asallother nationscombined. But,as weproduce
moreof the white thanthe yellowmetal, we ought to give it,at
least,anequalshow. Unlesshe is oneof themost obstinate men
that eversat in theWhiteHouse, Mr.Clevelandmust see that the
great revivalinbusiness is due in greatpart to our useof silver,
and hence thathe wasentirely mistaken in the letters and mes-
sageshe wroteafter his electionto thePresidency. Ifhewants to
make himself "solid" with thecountryandhis party,lethimsug^
gestmeasuresthat will lead to the rehabilitation of silver as a
moneymetalamongall thecommercialnations.

Bat Mr.Roosevelt, like many others, does not define whathe
means by Socialism. Mostpeopleconfound it with spoliationby
law and with Anarchism. But, really, it is as wideapartas the
poles from the latter. The Anarchists are simply Jeffersonian
Democrats run mad. They wish to get rid of all government,
whereas theSocialDemocrats, as theyarecalledinEurope,clamor
for a greatdealof government, only theydemandthat the powers
of theState shouldbeused for thegoodof thegreaternumber and
not toenrich the favoredfew. Inthispoint of viewpublic schools
areSocialistic. Property has topay for the educationof all the
children of thecommunity. The rich are forced tocontribute to
theeducationof thechildrenof theirpoorerneighbors. Our com-
monroads,ourpublicparks,our post-office department— all these
areSocialisticin thesenseof those who advocate enlarged powers
for thegovernmentto advantage the common weal. This school
advocatesState controland ownership of the telegraph andrail-
waysystem. TheUnited States is theonly government wherea
private company is allowedtomake profits from the telegraphic
service,andon thecontinentofEurope Stateownership is therule
and private ownership the exception. The advanced thinkers
among theSocialists want theStateto own themines, evenHenry
George, although a free-trade-no-government Democrat, insists
that the government shouldbe thesole ownerof the soil.

Then thePresident oughtalso to urgeCongresstoprovide ample
funds for fortifying ourexposedseacoasts. Wewantgreatguns and
plenty .of them, floating batteries are required, and ft few—

Inwritingand talkingabout Socialism it would bewell for jour-
nalistsand oratorstokeepthese factsin mind. Inacertain sense
the Socialiets canclaimrelationshipwith the conservative parties
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inallcountries. The Federalists inour own landandtheToriesin
Englandhavealways favoredstronggovernment?; but, of course,
thelatter wish towieldthe power of the State for the privileged
classes. The State Socialist is quite willing to have a strong
government, buthe wouldhave itused for his privileged class—
the working-people.

betweenFifth andEighth avenues,the expenditure willbe for the
elevenmonths about$1,000,000 more than they werelast year and
about four times more than they were in 1884.

indeed, accordingtomy experience,almosteveryAmer-

ican citizen is a workingmanof one kind or another— the rights he has
under the constitution.

We givebelow our usual monthly tables of conveyances, mort-
gages audprojected buildings. The comparisonis that of the past
elevenmonthscomparedwith the elevenmonths of 1885 and1884.
The conveyances show an increase of over 2,000 compared with
last yearandabout1,000 compared with1884. The moneyequiva-
lent shows howmuch heavier werethe payments in 1886 than in
1885 and 1884. Allowanceshould always bemade for thenumber
of transactions where the consideration is nominal. It wouldbe
probably safe to add fifteen to twenty millions to the recorded
moneyobligation incurred inthe purchaseof realty. The greater
number of transactions and the heavier payments necessarily
involveanincrease in the mortgages. These amounted to some-
thing over$15.9,400,000 in1886, against less than $97,000,000 in1885
and lesß than$109,000,000 in 1884. The following is the table of
conveyancesand mortgages,which should be carefully studiedby
all who wish to keep thoroughly posted as to the dealings in
realestate:

Kearney and his followers commenced
the uproar,butcouldnotdo anythinguntilthey were joined by
the impoverishedstore-keepers,farmers, minersand other victims
of the Pacific coast millionaires. And so here at the East the
heavy labor votewill be utilized by the middle-class representa-
tives whohavebecome alarmedat the accumulation of wealthin
a few hands, and who are indignant over the way in which
personalproperty escapes taxation. The feeling of this class is
verywellexpressedby theShoe andLeatherReporter,which thus
pointsouthowrichmenshirk theirobligations:

The voteof 68,110 which was cast forHenry George in thiscity
is likely tohave far reachingconsequences. There isawell-founded
suspicion that this large total doesnot representall theballots cast
for George. He had no friends among the canvassers,and the
appointeesof thethree partymachineswereunanimousindesiring
to keepout any fourthorganization from entering the localfield
withitscandidatesfor thevariousmunicipal positions in the gift
of the Mayor andhis appointees. The representativesof the labor-
ingpeoplewouldbequiteas rapacious and hungry as the office-
holders and office-seekers representing the County Democracy,
Tammany and the Republican factions;hence theunionof the
latter to keep out interlopers, and hence, also, the reasonable
suspicion that as the counting of the votes were in theirhands
that George's candidacy did not show as good results as was

Thereis onegrievance which menof moderate means have against the
rich whichgrowsmost serious aswealthaccumulates,andthat is that tax-
ation is not equitable. This matterhas oftenbeen discussed andnobody
seems tobe able, or to have the disposition, to bring abouta satisfactory
solution of it. It is receiving fresh consideration just now, because a
metropolitan journalhasbeenproclaiming the fact that the greatestestate
in Amertca— that of Vanderbilt, known to have been worth about
$200,000,000, of whichhalf at least must have beenpersonalproperty,not
governmentbonds— is assessed at eightmillions only. The assessors don't
pretend that the estimate is not ridiculously low,butthey defend their
adoptionof it on the ground that it wouldbe evaded if increased. They
apprehendthat theheirs wouldchange their residence rather thanpay any
more. Now this state of things has become chronic, and applies to every
veryrich citizen of the metropolis. The whole tribe of them shirk their
liabilities andleave theburdens of local governmentto fall onless affluent
taxpayers— on widows, on orphans,on individuals whose entireproperty
isn't a tenth part as much as the annual income of any one of.several
hundredof them. Here is an argument against property-holders which
hasa great deal of force in an assemblage gathered to listen to the teach-
ings of Communists. "Why, look at it!"exclaimed these orators; "here
aremen whoaremonopolizingall the good things onearth, livinginvolup-
tuous luxury,thinking little andcaring less for the multitude who can
hardly get bread to eat, andaddingprodigious sums every year to their
superfluous hoards, andyet they arenotwilling to pay theirshare of the
expense of maintainingeven thepolice whichgive themprotection. They
go yearly to the taxoffice and bully the Commissioners, telling them they
willrunaway unless then' debts to the community are remitted." What
could anybody sayinanswer to this arraignment. The truthof itcouldn't
bedisputed.

expected
Granting then that there are fully 70,000 adultmales in New

York whoare radically discontentedwith things as they are, the
problemwith thepoliticians ishow to capture the support of the
bulkof this voting multitude. The newspapers which represent,
not thelaboring class, but the mass of the business community,
think thatan appealto the generalprejudice against the very rich
is whatwill catch the supporters of George in future elections.
Hence the World, representing the middle classes, whoare really
more jealous of the millionairesthan the working people, has
openeditsbatterieson theexemptionof theveryrichfromtaxation
of theirpersonalproperty;nor can there be any doubtbut what
the paper inquestionhasagoodcase. The press of the country is
takingthematterup, and the agitationwillnotend untillaws are
enacted to force theownersof personalproperty to bear their just
share of the public burdens. The following article from the
Chicago Inter-Oceansumsupabout the average public judgment
in this importantmatter:

The NewYork World admits that whilethepopulationof that city has
increased beyond expectationduring the last decade, while the improve-
mentin theprices of realestate and the consequent increase of revenue
fromthe taxationofrealtyhasbeenmore than remarkable,and while itis
self-evident from the erection of palaces for merchant princes that the
increase of the valueof personalproperty,andespecially of such personal
propertyasis to be counted among the attributes of luxury, has been
beyond that of any other decade, yet the assessor's books show absolutely
less personalty in1886 thanin1876. This isanother illustration of Demo-
craticmismanagement. But, beyond themoral of Democratic unfitness,
the World's NewYork revenuestatistics are worthy of consideration. In
everygreat city the increased number of costly carriages, high-priced
horses, pictures almost as costly as jewels, imported tapestriesand carpets,
silver tableware, diamonds, andother pureluxuriesisdiscernible. Posses-
sions of this kindshouldbe taxedas rigidly as any other property. For
itis the first maximof equitabletaxation thathe shouldbe taxedmost who
is most ableto bear taxing. The complaint that real estateismade tobear
too large aburdenof taxationisgrowing louderevery day. Andyet it is
well toconsider that therearekinds of personalty whichperform functions
akin to thoseof realty,and which should be taxed lightly, as productive
realtyalways should. Of thiskindare the tools oflaborersand the plant
andmachinery of productive industries. Land, tools and machinery are
thematerials bywhich wealthis produced,and should thereforebe taxed
aslightly aspossible. That rich andunproductive lands which are held
by speculators in hope ofa profit consequent upon the labor expended on
adjacentlands shoukjFbe taxedbeyond their actual valueas mere earth is
acceptedbymanyasa cardinal doctrine of just taxation. It is strange
that a like equity has notbeen appliedto the divisionsofpersonalproperty.
He whoinvestsmoney indiamonds, pictures, pleasure yachts, race-horses,
costly carriages, or other articles of simpleluxury is not taxed upon the
realvalueof them. Is not he who pays, say, $10,000 for a picture or
$100,000 for asteamyacht, or $1,000 for a diamond, in equity bound to
contribute inas largeratio to thetaxation ofthe country ashe whoinvests
$10,000 ina small factoryor $100,000 ina largeone, or$1,000insome small
business? The latter are contributing to the productive force of the
country. The former are withdrawing capital fromthe productive force.
The ownerof luxuries is as earnest in demand of police to protect his
property, of goodroadways todisplay hisequipage and adornments upon,
of gooddrainageforhis palaceas the investor in productive enterprises.
Allthis goes onthe theory that lnxurious personalties are taxed in the
same degreeasmoderate personalties. But there isgood reason to believe
that inmany instances they arenot taxedat all. The assessor easily takes
inthe valueof the furnitureof a cottage orthehouseofamanofmoderate
means or theplant of a factory. But the valueofdiamonds,pictures,bric-
i--brac,race-horses,costly cellars of wines,etc., has to be left largely to
the conscience of the owner. And in New York the conscience of the
owner is evidently obtuse.

It is idle,however, for the city or State authorities to attempt
the taxation"of personalproperty. Itwouldresult in driving our
rich men awayfrom NewYork, and rival citieswouldprofit at
ourexpense. There mustbenationalaction so that there can be
no escape, and it must be in theform of an income tax leviedon
all whoreceivemorethan acertainincomeyear by year. Only in
case of war would it be necessaryto tax diamonds,carriagesand
other luxuriessuchasthosementionedby the Inter-Ocean.

We haveno idea that thelaborpartywillholdtogether as aunit.
Its members will naturally return to their oldpoliticalorganiza-
tions, but the partyplatforms will be profoundlymodified by the
desires of thepoliticiansto 'propitiatethemultituderepresentedby
theHenry George voteat thelast election.

The press is very generally abusing the Tory government of
Englandbecauseit isusing the police and the military to enforce
thepayment of rents in Ireland. Undoubtedly in the past some
landlordshavebeen cruel, andthe evictionsordered by them were
crimes against humanity. But during the pastgeneration there
hasbeen many enactments passed to relieve the burdens of the
tenants. The last was the Gladstone land law,under which the
rents were fixed by the courts on what was supposed to be an
equitable basis. American and East Indian competition, how-
ever,so lessened thepriceof grain as to make farming unprofit-
ablealloverEurope. TheIrish LandLeague has ordered tenants
topay only aportionof theirrents and toput the balance in the
handsof trustees for futuredisposition. It is this anti-rentmove-
ment which the Tory government is fighting. Were theLeague
tocommence like operations in this country they wouldhave no
standing eitherin the courts or with public opinion. The Irish-
borneditorof the Evening Post has been anearnest advocateof
his countrymen,buthe is forcedto makethe followingadmission
as tothe positionsof thelandlords:

The landlords are entitled to a gooddeal of sympathy. Probably very
few have itintheir power to make anyreduction in theirrentswithout
reducingthemselves or their families toabsolutepenury. Their estatesare
generallymortgaged, orcharged withannuities which cannotbe reduced.
The mortgagees are mostlyEnglish insurance companies whichhave no
bowels of compassion,andthe annuitants are widowed mothersandsisters
whohavenothingbut the annuity betweenthemandthepoor-house. Hun-
dreds of delicately-bredIrish ladies are in fact to-day ina state of utter
destitution, or dependent on subscriptions raised bycharitablepeople in
England. Thecrisis is truly anawfulone forall concerned.

It shouldbesteadilykept in mindthat thelaborers proper can
donothing of themselves to hurt the owners of large fortunes.
It is whenthe middleclass takeup thematter in earnest that the
millionairesareinrealdanger. When theagitation in California
wasconfined toDennisKearney andthe sand-lot agitators their
denunciationswere ineffective. But therealtroubleon thePacific
coastpreviousto1879 was that the wealthdug fromtheminesand
that which hadbeeninvestedinbusiness somehow all found its
way intothecoffers of some fiftyorsixty men; then the political
revolutiontookplace whichresisted inthe adoption of the ahti-

The questionhasbeenraised as to whether the Constitutional
Convention shouldbeasmallor alarge body. Ex-Governor Hoff-
man andJudgeDaly say the fewer the delegates the more likely
tocome toanearlyand wiseconclusion. The conventionof 1867
was talkedtodeath,anditslabors.went for naught. Representa-
tives of thelaborpeoplesayitoughtto bealarge convention,and
aportionof itsmembers shouldbechosen byminority representa-
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tion, so thatpeople withpeculiar viewscouldhave achance to air
them. This wouldopen the t.oor for wordy cranks who might
wish to ventilate their several lunacies. To discourage talking
there should be a time limit to the speeches, and not more than
onein tenof themembers should be a lawyer. It is these last
whose tongues are alwayswagging.

competition with employers generally by hiring labor and
purchasing rawmaterial whenprices arerising. As the govern-
mentof the countryexists not for a day, but for generations,I
havealways held that it should increaseits appropriations in dull
times, when tradewas depressedand labor unemployed. There is
always a great deal of public work to be done in the way of
buildings for post-offices, courts and custom-house purposes; in
improving our 'rivers and harbors and strengthening our
defenses. Our public credit is so high that we ought to
borrow money in large quantities in bad time?, to keep
labor employed and take advantage of the low price of
materials. Then, as times grow better, the nation should cease
as far aspossibleitsoutlays, and notstimulate either theprice of
labor or materialsunwholesomely by competing for both in the
various fields of industry. The hard timesin1876 gavethe Demo-
crats amajority in Congress and came verynear electing Mr.
Tilden but whatdid that partydo whenit got intopower? Why,
under the leadof SamRandall,Holmanand others it deliberately
added to the publicdistressby cutting down all expenditure. It
threw labor out of employment as far as it could and turned
swarms of clerks out of office to compete with the employes of
privatefirms. IE the Democratic party could have risen to the
height of theargument it wouldhave favoredheavy appropriations
for warvessels, fortifications, guns, public buildings and internal
improvements. This wouldhave employedlabor and stimulated
the industries of the country. But no; Mr. Randalllooked upon"UncleSam" as on the verge of bankruptcy, and he went vigor-
ously at work to retrench, the consequence of which was the
Democratic party was kicked out of power at the next general
election. UnderPresidentClevelandthe same leaderscame to the
front, but theyhave learned nothing and forgot nothing because
of their past experiences. The last session of Congress saw the
same penny wise and pound foolish meagre appropriations,and
everybranchof the publicservicehas suffered therefrom. Inthe
meantime, thanksto the silvercoinage law,wehavehadaremark-
able revival of industry, and now it seems tome the duty of the
government is not tobecomealarge employerof laboror purchaser
of rawmaterial. Inother words, it shouldnot enter into competi-
tion with other employers of labor in times of great industrial
activity. Yet all the indicationsare that Congress intends to be
liberal at the very timeit should be prudent. When times were
baditdid whatitcould tomake them worse;now, whenthere is
aboomin iron,labor,and stocks, Congress proposes to add to the
unwholesome excitementby entering the field as alarge employer
of laborand purchaserofraw material. "Go forth, my son,"said
Oxenstern, theSwedishminister, "and see with howlittle wisdom
the worldis governed."

During
the sameperiod weadded$12,000,000 silvercertificates to our cur-
rency, so that there has beenadecidedinflationof our currency,
andweare only in the beginning of it. The one dollarsilvernotes
are only just coming on the market— the twos have not yetbeen
issued— and there are $80,000,000 silver dollars in the Treasury
whichin timewillmake their appearance as certificates to stimu-
lateallkinds of prices. Unlessall thesigns fail, nextyear will see
a boom as marked as that of 1880. The inflation in priceshas
only justbegun.

Theodore Tilton is now writing letters from Paris toa Chicago Sunday

newspaper. His clerical foe, Henry Ward Beecher, is also a regular con-
tributor to the Sunday World.

"Itwill be seen by this statement that the price for silver was61%A.per ouncein1864 with Council bills of nearly £y,000,000, audaslate as ib72
60 5-10d.per ounce with Council bills of about £10,000,000. A high value
for silver has therefore been coincident witha comparativelylarge draught
of Council bills, and may be so again. Itseemshardly credible that an
increase of £;.,000,OUO in the Council bills between 1872 aud 1874 should
have had the effect of lowering the price of silver 2d. an ounce,though
the much larger increase in the amount of these same bills betweeu 18liiS
and 1871, from £4,000,000 to £3,000,000, had no influence on the price ol
silver."

The above comparisons are valueless,as no allowances have beenmade
for the circumstances of the periods referred to. In 1804 the American
civil war hadstopped the export of cotton from America, causing an
immense drain of that staple from India, to pay for which large remit
tances had to be made to India. The India Council drafts naturally
appreciatedas the demand for themincreased— the merchants competed
for them

—
with the result that silver benefited ina corresponding degree.

Between 1856 and 1872 the railways in British India were being con-
structedby non-officialEuropeans, through whose instrumentality therate
of exchange for Council drafts was kept up. From about theyear 1873
the government of British India took the construction of railways into
its ownhands (for the sake of the enormous patronage they developed),
and from that time the price of silver commenced its downward descent,
and has continued to depreciate ever since. The Economist found it
convenient to avoid any reference to the foregoing- facts, as it proposed
to throw the blame onGermany, not wishingto expose the delinquencies
of the officials of th9BritishIndia government, slowly, butsurely,leading
Indiainto national bankruptcy similar to Austria and other borrowing
countries which are gradually getting deeper anddeeper into debt,neces-
sitating increase of taxation until the life of the inhabitants is of the
most dreary kind.

The proper wayby which theSecretary of State forjlndia canreduce his
Council drafts is by letting India govern itself as a Federation— like the
United States of America. Asthis means loss of patronage to the English
Court-partyit will occupy some time tobringitabout, unless thero should
arise some"Boston boys" to throwthe tea-chests— theInduCouncil— into
the sea, and so get rid of the current ruinous method of ruling India.
Failing that,his other 'prospect is mciease of exports bymeans of addi-
tional capabilities for transporting produce fromthe interior of the country
to the seaports fordispatch to foreigncountries. The present facilities are
strained to theirutmost, hence exports arelimited; butwith the opening of
lines of railways from Pahlunpur to Kotri, from Calcutta vid- Midnapur
and Sumbulpur to Nagpur,from Raipur to Vizagapatam,and the exten-
sion of the Oudh and Rohilkand system vid Shergotty to Calcutta, the
exportscan be doubled,providedsilver keepslow;of course, if silverrises,
such of the export trade of British India which is "bonused" by a low
price for silver ceases, and the earnings of the government railways in
India become considerably reduced. It may be as well to bear inmind
that, as silver bullion rises, wheat,cotton,rice, etc., appreciatein price.

England can become bimetallic at anymoment she pleases. The third
clause of the Bank Act for 1844 permits the Bank of England to hold
silveras wellas goldasreserve againstits issue of notes. Sir Robert Peel
seems tohavecontemplated this, for whenhe introduced the abovebill into
Parliament— never anticipating any abnormal supply of Councildrafts-
he remarked:

such a sum be under thepresent annualdeluge of Council drafts— never
anticipatedby Sir Robert Peel or any other honest financial or philan-
thropic statesman? It would exert no influence on the priceof silver.
Silver is not the culprit. The IndiaCouncil draft is causing theruinof the
agriculturalindustriesin America andinEngland. In 1881 the Bank of
England was willing topurchasesilver for the issue department within the
limits of the Act (7th andBthVie, cap. 33, 1844) providedsuitable arrange-
ments couldbe made with France and Germany with respect to the coin-
ageof silver,but thepropositioncame tonothing for wantof earnestness
on the partof thehighcontracting party.

Needless to say that as the rate for Council drafts wentdown, wheat,
cotton,rice, andother articlesof American export trade followed suit, as
they had— and haye— to compete with the "bonused" export trade ol
British India. It cannot be too often repeated. The superabundant
supplyof British IndiaCouncil drafts issued by the Secretary of Statefor
India, in London, in excess of the legitimate demands of trade, is the
prime factor in lowering the price of silver bullion and other articles
measuredthereby. Butthematter is nota governmentalone, itis a mercantile one,and it

restswith the commercial men of America toappreciatesilver bullion to
its oldprice of 60%d.perounce. By doing so they would notonly benefit
the producers of raw material,but themanufacturing andshipping trades
of America, bycombining together touse silver in themethodsuggested in
The RealEstateRecordand Builders' Guide for Nov. 20th.

No journalhas yetexplainedthemethod— tho trick— by which the rate
for British IndiaCouncil drafts hasbeen lately appreciated;some, because
they are unaware,of it— others, thoughknowing all about it, finditmore
profitable to be reticent on the subject. The trick is simply this, viz.:
Last yearand the yearbefore theBritish India government obtained the
sanction of the English Parliament to raise, in London, £13,000,000, it
has also thepower toraise £3,000,000 a yearinLondon. When this money
is made useof, naturally the drawings onIndialessen by the amount so
raised inLondon,consequently the Secretary of Statefor India holds the
power of appreciating the rate of exchange (ergo, price of silver bullion)
merelybyrefusing to grant Council drafts (or telegraphic transfers, the
terms are almost synonymous) exceptonhisown terms, andthus he forces
UPthe rateof exchange. Buthe has to face the question— howlong will it

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Hamilton Grange The Hamilton mansion, still standing, is one of the finest remaining

specimens of theColonial Classic style of architecture— a style whichhas a
great deal of intrinsic merit, together withits interestingassociations, and
is oftenreproduced by leading architects at this day. The exterior has
been a little neglected,andone does notat the first glance fully appreciate
the elegance of its proportions, tha chaste beauty of the cornice and the
balustradesurroundingtheroof, theperfectionof its porchesandcolonnades,
andthe light, graceful, hospitable aud home-like aspect of the old-time
house. Thelarge bay windows on the easternand westernsides addmuch
to the cheerfulnessof the interior, which is to-day that of a pleasant and
well-furnishedhome. Mostof theinterior fittingsof thehouss wereimported
fromEngland, and theheavy brass and ironknobs, bolts and locks— some
of these requiring two turnsof aponderouskey to throwthe bolt to the
full distance— are curious features. The grounds show hedges of box
planted in geometrical forms, such as are seen about many houses
that belong to the same period, and noble trees throw their shade
aboutthemansion. A measurement of oneof these showed it to be about
17 feetin circumference. These are featuressuch as cannot bo produced
to order to beautify a new place ina day, butthemost interesting object
near thehouse isa cluster of thirteen venerable trees that wereplantedby
Hamilton with his own hand to symbolize the originalthirteen States of
theUnion. These have grown with unequal degrees of thrift, and itis
noticeable that the one that isnearest to themansion,andperhapsstanding
for New York as the State that was nearest to theheart of thepatriotic
owner,ismuch the largest of the group. Mr. De Forest hasinclosed these
treeswitha fence,and they are likely tostandfor a long time to come as
mostinteresting memorials of the founder of the Grange. As for the man-
sion, its fate is still uncertain; but, unless some special effort is made

A beautiful region of little villas in the outskirts of a city, somewhat
apart from the system of straight streetscrossingeachother at right angles
and at arbitrarily established grades, tastefully laid out withreference to
thenatural conformation of the ground and soas toplease theeye, is a
thing that is morecharacteristic of foreign cities thanofour own, but will
be none the less appreciated for that reason wheneverit is found on our
side of the Atlantic. A New York capitalist, whose judgment and taste
havebeenproved byresultsin former purchasesof someofthehandsomest
residence property inthe city, hashad the tact tosecure a tract in thecity,
nearthe Hudsonand just south of Washington Heights, whichshows splen-
didadvantagesfor establishinganelegant villa region,and the enterprise
isalready wellunder waywitha certainty of complete success, bothfrom
the artistic and the financial point of view. The tract, which is
the property of Mr. W. H. De Forest and still retains the name
of Hamilton Grange, which it received in the last century, lies
between One Hundred and Fortieth and One Hundred and
Forty-fifth streets, east of Tenth avenue, onwhich the side towards
the river fronts. The situation is easily accessible by the cable road
onTenth avenueandby the elevatedroad,having stations at OneHundred
and Thirty-fifthandOneHundredandForty-fifthstreetsonEighth avenue.
For magnificent residence sitesitwouldbehard to finditsequal,considering
the highand handsomely-formed ground, the noble views of river, city,
mountains andsea, and the added romanceof oldhistorical associations of
the deepestinterest and full of revolutionarymemories. It is no wonder
thatit wasselected, at a time whenall thesurrounding country was open
to hischoice, by sucha manas AlexanderHamilton, and his individuality

is illustrated in the choice itself, as well as in the mansion and the land-
marks which he left upon it. The place and everything about it are
suggestiveof themanandof hischaracter,ashistorydescribesit— generous,
open, full of honorable ambition,cultured andrefined, and fitted toappre-
ciateeverything that is beautiful and noble. To the westward is the
Hudson, withthe rocky wallof thePalisades on its farther shore to the
northward,andhills risingbeyond it; on the south is the city, which in
Hamilton's day wasmiles away;and, in the southwest, distant hills on
LongIsland stand out clearly in -he view, and in other directions is a
region of plains, hillsand waterswhich was dotted with farm-houses and
lined withold wagonroads and turnpikesat thebeginningof the century,
andisnow a part ofa populousandbeautiful city, still growing rapidly
to thenorthward. Animportant post road crosseda corner of theHamil-
tonproperty and wound away through the fields and apple orchards of
New England toBoston, withmanya tidy villageinn,ofatype nowalmost
forgotten,asa stopping place for the stages which passed over it, and
carriedto the waitinggroups news which wasoftenquite as thrillingas any
that the telegraph carries to-day. Among the houses of other men of
revolutionarynote that were insight fromGeneral Hamilton's was that of
Roger Morris, which was Washington's headquarters in 1776; that of
GeneralGates,the captor of Burgoyne andhis army,on theRose Hill farm,
near theEast River, and that of the Quaker, Peletiah Murray, whose
charmingwife, withall the skilful strategy of hersex,detained the British
officers with bright conversation andwine, whilePutnam withhis troops
were crossing the island in tbe darkness to the American army on the
Heights,andsaving his forcefromdestruction,,

to secure its preservation,it will probably be taken down. Its destruc-
tion would certainly be a thing greatly to be regretted, and it is
well worthy of being appropriated by some association of gentlemen
as a club-house, or as a depository of objects of historical interest
and a monument to its first owner. There is certainly no revolu-
tionary name that has a truer claim to remembrance than that
of AlexanderHamilton. Born, seemingly, to a modeststation, thoughof
anaristocratic Scotch andEnglishstock, showing phenomenalmental and
moral force even from childhood, warm-hearted, magnetic, the bosom
friend of Washington, the statesman of wonderful ability, above all
suspicion of anymeanness,he wassacrificed at last toa widespreadpublic
sentiment thatdemanded the duol as a satisfaction forinsult, but went to
the fieldleaving a most remarkable letter that had the effect to almost
destroy that sentiment, andcontained evidence that he intended toexpose
his ownlife without attempting to take that ofhis enemy.

The situation of the Hamilton Grange property is just far enough back
fromtheriver front tobe sufficientlysheltered from winds,andforconven-
ience of access to everypart of it by the established means of transit.
In theadvance of improvementon the western side of the city, it has
been seen that the sites on Riverside Drive and on the river's bank
are not so soon chosen for residence as those that are a little removed
from it. The plan onwhich streets are to be opened through the Ham-
ilton property is rather unique. The roadway will be only 30 feet wide,
while the sidewalks will be 23 feet wide, and each will be shaded by a
double row of trees. The houses will be placed 20 feetback from the
ptreet. the easterncrest of the hill on which the old mansion stands ig
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to be cut and graded in a handsome form, and will receive the nameof
Hamilton terrace. The tract of 23 acre3comprised in the whole prop-
erty willbe abeautiful park, with lawns, flowers and tasteful dwellings,
and will certainly have a strong distinctive character of its own, though
bearing more resemblance to the suburbs of London than to anything iD
the vicinityof New York. More than twenty elegant houses, of English
Gothic, Flemish andother styles, asmodified by thetaste of the architec',
Mr. Wm. E. Mowbray, are already planned and will be bnilt without
delay. Abeautiful chapel is one of the buildings that have been deter-
mined upon, and a good deal of native rock will be taken from the
ground andbuilt into this, as well as into the other structures. Vines
willbe planted so as to runupon walls, rocks and terraces, and nothing
willbe omitted that can add tothe baauty of thepark. The plots willbe
sold withabsolute restrictions relating to the character of the improve-
ments tobe made, theplans for allof whichmust be submitted to a good
architect for approval. Capitalists andhome-seekers willnot fail toraccg-
nize, in the scheme which Mr. De Forest hasdeveloped, backed as it is by
money and good judgment, and provided with every needed safeguard,
opportunities for makinginvestments that willbe free from allrisk.

Some Substantial Facts inSouthern Progress.

The development of industry inthe Southduring the last seven years
hasbeen most encouraging,inspite of railroads that have become bank-rupt andenterprisesthathave failed. Expressed in statistics in the lasttradenumberof the New Orleans TimesDemocrat, itis a cheerful story
of progressinagriculture,manufacture and general wealth. Agriculture
remains the largest elementof Southernwealth, thoughmanufactureshaveadvancedmorerapidly. Cottonis still the great staple, though iustead offorming half itnow constitutes only one-third of theagricultural yield, a
larger production of food crops makinga healthful diversityof farming.
The fruit and garden truckcrops haveincreased from $10,751,599 to$38,--371,000, whilethe value of stock has sprung from $326,378,414 to $573,7-4,--
762 or 60 per cent, since 1880. A better cultivation has increased thepro-
duction of cotton,compared with that previous to thewar, 41per cent, andsugar 62 per cent. Only 28 per cent,of the cotton crop is raised on the
false credit system, which acts as an8 or 10 per cent, tax on agricultural
industry. Yet a large amount of land remains open for cultivation, for
the Southcansustainfivefoldas large apopulation asto-day from farming
alone. In manufactures there has been progress. The Southern cotton
mills have increased innumber insix years from 161 to 310, and in pro-
duction88percent. Incottonseed oilthenumberof factorieshas increased
from47 to130, and4 per cent,has been added to the value of the cottoncrop by this industry. Insix years the numberof manufacturing estab-
lishments has increased 49 per cent., the capital 93 per cent., number ofhands 63 per cent.,andproducts 60 per cent. Inrespect to minerals there
has been a marked improvementin output from morethan $5,000,000 to
morethan $17,000,000, or216 per cent. Inthe total of industries therehas
been an increase of $352,211,787, or 36.6per cent, against an increase ofpopulationof 17.5. The production per capita in 1880 was $70.06, andin1886, $81.45.— Boston Journal.

It Is Coming.
The LondonEconomist comes out with a rather startling propositionaffecting thecurrency. Theeditorproposes toretire thegoldhalf-sovereigns,

which amount to$100,000,000 ina total goldcirculationof $55 ',000,000, and
tosubstitute therefor$50,000,000insilvercoinsand$50,000,000 in gold sove-reigns. This proposition, ifactedon,wouldincrease thesilver currencyofEngland about90 per cent.,and wouldraise the silver currency to about
$115,000,000against $500,000,000 goldcurrency,pr 23 per cent. "The silvercurrency of tne United States is about 38 per cent, of the gold,and in
France itis about70 per cent. The German proportion is not far from
theEnglish. TheEconomist's proposition doesnotinvolve any change iv
the legalstatusof the silver currency,which is legal tender for not more
than£3 or $10,whilemost of that of France, Germany and the United
Statesis unlimited tender. All these nationshave the monometallic gold
standard for their currency basis. To return to the EconrmisVs proposi-
tion of increasing the silver element in the circulation by 90p«r cent., andmakingit23 per cent, of the whole,itmust be concededasurprisingpropo-
sition from a journal whichhasa straight monometallic descent through
all generations. Butitmust be addedthatthe silver proposition is merely
anincidentandmeans of carryingout aproposedrenovationofthegoldcur-
rency. The editorof theEconomist calls the conditionoftheEnglish goldcurrency"deplorable." He also saysthat

also, " so depreciatedhave the gold coins become that on the average they
have ceased tobe legaltenderas toweight andareonly maintained incircu-
lationbecause thelaw is systematically disregarded." The Economistpro-poses to save the expense of recoining the gold currency by retiringthe40,000,000half sovereigns, substituting sovereings for one half and silvercoinsfor theother. TheEnglishcoinagerateof silverbeingss.6d.perounce,and at theassumedprice of 54d. per ounce, thenecessaryamountof silver,
36,364,000 ounces,would cost £8,818,000. The currency valueof this silver
wouldbe £10,000,000, and the difference of £1,818,000 would be the mint
profit onconverting £10,000,000 worth of half sovereigns into silver cur-rency. To recoin the whole remaining gold issue would cost £318,000,
leaving a net profit of £1,0H0,000. Thelate Chancellor of the Exchequer
recommended two years ago that the reformation of the coinage be
accomplished by putting into the half sovereigns a 10 per cent, silver
alloy, thus saving 10 per cent, of the gold in £30,0U0,000 of coin. The
Economist computes verylogically that the announcement of the govern-
men.'sbeingabuyerof36,364,0,00uncesof silver wouldsharply advancethe
price,andhence, while atthetimeof thewritingtbepriceofsilver was46yd.

Itisa scientific and wise suggestion, as thenations which incorporatesilver
intotheir circulation at its presentprices will forestallan inevitable rise of
30 percent.

Sufficient Volume of Currency.
Muchuseless alarm has been expressed concerning the retirement of

nationalbank currency. There arebutlittle morethan $80,000,000 bonds
subject tocall before1891, and therearemorethan $300,000,000in national
banknotesoutstanding. There evidentlycannot be more than $72,000,000
more.nationalbank notesretired compulsorily bybondcalls for five years
yet,even though every3 per cent, bondoutstandingwere inuseas security
for circulation, whichisnot the case. The bankshave ondeposit to secure
circulationnot $70,000,000 of uncalled 3 per cents. The calling of bonds
cannot therefore affect morethan $63,000,000of nationalbank circulation,
leavingat least$237,000,000 untouchedfor yearstocome, exceptby volun-
tarysurrender. Those who look at the subject superficially are apt to
jumpat the conclusion that because there were in round numbers $308,-
-691,000in nationalbanknotesoutstanding July1,1886, andonly $301,234,-
-000 innationalbanknotesoutstandingNovember1,1886, the currencyhas
beencontractedto the extentof aboutsevenanda half millions. This is a
verymistakennotion. Currency consists of notonlynational bank notes,
butmoney andissues of tbegovernment aswell. There wereoutstanding
in thebanks andincirculationJuly1,1886, of gold,silver,nationaltreasury
notes,nationalbank notes and fractional silver coin the sum in round
numbers of $1,249,498,000 and on November 1.1886, the aggregate was
$1,280,841,000, so that while the national banknote circulation decreased
aboutsevenandahalf millions the total circulation increased more than
thirty-one millions. Itstandsto reason that every one hundred dollars
putin circulationby thepayment ofabondwhereonlyninetydollars wasin
circulation before, based onthebond,must increase insteadof decrease the
total volume of the currency. Itis a currency of another kind,anactual
coin currency instead of a credit currency,money insteadof bank notes.
Financiers are reviewing the agitation for "a twenty-year 2 per cent,
bond tobe giveninexchange toany nationalbank for 4percent, and4y
per cent, bonds at arate thatwill pay 2per cent, onsaid 4per cent, and
4ypercent, bonds, thenationalbanks to depositsaid new2per cent, bond
andreceive anequalamount of national bank currency, said currency to
be a first lien onall the assets of thebank; the present taxof 1per cent,
oncirculation tobe abolished." This would simply be paying apremium
to thenationalbanks tomaintain a circulation which, with the increasing
wealthof the government and its ability to issue coin, orcertificates forcoin, isdailybecomingmoreandmoreunnecessary. Itisbasedon thefallacy
that there canbenopaper currency excepta credit currency. Itis atbest
a temporary expedient, for twentyyears must rollby as they haverolled
by,and whatis tobe done then? Issue morebonds for nootherpurpose
than tobase a nationalbank currencyon them ? This is simply saying
thereshouldbe anational debtmaintained for the convenienceof a certain
class of banks and toprovideauniformcurrency whichcanas wellbe pro-
videdby the government itself if proper measures are taken to issuecertifi-
catesonsilver bullion and coin as well as on goldbullion andcoin. This
nationwants,andalwayswill want,anationalbankingsystem;butitwants
such a system for other purposes than the mere issuing of currency.
Nationalbank currency isverydesirable when the issues of the govern-
ment are insufficient to meet the demands of trade, but with theproduc-
ductiveness of our country suchinsufficiency is notvery apparent when
theagency of themint and the deposits of bullion for certificates arecon-
sidered.— Pittsburg (Pa)Commertial Gazette.

Some SouthernRailways.
Anenormousdeal inSouthern railways has just takenplace, by which

theRichmond and WestPoint Terminaland Warehouse Company,a small
affair inVirginia,until now ownedby theRichmond &Danville Railroad
Company, which controls over2,600 miles of Southern roads, has escaped
from its ownersand turnedlike a gigantic boa and swallowed them up.
The transaction involvessome $80,000,000, and wouldbe of noconsequenceto thepeople but for the spiritanimating thenewowners. Itis of littleuse
tothepublic for one millionaire to buy out another; the chargesare the
same, and it is only a question of who shall devour the profits squeezed
from the traffic. But in the case under consideration ithappens that the
Richmond &Danville hasbeen a Southern Companyinthemain, extending
its lines inSouthern States, building no inconsiderable new mileageevery
year. It has been slowly approaching theMississippi River, havinglong
ago reachedBirmingham, andhavingnearly closed the gap toColumbus,Miss., andintending to buildthrough to the great inlandseaat Greenville,
and to make close connections for New OrleansandMemphis. Itseveralyearsago acquired the WesternNorth Carolina andcompleted it toa junc-
tion withthe East Tennessee, and therebymade itself independentof theNorfolk & Western for Western connections, and was consequently
able to make terms for business. It has an extensive system reti-
culated throughout Virginia and |the. Carolinas. no inconsiderable
road in Georgia, and some even in Mississippi. The new owners are
conservative. They seem to be resolved to abandon the progressive
policy of the Danville, and to make the Terminal which with
$7,500,000 capital is in control of $100,000,000 worth of property, an
uncommonly conservative institution. We have no right toquestion this
procedure, which may be for the pecuniary interest of the owners, chief
among whomis Standard Oil, but we can see consequencss of much
public interest. The Terminal is to give up the leases of the VirginiaMidland and of the Western North Carolina, it is stated, and it cannot
be doubted that theprojects of the Baltimore & Ohio and of the Penn-
sylvania for Southern extensions within the next two years will lead to
some spirited contests for these importantproperties. That the twogrand
Northern corporations will reach Birmingham, the centre of more hopes
than any other small townin the country, within two yearsis altogetherprobable. Neither one of them can afford to give the other much the
start in therace for the traffic of the new South. The Baltimore & Ohiois aheadinactual Southern extension,but the Pennsylvania hasthe mostmoney, and is in the habit of leasingwhatitcanget instead of buildingnew. Now if the Pennsylvania can lease the Midlandand the Western,
ifccaneasily connect theminside of threemonths, andboundaheadof theBaltimore. But the latter has its plans made, and will come to Birming-
ham within the time laid out. Before that time arrives the Fort Scottroad from the West will be at Birmingham, and the Georgia Central
from the East. This vigorous young railroad and manufacturing centre
will then require new outlets to deep water,and the great corporations
from the Northeastwill start a race for New Orleans, which will giveus
twomore trunklines. They will be here in less thain four years,andcan
comesooner if the raceshould become heated.— New Orleans Picayune.

Shrinkage inSilver Stocks. The Reason.
ABostonian writes that the effect of theheavy silver production inlateyears has resulted, in connection with the diminished consumption ofsilver in coinage, in anunheard of accumulation of idle bullion, which

wouldswampany freemints thatmight openinEuropeor America. Suchassertions arenot unfamiliar to the readers of Easternpapers. Itrequiresnolongargument tosettle this. The figures will do it in very few words.
The production of silver in the world since 1870, when the millionaire
conspiracy began the scheme of demonetization,amounts to 924million
dollars worth; the exports toIndia in that period amount to about 575million dollars worth; the exports to Chinaamount to about20'J million
dollars worth; thecoinage of theUnitedStates andMexicoamount in that
period to 550million dollars worth. Herethen are four items of bullion
consumption, India, China, tho United States and Mexico,whichhave
taken up in fifteenyears 1,325 million dollars worthof silver bullion, andthemines of all the world have produced only924 millions in thatperiod.
This computation isnotintended tobe exhaustive. Itdoes notinclude thesilver takings of the South or Central Americas, nor Japan,nor otherregions in Asia, nor Africa, nor Europe,Europe alone having coinedinthatperiodat least 400 million dollars worth. Nor does the computation
include anything for the consumption of the world in the artsin fifteenyears,nor does itinclude any allowance for waste,loss or abrasion. Thestock of silver in all forms, except current money,isat least $700,000,000less in theWestern Hemisphere thanin theperiod immediately antedating1870,in which themints of Europeand America were free to silver, andthe coinagepar was sustained in bullion at 60^pence. The cheapness ofbullion hasbeen causinganimmense flow to Asia,andalso anexceedinglyliberal subsidiary coinage in gold standard nations, and the Courier-
Journalhas alreadypublished coinage details which show that the silvercoinage in the worldlast year,with the LatinUnion left out,exceededthegoldcoinage bynearly $30,000,000. A still more transparent fraud is thethreat so frequently published that other nations would dump upon anyfree-coinagenation theirsilver currency. Letussee what thisimplies. IntheUnitedStates thebullion valueof thesilver dollar isabout 24per cent,
less thanits currencyvalue. InFrance. Italy, Belgium, andother double
standardnations of Europe,thediscount isabout 27 percent. InEngland
and most of such nations as use silver only as subsidiarycurrency,thediscountis 35 to40per cent. Verywell. Now in the nations like France
andothers, where silver coinis full legaltender,and where the great stock
isnaturally located, such coins will buy exactly as much as goldcoins, as
our legal tender silver dollars do in the United States. So that thoseforeign people, as we are told bymany ignorant or shameless writers,
wouldsendus theircoins asbullion tobuy our goldatdiscounts of 25 to ~7per cent., whileat their ownhomes they arepassing thematpar with gold
money inbuyingmerchandise,securities, labor, bank notes, bank checks—
everything. As toEngland and other nations withsubsidiary silver only,
theirsmall-changepieces are alsolegal tender for$10 ormore, andpass fortheir full value,at par with gold,more largely than any other coins inbuying,selling,hiring, renting,etc. The other forms of silver consist ofplate, jewelry,ornaments,etc.,in which the workmanship is worthmany-
foldmoremoney thanthemetal. Therefore, if they wereto shipus thesewares they would sacrifice, even more than the 25 to 40 per cent, they
would loseby sendingus theirsilver currency. As bullion in the form of
bars there is probably not in all Europe a supplyequal toone-half of a
year's mint consumption at the world's coinage rate of 1885; and the
remainder of their silver inthe formof coin couldbesold toa free mintage

The consumptionofcottonby the spindles of theUnitedStates is about
35 per cent, larger in the year1886 thanin1885. Ifthe trade ofEngland
and Europe, which takes 65 per cent, of American cotton crops, had
increased in this proportionin thetraderevivalwhichis developing there
as well ashere,theprice of cottonwould probablybe three cents higher,
or $14.50 per bale more, and the aggregate value of the crop wouldbe
increased by $94,250,000. But, cnfortunately, that rate of improvement
has not beenfelt in Englandor Enrope,or any approach thereto, and the
reasonhasneverbeenbroughtinto daylight. Andyet it is not far from
the outer surface. Ifc ismainly this: The principal consuming markets for
the cottonmanufacturesofEngland are inIndia,China,all Asiaandother
silver-usingnations. In thosenations silver has not declined, as ifc has in
Europe, and $1 worth of their silver coins will buy only 70 to75 cents
worthof Europeangoods, whileitwillbuy$1worthof Asiaticproductions.
European manufacturers get a partial cancellation of this factor by the
help of the *export bonus of 25 or 30 per cent, on raw cotton shipped
thencefor manufacture inEurope, as thatso cheapens Europeanmanufac-
tureas to enable them tosell their goods at unnaturallylow prices. But
to the American cotton-grower there is no relief or help in any quarter;
andbesides the competitionof Asiatic raw cotton, bought with silver at a
ruinous discount, healsohashis foreignmarket restrictedandshut inbythe
partial closure of Asiatic markets to theEuropean goods made of his cot-
ton. This is what he gains by the silver discount.— Louisville (Ky.)
Curier-Joitrnal.

Limited Trains.
The demand forlimited trains having been met by several of theprin-

cipalrailroadcompanies of the West, already there isseen the desirability
of having double tracks on which to operate them. For many years
Western railroads have been content with, and their patrons havenot
made much complaint, against schedules whichhave not called for more
than twenty-five or thirty miles anhour, but that time haspassed. Com-
petition and the requirements of business have produced the limited
trains running in all directions atahigh rate of speed, though as yetno
more than a single track has been provided for them. Nearly allof the
through lines to the East havedouble tracks, and one of them has four
tracks. Before the introduction of these improvements accidents were offrequent occurrence,andnot a year went by that did not; witness some
smash-up so dreadfulin its results that the whole country was appalled.
These disasters were the legitimate result of attempting to do too large
and too risky abusiness onan insufficient road. As double and quad-
ruple tracks appeared the catastrophes diminished in number, and since
the systemhas become generalvery few, serious accidents havetakenplace.
Theimmense amountoftrafficon the trunklines made anenlargedequip-
mentimperatively necessary,but thegrowthof the Westhas been such as
tomake the situationherenot much different, so far as some of theprin-
cipal linesareconcerned, fromwhatitwasat theEast beforethe parallels
were laid. Radiatinginall directions to thenorthwest, west andsouthwest
fromChicago are many roads,which, by the rapid growthof the Missis-
sippiandMissouri Valleys, havebecome as important factors ina great
system as the Eastern trunk lines are in their own. With aconstantly
increasing traffic,bothinpassengers andin freight,and with theadditionof
limited trains runningatarateof speednot thought of a few years ago,itmaywellbe askedif,in the interest of the public, the time has notcome
when on most of the main lines the tracks shouldnot he doubled. Acci-
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dents havebeen found tobe inevitableunder every managementandunder
all circumstances, but itisa factwhichwill notbe disputed that they are
less frequenton the roads whicharenot compelled to taxonetrack unduly.
—Chicago Herald.

Capital Investments.
The railroadinvestment in theUnitedStates has increased $3,400,000,000

in the last ten years,or75 per cent. While more than half thenew capital
is water, the aqueous solution is probably no weaker at the end of the
decade thanatthebeginning, andconsequently,theproportionof apparent
increase willprobably hold good. IntheUnited Kingdom in that period
therailroadinvestment has increasedby £185,700,000, or $928,500,000, or 30
percent. The capitalnewlyinvestedinAmerican railroads inten yearsis
only $630,000,000 less than the entireEnglishplant is capitalizedat,andthe
present American rate of expansionis withina fraction of four times the
English rate. The accession of capital torailroadinvestment in ten years
falls within theaggregate increase of capital in five of the leading classes
of English investmentby only $',300,000,000 ;or,stated in another form,
itis75 per cent, of that aggregate. The London Economist comments
withgratified surprise at thecontrasts whichit findsin the wealthstatus of
England at the beginningandend of thedecade 1875-85. Thishas been a
periodmainly of complaintanddiscontent, with moreorless steady shrink-
age, andyet wealthhas rapidly accumulated. The gains incertain invest-
ments inthat period are :Housesand tenements, £100,000,000; home rail-
ways,£L86,(>(iO,000; other jointstock companies, £200,000,000; colonialloans,
£Su,000,000; municipal loans, £73,000,000. The total is £935,0()0,0U0, or an
aggregate gainof $4,690,000,000 in five classes of investmentsin ten years.
Thisincrease is about13 per cent, of the commonly accepted estimate of
valueof all theproperty in the British Isles. The increase inrealtyassess
ments is from £94,000,000 to £128,UOO,OIK), or 37 per cent. The home rail-
road capitalinvestment hasincreased from £63u,200,0l)() to £815,700,000, or
£185,900,000, about 30 per cent.— Louisville (Ky ) Courier Journal.

towaituntilactual necessity compels them to move
and expectingto obtain rates to cover any additionalcost that maybe added through winter transporta-
tion charges.

But thisis anunfavorable condition that always threatens the
tradeto a greater orless degree,anditis unfortunate-lynow a disturbing possibility. The season in thewoodshas begun early and vigorously. Millions offeet of logs are already on skidways, or even instreams,and the winter can hardly be said to havebegun. Men are goinginto the woods by hundreds,
andin some placesit is hardto find all the help theloggersthink.heyneed to accomplish the results atwhich they are aiming. Occasionally there is a dis-trict in whichitis saidthat loggingoperations will bereduced,butin the majority of them It is admittedthat the inputwill not fall short of, if it does notgreatlyexceed, thatof any year since lumbering inthe Northwest first began. Lumbermen are not
apt to overrate their intentions. They are more
likely to underrate them, for very obvious rea-
sons. Hence it is not unfair to infer from all thereports and indications now observable that the log
crop of 188--'B7 willbe one that will keep the avail-able mill capacity pretty busy next seasonturningit
intolumber. Itwouldbean unfortunate thingif the
