Mr. Samuel Benner's forecast o£ buBiness and politics for the 
comiug year will of course be peruaed with eager interest by all 
our-readers. I t will be seen that our contributor is a firm believer 
in a protective tariff. He thinks any approach to free trade will 
injure the buslneas of the country, aud he confidently looks for a 
popular verdict next fall in favor of the high tariff candidate for 
tbe Presidency. According to Mr. Benner this will be a bad year 
for stocks ; he looks for very much lower prices in the early fall 
months. Ttiis, according to him, will be another year of drought, 
and probably disficient crops. This will affect the stock market 
unfavorably, but will give value to grain and provisions. 

But next year, according to Mr. Benner, there is a reasonable 
prospect of a turn in th© tide of prices. I t promises to be a 
" b o o m " year. This prediction is baaed on-a theory first pro­
pounded by our contributor in his "Prophecies," that there is a cer­
tain periodicity in prices. The financial history of the country shows 
that in periods varying from eighteen to twenty-one years there is 
a panic in business, in which the bulk of the trading community 
becomes bankrupt. But preceding this disaster there is a year or 
two of great apparent prosperity, in which prices go up and every­
one is apparently prosperous. Thia catastrophe, according to Mr. 
Benner, in his " Prophecies," is due in 1890 or 1891, but 1889 will be 
a year of inflation. Hence anyone who purchases securities this 
coming fall when prices will be low will be able to sell out at a 
handsome profit in 1889. We give these vaticinations for what 
they are worth. Mr. Benner's " Prophe:ies" is a very remarkable 
book. It was first published in 1875, and it foretold with remark­
able accuracy the courae of prices many years ahead. 

Our annual review of the markets for strucCural material appears 
in another portion of the preient publication. In comparison with 
the preceding year the showing is an excellent one as regards the 
volume of business accomplished, the prices obtained, and the 
general result to those engaged in the various branches of traiAe. 
The season wound up, however, in rather a tame manner and with 
a feeling of considerable apprehension regarding the new year, 
dealers, contractors, and all who cater directly to the consumptive 
demand having evidently become imbued with a spirit of caution 
not likely to be removed until the prospect for spring operations 
become better understood, Tbere is a fair general accumulation 
of material in hand, and valuations are upon a comparatively 
moderate and attractive basis.

The Mayor's message is a w^ell-written docviment, and its conclu­

sion will be very generally commended. The debt of the city has 
increased, aud the appropriations and taxation will be heavier this 
year than last; but New York is a growing city, and our citizens do 
not object to generous expenditure if the money is honestly spent 
and for desirable purposes. The,New Parks aud the Aqueduct debt 
will in a few years swell the total of our debt up to the constitu­
tional limit; hence there ia small prospect of any reduction in the 
rate of taxation. Fortunately the value of our real estate is steadily 
and largely increasing, and our citizens will consequently be able 
to bear the added burdens of taxation. 

Some weeks ago we published a correspondence between the 
editor of this paper, the Chief of the Bureau of Statistics, the head 
of the Labor Bureau and the Honorable S. S. Oox, respecting the 
necessity for gathering statistics of buildings and building 
material. While we know all about railroad building, including 
the cost year by year, thare is at present no way of getting accu­
rate statistics of building ; nor is it known how much capital is 
invested yearly in lumber, bricks, stone, etc. In the present num­
ber of T H E RECORD AND GUIDE, however, we endeavor in a measure 
to meet tt^is want by giving & very full r^w/ne of the bujlding 

Mayor Hewitt proposes to put all taxes upon real estate and 
relieve personal property entirely from any fiscal burdens. So far 
as the municipality is concerned this proposition haa often been 
made, but it has never been received with favor by owners of real 
estate who were not rich men otherwiae. I t is not fair that owners 
of realty should pay all the expenses of our local government. Still, 
under our laws, personal property is practically exempt, and only 
those pay to whom it is a real hardship, such as widows and orphans 
and the beneficiaries of trust funds. The very rich escape almost 
entirely. The only equitable tax upon personal property would be 
on incomes, and that should be levied by the general government. 
Were this State or city to do it alone it would drive rich men away 
from thia to other cities. Still there ia no present likelihood that 
any State Legislature will wipe out all taxation on personal prop­
erty. It would afford too good a tes t for all the demagogues in and 
out of the press. 

There is a good deal to be eaid in favor of giving over the west 
side of the Central Park to a " speeding drive" for tbe owners of 
fast horses. New York is a great city and includes all kinds of 
people and interests. Since the beginning of its history this city 
has always had roads that could be used by people who owned fast 
horses. We all recall their history from the Bloomingdale Drive 
down to the one on St. Nicholas avenue. But as the island gets 
built up the horeemen find their old drives no longer available. 
They are driven off the island, while aa yet the other side of the 
Harlem is too far distant for use. The proposed drive from 59th to 
UOth street would not interfere with any of the walks, drives, or 
bridle paths of the park, and would attract tens of thousands of 
people to see the fast horses of the metropolis. Of course the 
driving would be under police regulation, and racing and riot would 
be prohibited. A violent opposition to thia proposition bas been 
developed, but it is unreasonable and should not be heeded at 
Albany. 

We seem to be in the first stages of a period of a general advance 
in prices. Tables have been published showing that cereals, pro­
visions, sugar, coffee, cotton, oil, tin, lead and copper have 
advanced on an average 17 per cent, in the last six months of 1837. 
The cereals, provisions and coffee were dearer because of the 
reduced yield. Oil, tin, lead and copper manipulated to higher 
prices, while cotton advanced because of the better demand. Some 
of this advance in price is undoubtedly due to the increase in our 
active circulation. Large additions are being made weekly to the 
ones, twos, fives and tens, which issues are mainly silver certifi­
cates. These make retail trade active and help to maintain prices. 
It is liOt likely that Congress will do anything to check the present 
outflow of paper money of small denominations. The Treasury 
figures show that notwithstanding the constant additions to the 
apparent surplus, still the amount of currency afloat in the hands 
of the peoplfl is constantly being added to, and this is as it should 
be, for our population is increasing at the rate of over two millions 
per annum and our wealth at a still greater ratio. This naturally 
invoivesa constantly greater demind for more currency. 

• 

Financiers are discussing the question: " I s a period of 
depresson due because of the heavy railroad construction 
during the year 1837 f" We built nearly 13,000 miles of 
new track. In 1883 we constructed 11,568 miles; this was the 
heaviest record in our history except that of last year. 
But 1883 was followed by several bad years, indeed there was no 
recovery until the summer of 1385, Seme of the new construction 
in that year, however, was almost criminal in the waste of money 
involved. The Nickel Plate and tbe Weat Shore were cases in 
point. But the new construction of 1887 was generally legitimate; 
it involved extension of well-established and powerful raih-oad 
systems. The new roads and extensions may anticipate the future, 
but they will all be needed in a few years' t i ' i e . Tiier© is also this 
difference between the outlay in 1883 and 1887 : in the former year 
we used up our own money, but in 1887 it was mainly foreign 
money that was employed in the various extensions. Hence there 
may not be the same embarrasament di;e to the exchange of floating 
ipto fiJted capital, Attother fftct t9 be kept jn fliind ia that (?ur 
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population is some 11,000,000 larger in 1887 than it was in 1888. 
From this time forth we will probably keep on building six to ten 
thousand miles of new road every year. 

Our Prophetic Department. 
SAMUEL B E N N E R ' S FORECAST FOR THE YEAE 1888. 

Editor RECORD AND GUIDE : 

Thia year, 1888, being Presidential year, coming as it does at 

the end of the cycle for low prices, will not be a good year for 

profitable business; prices for iron and railroad stocks will be 

lower than in 1887. 

Since the assassination of Garfield, in 1881, business has been on 

the down grade; and during these six years of declining prices 

there haa not appeared any great or itbportant event to make a 

turning point for the better in general business. 

The outcome of the election in 1884, and change of administra­

tion, has had the effect to continue low prices for iron, railroad 

stocks and manufactured commodities, 

The drought of 1887, which cut the crops short, haa changed the 

direction of prices for grain and provisions. 

Now, what is there to happen in this year, 1888, of sufficient 

importance to change the tide for higher prices and for commercial 

prosperity? 

The most important future event in sight is the election in 

November, 

The commercial history of this country is noted for its specula-

tive eras and depressions. Commerce and finance move in cycles; 

and when the cycles of low prices have completed themselves we 

may rely, with the utmost certainty, that they will be followed by 

cycles of high prices. 

In speculative eras we have large advances in the price of com­

modities, while the years of depressions are characterized by 

extensive declines and stagnation in business. 

These cycles are distinguished for a variation in the price of pig 

iron of at least $30 per ton. We have not realized this advance 

since 1881. 

Now, to have an advance from the lowest in this depression of 

$30 per ton in the price of pig iron, and to have general prosperity 

during the years 1889, 1890 and 1891 to make and complete a high-

price cycle, in accordance with the iron cycle as made in my 

" Prophecies," there must be a good and prominent cause for it. 

I t cannot be brought about or accomplished within thia cycle by 

a reduction of tbe tariff, as now threatened. 

I t now may be accepted aa an axiom, that the immediate effect 

of n low duty tariff would be lower prices; to be followed after­

wards in a term of years by higher prices, to the benefit ot foreign 

manufacturers. 

Also, tbat the immediate effect of the passage of a high protec­

tive tariff would be higher pricea; to bo followed afterwards in a 

few years by lower prices, to the benefit of home consumers. 

Whenever we have had high prices for iron and merchandise 

under a low tariff since the low duty tariff of 1816, it was after our 

home manufactures were in ruin, and when foreigners had poe-

eession of our markets. 

Under the present extent and stability of our manufacturing 

industries it would require several years, after the passage of a 

low duty tariff, to prostrate the business of this country, and after-

wards' to advance our market to exorbitant figures on foreign 

imports. 

Under the low duty tariff of 1816 our home manufactures were 

but few, and as a consequence British manufacturers held posses­

sion of our markets and high prices ruled for all imported manu­

factured commoditiea, while our agricultural products and labor 

were at low prices. 

Under the lo w tariff of 1833, when our manufactories were infant 

industries, it required two years to stop our mills and furnaces, 

aud then two years afterwards to advance our market to the 

highest prices on foreign goods. 

Under the exclusive ad valorem low tariff of 1816 (which is the 

most unfair tariff scheme that can bR devised for the interests of 

this country and most desired by foreigners), it required a longer 

time to depress our domestic industries—four years of declining 

prices and four years of advancing markets to reach the highest, 

which was to the benefit of British manufacturers. 

Now, if a low duty tariff bill should be enacted by Congress this 

winter, and to be continued, either specific or ad valorem, it would 

require a number of years before our manufactories would be in a 

state of ruin, and then before prices for foreign products could be 

advanced to a high figure. 

Therefore, to reduce the tariff duties this winter would not accom­

plish this end in time for our cycle, and consequently we cannot 

consider the enactment of a low tariff as; a! oaUse for a turning, , 

point in this year. In the past fifty years, during the low duty 

Democratic administrations of Van" ButCTi;- Polk", Tierce jind 

Buchanan, iron and all manufactured eommodi^es declined and 

remained at a low price, with depressed biinnesa in our industries 

at the close of each of these administrations. And. when these 

administrations were succeeded by the opposing party, which 

favored the protective policy, prices advanced to a high range and 

trade became prosperous. 

The Cleveland administration at the close of this year, like its 

predecessors, will have fulfilled its mission by continuing low prices. 

Reasoning from analogy observable in these cycles, it is very 

evident that the coming three years, after 1888, will be unusually 

prosperous. 

Therefore it is a necessity of the situation, cyclically speaking, 

and a sign of the times, that the low tariff party must give way to 

the party which protects our industries and assures at once general 

prosperity. 

The Republican party must and will be successful in the election 

this fall to produce this result. This event I predict, which will be 

the cause and major question of the times to make a turning point 

this year from commercial depression to great speculative activity, 

Tbe Republican party can and will solve the surplus problem— 

satisfactory to this country and without a sweeping reduction of 

duties on imports—and will restore prosperity by repealing any 

unfavorable laws that may be passed by Congress under Cleveland. 

This year, 1888, being the closing year in this cycle of low prices 

—seven years from 1881—is the golden opportunity to commence 

the foundation for a business. If there is any benefit to be derived 

from a knowledge of these cycles in trade, it will be in taking 

advantage of them. 

Young men who are about to commence their business career 

should embrace the present opportunity. There are but few of 

these chances in an ordinary life. It requires about ten years to 

complete an up and down in general trade. 

When the depressions which follow commercial crises reach 

their lowest limit, as determined by these price cycles, they afford 

the best opportunities^for investment, and the height of speculative 

eras are the most dangerous periods to make a commencement in 

any enterprise. 

This year is the opportunity for investors to open a mine, to 

build a furnace, to erect a mill, to build a ship, to equip a railroad, 

and to make investments in agi icultural, commercial and industrial 

operations. 

George Peabody laid the foundation for his fortune by buying 

American securities in one of our commercial depressions. 

According to the weather diagram in my prophecies, tlie summer 

of 1888 will be dry and hot, affecting the crops, and probably 

causing more damage than the heat of 1887. This will have a 

depressive influence on railroad securities, making the coming 

fall—September, October and November—a good time to buy stocks 

cheap, for an investment to run a few years. We have passed the 

low point for grain and provisions, and prices for these products 

will take a higher range for several years to come.

Editor RECORD AND GUIDE : 
My estimate at the present time of the future busineaa situation 

for 1887 depends upoa certain conditions and combinations in and 
out of Congress. 

It is a well-established fact that the failure of Congress last ses­
sion to act on the tariff and silver questions aided powerfully to 
bring about this fall an improvement in the stock market and in 
some other lines of industry. 

The depression iu business daring the spring and summer of this 
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year was principally caused by a dread of what Congress might do 
under the new administration. 

When Congresa .adjourned last summer, leaving the tariff and 
silver laws unchanged, which was a surprise, business men at once 
saw that they jvere safe until the rex t Congress convened, and, 
with the assurance at that time of good crops, partial confidence 
returned in general business, especially in the railroad industry, as 
it was apparent that the railroads would have plenty to do during 
the fall months. Speculation centred in railroad stocks, which 
gave them an active market; this infiuence also extended to the 
iron market. 

Yet, nevertheless, while there has been an upward movement in 
stocks, iron and some other manufactured commodities, tbe pro­
ducts of the land have not entered into this commotion. The 
farmers do not realize that they are benefited by the improvement 
in the stock market and commercial situation. Wha t they have 
to buy is at enhanced prices, while that which they have to sell 
remains near the lowest prices for years, 

If the improvement which was manifested in business this fall is 
an indication of continued better times it seems to be one-sided. 
The scales were up on one side and down on the other. 

The advance in railroad stocks and the better feeling in business 
was based with a temporary foundation upon what did not happen, 
which was the failure of Congress to reduce the tariff, to stop the 
coinage of silver, and the failure of the crops. 

Business improved because these calamities did not happen, and 
it was well for the country tbat they did not. 

The fear of what Congress may do is again upon the minds of 
the people, as demonstrated when Congress convened by a general 
tumble and collapse of the stock market, putting prices back in 
ten days where tbey were four months ago. 

Now, I undertake to say—and say it with emphasis—that if the 
Congress of thia winter, or during an extra session the coming 
sprine. sho"ld reduce the tariff or stop the coinage of silver, or 
should we have a general drought during the next spring and sum­
mer to damage the crops severely, then, in either case, prices for 
railroad stocks, iron, and the products of other industries which 
have been stimulated this year will decline to a lower level, and 
the improvements will fade out of sight. 

Aside from all the economic theories as to the working of a low 
tariff in the lOKg run, there is no denying the fact that the imme­
diate effect of a reduction of duties would be depressed business in 
all our industries. 

This government should not allow such a dismal calamity as the 
prostration of our industries in this way for the sake of reducing 
its revenue. 

Congress should abolish the' internal revenue taxes, which will 
cut doion the surplus receipts to a fair limit, and the reduction in 
this way will not injure general business and will avoid a growing 
stringency in the money marTeets. which is imminent by the con­
tinued accumidation and locking up in the Treasury of such a 
large share of the cm-rency. 

To stop the coinage of silver in this country would throw our 
silver production on English markets at greatly reduced prices, 
(•nabling the English merchants to buy their wheat and cotton of 
India at prices which would bankrupt American farmers. I t 
would stop the improvement in business, cause lower prices to 
rule for everything, and produce general distress in all our 
industries. 

The year 1887 is the time for the periodical return of a general 
drought in this country. We have noticed its encroachments this 
year all along our Western border; long-continued dry weather 
prevailed from Texas to Dakota. 

Should the drought return in 1887 it no doubt will extend east­
ward, covering the great wheat and corn-growing sections of our 
country, and if it should continue a sufficient length of time to 
damage the crops it will have the effect of curtailing grain freights 
East and merchandise freights West, moving the scales the other 
way—stocks down and wheat up. Eastern merchants and manu­
facturers will become concerned about their goods, while on the 
other hand creating a lively speculation in bread stuffs and 
provisions. 

The bright side of the future is plain. If Congress does not 
disturb the tariff and the silver laws, and there should be no dam­
age by drought to the crops, then we will have a repetition of the 
excitement in stocks during the fall of 1887, to last until the next 
session of Congress, vrhen, again, we can expect to see a collapse in 
speculation and a sudden decline in prices. 

And if there should not be an extra session in the spring there 
wiil be a better feeling in business quarters during the spring 
months, to continue until the crops are determined, the outcome of 
which will decide as to good or bad fall trade. 

This is a great and growing country ; it is in a splendid condition 
for unbounded development in all our industries. Plenty of good 
money—gold, silver and paper ; wonderful railroad facilities ; a 
Western world on this continent to populate, and with the threat 
of lower duties abandoned and a thorough high protective tariff 
exacted and continued, with favorable monetary laws, our pros­
perity and advance in our numerous industries will excel anything 
recorded in all history, SAMUEL BENNER.

The completion of a railroad line connecting California with 
Oregon is an event of marked significance to tbe people of the 
Pacific coast. Those who live east of the Rocky Mountains have 
but a vague conception of the country west of the Sierra Nevada 
Range, It is in truth a marvelous region. In time it will have 
the densest and richeat population on the globe. The soil out there 
will grow anything that can be cultivated in any other part of the 
world. Its mineral wealth is phenomenal. I t is no wonder that 
the tide of immigration has set in with such a flood to the Pacific 
coast regions. There is a land speculation under way which is 
quite justified because of heavy immigration. The one drawback 
to the prosperity of the Pacific coast has been the holding of vast 
acres of the soil by individuals and syndicates, but the land speou-

\, lation has so raised the taxation oh realty that the great ranch 

owners are being forced to divide their estates. The soJ is gener­
ally so fertile that as good results can be got from twenty to thirty 
acres as from one hundred to one hundred and fifty here in the 
East. This is why the agricultural population of the Pacific coast 
is destined in time to be very dense. California in a quarter of a 
century will probably produce more wine than even la belle 
France. 

Some years ago H. Rowen Helper published what seemed to be 
an extravagant scheme for a railroad running down the Sierra 
Nevada Mountains through Mexico and Central America and 
continuing over the Andes to Patagonia, This was laughed at at 
the time, but Senator John Sherman has recently commended a 
similar proposition. Some time or other we shall get our share of 
South American trade, but apparently we cannot compete with 
England on the ocean, and hence a project for extending our rail­
way system through Central America will meet with favor. We 
are making our way into Mexico very rapidly, and our transporta­
tion system has not only reached the Pacific coast, but is not far 
from the southern boundary of Mexico. If ever a road should be 
run from Alaska to Patagonia along the mountainous regions that 
form- the backbone of the two continents. Helper should not be 
forgotten. Statues should be raised to him on the highest peaks of 
the Sierra Nevada and the Andes. 

A Curious Meeting. 
A singular assemblage was that of the stockholders of the New 

York Elevated Railroad Company, held on Tuesday last at the 
office of the Manhattan Company. Usually a stockholders' meet­
ing is supposed to be in their interest, but this was a meeting osten­
sibly of New York Elevated stockholders, but attended by Man­
hattan people who voted and acted solely in the interests of the 
latter company, and the last thing thought of was the rights of the 
stockholders of the company in whose behalf the meeting was called. 
There were present: Russell Sage, Sidney Dillon, Cyrus W. Field, 
Isidor Wormser, George Gould, John H, Hall, Sam Sloan and 
Pierrepont Morgan, not one of whom owned a share of New York 
Elevated stock, but ail of whom were heavy holders of Manhattan. 
This did not deter them, however, as all were acting under direc­
tion of Jay Gould, who, though absent, had infused steam enough 
into this rich conglomeration so that his orders could not better have 
been carried out even though he had directed the procession in 
person. On tbe other side there were representatives and bona fide 
stockholders of the New York Elevated Railroad Company, of 
whom Mr, James M. Quigley was the chief spokesman, everyone 
of whom acted together as one man in opposing the placing of an 
additional $7,000,000 mortgage ahead of their stock. The singular 
part of the whole proceeding was that men like Sage, Field, Dillon, 
Morgan and Wormser should come to a meeting of this kind not 
owning one share of stock and not holding a single proxy—with 
the exception of Russell Sage, who voted ou seven shares—yet, 
should elect officers, attempt to run a meeting, and place an 
additional incumbrance of $7,000,000 on property in which 
not one of them owned a share. Actually the only 
voters on the proposition or who had any right to vote were Mr. 
Quigley, Mr. Harkness, the Messrs. Sweet, Russell Sage with a 
proxy for seven shares, and the Manhattan Company which 
technically owns 63,937 shares. By the voting of this last number 
of shares together with Mr. Sage's seven shares the additional 
mortgage was technically authorized, but there is such a great gulf 
between this technical authorization and a legal issue that no one 
but a speculative investor will ever think of taking any part of a 
mortgage so unlikely to be ever declared a legal one. Plainly thia 
means an alienation of property and is a proper case for the 
Attorney-General of the State, If any of our readers are ever 
solicited to buy any such mortgage bond as this let them remember 
this point presented among many others equally s t rong: 

The New York Elevated Ttailroad Comiiany is not authorized to 
construct or equip new lines of railroad. The company cannot, 
under its contract of lease, so long as the same continues an 
existing obligation, operate any line of railroad. It cannot, there­
fore, be required to provide new equipment for any such purpose. 
The object of raising this money on the property of the New York 
Elevated Railroad Company is in reality to secure the amount for 
the Manhattan. It is a proceeding unauthorized by law, and is 
consequently wholly void. 

• 

The Reading Railroad strike does not seem likely to be settled 
soon, and as for Congresa the flood of talk has set in, and, like 
Tennyson's brook, it looks as if it might go on forever. The spout­
ing wretches have commenced early, and it seems as if they were 
to keep up their wordy torrent until tbe close of the session. The 
stock market is a good place to avoid about these times. 

The outlook of the stock market is not particularly cheerful. 
The Western roads are quarreling about rates, and their returns 
will ebow a falling off hereafter, especially in the regions that 
suffered from the drought of last summer. Tbe stoppage of rail 
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road and house construction will also tell upon the returns of the 
railroads. Tnen matters look squally abroad ; the aged German 
Emperor is liable to die at any moment, and his decease will 
naturally affect all the bourses of Europe, 

In West Forty-second Street. 
West 43d street, from Sth avenue, and indeed from the Grand 

Central westward, exhibits the transitional and tentative character 
of a thoroughfare of which the property-holders have not yet satis­
fied themselves what is to become of it. I t is a wide street, with 
elevated stations on both sides, and the manifest destiny of those 
streets seemed a few years ago to be that of business streets. 
Oracles of real estate will still explain to you how this destiny is 
inevitable, while counter-oracles will bring arguments as plausible 
to show how the tendency that has converted 14th and 23d streets 
into marts will skip the wide streets above. Into these speculations 
far be it from ua to enter. Only the uncertainty about the future of 
their property, produced by the arguments and counter-arguments 
drawn from experience and theory, naturally disinclines owners to 
engage in any permanent and costly committal of their holdings, 
and accounts for the uncertain and vacillating" look of West 42d 
street, for example, which is still in the main a street of private 
dwellings, with fitful and occasional experiments in other 
directions. 

Just beyond Sth avenue there is an experiment which seems to 
be safe enough, whatever may be the fate of the quarter, in the 
shape of "The Home Bank," though the title indicates the belief of 
the bankers that its neighbors will continue to be dwelling houses. 
I t is a modest attempt in one way, being a building of one story, 
though the transoms of its openings may represent either a floor or 
a gallery, and it occupies one lot. There is nothing bashful or retir­
ing in its architecture, which is, on the contrary, of a pretentious 
and stentorious kind. The material is granite, with a steep slated 
mansard ridged with copper. Tbe entrance is a projecting porch, 
a round arch carried upon columns with Roman Ionic capitals, and 
the shafts rusticated like those of the Post-office, though here also 
they are monoliths. The dropped keystone of the arch which these 
columns support is decorated with a Renaissance grotesque, and 
the spandrils are filled with ineffectual ornament, and the feature 
completed by a round pediment filled with a fan-like shell. On 
each side of the central porch is one long, narrow opening with a 
heavy transom. Below this transom the outer piers are laid in 
alternate courses of rough and smooth granite. The openings are 
unmoulded, and are closed by arches of huge voussoirs run into 
the wall. Their impost is a moulding, below which is a series of 
triglyphs, or rather pentaglyphs. The porch is projected from a 
central wall, itself projected a foot or so from the general plane, and 
this in turn is carried above the cornice into a pedlmented dormer 
lit by a bull's-eye at the centre. The party walls are shown oneaiih 
side of the roof coped with granite, and resting at the cornice line 
upon corbels in the form of Renaissance beaata. This ia the most 
effective feature in the building, though the detail is not good. 
For tbe refit the bank is distinctly of what everybody recognizes as 
the soda-fountain style. It is heavy and clumsy without looking 
really massive, mainly because its solidity is greatest at the top, 
and is not a specimen of architecture so much as of " fancy stone 
cutting." 

An apartment house seems to be also a tolerably safe use of 
property in a transitional condition, and an apartment house on 
the north side of the street between 7th and 8th avenues endeavors 
to adjust itself to any condition by having some stores below and 
some studios above. Storea in the first floor seem to be natural 
appendages to all apartment houses, inasmuch as the apartments 
on this floor are necessarily less desirable than thoae above by 
reason of the space cutoff from them for hallways, but for some 
reason, probably a prejuiice imputed to the tenants, Ibey are not 
very often introduced into apartment houses that make pretensions 
to fashion. This apartment house is '70 feet in frontage and six 
stories in height, of which four are apparently designed for apart­
ments, the sixth and possibly the fifth also being given over to 
studios and the first as aforesaid to stores. The building is con­
spicuous, not merely by its size, but by its arrangement and its 
style, which is that Tudor Gothic which no American archi­
tect has thus far made very effective here, charming as ao many 
English examples of it are. The lower story here projects so as 
to make a terrace in front of the main building, which is flanked 
by two narrow pavilions of three Stories coming out even in 
advance cf the terraced first story. Tbe principal entrance 
is the characteristic four-centred arch in a square recess, and 
the windows are square-beaded in the three stories next above, 
while in the fifth they are pairs of low arches under lintels, 
and in the sixth bulla'-eyes. These two upper stories are 
grouped by a moulded string course under the fifth, and by 
a big round moulding at the angle running through both, 
w bile the sixth is marked by a sensible modification of the mansard 
roof, a novelty so far as we know, by which it becomes a continua­

tion of the vertical wall, hung with slate instead of being laid up 
in masonry. This arrangement obviously gives more room than 
the mansard and abandons the unsuccessful pretense that feature 
makes of being a roof. Here it is hung with brown and red slate, 
both well chosen for tint, and harmonizing with each other and 
with the dark brown stone which is the material of the structure 
below. The centre of the main building is projected a few feet 
from the sides, and in the second story a square bay window pro­
jects again from this projection, exciting some curiosity as to what 
these projecting walls stand on, since they apparently rest upon 
the top of the terrace, and the interior of the stores shows no sign 
of their support. Of course it is easy enough to stand a three-story 
wall apparently on air and really on an iron beam, but it is not 
very architectural. For the rest the aspect of the building is not 
very effective, but it is inoffensive, find tameness itself may become 
almost an artistic quality by contrast. 

On the other side of the street and further east is a row of five 
80-foot houaes that are not very recent, but have some points of 
architectural interest. The basements are of Dorchester stone 
with very good Gothic detail, and in the second story of each is a 
shallow curved and mullioned oriel window of five lights, with a 
vigorously moulded corbel that is an attractive feature. Unfor­
tunately the architecture suddenly gives out above this point; the 
third and fourth stories are entirely commonplace. If they had 
been aa carefully designed as the lower stories the houses would be 
very good indeed, 

Tbe latest addition to the architecture of 42(1 street is the Bruce 
Memorial Library, a branch of the Free Circulating Library. I t 
occupies only one lot, which is ample for its purpose, and the front 
consists of but two stories and a-half. An archway filled with a 
sash frame, of which the entrance door is at the centre, occupies 
almost the whole of the first story ; the second is a row of three 
tall lintelled windows; and a two-light gabled dormer, with the 
date of erection inscribed in a terra cotta panel, crowns the edifice. 
Tbe material is Scotoh st me and tawny brick, and a panelled 
frieze in dark terra cotta occurs at the cornice line. The arrange­
ment is simple and straightforward, the choice and combination 
of materi&l good and the detail not bad, but somehow the front is 
not 80 effective as it ought to be. The opening of the large arch 
is too large, and the arch itself is too small. That is to say, the 
abutments and the arch look weak ; and this weakness ia enhanced 
by tbe elliptic form of the low arch, which would have been more 
vigorous if it had been made segmental, since there was not height 
enough to make it semi-circular, or if its piers had been short­
ened; the relation between this and the second story also lacks 
felicity. Nevertheless, the building is a creditable and tasteful 
perturmance, even if it fails of being completely artistic. 

Mr. E, H, House has an article in the Princeton Revieio, for 
January, on the Japanese tariff, which it is a pity could not be read 
by every voter in the United States. The people of Japan have 
suffered untold wrongs at the hands of the so-called civilized com­
mercial nations. The United States induced the Japanese to open 
their ports to the world. We persuaded them into adopting a 
tariff which has ruined all their vital industries and impoverished 
their working population. The English have alone profited by this 
state of things, aa they controlled the Japanese markets to the 
ruin of the native manufacturers and the workpeople. The atti­
tude of the commercial nations to the semi-civilized Asiatics has 
been brutally selfish. Nothing has been thought of but trade. So 
far aa the Japanese are concerned the United States ought to take 
their part as against the world. We made Japan one of the family 
of nations under circumstances that gives its people a moral claim 
upon us. They ought to have the right to make their own tariff. 
Now al! the taxes are laid upon the land, which is a grievous 
burden ; one, indeed, that has becoine intolerable. 

•We are just waking up to the necessity for the technical educa­
tion of our children in the public schools. We find that foreign 
workmen have an advantage over our mechanics because of the 
artistic training tbey get in tbe trade schools and colleges in the 
Old World. The English people find that they are at a similar dis­
advantage, especially with the Germans, not only in respect to 
trades, but in commercial employments. A young German is 
better educated than a young Englishman; he understands the 
laws of trade better, foreign languages and customs also, and is, 
besides, more economical in his methoiis of business. So there is 
a movement in Great Britain in favor of commercial schools, so 
that the young Engli'»hman who goes into a commercial career 
shall be as well equipped as his foreign rival. This is a matter we 
also should keep in mind. True, we have no foreign commerce; 
our flag is banished from the ocean; but tbis will not be always so. 
Sometime or other our steamships will be seim in all foreign ports, 
and the Yankee merchant will contest with the traders of other 
nations in the markets of the world. We ought even now to be 
studying ^he methods that would best equip our young men who 
might choose to follow a oommercial career. 
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Model Flats. 
Two buildiags are now in the course of construction up town which are 

very likely to mark a new era in the erection of flats. One is situated on 
the northwest coraer of 99tb street and 9th avenue, and the other is in a 
similar position at 100th street. They merit general attention. 

Eighteen hundred and eighty-seven was a remarkable year for building. 
More money was spent on brick and mortar than iu any previous twelve 
months in tbe history of New York city. But no " g r e a t things" were 
accomplished architecturally, and if 18S7 is to be remembered at all by 
future builders and architects it must be for something more than the 
mere mass of work done. Two or three things stand out prominently to 
signaliao the year, and of these possibly the most important is the fact that 
the more or leaa combustible flats erected now, where only moderate rents 
are expected, are doomed. 

A well-known Spanish architect has patented a fireproof modp of con­
struction, and has erected two moderate-priced flats in accordance there­
with, which must, in time, overturn present methods. 

These buildings are the two we have already spoken of. Tbey are situ­
ated in the most healthy part of tbe west side, on high ground, within one 
block of tbe park. I h e y are each five stories high, built artistically of 

carelessness of one person or an accident can start a general conflagra­
tion that will make a score of families homeless. Builders of expensive 
flats have recognized this fact, and where high rents are asked fire­
proof construction is demanded by the public. But in cheaper flats the 
tenants have to be content with what safety they can get, and everyone 
lives at tbe mercy of everyone else. 

The public are never slow to recognize a good thing, and already several 
flats in the new buildings have been taken, although they are not yet quite 
ready for habitation, We understand the rents will not be increased, and 
if that is so they will soon be filled. For the price asked they are the best 
flats in the city, Tbey would be as good as tbe best even if they had not 
advantages which uo other similar flats have. The plumbing ia of tbe flneat 
kind, and the pipes are so constructed and placed that derangement from 
any cause is impossible. All the rooms will be handsomely flnishe \ in hard­
woods, with open tiled grates and carved mantels. The halls and corridors 
are to be elaborately decorated and tit with electric lights, etc. For the 
accommodation given the rents are among the cheapest in the city. 

Tbe stores in these fiats, fronting on 9th avenue, have been specially 
arranged for banking o r insurance institutions. Tbe walls are of extra 
strength, and the basements are constructed for vaults aud safety deposit.

brick. Tbere are handsome portico entrances to each. The halls are 
unusually wide and lofty, and are to be sumptuously decorated. Tbe 
rooms in the buildings also are more than ordinarily spacious, and are all 
directly lighted by windows. Tbe rent of each suite of apartments of five 
rooms (not including bathrooms, etc.,) is to be from iflS to $34 a month. 

The liberal way in which these buildings have been erected would alone 
make them noteworthy. But in addition to the advantages already enu­
merated they are absolutely fire-proof—even the partitions between rooms 
are fire proof. 

The new method of construction employed by the architect of these 
flats has attracted great attention. Of it tbe American Architect says: 

" Quite a curiosity in construction has recently been introduced in New 
York by a Spanish architect. He builds floor arches but 3 inches thick, 
of three successive layers of 1 inch thick tiles up to 20 feet span or more. 
His arches have withstood safely test loads of 700 pounds a square foot. 
The secret of the strength of his arches consists in their following closely 
the curve of pressure, thus avoiding tension in the voussoirs aa far as pos­
sible. But even were this to exist, it could not open a joint without 
bodily tearing off several tiles and opening many joints, owing to the fact 
that each course is thoroughly bonded and breaks joints with the course 
below; besides, each upper layer is attached to its lower layer by Portland 
cement mortar." 

This system of fire-prooflng Is a modification of the old Moorish plan of 
building which Vicard, the French architect, approved. Those who have 
inspected the 9th avenue flats are surprised at their solidity aud the 
thoroughness of the work done, which is not surpassed by the expensive 
flats on Sth avenue and elsewhere. 

Some such a system as tba t introduced bas long been needed. The 
risk of fire in fiats is of <sourse much greater than in private dwellings. 
In them a number of famifies are living under tho one roof, and the 

More structures of this kind, especially with tbe apartment or flat class 
of buildings, would do much to attract people to the west side. The build­
ings in question are sure to command tenants a t all times and to prove a 
valuable investment. They have no doubt cost more to construct than the 
ordinary style of flat, but this extra expenditure will yield returns in the 
shape of the very small amount needed for repairs, and tbe durability of the 
property. Another thing to be remarked is that these structures, being as 
it were iu advance of tbeh' time, will remain " first class," in possession of 
all " modern improvements," for a very long period to come. Many fine 
flats put up on tbe west side four or five years ago are to-day not much 
above second class in the matter of modern requirements, and now that 
the example haa been set tenants paying very moderate rents wiil not be 
satisfied with less than thoroughly fire-proof buildings. 

There is still another merit which these new flats possess which should 
not be forgotten, and that is an architectural one. Tbe public are learning 
that the " complex" fronts, so much affected by tbe ordinary west side 
architect, are offenses against good taste. To be handsome a building 
need not be constructed of a score of different materials with ornamenta­
tion stuck in every possible position. The buildings ou the corner of ft9th 
aud 100th streets are thoroughly good architectural work. Tbe material 
used is a fine quality of red brick, which is so treated os to form its own 
ornamentation. There is no striving for effect, and yet the structures are 
among the moat striking, effective and satisfactory, on the west side.

The Salt 
L a k e Tribime p u t s t h e case t h u s : 

There should really be no passing of coin, except for change, among 
people. Paper is tbe money of civilization, only tbe paper should have a 
metallic backing. The loss by abrasion of both silver and gold, annually, 
is a tremendous sum, and there is no sense in the waste ; and these large 
amounts of either metal are expensive to transmit from point to point. 
But the reserve of silver in the Treasury is not an element of the slightest 
trouble. I t happens to be just as good a reserve as gold itself ; it is the 
money of two-ihirds of the world, the money of the Constitution ; the 
money that stood, after the mutations of four thousand years, a t a 
premium over gold. 

Th is seems ve ry p lausable , a n d u n d o u b t e d l y t h e drif t of pub l i c 
s e n t i m e n t favors t h e use of paper to e i t he r gold o r si lver . B u t if 
people see n o t h i n g b u t paper , year af ter year , will t he re no t g row 
u p a belief t h a t gold a n d si v e r a r e no t needed in t h e business of t h e 
world? W h y , i t will be asked , keep on p i l ing u p t h e precious 
me ta l s in t h e T r e a s u r y vau l t s , w h e n t h e only u s e will be to g ive 
va lue t o a c i r cu la t ing m e d i u m ? I n t i m e a n irresist ible d e m a n d 
wil l be m a d e to ut i l ize t h e vas t storea of gold a n d si lver i n the 
Treasu ry vau l t s . The fact is, w e p roduce a b o u t half of t h e precious 
m e t a l s of t h e wor ld , a n d w e o u g h t to m a k e use of t h e m in t h e 
re ta i l t r a d e of t h e c o u n t r y . 

I n pass ing a j u d g m e n t u p o n t h e d i spu tes b e t w e e n t h e ra i l road 
corpora t ions a n d t h e m i n e r s , t h e a v e r a g e c i t izens bhoutd keep in 
m i n d w h a t p ropor t ion t b e m i n e r s wages bea r s to t h e to t a l re ta i l 
cost of a ton of coal . On tb i s po in t w e quo t e f rom I h e Pioneer 
Press of St. P a u l : 

The wages paid to the Pennsylvania miner for digging a ton of coal 
range from 38 to 65 cents. By the time it got to Bnffalo it was valued 
a t $4.50 for grate and egg and $4.95 for stove and nut on the first day 
of January, and *4,60 and 14.90 for the same on the first day of Octo­
ber. I t is in this interspace that tbe tremendous royalties to monopoly 
are paid. The lake freight from Buffalo to Dulutb, these figures are for 
1886, was 35 cents on May 5 ^ n d $1 by the middle of November. W-here 
tbe rest of, the money goes tne consumer must calculate for himself. 

Th is s a m e p a p e r goes o o to say : 

The wages of miners in Pennsylvania, the centre of the coal industry 
and the paradise of labor, are lower tban anywhere else in the United 
States, the majority of districts there pay from 40 to 50 cents par 
ton. Peoria, Ills., pays 70 cents; Indiana, from 65 to 80; Iowa, 9J cents 
aud 81 ; Colorado, 8;iJ<, and Oregon, $1. There is here the same smgular 
difference between wages fiast and West tbat appears in other occupa­
tions; a difference which, in the absence of taiitf regulations between 
the States, is wholly inexplicable by the protective theory of wages. 

T h e fac t should never he lost s igh t of t b a t t h e $6 or m o r e w h i c h 
t h e c o n s u m e r p a y s for a t o n of coal , ba re ly 50 cen t s r ep resen t s t h e 
to ta l wages rece ived by t h e m i n e r .

W e could spend all t h e 
su rp lus i n supp ly ing bu i ld ings w h i c h a re real ly needed , b u t t h e 
appropr i a t ions o u g h t to be m a d e af ter some well-devised pro­
g r a m m e . The n e w bui ld ings a r e now a m a t t e r of log-rolling, in 
w h i c h t h e m o s t aggress ive a n d rapac ious r ep resen ta t ives ge t the 
l a rges t appropr ia t ions . The re o u g h t to be some b u r e a u w h i c h 
w o u l d a p p o r t i o n t h e n e w publ ic bui ld ings to t h e locali t ies t h a t

Concerninq Men and Thinas.

Two new clubs have recently been organized in this city. Oae is called 
a " Player's Club," and ia composed of actors and their personal friends. 
One of the objects of tbe now organization is to get together a great dra 
matic library. The membei-sbip is limited to men, which is rati-er unfair to 
the women in the profession, who certainly divide the honors and the profits 
with those who cater to the amusement of the general public. Merely pro­
fessional clubs are not uniformly successful. I t does not do to have too 
much shop in a social gathering. There ought to be a sprinkling of many 
different professions to make things pleasant. Actors and journalists get 
along pretty well together, the only drawback being tha t a good many of 
the members of both professions are not very good pay. The " Lambs " 
and tbe Lotos CluO contain a good many actors, indeed tbey were both 
originally intended for artists and JDurnalists. Tbe new Players ' Club 
started w^tb many very good names.

The other new club is called the Reform Club, and, as its name imparts, is 

intended to help on political reform. I t ought to subserve a useful function. 
The most successful of tbe London clubs are those that have political objects 
in view. Our Union League Club is the only one which has an -honorable 
history back of it, but of late years it haa not done much to purify politics. 
Tbe Manhattan Club started off well, but it never was of the slightest value 
to tbe Democratic party, municipal or national. There are some good 
namesassociated with the new tteform Club; bu tw i l l they pull together? 
Time alone can tell.

New York is a polyglot city. There are many large German centres of 

population which have fewer German places of amusement than New 
York. During the post three weeks we have had playing to large New 
York audiences an opera company equal to tbe best in Berlin, an actress 
equal (o any on the German boards, and a leading star who has no superior ' 
iu faiherland. I t is not creditable to us, however, that French compa­
niea are not more successful in this city. French is taught in all our fash-' 
ionable schools, and ao many New Yorkers visit France during the summer 
season, tbere ought to be an audience fit, and not few, for a good French 
comedy company. Bernhardt did well here, and so will Cocquehn when be 
comes.

The Proposed Fast Drive. 

The meeting held at the Chickering Hall on Monday evening, to organize 
a movement with the object of creating a fast drive ou the western boun­
dary of the Central Park, waa attended by some cf the wealthiest and 
most influential of New York's citizens, in which a number of well-
known society ladies should be included. Scarcely a person present but 
was a taxpayer, soma of them very large ones. Tbe meeting resolved 
to send a deputation to tbe Mayor, asking him to further the movement, 
and as men like J. D. Rockefeller, Robert Bonner, Russell Sage, Roscoe 
Conkhng, Frank Work and others are strongly interested, no doubt sfflne-
thing will result from the action taken. Are presentative of T H E RECORD 
AJSD G U I D E called upon Lawson N. Fuller, one of the projectors of tbe 
plan. He has driven fast horses on " t b e r o a d " for the last thirty-five 
years and knows every rod of the ground as well as he does bis own garden, 
S e said: 

" W h a t we propose is to take a strip of ground, commencing at the 
western wall of the Central Park and running eastward lUO feet, beginning 
at 59th and ending at 110th street. Thiii land is now absolutely useless to 
anyone and is not wanted specially for any purpose. We propose to turn 
it Into a splendidly well-kept macadamized road, with a row. of trees in 
the centre along tha entire distance, which shall divide the riders going 
north and south. This will give us just as much service as though the 
road were 300 feet wide without such a dividing line, where vehicles and 
horses would go pell-mell like on the Seventh avenue Boulevard. Tbis 
dividing line will avoid accidents. We don't require 150 feet, as the Times 
suggests, 100 feet being ample on tbis plan. I t is a mistake to think tha t 
tbere will be any accidents. Only fast driving will take place on this 
new drive, and I have found that the accidents, when they do occur, are 
between vehicles driven by inexperienced hands in most ca^es. Men who 
own horses worth from J5,000 te $40,000 are not going to risk, them, as well 
as their own personal safety, by reckless driving. A man who drives a fast 
horse generally has a good eye and a sure rein, and he can easily aee any 
impediment in the roadway hundreds of yards ahead in time to avoid it. 
The grades can be used to breathe the horses. New York requires some 
fast drive. Ameriaa is the couutry of fast horses, aud we ought to have 
some place where not only our citiaens aud countrymen, but foreigners 
from all parta, could come and see what we can produce in that noble quad­
ruped. I t must not be thought that the men who are in this movement have 
entered into it on tbe spur of the moment, I t has been talked over for the 
last two years. Of course there will be objections raised. There always 
have been to these things, But the Central Park belongs to our citizens, 
and it should be utfiized for their benefit. Tbe strip of ground we ask for 
i sno t required for any^special purpose, and i t would improve the Park 
wonderfully. The drives now are principally taken up by broughams, 
coup6i and other heavy wheelers, and light vehicles and fast horses have 
no chance to put in any good work. The boulevards are not quite as good 
for this purpose as they were. Besides, they are public thoroughfares 
for pedestrians and too fast trotting on them cannot always be 
indulged in. One has only to notice the thousands of workmen, clerks and 
others, with their wives and children, who turn out on Sundays in the 
Central Pa rk and the boulevards to see the driving, to appreciate the 
interest which all, poor or rich, take in seeing a display of horseflesh. If tbia 
new drive is made we will have seats placed along the eastern and possibly 
the western side, so that tbe people' may occupy tbem by tbe thousands, 

and witness the beautiful sight to their intense delight. I t would also 
greatly improve, and infuse new life into, the property on Central Pa rk 
West and the abutt ing streets. In fact no one is going to lose much by the 
change and everyone wfil be benefited,"

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Good for a Hundred Years. 
The illustration given below is of the remarkable building intended for 

store, warehousing or manufacturing purposes, owned by A. H, Hatch, 
now nearing completion at Nos. 403 and 404 Greeuwich street, near St. 
John's Park. There is nothing better of the kind in tbe city. Owner, 
architect and builder have apparently striven to produce the solldest 
building possible, perfectly adapted to the object for which it is erected. 
Anyone who inspects tbe structure must acknowledge tbatcomplete success 
has been attained. I t has a frontage of 50 feet, depth of 90, height six 
stories and basement. With thick walls of bard brick aud cement, heavy 
rolled iron beams 3 feet from centres, hollow fire-brick orches, stone roof 
and floors ond no wood or other combustible material, it is absolutely flre-
water-rat-and-quake-proof. The floors aa well as roof are drained, being 
carefully graded from front and rear and lines of columns aud girders, to 
6inch pipes at centres of side walls. The " p i t c h " is given by placing the 
beams on cast-iron plates of varying thickness—those under tbe middle 
ones being % inch only, under the next to tbe middle, on either side, >^-incb 
thicker, and BO on, by increments of eighths,'to the front and rear, where tbe 
beams rest on plates 3X inches in thickness, thus giving a perfect grade in 
tbe beams themselves, while the floors have a uniform thickness 
throughout. 

As tbe floors are water-tight as well aa fireproof and have no stairways 
or openings except at high 
points, if any one be flooded 
tbe water is rapidly con­
ducted to the sewer, and uo 
damage can ensue to goods 
on other floors. 

Access is bad to the floors 
and roof by theelevaior and 
staircases at th^ centre of 
the front, all in a heavy 
brick inclosure, lighted by 
tiers of double and triple 
windows, and terminating 
in a tower with a pyramidal 
roof and flagstaff. 

The arrangement of the 
stairs and elevator makes 
each floor distinct and sepa­
rate and increases its capac­
ity, over the ordinary con­
struction, upwards of one 
thousand cubic feet. 

Tbe building is supplied 
with an abundance of pure 
cold water (30 degree Fah­
renheit), uncontaminated by 
surface drainage, coming in 
a 12-inch-pipe, sunk through 
the upper layer of debris, 
several strata of clay, ag­
gregating some 20 feet, 40 to 
50 feet of coarse gravel and 
20 to 30 feet of pebbles, 
stopping at bed-rock 110 feet 
below the sidewalk. 

I t bos a powerful, direct 
lift, hydraulic elevator, run­
ning from callar to roof, 
having a single continuous 
r>Ĵ  inch plunger or ram, 
working in a 10 inch cyfin-
der. as far into the ground 
as it rises in the building. 
The cylinder is immersed in 
tbe 13-inch well tube, the 
water flowing up the annular 
space between the two 160 
gallons per minute or pump-
ng 400 to 500 gallons 

through 175 sq-iare inches of 
perforations at the lower end 
of the 12-inch pipe. 

The elevator is absolutely safe. I t cannot fall, fly up or break. I t has 
no cables, drums, sheaves, pulleys, belts, worms, gears, springs, pawls, 
racks, governors, or other safety devices whatever—its peculiar construc­
tion making them all unnecessary. I t is durable, the wear and tear being 
light, and tbe liability to derangement little; the friction is slight, the 
counterpoising perfect, and tbe fpeed and energy uniform throughout its 
course. The pressure in tbe cylinder, resulting from the influence of 
gravity on the downfalfing loads, is utilized by discharging the water into 
a stand-pipe or reservoir extending to theupper loft to a height propor­
tioned to the load, thus making it possible to lower a heavy load as safely 
as a light one, and to operate the apparatus at lesa than half the costof any 
other flrst-class steam or hydraulic elevator extant. Actuatad by a 100-
foot water column from tbe tower tank it is always ready early, late, 
nights, Sundays, holidays, etc, 

Tbe entire flooring of the building, including roof and basement, 
is paved with patent stone by the Matt. Taylor Paving Company, No. 15 
State street. New York. Their granolithic stone is probably the most 
satisfactory and most extensively used pavement now being laid in tbe 
metropolis, as well as in Philadelphia, Washington and Chicago, Tbe 
floor has proved in every respect what the patentees claimed, and has been 
announced by architects and engineers of the country to be the best arti­

ficial stone pavement yet introduced. This company is pei-sonally managed 
by Mr. Matt. Taylor, whose long experience in both asphalt and artificial 
stone pavements is sufficient guarantee of tbe work done. Among tbe 
numerous places where granolithic has been used are: Public buildings and 
Pust-offiee, Philadelphia; Chicago City Hall; New Orleans Custom House 
and Post-office; U. S. Barge Office, this city, and many private apartment 
bouses and hotels throughout New York city. 

I t wiil be hard to praise too much the very thorough manner in which 
the building has been desigoed and constructed, from roof to basement; 
money has not been spared, nor has the smallest detail been in any way 
"scamped." The object of the owner was to construct a first-class last­
ing investment. The flnest material in the market and the best methods 
were employed and the construction was done by the day's labor whicb 
though possibly a trifle more costly, insures thoroughness. The building 
is good for a hundred years, and it is difficult to see why, even at the 
aud of that time, it should not be still classed as Al. 

The essentials of a perfect edifice, intended either for manufacturing or 
warehousing, it possesses in a marked degree. I t is solid in the extreme 
thoroughly lighted by large window-space both front and rear, aud as 
we have already described, is provided with absolutely safe and efficient 
elevator facilities. 

Tbe rents demanded are not above the ordinary charge for first-class 

warehouse accommodation.

and the thoroughly fire­
proof nature of the build, 
ing is certainly equal to 
insurance rates. Insurance 
can be obtained at merely 
nominal rates. 

The concrete floors and 
roof, and the extra thick 
walls, make the Hatch build­
ing specially favorable for 
tbe storing of valuable com­
modities, such as fur, silks,* 
or any articles subject to 
the attack of vermin or 
damp. 

The advantages of a build­
ing of this kind for manu­
facturing purposes will eas­
ily be understood, especially 
with r e g a r d t o t L u s e 
branches employing a n y 
chemical process. In this 
respect the abundance of 
cold water of an equal tem­
perature with whicb the 
buildicg is s u p p l i e d d e ­
serve? notice. I n s o m e 
branches of industry this is 
of prime importance. The 
basement, which is entirely 
of concrete, even to t h e 
walls, being below t i d e ­
water, bas been arranged 
for refrigerating aud con­
tains a large reservoir for 
the ammonia products, etc. 
I t is well lighted. 

The building ia well sup­
plied with means for steam 
heating and with s t e a m 
power. Tbe boilers and en­
gines are all in duplicate, BO 
that failure due to accident 
is almost impossible, 

Tbe architects o f t h e 
structure were F. & W. E. 
Bloodgood, and, as'the illus­
tration given shows, their 
design is well adapted to the 
nature of tbe building. I t 

is one of the most conspicuous edifices on G-reenwich street and is favorably 
situated, two blocks from the elevated station and close to Canal street 
and the freight stations at Hudson and Desbrosses streets. 

The ingenuously devised elevator, the only one of its kind in the city, 
was made in Worcester, Mass., in the Washburn machine shop, attached 
to tbe celebrated Polytechnic Institute of that city. These direct-acting 
elevators are only made in those shops, and the one in the Hatch building 
is the largest tbey have yet turned out. A E O D S . 

Some time since we reported an interview with a west side real estate 
broker, showing tbat builders on tbat side of the city were asking ficti­
tious prices for their houses. The same broker a few days ago said that 
since then " a change had come over the spirit of their dreams," and they 
are now on a level basis. Tbis will be satisfactory news to Duyers, of 
which there are unquestionably a goodly number in the market. Builders 
are prepared to take a fair profit now, but let them not make the mistake 
of again stiffening their figurea directlyja few inquirers come around their 
way, after the manner of Jesburun, who, when be waxed fat, kicked. 

Tbe annual election of the Master Plumbers' Association took place last 
night a t their rooms, No, 54 Union aquare. 
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Deepening the Channel. 
Lieut.-Col. W. McFarland, the United States Engineer in charge of the 

improvements at Hell Gate and on tbe Bar, has just rtquested the Secre­
tary of War to authorize him to stop work in the main channel and 
proceed with the deepening of the Swash Cbonnel instead, ond if this ia 
done he expects to get a depth of 26 feet of water at low tide in a short 
time, thus enabling vessels of the deepest draught, with a few exceptions, 
to come into the harbor at any t ime without waiting for the tide to rise-
There is au impression tbat Liverpool is a better port for the entry of 
vessels than New York. But tbis is not so. At the bar which blocks the 
entrance to the Mersey tbe maps show that there is only 10 to 13 feet a t 
low water, while at New York there is 23 feet a t mean low tide, and SO 
feet at neap, with a rise and fall of about 5 feet. Before entering tbe 
port of Liverpool vessels of deep draught have often to wait three or 
four hours, whereas at New York they are seldom detained more than 
half an hour or so. The tide rises on the othei' side from 20 to 36 feet, 
while here it only rises but 5 or 6 feet. Hundreds of thousands of yards 
have been dredged at Gedney's Channel, which is now 26 feet deep at low 
water, and when tbe work is flnished there will be a draught of 30 feet. 
The greatest draught drawn by any vessel passing tbe Bar was 28.8 feet 
—the Spanish frigate Numancis, which drew more tban the Great Eastern 
by a couple of feet. When the channel is dredged to a depth of 30 feet 
it can be kept so at slight expenditure, provided that no dumping of 
stone ballast or refuse takes place. Those who have seen the wonderful 
docks at Liverpool and London, constructed of granite, some of them 
being half a mile or more iu circumference, wonder why more substantial 
piers are not constructed at New York, The fact is that they are not 
required and it would be a useless expenditure of millions. In the great 
English ports the locks keep the water some 25 to 30 feet high in the 
docks at low tide, so that the curious sight is seen of tbe deepest draught 
vessels floating in the inclosures, while on the other side of the locks 
the beach is visible for some distance. In New York, however, tbere is 
a continual depth of water all around the city, so that vessels can be 
floated at all times without the necessity of locking in the water, ao to 
speak, to stop them from stranding. Some of the piers have deeper 
water than others. The minimum depth at New York piers is about 8 
feet a t low tide, and the maximum depth '27 feet. At the former only 
sloops and schooners can load, and even these sometimes touch bottom, 
while at tbe latter the largest ocean steamers are floated, Tbe appro­
priation for deepening the channel has reached into the millions, but when 
the work is completed New York will be the flnest port of entry in the 
world. 

Law Questions Answered. 
Editor RBCOED AND GUIDE : 

D E A R P I R . — Y O U will confer a great favor on us by answeringthe follow­
ing quf slioD: "We. as brokers, leased a property for tbirty-lhree years with 
two renewals, a t $14,-500 per annum anti taxes amounling to SI,450 per 
annum, making a lotal per annum of $15,950, and a total for the thirty-
three years of $5£C,35r'. The estimate of taxes is based upon this year's 
assestrnent, and is very low, and certainly will not be lower in the future. 
Now, we charge the agrfed upon, which is also the regular commission of 
1 per cent, upon the whole amount, whicb includes both tbe rent and taxes 
for Ihe period of thirty-three years. 

The question which we would like you to answer is, are we entitled to a 
commission on the amount of taxes as well as tbe amount of rent ? 

Will you kindly inform us if there is any law or custom governing the 
matter ? Yours truly, SUBSCRIBEBS, 

ANSWER.—We are not aware of any statute nor of any decisions upon 
tbe express point about which our correspondents ask. In our opinion our 
correspondents are entitled to commission upon the full amount; that is, 
upon the amount;of taxes as well as upon the amount of cash paid directly 
to the landlord. We shall he glad to hear from any of our readers as to 
tbe existence of any "custom" governing the matter. L A W EDITOR. 

Some Well-Located West Side Houses. 
There are certain parts of tbe west side superior in location and height of 

ground than others, and amongst these is the region bordering on Man­
hattan Square Park and bounded by 77th and Slst streets. On the flrst-
named street there are two or three groups of bouses that will be noticed 
by the passer by. One of them is tbe row of nine four story brown stone 
front residences which have just been completed by Geo, C. Edgar & Bon. 
In external architecture they are of the old-time solid-looking kind, with a 
tinge of Btone carving to relieve the generally quiet masonry. The houses 
vary in frontage from IS tu 31 feet. They are substantially built, and this 
is their main feature, a very important one nowadays, when houses are not 
often built, as in tbis case, by practical builders, who as owners have daily 
watched their construction with a fostering care. Several of the houses 
have box stoops, and all have three-story extensions, with dumb-waiters 
running from basement to roof. 

The second and third stories have saloon floors. They have a flue rear, 
and they are so planned tbat every room has excellent light and ventila­
tion. The bath rooms and closets are divided on the third story, while on 
tbe second, in tbe extensions, they are connected. Tbe dining-rooms, which 
are on the first floor of tbe extensions, have separate staircases leading to 
the kitchen, while on the remainder of the first stories the floors are mainly 
inlaid. Mahogany, oak and other hardwoods are used in tbe trim, which 
ia seen to good effect in tbe wide staircases running from the entrances to 
tbe top floors. There is a dash of trellis-work here and there and a spice of 
stained glass in tbe windows on several floors. The whole tone, however; 
is harmoniously quiet and genteel. The houses are situated on a gently 
ascending slope, high above water mark, and a view of Manhattan Square 
Park and tbe Museum of Natural History is obtained from all the frjut 
windows, a perspective which will ever remain unimpeded as the bouses are 
but a little west of 9lh avenue. The plumbing, heating, electrical and 
other modern improvements, including tbe handsomely designed mantels, 
mirrors and fire-places, are evidently of a flrst-class character, and it is not 

inappropriate, in this special number, to single out for criticism and com­
ment this row of houses amongst four-atory west side residences just 
completed, for while they are not ornate in their exterior they possess all 
the requirements of a high-class home in their interior. WANDEBER. 

A Row of Ornate Dwellings. 
Clustered together on high ground overlooking the Hudson, with the 

Jersey hills discernible in the background, a row of nine modern houses, 
only recently completed by Andrew Mills, are to be seen on the north 
side of 71st street, near West End avenue, one of the aristocratic residence 
quarters of the future. They are not of imposing character, but they are 
attractive in appearance. Each house has a differeilt design, and each 
front is a study iu itself. They please the eye because they are artistically 
planned. They have box stoops, so called, and tbey each present an 
entrance which is positively inviting to tbe visitor. They are just such a 
row of houses as one may see on 73d street, between the same avenues, 
and though tbis short passing notice does not deal with their architectural 
merit it recognizes their attractiveness to the paterfamilias whose house­
hold consists of a limited number, and whose ambition is to possess a pretty, 
cozy and well-arranged home, with all the modern improvements, which 
shall be ample in size, not only to accommodate his little family, but enable 
him to reserve a spare room or two for his near friends or relatives whom 
he may invite to rest under his hospitable roof when occasion demands. 

Many people delight to live in pretty houses, and when o house of this 
kind, substantially built, with all modern and sanitary appliances, can be 
purchased at a sum which, if one were to buy the ground andbuild thereon, 
could not be duplicated for the price at which it can be purchased, there 
is every reason wby a builder should be able to dispose of them in a vent, 
vidi, viei style, if one may be permitted to apply the Ceeserian phraseology 
to so prosaic a subject. 

The writer, through the courtesy of the par ty in charge, was enabled 
to see the interior of the houses. They are simply a reflection of tbe 
exterior. Everything is arranged comfortably and tastefully, and as the 
superscriber is a bachelor he mentally vowed to himself that the present 
acme of hie ambition was simply to have a charming little wife 
with whom he could spend tbe next generation or two in such a bird'sneat 
of a home. There is a reception-room, a hall d la foyer, and a dining-
room with butler's pantry extension on the first floor, with a dumb-waiter 
communicating with tbe culinary department, which, by the way, bas one 
of the most modern ranges and other accessories to tbis important depart­
ment of domestic felicity. The second floor bas two handsome well-lighted 
front and back bed-chambers A la salon—I can't help getting in my 
Uttle French phrases, you observe—with the most comfortable of bath­
rooms adjoining. The third story adds three bedrooms and a store-roomi 
while in the tout ensemble sanitary plumbing, prettily designed mantels 
and fire-places, hardwood trim, electrical appliances and other conven­
iences, adding to tbe social health, comfort and happiness, all conduce to 
make these some of the most attractive amongst the many desirable 
homes on the west aide of our great and ever-growing metropoUs.

The World of Business. 
Chicago as a Financial Centre. 

A Boston writer recently remarked that in his opinion the fast-growing 
importance of Chicago as a financial centre is not duly appreciated on 
the eastern side of the Alleghenies. He might with equal truth have 
made the statemtnt with regard to the great majority of penple in thii city. 
Few of them have anything like au adequate idea of the tremendous strides 
Chicago has taken recently iu the accumulation of surplus resources which 
enables her to take the position of principal mar t of exchange for the great 
West. Her relative growth iu this direction is well and strikingly illustra­
ted by the following table of bank deposits now and nine years ago:

The first date was that of the latest statement precedng the oiflcial 
resumption of specie payments, and still more nearly coincides with that of 
the practical extinction of the gold premium. The second is tbat of the 
latest call for a statement of condition by the national hanks. In neither 
of the cities named was the accumulation of deposit lines proceeded by 
regular steps;, but all varied at nearly tbe same time, and the intermediate 
figures are in harmony with these, whicb show that during the last nine 
years the deposits iu Chicago banks have more than tripled, while in 
Philadelphia ond New York they have not increased much more than 
half, and in Boston tbe increment was but about 35 per cent. A compari­
son of the latest figures with those of two years previously would really be 
more favorable than tho above. They would show a gain of nearly 30 per 
cent, for Chicago, while New York has fallen behind not far from IC per 
cent, and boslon half as much; but tbis might be claimed to be excep­
tional. It is given only as showiog that the first-quoted figures do not 
prove too much. The radical strength of the position will become more 
evident when it is remembered that the rate of relative argument is a t 
least as great during the last three years as before, though it has included 
the time during which the products of the soil have been selling at tbe 
minimum known in the last quarter of a century. These things, which 
constitute by far the greatest portion of tbe wealth of the country behind 
Chicago, have yielded very little profit to either the producer or the mer­
chant, while those articles of manufacture and merchandise which form 
the backbone of Ea-tem prosperity have much more nearly h»ld their own 
in that time. Iron and coal, for instance, with leather and textile fabrics, 
have sold well, while the workers employed at the East iu preparing them for 
market have been fed from the Westattheinsidecostof subsistence, making 
poBsitjIe for them or their employers, or both, tQ..put by a lareer portion as 
earned increment tban ever before. Yet money, vrhicb is the exponent of the 
capital dei'ived from these processes, has increosed much more rapidly with us 
than in the most favored of the three great cities on the Atlantic seaboard. 
It now appears probable that wo may count upun an important change in 
both of these sets of conditions, each of which will lend to increase the 
advantage enjoyed by Chicago as compared with these cities of the East. 
The prices of farm produce are rising, owing to a conviction that they have 
been selling abnormally low, and those of the Eastern staples wiil be 
reduced if Congress undertakes the work of revenue reform as advised by 
President Cleveland in his latest message. It cannot be denied that these 
things will tend to diminish the aggregate of the possible savings of wage-
earners at the East, aud correspondingly increase those at the West, while 
the result will almost inevitably be a drawing hither of Eastern capital 
more freely tban ever before to take advantage of the better opportunities 
for earning an increase than are presented at tbe Atlantic States. Hence 
it ie not tiio much to expect that tbe financial growth of Chicago iu the 
future will compare favorably with that of tbe recent past, which the above 
figures show is much greater than that of tbe other cities tba t stand out 
prominently before the world as the great financial foci of the United States, 
—Chicago '{III.) Tribune. 

RCTITC Our Sliippiiig, 
One of the most important questions whicb should occupy the attention 

of tbe Fiftieth Congress is thai of American shippiug, and that boiiy would 
win a reputation for statesmanship far in excess of that of any of its imme­
diate predecessors if it would adopt some substantial measures looking to a 
revival of our carrying trade. This country has never recovered from the 
deadly blows dealt our shipping interests in tbe day^^ of tbe Civil War and 
the gain that England then made she has increa.<ied with time. Meanwhile 
we have developed our interior resources in a most astonishing manner and 
on a most stupendous scale, and the interior commerce of the country has 
been fostered aud given the amplest scope for development. Tbe needs of 
this commerce bav* been met almost immediately by the construction of 
vast lines of railroads, and in many eases the railroads have been con­
structed in advance of the needs, and this spirit of financial enterprise has 
been a potent factor iu developing the possibilities of the country aud in 
making our interior commerce the greatest of any nation on the globe. 
American shipping, on the contrary, and the foreign carrying trade has 
been allowed to languisfi and has received none of the enormous energy, 
and the great financial skill whicb has been shown in tbe operation 
of interior lines of communication has been sadly laching in our 
shipping business. One reason for this has been the greater oppor­
tunities for profit i n the railroading and interior commerce. Thus 
the shipping trade bas been neglected, though impotent and futde 
attempts were occasionally made to induce Congress to take action 
towards building up an American merchant marine. The only important 
legislation which has been effected was the passage of the Dingley shipping 
bill a few years ago, whicb afforded some relief by tbe removal of sume 
antiquated and unwise provisions in our navigation laws. These laws are 
yet in the main a burden on American shipping and need to be thoroughly 
recast in accordauce with tbe needs of the present day. The system of 
taxation which prevails under tbem is in itself almost a fatal bar to tbe 
building up of a merchant marine, as it is far heavier and more onerous 
than that of Grreat Britain and tho Continental nations. American ships 
cannot compete with the cheaply mauipd and low-taxed foreign ships 
while they have to pay larger taxes to the Government in addition to pay­
ing high wages and providing good food. I t is impossible also for us to 
regain our old shipping supremacy when we have to compete with the 
bounty-fed ships of Great Britain. Hecoguizing tbe value of a great mer­
chant marine in building up trade and iu conserving trade already estab­
lished, as well as affording a great naval reserve ia time of war, England 
has granted her ships liberal bounties under the guise of mail subsidies. 
Thus upheld by the treasury of Britain her merchant mariue has steadily 
increased while ours has declined. Tbe only practicable way iu which the 
United States can build up tbe merchant marine is by adopting the methods 
of England and, by granting liberal mail subsidies, fight her with her own 
weapons,—£os/on (Mass.) Bulletin. 

New Orleans Looking Abroad. 
The merchants of the cities along the Gulf of Mexico, and in particular 

those of New Orleans, entertain high hopes of new and profitable busiu,, a 
enterprises as Ihe outcome of the present commercial awairening in the 
States of Central America. It is a long distance from the mouth of 
the Mississippi to New England, and the anticipations of Mobile and. 
New Orleans may seem rash and chimerical at first in Yanhee eyes, 
but they appear on consideration to have a reasonably mibstantial basis.

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trade, which is just row begirning fo attract attention, is that of a rail­
road in British Honduras, from Belize across the colony to its western 
border, there to connect with tbe Guatemalan system, and a l i n e to the 
Pacific Ocean, Some years ego the some plan was broached, a temporary 

, company was formed in New Orleans, and a survey made of the route, 
which found no engineeritig difiiculties. At tbat time the scheme fell 
tbrcugh partly because the Colonial Government refused to grant the 
desired privileges, and partly because tbe English and Scotch traders in 
Belize bitterly cpposed it, in dread of the influence of j^meriean 
erergy. Now the colony is inchned to be more liberal and 
the project is revived in earnest. Tbe new railroad would com­
plete an interoceanic line from tbe Atlantic to the Pacific, and divert 
to New Orleans and perhaps to other American ports much of the 
trade of Guatemala and Southern Mexico. British Honduras is one of the 
colonies of England cf whose commerce the United States bas succeeded in 
oblainiug a considerable share. In 1885 British exports to the colony were 
valued at $5E3,3F6, white our own, $450,355, nearly equaled them and far 
exceeded those frcm ali other countries combined. Mail steamers run 
regularly frrm telize to New Orleans, and the colony is looking more and 
more to the marte ts of tbe United States, But this is not all, for the pro­
jected railrcad would open up an area far more consitjerable than British 
Honduras, and estend American commercial influence in a region where 
it should be dominant, especially in view of the probability of thn early 
completion of tbe Nicaragua Canal, Just a t present there would 6eem ti. 
be no plan more premising as regards the strengthening of Ibe trade rela­
tions with the countries tr the south of us than this Honduran raiirood, and 
if the merchants of New Orleans provide the funds to build it their enter­
prise is almost certain to have a rich reward,— Posioii Jourjial. 

Ko Cbangc Probable, 
Those Englif-hman and Canadians who are anxious that the great trans-

Bllanlic steauisbip lines should land their passengers and mails in some 
Dominion port, instead of bringing them to Boston ond New York, are 
likely to be disappointed. Large and well fitted steamers have been run­
ning for years between Great Britain and either Montreal or Halifax 
without diverting any considerable amount of passenger business from 
American ports. Even if tbe Canadian line should employ swifter and 
more luxurious ships than tbe New York Cunarders, it would by no means 
follow that they wi uld obtain the cream of ocean travel, for in summer, a t 
least, the odditional length of the voyage from New York to Europe would 
be an attraction rather than anything ehe, and in winter few persons 
would care to take tbe long land journey to Halifax, or, what is worse, to 
Labrador or Newfoundland, as some schemes contemplate, with its cold, 
drearinefs and probable snow blockodes, to save a day or two at sea in the 
warm and ccmforlablo cabin of a steamer. Our Canadian friends very 
naturally desire to build up their own ports and steamship lines at the 
expense of our own, but not even all the money and tbe power of England 
can enable them to do it in the face of our present manliest advantages.— 
Boston. {Mass) Journal. 

Equalize tbe Dollars. 
The proposition now being discussed for an international monetary 

arrangement between the United States and Mexico, whereby the dolla's 
of one couutry shall be just as good as the dollars of tbe other, promises to 
fill a want long felt on the Texas-Mexican border. Formerly the thirsty 
and iropecunii us resident of El Paso, in Texas, used to borrow a Mexican 
silver dollar, walk across the bridge to Poso del Norte, in Mexico, enter a 
barroom and call for a ten-cent drink of that seductive and extremely 
elevating Mexican beverage called mescal. He threw the Mexican dollar 
on Ibe her ond received an American dollar in change, Uncle Sam's coins 
being at a discount of 10 per cent, in Mexico. Exhilarated by the mescal, 

^ he walked back across the bridge to El Paso, took a drink of square Ameri-
cen whiikey and tendered the American dollar in payment, receiving a 
Mexican dollar in change. Mexican dollars being at lO cents discount in 
the Uniteil States. "Wilh the Mexican dollar in bis pocket, tbe still 
thirsty citizen went again to Paso del Norte and imbibed mescal, tequilla 
or pulque, paying the Mexican dollar, and receiving the American dollar 
in change as before. He could keep this up until too gloriously drunk to do 
it any more, ond then return the original dollar unimpaired to the person 
from whom he borrowed it. As a scheme for getting "e l eva t ed" 
without co^t Ibis system had its advantages, but tbe local bartenders and 
other prominent business men have Ir.ng been suppicirus thnt these methods 
are not those cf sound finance. This is one of the few cases iu whicb the 
Interests of temperonce coincide with the interests of tbe saloon ke»-pers. 
By all means let us have a dollar of tqual value with ibe Mexic-an dollar. 
But perhaps the Mexicans having the smaUer country, would better do tbe 
the equalizing. 

, • 
Three internetioncl conferences have been held with regard to ausiform 

money standard ibroughtut the world, The first, in 18ti7, was controlled 
by English influence, and recommended making nothing but gold the 
standard. England is the chief creditor nation of the world, and the more 
it con lessen the amount of money in circulation, tbe greater amount of 
commodities it can command in payment of the interest and principal of 
debts owing to it, England promptly adopted Ihe l^ingle gold standard 
followed by Germany, and in 1873 by the United States. We soon fc und 
tbat this wos playing into the hands of Engh^h capitalists and in 1ST8 thia 
country again made silver money on tbe same basis as before. In ib̂ Tfi the 
second international conference was held, and recomifiended using both 
gold and silver as currency. In 1831 the third conference was held, and 
merely expressed tbe conclusion that the attempt to dispense with silver 
as money was impracticable. France never demonetised silver, and tbere 
are strong efforts in both England and Germany to again restore its use as 
money. Germany is not not now filled with money, as it was in the flush 
times after tbe last war with France.—-Bos(on Budget. 

The arrangement has been finally perfected by which money orders ond 
postal notes will he received by the banks of Philadelphia on tbe same foot­
ing with checks and drafts. Tbe arrangement will prove a great accommo­
dation to Ihe businesa public and p»obably a greater one to the post-tlQce 
authorities. Any one who has bad occasion to go to the pott-office to draw 
money on an order on a particularly busy day and been compelled to stand 
]n hne for half an hour waiting bis turn for a chance at the cashier's 
window will appreciate the change. Tbe relief to the pDSt offlce officials 
from tbe impatient, struggling crowdt, will be quite as great. The orders 
and notes will now be presented in bulk by one or a few persons instead of 
singly by a good many, as before, and tbe business expedited in every 
way. Those who want to purchase money orders and postal notes will not 
be inconvenienced in future by the crowds that formerly thronged the 
fame room to secure payment of these demands ou the post-ofBi;e funds — 
J hiladelphia Times,

Notwithstanding its many weak points, the application of the Interstate 

Commerce law has been of great advantage in many respects I t has 
dfraonstrated tbe absolute worthlessness of the opiuions of so-called rail­
road experts. It has educated the public to the necessity of a proper rail­
road regulation. I t has convinced tbe people that t>-e railroads and the 
country will not be hur t by the application of laws which protect shippers 
from discriminations. It bas proved Ibe inability of any Commission to 
regulate the details of the management of the railroads engaged in inter-
state'commerce. I t has shown the ineffectiveness of criminal penalties 
that are limited to the mere payment of a fin© for the violation of the law 

and it has confirmed the argument of those onti-discriminationists who 
have contended that railroad companies, while being allowed the freedom 
of manaeement, the discretion in shaping their aJEairs and the elasticity in 
adapting themselves to trnde which thev asked for, should be held to a 
strict accountability under laws of general and uniform application for 
oiiy encroachment upon tho rights of shippers or upon the general well 
being of the country. In other words, the government should attempt 
nothing more than to exercise a general police power. When tbe people 
shall have become convinced of the correctness of this view the next step 
to be taken by Congress wiU be the amendment of the Interstate Commerce 
act in such a manner as at least to enforce obedience from the railroad 
companiea.—Philadelphia Record. 

Real Estate Department. 
There is little to say about the market for the past week. Sales at tbe 

Exchange were few and generally unimportont, while at private contract 
comparatively few transactions have been closed. Tbe condition of the 
market, however, is very good. Prices are firm, and there is considerable 
inquiry for well-located improved property. In the way of vacant lot 
the prospects are better than they have been for some months, but sales'^ 
closed have not, and it is likely will not, show much, if any, advance on 
tbe prices which were obtained last spring. As will be seen by announce­
ments made below business will be quite brisk at the Exchange next week. 
Another batch of the Wolfe estate, and tbe Orient building .on Wall street, 
are among the properties to be sold. The sole of lots on Sth, Madison and 
6th avenues, by order of the New York Life Insurance Company, on the^ 
21th inst., is also attracting much attention. 

Tbe leading topic of conversation at the Exchange since Tuesday was the 
failure of Wm, H. De Forest, who made an assignment on Monday, with 
preferences aggregating over 5400,000, Mr. De Porest, it is well known, 
was tbe owner of tbe Hamilton Grange property, and during the lost ten 
years has been actively engaged in real estate transactions. Besides being 
a large real estate operator, Mr. De Forest was also a silk importer, with 
headquarters at No. 46S Broome street. The failure is attributed to various 
causes, but as for as we can judge the real one has not yet been published. 
As already stated Mr. De Forest was a heavy real estate operator, and the 
owner of Hamilton Grange, which he started about a year ago to improve 
on a very extensive scale. Streets and avenues were opened, regulated, 
graded, etc., and about thirty dwellings started. Work has been going on 
ever since, but a recent examination shows that a great deal too much waa 
outlined and too little completed. None of tbe houses have been finished, 
and the work on streets and avenues is still uncompleted. Everyone 
knows, or should know, tha t it costs a gi-eat deal of money to build some 
thirty houses and open and finish streets and avenues, and the trouble in 
this instance was that Mr? De Forest did not find it out until it was too 
late. If a few houses had been started and completed, for sale or rent, 
before others were commenced, and wurk begun on one or two streets 
instead of half a dozen or more, it is quite likely ,the failure 
would not have occurred. I t may be that the projector of these 
vast improvements did not have time to look after tbem properly. 
In addition to Ihe silk business he owned a large property at Sum­
mit, N. J . , which is put down as worth $300,000, and at tha t 
place Mr. De Forest spent two days each week, The effort to dispose 
of tbe " Grange " lots at auction in October is fresh in the minds of our 
readers. A great crowd of buyers were on baud, but the figures offered, 
although fair, did not suit Mr. De Forest, and the lots were withdrawn. 
Tbe property, comprising over 300 lots, was purchased in 1879 for |313,500j 
but lots subsequently bought made the total investment in that locality 
about $.5CO|000, By sales of parts of the tract Mr. De Forest has realized 
something like £400,000, with oveif 160 lots remaining, so tbat, except 
for the improvement undertaken iu such a reckless manner, he was iu tha 
way of realizing a very handsome profit on the investment. In fact we 
learn that au offT of $1,000,000 was' made for the property. As to the other 
city real estate Mr. De Forest has handled, it is generally conceded that he 
did not lose anything, but rather profited lai'gely, notwithstanding that he 
carried several costly houses for a considerable period at a large expense. 
As we go to press we learn that tbe bouses commenced on the " Grange" 
will be completed forthwith. 

There were no sales held at the Exchange on Monday. 
On Tuesday tha Salesroom was well attended. In addition to several 

foreclosure sales, two parcels belonging to the estate of tho late Chester W. 
Chapin were disposed of. The four-story brick dwelling No. 391 West 13th 
street, 31x40x66, went to Henry Thayer for |13,9P0, and tbe three-story 
dwelling and store No, 3i5 4th avenue, lS).llx4Jx83, was secured by W, 
Gardner at $37,000. 

Most of the sales announced to be held on Wednesday were postponed. 
Tbe attendance wos quite large. Tbe partition sale of parcels on Pearl 
and Gold streets attracted much attention, Tbe former comprised No. 356 
Pearl and the latter Nos. 73 and 75 Gold street, Ottinger Brothers bought 
both parcels at $19,200 and $35,500 respectively.

BRICKS,—III tlie coikluet of operators on tbe mar­
ket for Common IIards dur ing the period under review 
a spirit of conservatism has been cjuite noticeable, and 
with the exception of a few na tu ra l fluctuatious busi­
ness developed nothing of a decidedly unsett l ing char­
acter. The general average of price ranged soiuewliat 
fuller than last year, and wi thou t embracing much if 
any broader terr i tory for distribution the consump­
tion has proven considei'ably larger, so t ha t al! in all 
it was a prosperous season, Ihougli suffering some­
w h a t from the d rag t l ia t has befallen the great mass 
of s t ruc tura l material during the past three or four 
months . When the year opeued about one million 
brick were held here in lirst bands under a valuat ion 
of £9,00 per M, bu t with miserable wea ther during 
J anua ry buyers were extremely indifferent, and we 
learned ot no business in excess of 88.75, with some 
sales made a t $8.50 per M. By the comni tncement of 
February, Jersey, Staten Island and Long Island stock 
began t o show up and on February a.'jtli and 2fith a 
temporary opening of the Hudson permitted a couple 
of million to slip iu from Haverst raw with rates down 
to S8.00a8,35 per M. jVnotber freeKe up followed, bu t 
early March found navigation gradually imiiroving, 
toe receipts increasing and prices sliadiiig until sales 
of Havers t raw touched $7,50®7.75, buyers hai-ing held 
off as muilh as possible in order to inurease tbe weak­
ness. As soon as tbe wea ther would permit of work, 
however, demand set in quick, active aud general, and 
brought abou t a reaction on value, and though tbe 
shipments from the bold over accumulat i tm a t pri­
mary points were made with freedom sellers carried 
advantage until new stoeic commenced to tell, prices 
a t one t ime actually get t ing up to S8,75@.9.00 again, 
after which came another sharp break of a b o u t *l.0O, 
followed by a slow working down, with a large 
amount of business t ransacted a t f7.00(gi7.25 for the 
best grades, and liually £7,00 was abou t ali t ba t could 
be depended upon, i ' rom tbis came the usual upward 
t u rn as tbe resultof closing of the river again, with 
the final ra te s tanding a t JP7.75 on such stuck as re­
mained here afloat miKolii. J loulding was commenced 
a t some points April lOtli, hu t a s t r a y parcel of bad 
weather , including a la te snow storm, came aloug 
and spoiled the a t tempt , and i t was no t un­
til the end of tbe month tha t the business 
of preparat ion a t the yards was under really 
promising headway. With increased capacity, bow-
ever, the production \\'aa pushed steadily and vigor­
ously and sliipments made as rapidly as stock became 
ready for marliet, BO tha t by June , uotwitlistauding the 
liberality of the outlet , the supply had commenced t o 
balance. Duriog the summer and early fall the mar­
ket was for a wbile flooded with au immense amount 
of not only poor but really inferior stock, the result of 
uupropitious storms during tbe process of manufac­
ture , and wliile some of these oflerings went a t w h a t 
sellers seemed to think was an immense slaughter on 
price, the fact t ba t lliey did no t break tlie general 
marke t down in a more serious manner is a fair evi­
dence of the magni tude of the consumption. So far 
as tbe usual process of product ion was coucerned, 
however, manufacturers have uot intentiunally or 
carelessly permitted any deterioraUou iu tlie s tandard 
of quality, but on tlje contrary tbe ett'ort has been to 
bring the grade higher wherever it could be accom­
plished, some of tlie "' Up River " makes in part icular 
gi\'ing evidence of improvement again, aud a portion 
of the Jersey yards turning ou t occasionally a slightly 
bet ter run than lieretofore. Indeed, with tbe really 
progressive manufacturers tbere is an evident appre­
ciation of tbe prDpriety of not only showing t h a t a 
good quality can he made a t many points heretofore 
considered a ba^is for imly seci.Jiul ra te stuck, bu ta l so 
of the necessity fnr ui^iinliiitiiii;:' a lLi!;li,-«audardwheu 
once at tained, anil the iLulk'ntiuii-^ aiv favi'fable for a 
gradual imprcvement hi tbe condition of tbe brick 
seeking a marke t a t tbis point. At one locality on tlie 
Hudson tbere was a more or less serious oifliculty 
with labor of quite pro t rac ted character , but fortu­
nately it did not extend beyond tbe s tar t ing point, 
aud a couple of local affairs, one with bricklayers 
and fjie other with the handlers caused some incon­
venience, bu t prompt aud etJicient measures adopted 
prevented the inflnenoe from spreading to tbe entire 
t rade. As already intimated, the a rea of distribution 
is practically unchanged, some few small export orders 
coming to hand, miite a little domestic shiiiping t rade 
taking place Soutuward and Eastward, but the "ha r ­
b o r " demand proving the g rea t exhaust, and the 
Aaueduct job a goo<l second. Exactly bow many 
b n c k were taken on the lat ter account itisimjiossible 
to ascertain a t present, owing to the conflict of staie-
• l e a t from those intei'ested and tbe somewhat wide 
range of estimates from oUieis not interested, lint wbo 
claim to " k n o w all about i t ," A eonsei'vative view 
of all suggestions, however, would pi>i?it t o about 
100,000,009, showing some increase over 1880. Quite a 
fair amoun t of stock is said to be in the hands of sev­
eral city dealers wlio iiave a place foi' stOL'age, and 
across tlie East Uivcr tbe accumulat ions lia\'e the ap­
pearance of bcbiii nearly as full as ever, but for a 
number of weeks In liiri; till, close of navigation re­
ceivers were cnnnlanlly ri'iiiiiidcd by customers t ha t 
tbe prospects for spring ' Lrailo wcru poor, and tha t 
served evidently as an c.xcusi; to iHU'taii Investment 
to Quite an extent . If demand simuld lia()peu to de­
velop consideralilu life before tho reopening of navi­
gation—and some deali:rs think it will—it is quite 
liKely tJiat sometliiiig nearer winter rates wiU be ob­
tained than are prevailing a t the end of tlio year, hu t 
in a general way it must be aduiittud tbat the outlook 
is not so promising as Unit of J anua ry 1st. 1887, 

Fale JJrick huvo hud tbulr upii auu dowiis iu val\ie, 

bu t on the whole ra ther more dowii than in 1880 the 
cost averaging lower on the bulk of the business 
• Ahoutg-l.OO" has been tbe rate on a great deal of 
stock, and indeed was the staudaivl quotation of one 
or two receivers who seemed to think they could run 
tbe marke t on published figures without regard t o 
actual business. As a ma t t e r of fact, huwevci', sales 
have beeu reported a t S3.00 per M. by perfectly re­
sponsible part ies, and some of the best lets sold by 
cargo a t $3.50. though the lat ter was only a terapo-
rarj- price, and clean, even running desirable loads 
were always more in favor than small odd lots . The 
destiuation of t h e supply distributed is still given ou t 
as across the r iver ," and it therefore remains a cus­
tom of the t rade t o consider this city as a non-cou-
sumer. During a week or two past there has been a 
particularly good demand, and desirable stock avail­
able would no doubt have brought extreme rates I t 
IS a peeuliarity of tbe marke t for Pales tl iat w h e n 
tbey are wanted the w a n t is of a very decided char­
acter, and bids p rompt aud full; bu t if there happens 
t o be no demand a t the moment of arrival it is difli-
cidt to force sales even a t a decided concession. 

Fronts of high grade have found an exhaustive sale. 
Tbe Croton Point production bas been reported 
closely sold up, or even considerably ahead of tbe out­
put, all tbe season, with a somewhat fuUer range of 
prices and only a comparatively moderate accumu­
lation left on hand a t the close; and other Nor th 
Eiver makes have also done v e i l in proportion. 
Philadelpbias and Trentons commenced the year with 
camed-over orders and have found a wait ing demand 
for every brick as fast as turned out, and winds up 
with au entirely exhausted stock and prices thor-
ouglily well maintained a t the fullest point of tbe 
season. These grades have retained all their local 
populari ty and found a somewhat extended shipping 
line as well extending from Boston a t tbe JCast to 
Toledo a t the West, Pi'obahly most of tlie exlreiBa 
high quality of F ron t brick a re used for the purpose 
indicated by their ti t le, hu t tbe simply fine stock, such 
as our river make, etc,, have in active use really be­
come " r e a r s , " as tbey are thus largely consumed to 
complete the perfection of detail aimed a t in tbe cou-
struction of so many first-class dwelliugs in certain 
sections of the city. 

Incidental to the year 's business was the importa­
t ion of building brick into the United States from 
Great Britain. They came from Hawarden, North 
Wales, and were manufactured on the estate of Right 
IIou. W. E, Gladstone, whence undoubtedly comes 
the " Premier Brand," imder which they are known 
The color is buff. They are said to be absolutely non-
absorbent, free from danger of vegetation, or change 
of color under any climate, and hence peculiaily 
adapted for outside work, A cont rac t was made for 
155,000 for Boston deUvery, and there bas been con­
siderable local inquii-y, with negotiations pending as 
we close tha t may lead to some very liberal orders,

Annexed we give the usual statistics of product ion 
and remaining supply, made u p solely from districts 
t r ibutary to this market . Some expected communi­
cations with detailed information failed to reach us, 
but they were from points of minor importance read­
ily covered by estimates, and there is no doubt of tbe 
general correctness of our figures. Tbe production 
for 1887 differs in no essential part icular from the pre­
ceding year, and tha t may in pa r t be accounted for 
by tbe trouble experienced wi th strikers a t a few 
yards on tbe Hudson, where work was suspended for 
awhile, and about balanced puch little addition t o 
manufactur ing capacity as mav have taken place a t 
otber points. In stocks on hand, however, it will be 
noticed there is a very heavy shrinkage as compared 
with one year ago, a thorough indorsement of tlie mag­
nitude of t rade, even making due allowance for the 
la te closing of navigation. By adding the supply 
brought over from 1886 to the product of 1887 and de­
duct ing stocks remaining on hand a t da te the con­
sumption for the year is shown to be 1,009,000,000 
bricks. A portion of remaining stock is believed t o 
be under engagement to Aqueduct eontraotors.

OEMENT,—It bas been another very successful 
year for Ito'ieudale Cement. A further Increase la 
the rroducllOD tooli place, but very much less t haa 
the liberal expnuslon of tbe preceding year, not 
through any lack of demand or want of faith ou the 
p a r t of producers , but simply because nearly tbe 
limit of productive capacity h a s been reached and 
new plant Is not being added rapidly. One of the 
companies lost a mill by fire a t Eddyvllle during the 
la te Biuumer, but about the same t ime completed and 
eioTted A it«w mill so that a balanca v&a struck aa {or 
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as the actual output was concerned. The distribution 
has taken very general form, emhracibg a fuller local 
call for all sorts of work, with some bis lols of stand­
ard leading brands consumed in consfriiclion of 
bridge on upper Harlem, and a larger qi iamily taken 
for tbe AqutducC than last year . This latter outlet, 
however, has used almost everything in the way of 
cement, from the Akron u p through tlie di t lerent 
qualities of Rosendale, and both domestic and im­
ported Po.tlaiid. There has also heen a first r a te 
interior t rade for Roaendale, showing some increase 
in m i n y directions and espacially toward the West, 
where there is evidence of an opportunity tn place 
larger amounts , as buyers commence to gradually 
appreciate what they gain in quality a t a compara­
tively ailsht difference in cost over tbe products to 
which they have bren accustomed. Manufar turers , 
however, cannot cater to tha tou t l e t while the di^mand 
Dear home keeps them as busy as it has done during 
the pas t season. Oa price sates have been made a t 
95c. for some special deals, and eveu a fraction less 
waa in one or two cases intimated, but $1.00 was 
generally found to be tbe lowest quotation, aod 
thence buaine-s has ranged along up to 8l,lO©1.1-5, 
according to qiiauiity aud brano. during the open 
season, with tbn usual winter addition now ruling and 
supplies firmly held. These figures, it is noticeable', 
differ very little from 183S, and are considered rat her 
close margin;* hy manufacturers as well. Wiiiiout 
making any allowance for wear and tear on plant the 
value of packing aiPil t ransport ing has somewli i t in­
creased, vibiie the " w a l k i n g d e l e g a t e " issued the 
ukaae for higher labor ra tes early in the season, aud 
ra the r tiian delay work employers subnaicied. lodeed, 
whiid more or less natural C'^mpetition b i s prevailed 
t o secure tbe going orders, there was u o c u ting and 
slashing of raies aa a bait for custom, or a waste of 
t ime in fighting well-organized and deiermined work­
men, but adopting a conservative policy, manufact­
urers have preserved a uniform aod beai lhy tone, and 
all wiil flnd tbe balance upon the right side when 
boons are closed, eveu though the amount m a y not be 
quite so full a s tbey think they should Lave i,ecured. 
htocks on hand a re somewhat probiemaiical. Each 
operator appears to claim a " little for my own t r ade . " 
but insisting tha t neighbors had no.ie. 1 here is, bow-
ever, agents and joboers together, probably a fair 
quant i ty availaoie, owi.ig to tbe unusual length of 
time the river remained "pen this wiiilei'. Tha total 
production of the ttoseudiile district in I8a7 was about 
y,10U,00u bOls. 

American Port land is keeping right in line with the 
activity esp-r ienced iu other ccnnmts, and no better 

f videcceo i tbe establishsd p i p u L n t y of tb isdescr ip-
Lon is required than ihe fact t i n t production has 

kept constantly sold ahead and agents frequently bad 
little to do except a t tend deliveries witli as much 
promptness as possible aud refuse new orders. l i s 
use is of Loo general a character for enumerat ion, and 
it is steadily a successlul competi tor with the foreign 
article on all kinds of work, capac i ty bas been sulB-
cient to turn out an excess of production over the 
preceding year, but, notwithstanding ability to place 
tills larger amount of goods, manufacturers did uot 
force tbeir advantages , and simply firmly main­
tained a uniform rate from commencement to end of 
season. 

When tbe iinportatiou of Foreign Port land a t this 
por t ran aboui: half a million barrels in ISSe, and 
about 40 per caul, more wos shown for the rest of tbe 
coast, the idea seemed to prevail in some quar ters 
t ha t a maximum bad been reached. On the contrary, 
however, the same or a greater ratio of increase has 
b i e n preserved during 1887, and tbe record for this 
por t alone now shows 818,230 bbis., with information 
a t band to lead us to heliave tha t tho total imparta-
lion into tbe Atlantic ports will reach the enormous 
total of 1,IUU,ODO bblB. Not the least i m p j r t a n t feature 
of this movonient is the probability m a t nine-teutbs 
of it eame forward under actual engagement on con­
tract , and ono of tbe commonest experiences dur ing 
the season was to bud agents indulging iu a s teady 
grumble because their atock did not get out fast 
enough. An arrival of 20,U00 bbls. iu the harhor in 
twenty four hours was thought notbiug of as a a ad­
verse factor, ejtcept by a foiv poorly-posted buyers , 
who, after waiting a day or so for the marke t to drop 
off under the weight, came ia only to fitid everything 
gone, and nothing for sale excent a t full rates and more 
ur less distant delivery. And so it has beeu through­
out, theHtoek appear ing to almost se I itself, with some 
little irregularity in price during the early portion 
of t.h6 season, but rates subsequently commencing to 
harden and gradually creeping upward, with the 
average ranging above tha t of tbe precediug year. 
During tbe fall tbe German supply in part icular com­
menced to grow costly and then was found to be more 
diOlcuit to reacb, owiflg, it was asserted, to a scarce 
and expensive transportat ion, but a little invesliga-
tion disclosed the fact tha t home consuaiptiou was the 
retarding influence and tha t demand came direct from 
tho Uovercment ordering many o t tbe factories to 
turn all or a large percentage of tbe 'r product toward 
pubjic works and especially to s t rengtnen and extend 
Ijr t i l ications. The effect of tbis is teen in tbe table 
of imports annexed, in whicb the Continent runs be­
hind Uieat Britain for the first t ime in four years . 
Tha distribution has been ot ibe most genera! char­
acter, and the great difficulty now is to tell where 
tnis class of stock is not sold. Tbe best increase of 
custom, bowever, is iu tba West, wbere a comparison 
with Ihe native product a t once settles tbe s ta tus of 
t h e imported ariiale as a successful competi tor for 
aU really first class work. I t is claimed tbat some of 
the importat ion during the year bas been pu t upon 
the m a r n e c a t a very close margin, and tbat there bas 
been a little strife among receivers to secure certain 
Hues oC t rade in the interior; but a t this point every^ 
thing moved along smoothly without; bickering or 
evlUonce of uausual competition, aod ia view or the 
large addition to the Import the accumulation left 
over is comparatively nothing a t tbe close. We have 
heard once or twice within tbe pas t few weeks inti-
inatiODS. tba t in substauce m^ant, importing cement 
bad been a little overdone. Possibly this may be tbe 
ciise with some of tbe brands tha t have after a. year 
or two trial failed to secure a permaueti t position, but 
agen 8 for s tandard stock all seem to be in hupeful 
mood, acd our information leads tt> tbe behef tliat 
a r rangements a re made to bring out a full hue of 
Stock during tbe coming 'SBasoa, Fancy foreign 
cduiun^. as usu^l, have DO sale except upon orders , 
and wuile ihe gtsueral range of quotat ions remained 
aoout uniform most of tha dea ieweie made on spe­
cially fixed ra tes .

DOORS, SASH, BLINDS, ETC, -Every th ing appears 
to have worked smoothly aud cheerfully on the mar­
ket, aud w e find few words of positive complaint 
from manufacturers aud dealers . During tbe fii'st 
two-thirds of the year it was simply a steady outward 
movement of supplies from week to week tba t kept 
Ibe full average productive capacity a l work, and 
iudeed the output was not always quite equal t o tbe 
anxiety of bus'ers. Tbe late laU and early winter 
f oimd trade dropping our somewhat , but recently tbere 
bas been signs ot revival again, and on the whole the 
volume of actual business accomplished is quite up to 
or somewhat in excess of the prc('ious yeaj-. Every­
thing seems to have beeu conducted m a beal thymaii-
ner, wi thou t resor t ing t o senseless and improfitable 
cut t ing of valuations, less of tbis being indulged in 
than lor several seasons past, eveu by tho small 
makers , and a well planned, carefully revised price 
list has been adhered lo cli]>;i-lj", with ;i litfli; indepen-
denco shown and full figures ;isl;ci:l on ail .s]ie(.in! cun-
tracts . Evcry th ingin lho way of quality, sizi.-, etc., now 
appears to be available, and it looks as tboug.^i the 
oid-fashioiied hand-made doors and sasb would soon 
be numbered among the ant iques of tbe ciuiosity 
shops. Tbe distribution from this point seems t o iJe 
very mucb tbe same as usual, embracing a large 
country t rade and a steadily increasing city consump­
tion, witli some coastwise shipmeut. Tbe call from 
the South, however, bas slackened somewhat , and 
tins is a t t r ibuted to competition from the Westeru 
production, which, by reason of cheap freight accom­
modation, is enabled to shade the terms of our mauu-
faoturers a trifle, but cannot work toward the Eas t 
with sncuess. The export of doors coutinues quite au 
impor tant factor in the t r ade autl is commencing to 
increase again on Enroiiean account, the Eugfish 
marke t proving au appreciative customer a i i i aftord-
ing a somewbal bet ter margin tban a year or twu 
baclc. Still it catmot be called a t ree opeu outlet 
into which anyone might venture with safety, as sev­
eral would-be exporters have foimd to their cost, and 
even tbe most experienced are compelled to watcli all 
tbe influences of the conditions of tlie foreign mar­
kets aod tbe cost of t ransportat ion in order to insure 
clean iHargius on their shipments. Tiie stocks n o w o h 
band are fair, owing t o tbe little lull in trade pre­
viously referred to, bu t would uo t last long on any 
ordinary run of demand . A careful revision of pviiic 
hsts will again be made iu the spring, but probably 
wi thout leading to any impor tan t changes.

F IRE AND ENAMELED BRICK.—On the marke t 
for Fire Br ickwef indagenera l lyexce l len t report , and 
tbe s tar t given business a t tbe close of 1885 and stead­
ily increasing dur ing 1886 bas made still fur ther ex­
pansion throughout tbe year covered by the present re­
view. Former experience bas been improved upon in 
the mat te r of furnishing pret ty much anything reason­
able desired in th© mat t e r of shapes, and between 
natura l inclination to foster t r ade and healthy compe­
tition values have been kept low enough to retain the 
confldence of consumers and permit manufacturers to 
secure a reasonable margin for profit. Domeit ic pro­
duction ot esuabllsiied reputation bas found ao outlet 
not only quite equal to the output , but it has fre­
quently been proven a ma t t e r of impossibility to fill 
orders unless customers would permit them to ba 
boolied and awai t their turn. Thiahas been particu­
larly the case with local makers whose product seems 
to have greatest favor amongst customers hereabout, 
especially when pitted against some ot the New Jersey 
brands aud others seeking custom upon tbis marke t 
Tbe inquiry has been of a-very general character , as 
tbe domestic a re quite as useful for most purposes as 
tbe average ruu of imponed stock, ana Inaeed a re 
preferred where a finish is desired; tbe sugar reflo-
eriea and gas-houaea in part icular aifording au excel­
lent marke t . Tne best grades were pret ty flrm in 
price throughout ; but some irregularity on No. 2 occa­
sionally developed, as this quality came into compeii-
tion more directly with the poorer stock sent in be re 
to find marke t . 0£ course plenty of good brick a re 
made in other par t s of tbe country, but they seem 
to have found a marke t awaiting tbem dur ing 1887 or 
did not obtain so m a a y t ransportat ion facilities as in 
former years aa the pressure a t this point has been 
less severe, Tbe general plant for the production of 
Are brick has increased to a considerable extent in 
various par t s of the country, but particularly so in the 
South and mid-West, where the mining developments 
and Other expanding industries taae cres ted a local 

market . Some of tbe makes a re not tu rn ing out as 
weU as anticipated by the projectors, but tbe survival 
of tbe fittest will sUll leave a goodly addition to the 
productive capacity of tiie Staten. 

Foreign stock a t the close of 1836 was In a ra the r 
uncertain position, under an absence of definite indi­
cations as to demand and reports tba t quite liberal im­
portat ions were likely to take place, but the new yea r 
bad made very little progress before tb^ marke t as­
sumed a strong, bealiby furm and retained it to the 
end. The amounts to come forward were found to be ' 
mainly upon orders, with demand increasing rapidly, 
and some of tho leading receivers of Scotch and 
English makes assert tha t they have bad tbe flnest 
business iu yeara, probably greater than ever bef ire ia 
any one year . All sorts and classes of customers were 
supplied, but especially was the Irade influenced by the 
condition of tbe metal market , tbe smelters of copper, 
zinc and iron appear ing as about tbe best customers 
and the glass manufacturers least anxious, tbe lat ter 
apparent ly trying to economize by working u p old 
stock and handling as email a quant i ty of new as cir­
cumstances would admit. The liner grades of Dinas 
b'l.ve remained in favor for pan ieu la r kinds of work, 
of which the steel furnaces were a noteworthy exam­
ple, but the amount required haa wiibiu a few months 
fallen off. as the prod action of rails, etc , bas lessened, 
aad soma of tbe mills even talk of shutt ing down en­
tirely. Tbe importation, however,was well managed, 
aud iu the absence of any excess of offering prices 
remained quite s teady. Blue Welsh Brick bad about 
tbe average demand, but without, special incident, as 
most of tne stock comes out on consignment, and i t ia 
generally understood to aefl for anyth ing tha t will ' 
fa 'rly clear a commission, 

Eaameled Brick bave also bad a good s teady selling 
year, with business probably tbe fullest on record for 
this rapidly popularized building mater ia l . The do­
mestic production has continued to improve some­
what iu quality.with some excellent stock now turned 
out. a g rea t many manu ' ac tu re ra feeling determined 
to force recognition by the superior meriii of their 
wares, and in that tney bave succeeded to a satisfac­
tory extent here as well as in the interior, the lat ter 
in par t icular afCordiug a good outlet. . P r i c e s h a v e 
tieen somewbat irregular, but in a general way afford­
ed a b e t t e r margin than dur ing Ibe preceding year . 
Imported grades of Enameled Brick have had a sor t 
of boom, the sales proving very Uberal from monlb to 
monlh and business really exceediogthe most san­
guine especta i ious entertained a t the commencement 
of tbe season. Agents assert tbat this is due very large­
ly to thesups r iwqua l i ' . y of the foreign stock, and ap­
parently tbey a re lully .iustified as the consumption 
uas taken place priacipaiiy iu Ibe construciiou and 
tr imming of first-class s t ruc tu ies where everything 
mus t be of the bighost order. New designs, p rompt 
delivery and an assurance of steady priCKs have 
also ountribuled to the at t ract ions of this porlioQ 
of tho offering, and al together it was a fl'st-rate • 
year. Importers , bjwever , feel less confident re ­
garding tbe incoming season, aud indeed do not 
beaitaie !o predict a falling oS in business, as tbe 
erection of large public s t ructures , fancy efflce build­
ings and pr ivate residences will be mucii smaller , bu t 
still a fair t r ade may be counted upon and a t about 
former ra tes .

GLASS.—We flnd an absence of complaint of ser­
ious character respecting the course of affairs on t h e 
marke t for sheet glass dur ing the pas t year . Occa­
sional small mut ter ings bave taken place, and once 
or twice i t was intimated tbat some little scheme was 
on foot calculated to disturb the serenity of the si tua­
tion, but nothing serious cropped out, and opera tors 
have managed to get along without resort ing to the 
severe and unprofitable competing methods noticeable 
during a portion of 1886, Of imported goods the 
movement h a s been qi lite as full or even more liberal 
than dur ing tbe preceding season, the aemaud run­
ning aloug steadily from month to naonlh and beep­
ing a close balance to«upply , in some cases exceeJ-
ing tbe amount immediately available, BO t h i t 
receivers have expefienced little trouble in placing 
stock upon arrival , and a t the close tbe accumulat ion 
in first bands is quite meagre . Demand, too, has , 
proven of a general character , not only a t the local­
ities represented but in tbe class of goods selected, 
and thia worked the supply down eveuly wi thout ' 
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leaving a surplus of some one or two grades to annoy 
holders. With the favorable features already men­
tioned it follows almost iu natural sequence to record 
a well maintained lino of prices finally culminating 
in a moderate advance, though bardly in accord with 
a s trengthening of values reported abroad. Indeed 
the latest advices from Belgium indicate that manu-
faclurera bave enjoyed a most prosperous year, with 
an i i c r o a s e o f iiJ.^(R'15 per cent, in the export of 
window glusH, and certain compacts in regard to con­
trolling Ibe t rade with United States and Canada 
woriied so well it was proposed to renew them, with 
Ibe addiiion of a similar understanding to manage 
the t rade with Great Britain in the same manner. The 
domfstic product has also done well during such time 
as it was upon the market , commanding full and 
satiefactorV prices and meeting with an exhaust ive 
demand. Tbe usual strike performance was, of 
course, enacted a t tbe proper periods, and after being 
duly " t a k e n by s u r p r i s e " over tbe action of the 
workmen and making tne stereotyped Ibreals about 
s tanding out in resistance, employer and employee 
came together on an ostensible compromise basis, 
and though s o m e v h a t late in gett ing to work the 
factories turned out a good quota. Indeed, most of 
the ieadingmakera have been closely pressed at full 
running capacity and unable to fid the orders that 
came in upon tbem, tbe year winding up with light 
Stocks on band. Plate continues tba gainuig process 
noted dur ing tbe pss t two or three seasons, and ia 
making a greater percentas-e of growth in securing 
attention fi-om consumers than shown on cylinder 
gUss, Foreign goods may possibly beconsidered in 
grea teat favor and for special work they are no doubt 
preferred, but American Plate is becoming an insti­
tution for general use and ronsutaplion is likely to 
Still fur ther increase. Ju s t a t tbe moment all hands 
appear to be in aoiiia doubt aa to tbe outlook, but 
with the light amounts to ca r ry holders generally re­
main comfortable aod calculate upon ability to keep 
tbe marke t in good t r im. 

The exports of glass from this por t a re compara­
tively small, but as a mat te r of some interest the 
figures for the past two years a re given.

During tbe year 1878 the Custom House reports

HAIR.—For plas terers ' hair (bere has on the whole 
been a more hberal dc i l tban some of the opera tors 
were inclined to admit , but as a large portion of the 
business took place dur ing the flrst a iven or eight 
-months of tbe year adverse reporls are uo doubt mo ie 
or leas influenced by the recent experience of a reced­
ing demand. Tbere does not aeem to be anything new 
in the general character of the demand, a'l regular 
outlets being I'euresented and taking; about iiaiiat pro-
pori ions, though occaKionally obliged to wait awhile 
uniii receive.rscould obtain stock to meet their orders. 
Indeed cf desirable quality, especially lone: sizes, 
t he re has really beeu a light supply r'rom Ibe com­
mencement to the end of the season, and a t the mo­
ment the situation shows no improvement, owing to 
the fact iba t since buyers became less plenty there 
bas been unfavorable weather and drying es t remely 
diffictilt. On cost there was a repetition of the feature 
of 18S6, tbe line of figures remaining uuiform through­
out, and while some odd t rading may have a t t imes 
taken place under sliErbt Ibiciuation no occasion bas 
arisen to change quotations, and the final showing is 
j u s t where it stood one year ago. Tbere has been a 
somewbat increased effort to import stock as a relief 
from the scarci ty of tbe domestic product and quite 
a little amoun t came in. The wants of our market , 
however, evidently were r o t thoroughly understood 
abroad and many of Ihe foreign invoices turned out 
r a t b e r p o o r l y , and this, in conjunction wilh the high 
cos tof importat ion, seems to s tand as a liarrJer to 
operat ions in foreign goods to any further ex ten t 
ius t now.

HARDWARE.—It haa been an excellent t rading 
year in all lines of staple goods and generally opera­
tors seem to rest saliafied with tbe results at tained. 
Builders ' ha rdware io par t icular bas done wel ' , tbe 
distribution proving large and of very general char­
acter , tbe flnest and most expensive goods floding 
proport ionately as p rompt an out let aa the medium 
and poorer qualitie:!. Local conaumption in pan ieu ­
lar made good custom for tha bet ter selections, the 
class ot siructi ires erected In many p a n s of the eity 
requiring the Hneat t r immings , but within a month or 
two there has been a noticeable falling away of de­
mand and some doybt ia expressed regarding the 
chances for next seasob, ibougb present Indications 
would lead to ibe belief in a smaller inquiry. Exports 
have been fair but somewhat uue t r te in a t t imes and 
not giving evidence of a tendency to make 
any impor tant growth. In tha m a t t e r of sup­
plies dur ing the year , there has rarely b^i-n and 
actual scarci ty and a t l imes someibing of a sur­
plus, though, as a rule, manufac turers managed 
IO gauge tbe product, fairly to wants of mar­
ket from month to rtioDtb, No serious CuttiuK and 
alaahlQg of prices has been reported and snperficlnlly 
t h e r n a r k e t held a pre t ty steadv tone, bu t in reality 
there seemed to be little idea of necessity for adher­
ing closely to price lists and discount sheets, and

a t almost any time dur ing the earlier porlinn of the spa-
Bon. Sincefali, however, mat te rs have b=en steadier all 
a round, and for such goods as rpquired in tbeir com­

, 'pelter, there waa naturally a very decided upward 
leudency, with price Hats and discount sheeta pracii-
cally annulled owing to the impoaaihility î f keeping 
the manufactured article on a par i ty wbb ibe con-
s t i n t Huelualion in the cost of material .

L i E O r t . —It is not our intention or province to take 
any special cognizance of the ethical view of the labor 
question in this article, bu t deal with it s imply as a 
commodity related closely to the building t rade in 
util'7.ins f t ruclural mater ial . F rom the s iandnoint 
assumed therefore we may say tha t dur ing tho earlier 
portion of tbe year tbs demand for lubor was really 
greater tban the sopi ' iy, efpectally in (he way of a 
aliilli'd grade, and evfirything offering found prompt 
employment. Of course tbe trades unions and walking 
d legates were not s lowi i discovering their advantage 
andin^t i iuted aome slrikea which really c r ippkd one 
or two large building coucerns, but emplovers 
tbrrnghoi i t Ihe city m a t e a combination to stand to-
se tber in reaiatance. acd by tbua fisbting fire with fire 
the difflcuiiieswere eventually settled and the balanro 
of tbe season worked smoothly. Tbe plunnbera' diflii-
cully came over aa a lega ty from ihe previous year 
aud ia not fuliy settled as yet , someof tho workmen 
say. but it does not appear to be in a position to seri­
ously disturb matters . Within a month or two build 
ing opTat iona have gradual ly fallen away, and the 
quanti ty of unemployed labor increased io correapond-
iog ratio until now tbe supply largely exceeds tho 
demand with no prospect of early change in the rela­
tive positions Waees have ruled flrm end uniform 
on alt descriptiona of labor, and so far as tbe Unions'' 
Fca'e the ra tes there is no aba tement aa yet or pre­
dicted from the workmen 's side. It is, however, 
nnliceable tha t employers a re commencing to more 
opanlv find fault with the ruling pricea in view of tbe 
fnct tba t labor has been relatively higher than any­
thing else ennployed in construction and as it amounts 
to two-thirds or tbree-qua ' te ra of the cost of almost 
any building a little modification in the scale of wages 
would n'l doubt be one of the factors to help the re­
newal of ppring t rade in bet ter form than now antici­
pated. I t looks, therefore, as though arl inans who 
stand out for unmodified te rms will remain standiner, 
and 1 hose wbo are easier in their views obtain such 
employment a s m a y be await ing them.

LATS.—Tbe g e n e r a l marke t for s t andard makes of 
lath has been dialurbed by no violent fluctuations, 
al though Ibe ex t remes of prices have ranged some­
what wider apar t than dur ing the preceding year . 
Thus we flnd tha t slab stock, after working down to 
$3.0C(gi3 15 in J anua ry and February , commenced to 
react, and gradual ly climbed tbe advancing scale un­
til $i.5ll was touched in Mav, but tbis was only on a 
temporary mat ter , to be followed by a decline ap.ain io 
easy stages until $3 was aeoepted in September. From 
tbis latter figure tbe sharpest turn was made, br inging 
.cost u p to $3.^0(^3.35 for a large proportion of the fail 
and winter trading, and in exceptional cases some­
what higher, A great many round wood lath came 
in dur ing early portions of tbe season and aold a t all 
sorts of prices just as bargains could be made, some 
as low aa 81,75, and busineaa claimed a t $3 20 per M 
for the other extreme. A great m a n y more State or 
Northern lath bave come down tbe river than dur ing 
the preceding year , and whi'e some buyers object more 
or less to thisclaaaof stfick there appeared to bepleuty 
wbo could make it useful and tct quently pay as mucb 
as the ruling ra tes on Eastern, Indeed, there bas 
beeu only one or Iwo occasions when general noppiies 
overran the immedia te outlet, and tbe difficulty was 
speedily overcome ihrough natural progress of de­
mand. Altogether, in fact, i t h a s b e e n a p ^ e r i y h e a l t b y 
sort of marke t I hrougbout , buyers showing no more 
than natural eSor t to obtain best terras possible, and 
receivers resort ing to no unusual force to squeeze 
an ex t ravagant ra te , though a s a ma t t e r of course 
both classes of operators were very rendv to improve 
a r y Ifgiiimate advantage tbat might present it<ielf. 
Consumption baa been full and steady from the t ime 
work commenced to get under fair swing u p to Ihe 
very close of tbe season, and There Is not a very large 
quat.tity now remaining in the accumulation held by 
dealers, Thia ia in p i r t due to tbe fact t ha t ihey have 
sold out beyond calctilationa i n a g rea t many cases, 
bu t some have purposely invested lightly in submis­
sion to the idea tha t tbey will not require much stock 
uniil fresh lots can be brought forward in the spring. 
While the record of arrivals from the P r o v i n c e is cor­
rect tbe usual difilcultiPs remain in the way of secur­
ing complete figurea £rom domestic sources, coast­
wise end interior. There is, however, a cercain'^y of 
some 103,503,00ii from Maine, whiiih allowine for cer­
tain cargoes of whicb no par t iculars could be ob­
tained, and also for the supply received from interior 
sources, the total receipti.t (inebiding St. J*ihn) will 
foot u p sometbing like 2.5,000,000 as a min imum.

LIME.—AHcgetber it has been quite a lively 
season for lime, not alone in the quantity of stock 
bandied, bu t in the wide aiKi occasionally violent 
fiuotuation of values, recalliug somewbat vividly old 
t imes when such oceurreuces were more common. 
Xaturnlly the iiicrea.ted demand liris been fairly on a 
par with tba t sliowii fur jne l tv milch all other build­
ing mnteiial and liu,vi.-rs theuirii-Ives m a d e n o specii-1 
or concerted effort to combat the line of value, yet, 
cost has favored them to a much greater extent tban 
during the preceding season, and indeed a t one 
t ime touched an unusually low po in t Many of the 
t rade are inclined to a t t r ibute tbe weaketiing of price 
on Rockland stock almost solely to ibe absence ef a 
manufacturers ' combination a t the Eastward, arguing 
tha t bad the compact been renewed last spring, as 
during tbe two or three years preceding, the supplv 
could have been kept under bet ter control, aud dealt 
out in quanti t ies to suit tbe market , instead of being 
allowed to come forward promiscuously and fre-
duenily a t a most inauspicious moment . To some 
extent t ha t view of the situation is probably admis-
siblc, but i t must he coupled with the fact t b a t tbe 
Maine product had to meet tbe strongest oonipetitiou 
i t probably ever encountered, and found the enemy 
bad decided staying power. Last vear the manufae-
turera of lime a t St. Johns, N, B., found considerable 
encouragement in tho manner their product waa re­
ceived upon this market , and promised to make a 
liberal addition to tbe offering dur ing 1887, a promise 
they have fulfilled to the letter, as will be seen by our 
figures given below, showing a.n increase of over 
90,000 bbls., mucb to the disadvantage of the represen­
tatives of the domestic product, and ent i i 'dy refntin"' 
their predictions t ha t no impor tant growth in the 
supply of Provincial make could take place. Natur­
ally tbere has been a g rea t deal of discussion, coupled 
with more or less severe charges and countercharges , 
respecting the relative merits' of the competing de­
scriptions of lime, with all of which we have nothing 
to do beyond placing i t on record in tbis shape, hu t 
we do know that the St. John stock, about all of whi(h 
is common, was ijuoted regularly lOiaiBc. per bbl. 
below Rockland during the early season", bu t after the 
marke t commenced to w-eaken prices got into con­
siderable of a tangle and are not really fully strai;;lit-
ened out yet, though, since the winter set iii and ship­
ments from all poiiits fell away, there bas ueen a gen­
eral inclination to greater steadiness. The first break 
wiis in May, after which there was an " appearance " 
of greater steadiness, receivers in some cases making 
a n o doubt justifiable effort to conceal an unsett led 
under tone really prevailing, and in tba t they were 
partially successful, bu t in Sejitcmber the marke t 
w e n t a l l to pieces asain, making the wors t shrinkage 
of the year, after which came a stiffening up tha t car­
ried to tbe close. Exact ly how low prices did touch 
we canuot say positively, as some of the sales were on 
suspiciously "p r iva t e t e rms ," bu t from intimation 
given 67J@.70c. is believed to bave been accepted or St. 
John, and 70@75c, on Rockland common, and 85@fl0c. 
on finishing', the la t ter never fully recovering t o tbe 
extreme rate of tbe spring. The State limes a re reported 
as having sold very well, but there were periods when 
agentssa id it • 'didn' t pay to bring it f o r w a r d " a t 
ruling rates, and they learned to ac t on tba t theory. 
Toward tho end of the season, however, the sales 
were fuller, and a pre t ty good collection made for 
stock against winter and spring wants . Of the general 
aocunnilatious in band estimates w e find vary to a 
considerable extent , bu t rarely claim a larger amoun t 
than las t year a t tbis time. As to ibe amounts re­
ceived leading operators place a gain of 50.000 bbls. 
for JIaine product; tbe imports from New Brunswicl: 
show 90,000 bbls. increase, and, al lowing conserva­
tively for additions from other sources, the to ta l 
g rowth of supply will probably approximate 160,000 
bbls.

LUMBER,—In compar ing tbe volume of (rade on 
the local lumber marke t from yea r to yea r Ihe ab­
sence of reliable aud official records for many de­
scriptions Is found to be a serious drawback. From 
such figures as can be obtained, from est imates and 
ibrougb the recorded t rananct lcns o t leading and 
representat ive dealers , therefore, deductiona must be 
made for want of a better basis, and no doubt give a 
fairlv approximat ing result . All the evidences re-
gardioK the year 1887 lead to an inipression of a ma­
terially increased movement of luoiberof allii inds. for 
building manufactur ing and f hipping purposes a some­
what full-r average plane of value and a Eei>erally 
satlafactory Fensnn when taken as a whole, thongli lhe 
moat successful operations were during Ibe first eight 
months of the year , the fall and early winter devel­
oping a much greater degree of caution on the buying 
sid**, and winding maiti-rs u p a little tamely on aev-
eral of iho leading descriptions of atock. Thu slendy 
exhaust of supplies as thev came to band from Janu­
a ry Ist las t until August and September was real ly 
remarkable , and wbile manuf. iciuring in its various 
hranchea took a good full t-bare ibe building t rade 
was the foremo'^l ciisioroer, inciudirg every descrip­
tion of stock from tha first t ier ot floor beams lo 
ibe final elaborate finish in the finest, and m e t 
costly of bardHOOds. So far a s tbe Island (a concerned 
t h e call ha« come mainly from the wesst side a r d up-

f ie rend, witb a very large quanti ty of stock wanted 
n the annexed dihtriet, aod a good over-run In the 

lower secii'inH of Westcbesier County,where City flrma 
have estahlinhed branch houses lo'good advan 'age . 
Since about the 1st of September, however, the form 
of inquiry bas changed somewhat, the actual consu­
mer gradually tailing lees and a considerable percent-
ape of the stock moving simply repret^enting an edd^ 
tion to yard accumulat ion as usual u p to the c l c e o t 
navigation. Exact ly how Ihe strpply on bend wjil 
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compare with one yea r ago it is a very difficult mat­
t e r to determine, bu t an Impression prevails tha t it is 
Jess in ihe aggregate. Tbe deficit is probably viith 
Ihe Bmalier and weaker concerns or very cautious 
dealers who. having become imbued with the idea of 
an unpromising spring t r ade , bave felt unwilling to 
Jay in supplies heavily. On the other hand, however, 
some of ina larger dealers a re well etooked, for wbile 
Ihey, tco, in m a r y CBses feel a degree of apprehen­
sion regarding the chances for business with more 
open weather , contracts made early in the aeason 
when Bperylhing was booming brought tbem in con­
siderable lumber , and ample capital enabled tbem to 
take up cheap lots of s tandard assor tment tba t were 
not uncommon dur ing several weeks of Ibe fall, and 
absoroed simply because tbey could hard ly make a 
loss even if carr ied for some t ime, and were f ure to 
ba Kood proper ty should t rade eventual ly pen out 
be t ter tban expected. There has been no financial 
developments of a serious character , but on the con­
t ra ry the general condition of tbe t rade bas given 
m a n y and more or less posiiive evidences of pros­
peri ty , so far as can be judged from t h e surface. I t 
Is. however, int imated tbat dur ing Ihe nex t two or 
three months some dealers will have to undergo a 
little sharper teat aa engagemttnts gradual ly mature , 
and to meet which tbey are in par t dependent upon 
those wbo are i r j i ng to dispose of speculative real 
estate. 

The formation of an Exchange tha t would unite IT 
one organization alt the different branches of the lum­
ber t rade bas not yet been consummated, but goodly 
seed is sown from which a sturdy sprout has germl-
naied tha t m a y eventually lead to tba t long-sought-for 
object. One year ago the New York Lumber Trade 
Association was pract ical ly on trial, and during Ihe 
interval seems to nave fully demonstrated t b e confi­
dence placed In it by its projectors . I t has revised 
and perfected the local coda oG classification and in-
Epp.ctiou for hardwoods, and strongly indorsed the 
movement inaUBUraled to bring about a uniform sys­
tem of National inspection; it has battled assid­
uously to obtain bet ter accommodations along tbe 
water front, especially in Ihe ma t t e r of free and un­
obstructed bulkheads a t certain reasonable intvTvala, 
but found bi t ter antagonism in tbe powerful steam­
ship companies, ass a ted by the Dock Board Some 
extension of the l ighterage limits and bet ter deiiv-
erifs from lighters have been secured, and also cer­
tain ac-ommodat ion from aome of the ra i lwaycom-
panies t ha t will expedite and cheapen deliveries from 
ihe cars . A pret ty general agreement bas been ob­
tained tba t cartagd r a t e s will ba charged on de-
l(> erics from yard . A number of qiiatineiTinGpectors 
have iieen licensed nnd a schedule of fees for the In­
spection of hardwoods adopted. A system of credits, 
applying part icularly to buainess from retail yards , 
h a s been planned out and started tba t promises very 
beneficial results. A good move has beea made in tbe 
Uirection of preventini; wholesale operators selling 
direct to consumers. Numerous minor ma t t e r s have 
received attention a t tbe various mee t ings ; and, 
finally, from the fifteen members wbo were char te r 
members tbe roll has increased to seventy-five, with 
o thers coming and representing a more general line 
of busineaa. Indeed, the Association bas been pro­
gressive from the commencement to the end of the 
year , and it looks very mucb as though it intended to 
do better still. One of the best moyes was made in 
tbe selection ef Charlea A. Meigs as president, a gen­
t leman wbo has from the eulset proven himself one 
of tbe mos t indefatigable and successful workers In 
t b e Interest of the institution, and, indeed, practically 
its fiilber, for to our certain knowle'dge some twelve 
or fifteen years ago be had planned out and was en­
deavoring to perfect jus t such a scheme as the one 
over whicb be now presides, and never aba»4oned it, 
a l though a t times finding mucb discouraEemect in tbe 
apparen t general apathy of tbe majori ty of the t rade . 

Eas 'ern Spruce bas in a great measure realized ibe 
cheerful predictions made for it a t the close of last 
season by ihe more sanguine dealers, and which 
were considered a t tbe t ime a tr ide too roseate by 
tha t portion oE tbe Trade a lways Inclined lo take 
a conservative view of the season. The favorable 
conditions, however, have not been supported through­
out, and the final third of tbe yea r witnessed quite a 
decided set back, from which there has as yet been 
no recovery, save such as may bo considered a na tura l 
result of tbe season. During Ihe first six or seven 
niontba of tbe year there was a great deal of repeti­
tion of the end of 1886 method of trading, wilh possibly 
even more force, tbe demand simply standing ready 
to take almost anythiug tha t was offered, small or 
large, and values working eieadily on the upward 
scale. Beceivers, in fact, found afl tbe promises] of 
extensive consumpllva wants more than realized, 
and wblla tbey managed to get a pre t ty good supply 
of stock forward it was in no way adequate to appease 
the c lamor of buyers and could not be increased by 
ex t reme bids. During the winter and early spring 
tbe usual natural Impediments interfered witb ship­
ments , and high freight charges were au addition to 
Ihe retarding factors, while In May a heavy freshet 
si't many logs adrift and temporar i ly stopped work 
a t numerous milla. With the incentives before them, 
however, manufacturers managed to gradually over­
come tbe difficulties, and u p to the end of Ju ly bad a 
sort of bonanza, enjoying unquestionably one of the 
most prosperous seasons for many years , and which 
it is only fair tt>aay they took no undue advantage of, 
a s tha marke t simply r an itself, and pure legitimate 
competition to secure supplies for actual consump­
tion furnished the principal st imulus. Early in Au­
gust , however, ma t t e r s commenced to quiet down 
decidedly, and before the end of the month bad run 
into a lmost complete stagnation of na tu ra l demand, 
with offerings piling u p a n d a collapse on price t ha t 
l ipped Ibe scale very positively In buyers ' favor, no 
outlet as a ma t t e r of fact being (ound until it was 
forced. Tbis radical change in the situation could be 
iraeed to influences a t both pr imary and consumptive 
points, tba month of August, instead of bringing its 
usual drought, proving quite wet and assist ing for­
ward a great many more foga than calculated upon, 
tbe drives on Ihe East and West branches of the 
Penobscot coming out almost clean, while here the 
ch«ck to buildintf plans set u p tbe s tandard of caution 
in the most radical form, aud dealers seemed to he-
come quite as timid as they had before been bold tn 
bidding, with no real recovery since, though a oer-
ta'U amount of stocit bad to be secured for winter 
accumulation, and in doing tbat m a t t e r s were shaped 
up somewhat better, especially after the production 
waa brought down to tbe capacity of the steam mills. 
Kegarding the full swing of value there Is some un­
certainty, bu t when demand was most r ampan t as 
high as $l9.00(gny..5O was paid for a desirable random, 
and on ihe other extreme under the scramble to sell 
H3 low as 812.00 was accepted on cargoes of deals 
from Nova Scotfe, wilh a recovery from the la t ter 
figure of 82.00(g.2.50 per M, tbe shor t and narrow 
atock during fall aud winter being part icularly in 
demand and selling not only more quickly bu t rela^ 

tlvely much higher than wide stuff. Altogether the 
r a t e bas averaged considerably above Ibe preceding 
year, probably $1 Oft^l.35 per M,but expenses of for­
warding are said to have been somewhat greater 
also, and dealers cluim a smaller margin , tban would 
be shown by tbe mere figures of the advance. While 
Ihe usual dependent pwnts have drawn fair averuge 
abare of tbe supply the g rea t bulk n ent directly Into 
the consumption of Ibe Ihree harbor citiea dur ing 
forepart of reason, and afterward was laken into ac-
cumulal ion for yard slock. Of the latter Ibe amount 
remaining ou hand is reasonably full, for wbile some 
of the small yards a re undoubtedly carrying less than 
usual Ibe larger dealers were pretiy good buyers on tbe 
break, and are aaid to bavv> quite a snug amount 
stored away, principally wide. These, however, a re 
looked upon as standa'rd goods and safe enough to 
ca r ry , wi lb a cbance for a snug turn over in the 
Bpring should tbe inquiry prove nenxpectedly fuller 
than now calculated upon. On account of the high 
cost and scarcity of Spi uce substi tutes were resorted 
to where cost was more an object tban qmality, but 
whether these will hold their ground against the 
Eastern product during ibe coming year is doubtful. 
All preparat ions have been for a full log cot, but tbe 
progress and prospects thus far a r e somewhat un­
certain, accounts from tbe woods assuming more or 
less contradictory form. Our recorOe sbi.w the re­
ceipts a t tbis por t dur iog 1687 to have been, in round 
numbers , 170,000,000 feet, of which 79,L00,(XO came 
from Provinces and 01,000,000 from Maine. 

Northern Spruce ba spa r t aken of the generally fa­
vorable conditions oC tbe lumber tra<?e, and found a 
full reasonablv quick and satisfactory sale whenever 
available. The la t ier qualification bas to be made 
because a t t imes It was next to impossible to get 
stock against new orders, the mills in many caaca 
finding i t difficult to preduce in accordance With Ihe 
calls made upon tbem, and occasionally running be­
hind Cor want of loga. As an almost natural resul t 
prices ranged o p well, and toward tbe end of the 
year were a t aLOut t b e highest, with 'sopplieB a t 
p r imary points sold out quiie clean. The demand 
hag been of a general character , not only a s regards 
a selection of all tbe regular cuts, bu t as to tbe class 
of cus tomas well, and aomerecelvers say they have 
served buyers during the year Wbo were never before 
known to handle tbis class of stock. 

Hemlock has certainly realized a l tbe sanguine ex­
pectations of operators who planned for a good and 
improving t rade in 1887, Tbe Northern or State pro­
duct was a t t imes a little unsett led, owing iu p a r t to 
more or lees unnecessary competition, but the make 
of Pennsylvania has sold steadily, prompt ly and as 
rapidly as It could be turned out, with a fiictuation of 
not more than 5Pc. per M at any t ime, and finally ful­
ly recovering with a strong tone a t iha cloae a t jus t 
about as high a flguve as a t any t ime dur ing the sea­
son. Demand, too, bas not entirely abated, as wilh 
many grades of stock on ihe advent of winter, Ibe 
rail facilities for movi rg proving of mucb advantage 
to agents in securing a market , and, indeed, some 
tbink had the weather continued open a few weeks 
longer Ihey could have materially added to the num­
ber of order.-i booked. The Bcarcity and high price of 
Eastern Spruce baa helped tbe said of Hemlock to a 
considerable extent , but simply on its own mer i ts tbe 
wood is certainly gelling better from year to year, 
and will probably maintain its present relative posi­
tion In the geneial run of stock handled, with achance 
tor further gain. Workmen having become more ac­
customed to it a re oSertng fewer objections, and 
some are even commencing to think tha t for ordinary 
building purposes it is JLiat as good as woods hereto­
fore used, on ihe supposition tha t nothing else could 
be found to t ake tbeir place except a t greater expense. 
Especially dees the demand prove good for a great 
deal of suburban work, though city dealers and the 
buyers repreaentirg consumption alone line of Aque­
duct have been excellent customers, Tbera is aaid to 
be very little in accumulation a t Ihe present t ime, tbe 
arr ivals dur ing pretty much the entire season having 
moved quite directly into consumption, 

W b l t a P i n e l u tbe volume of movement has un-
queationably k ' p , well in tine with otber classes of 
stock; yet throughout the season tbere was a constant 
tone of u t ce r t a ln ty on Ihe marke t aud a t t imes con­
siderable contradictory evidence presented by opera-
tora in making their reports upon tbe condition of 
t rade. This may in a great measurebe at tr ibuted to 
a want of uniCormi'y in buainess methods and a strong 
degree of compf-tiiion between the different sources 
of supply conir ibut ine to the wanis of ibis city, with 
Ibe West part icular ly aggressive and put t ing in aome 
very good work in the mai te r of securing custom, and 
especially when agents have been here long enough 
to become well pos t td in regard to qualities and 
assortments most desired and lakvn paiua to execute 
their orders carefully and promptly. Over the t rans­
actions thus consummated there has been more or 
leaa inclination to preaerve a degree cf aecrecy re­
gard ing terms, bu t as the injunctions on tbis score 
generally come from the selliog side tbe inference 
was tha t nothing in tha way of very full figures could 
be irbown if details of t ransact ions became public. 
Again, there baa been a great deal of direct t rading in 
various ways, both dealers and la rge consumers bay­
ing in some cases praciicaliy iheir own milie to d raw 
upon, wbile others, having educated manufac turers 
well u p to their wants, could s tud out tbeir orders and 
feel much more confident of securing saiisfaction 
than by depending upon what might be oEfered tbem 
in the ordinary courae of affairs, and while tbe r a t e s 
paid through this policy were possibly somewhat 
higher it is doubtful if t beac tua l cost was grea te r on 
the average than for goods bought on open marke t 
t rading, Tbe absence of any comparat ive official 
record renders it somewhat difficult, as usual, to 
reach a clear conclusion upon the amount handled, 
bu t there can scarcely be a doubt Ibat it is consider­
ably In excess of last year, witb only a sligbt increase 
in the accunula t ion carrying over generally claimed, 
whicb, if correct, would substant ia te iheasse i t ious of 
a full consumption. Indeed there is no special reason 
why tbis class of wood should fall material y behind, 
for while substitutes have been u s ' d to possibly an 
increased extent for both (be fine and poor qualities 
there is no ac tua l displacement of white pine, nor 
likely to be unless cost goes beyond all reason and 
expectation, Tbe moat unsatisfactory portion of the 
atock to place here bas been Uppere, and they were 
no doubt relatively tbe lowest in p i ice d u ' i n g a 
greater portion of the season; but on a broad view of 
tbe businesa, and ignoring tbe minor fiuctuationa aa 
incidental lo irregularities in t rading methods already 
referred to, everything else haa been reasonably 
steady, and box boards really firm, as these were 
a t no t ime plentj ' and occasionally quite a OifH-
cult article to find. The t x p >i t iiiOveu.ent has ex­
ceeded tbe previous year , bu t tbe gain was made very 
early in the season and demand bas since been only 
full engngh to barely hold tbe iucraase. Jndeed for 
some iitile t.ime befqre the close of tbe yfear orders 
bad settled down jntb a sor t of errat ic form, and with 

a few exceptions were generally: found to embrace 
simply Bucn parcels as were required to mee t aome 
Bpeci'l order or an odd lot taken to fill out cargo. 
Shippers have entered uo unusual complaint over ihe 
ma i l e r o t cost, bu t simply abstained from sending 
forward la rger amounla in cf nsequecce of the unpro-

f iilioua condition of Ibe foreign markets , both West 
ndia and South America. There is, up to Ihe cloee, 

a continued claim of discourpging advices from 
abroad, and this, with a.cerlaiu amount of pressure to 
aecure orders by operators seeking to get a gr ip upon 
Ibe foreign t rade , creates a semewhat uncertain 
tone, but ordinarily well posted dealers eay Ihey can 
see favorable " ( y m p t o m e " for ihe incoming.year , 
and are Inclined to predict some very good t rading a t 
least and possibly a stiffening on values. F rom rhe 
information thus far promulgated by tbe Trade 
journals and through other sources it looks as though 
good full work was being done in the woods, and 
should the drives be succeseful an ample supply of 
logs may be calculated upon; but a noticeable feature 
of ihe situation this winter bas been found in the 
conservative charac te r of Ibe suggaalions regard ing 
the outlook as received from most pr imary sources 
and a diapoeitlon to study mat te rs a little more care­
fully before t ak ing any other and more pronounced 
stand. 

Yellow Pine has in some cases been spoken of more 
or leas allgblingly and certainly a t times the marke t had 
a q u l l e undetermined sort of appearance , yet t h a t 
business waa moving ab/ug steadily with a full under­
current Is demonatrnted very clearly by tbe figures of 
receipts, ai shown in the annexed table. In fact the 
arrivala a re tbe largest of which any record is known 
for a single year , and those who bave been talkiDg 
about a lessened demand for this dessripiion of stock 
and ihe tendency of consumers to give oiher woods the 
preference do not aeem to bave any grounds for their 
a rgument . Nor is it very clear why they should, as the 
businesa, through tbe organization of ihe Trade be re 
and a bet ter underatandit.^; among manufacturers a t 
the South, is steadily becoming more thoroughly sys­
tematized, ao tba t deliveries can be made wilb greater 
promptness and more closely in accord wilh the re­
quirements of demand, while the consumptive side of 
tne marke t has no need to geek substitutes under the 
circumatancea, and more especially as tbere is nothing 
tha t can excel and very little tna t can equal Ihe pro-
auct of the Sonlbern forest for many of the purposes 
to which it is applied-. I t is part icularly useful where 
hsavy t imbers a re required, but also bas an exhaust 
of a more general character , and in addition to fac­
tory, warehouse and dock work, a great deal is taken 
by car builders, both near by and distant , but operat ing 
through this por t ; bealdes which mus t be counted the 
excellent na tu ra l and regular demand for flooring, 
for manufactur ing purposes to some degree, for office 
furni ture , and to a much grea te r ex tent than gener­
ally supposed for t r im, where It ia worked in to good 
effect and advantage . A grt-at df al goes into subur­
ban building work, also par l ly for villas, and frequent­
ly for stations on tbe railways, while locally the eleva­
ted rai lways In tbe way of repairs and building addi­
tional tracka, etc. , a re constantly on tbe marke t aa 
buyers and frequently want qui te liberal amounts ; SO 
tha t altogether the OUIIBI is a full oce, and as a rule lo 
be found open for tbe reception of stock. Values have 
had their fluctuations to a greater or lesa extent during 
t b e y e a r , b u t r a r e l v o f a violent character or below the 

tilane of the preceding season, if a t all, so far as regu-
ar t r ad ing was concerned; but when it c ame to spe­

cial contracts , competillon occaaionally developed 
Bomewbat strongiv and natura l ly to the advantage of 
buyers , though wi thout tbe alaugbter on prices reprf-
senled by the unaucceaaful contes tants on tbe bids. 
Indeed, tatien all in all, it was a fairly steady marke t 
throughout , witb probably Ihe least propitious sbowing 
toward tbe close, especially on flooring, of which quite 
a full unsold accumulat ion remained ou band in addi­
tion to a good ya rd stock. Besides tbe local t rade 
agents have placed a g rea t deal of stock to go East­
ward, and off and on found it advantageous lo turn 
their at tention to the f. o. b, business a t The Southern 
porta, though some claim tha t tbe lat ter has notnione 
quite as wefi as dur ing the precediug season. South 
American and Weat India advices a re somewhat doubt­
ful aa to tbe future, but late accounts from Great Brit­
ain lead to the impression tha t those wbo cater to t h e 
English t r ade s tand a fair cbance o t obtaining an Im­
proved run of orders during the incoming year . At 
p r imary sourcep. tbe situation appears to be sound, A 
few mille a re probably run on such close commons a s 
to always eland a t some disadvantage, but manu­
facturers as a rule complain less tban a few yeara ago 
about narrow margins , dead losses, etc. , and the t rade 
la in a reasonably heal thy condition, thbugb a few 
think not without the menace of a n e w d a c g s r . This 
source of apprehension is in overproduction. A grea t 
deal of investment bas been fixed in Southern Pine 
lands dur ing recent years , capi tal commences to seek 
a re turn , and abould tbis lat ter feeling become more 
determined the effort EO turn tbe forest into money 
follows in na tu ra l sequence, acd more than likely 
beyond the absorbing capaciiy of any present outlet . 
Tbe West, however, th rough increasing rail facilities, 
igbeeoming a b e t t e r customer year ly and may in a 
measure neut ial ize additions to the supply.

Nor th Carolina o r VirKinla P ine t imber, a s it ia 
somewhat indlscriminalely called, m a y fairly be re­
corded 88 having found one of the beat aeasona it baa 
ever known, BO far as Ibe volume of business is con­
cerned. Beyond that , however, it bas made no gain 
nor changed from tbe same relative position toward 
other woods it has occupied for many years , its use 
being a ma t t e r of necessity r a the r than choice. Tbe 
more or less scan ty supply, slow delivery and high 
cost of Eas te rn Spruce during tbe first s i s mon ths of 
tiie yea r compeiled a certain class o t consumers to 
look a rpund for a cheap substi tute, add shrewd oper­
ators in Cartflina stock, appreciat ing tbe oppor tun i ty , 
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prompt ly availed themselves of it, and by a jiidii'Ious 
offering of terms managed to secure quite a number 
of customers. Most, if not all. of tbe summer and 
ear ly fall t rade, bowever, was done Upon ordera 
guaged upon quick consumption after delivery, and 
wbile subsequently a little was accumulated for stock, 
it went mostly into the handa of dealers wbo could 
dl«tate to customers what tbey should use, and were 
therefore pre t ty sure o t finding an outlet. In prices 
i t has been somewhat irregular, but generally ranged 
B fraction below spruce, and occasionally much tower 
when offerings happened to crowd. It is possible 
Ihat it m a y retain a na tura l demand from a few 
quar ters so lone as no serious c'^mpetilion is met, but 
a t t empt s tba t have beeu made to convey an impres­
sion tha t this class of t imber was becoming popular 
on lis superior meri ts had no foundation, "It is heavy, 
works bard , and a t a little more cost than other stuff, 
and Las not as ye t been carried for any length of 
t ime without becoming sap-stained and unsightly. 
With kiln-dried stuff, bowever, the situation bas been 
quite different, aa this, when properly and carefully 
prepared, possessed a certain amount of merit t ba t 
recommended its use by even some of the principal 
dealers , flooring in par t icular finding m u c b favor. 
and taken all in all a really good business has been 
done. I t has been quite common to call prices steddy 
or firm during greater portion of tbe season, and Ihat 
would do very well on first-class slock, so tba t manu­
facturers who bad taken any trouble to study the 
wants of the marke t bave carried an advantage with­
out much difQculty, and uo doubt found a profilalile 
re turn. Tbe g rea t trouble, bowever, baa been with 
t b e careless, slipshod manufac turer , who bas taken 
no other view of the marke t than a sort of dumping-
ground for anything tha t migh t be sent in this direc­
tion, and tbe resul t waa to be found in a constant 
succession of inferior offerings, for wbieb there could 
be oWtained no sale except under pressure and a con­
sequent slaughter on price, wbii-b has operated badly 
all around. Of course the seller grumbles and con­
demns tbe entire market , and (he buyer, tbougb 
handling these goovis with a full knowledge of what 
they are nnd how sold, natural ly becomes possessed 
of something of a prejudice against the wood tha t 
cannot be readily overcome, even by a really merit­
orious offering, Some of this wood carefully selected 
has been taken Into yard for winter slock and proves 
fairly successful, though the necessity for carrying 
amounts beyond an ordinary assor tment is not patent , 
owing to easy communication with p r imary sources. 
I t is said t ha t several new agencies will be opened 
here before spring, and It is sincerely to be hoped 
they will carefully s tudy Ihe requirements of tbe sit­
uation and build up a t rade upon tbe reputation of 
always securing high grade kiin-dried Istock and pre­
serving a high rank in ma t t e r s of quality. 

Hardwoods have found a marke t free from excite-
m e n t o r t h e appearance of posi t iveanimalion a t a n j " 
t ime dur ing the aeason; yet tbere b i s frequently 
been good evidence to indicate tba t when a desirable 
offering became available buyers could always be 
eecurt d to lake i t ; iha t a t any moderate concession 
from average values the poorer grades wepo saleable, 
and that, all kinds of woods had a chance among tbe 
multiplicity of outlets afforded on tbe general local 
marke t . The consumption, we tbink, from the gen­
eral run of tes t imony, bos in tbe aggregate been 
quite a s full as during the preceding year, both for 
building and manufactur ing purposes, but many de­
liveries ivere on old contract , and tbe neiv deals were 
conducted in such a quiet manner as to leave no spe­
cial imprint upon the situation calculated to a t t rac t 
at tention. In fact, while hardwoods are no doubt 
just as popular as ever and retaining the same rela­
tive position in tbe general volume of consumption, 
especially tor building tr im, the business has unques­
tionably become more thoroughly systemaiized. aud 
is in consequence conducted with less flurry and 
bluster. Tbe export t rade from this port again runa 
over one miUion dollars and somen ha t ' exceeds the 
total o( preceding year, but bas been of an errat ic 
cha rac te r and a t t imes needing a l i t t le coaxin? . The 
assor tment sent abroad incluJed both logs and par­
tially or nearly entire manufactured stuff for carr iage 
and waKon m a k e r s ' u s e . handles, c ab ine twork and 
house trim, wilh some ra the r poor selections allowed to 
go forward a t the commencement of the year, but an 
improvement is skown of la te in view of the many 
'warnings, and, more effectual atill. the poor re turns 
sent over from tbe foreign markets . It is difficult to de­
cide clearly upon the leading wood for the season, aa 
both distributors aud consumers report according to 
tbe part icular description in which th-y a re intereaied, 
and some insist witli a g rea t deal of spirit tba t tbey 
know all anout it and will brook no coniradiction. 
Carefully considering al! views, however, we are in­
clined to put cher ry welt into tbe front rank, if not 
really on the lead. There haa. of course, been a great 
deal of poor stuff sent iu—tbere always will be—and. 
it bad to mee t the usual fate of a slow sale a t com­
parat ive cheap t e rms ; but manufacturers , who, 
through experience and an apparen t desire to mee t 
tbe requirements of tbe situation, bave turned out 
their product in a t t rac t ive condition, found there was 
not only ready sale for all tbey could otler, but gen­
erally room for a little more , and tbere probably 
never was a surplus of cherry seeliing an outlet. It is 
possible, and some of tbe Trade Ihink quite probable, 
tha t poplar in actual volume of movement would 
show the largest aggregate , owing to (be universal 
charac te r of its conaumption. both in a na tura l s ta te 
and when used aa an imitation, and also to tbe fact 
t ba t for a long time the wood seemed lo be forced 
upon the marke t without regard to current wants 
either as to quant i ty cr quahty . Of late, however, 
signs of g rea te r discretion among mauut 'aclurers 
have prevailed, and there is a feeling tha t ma t t e r s 
mus t soon t ake a turn for the better. Ash baa been 
an excellent wood to handle when judlciou-ily pre­
pared for market , and is gaining in favor. Quarier-
sawed oak retains about as many friends as in former 
years , and Indeed In some Instances tbere is conaid-
erahle entbuslaam over the wood aa a superior art icle 
for t r imming, both in business structurea and first-
class dwellings, while In plain oak a pret ty good gen­
eral t r ade has been reported on home account and an 
increased I demand shown for export , especially on 
s teamer lots for Great Britain. Walnut has by no 
means been neglected. Indeed found a good general 
sale; yet It unquestionably has become a less popular 
wood for home consumption except when used in 
conjunction witli some other and coutras t iog descrip­
tion. The high cost also, no doubt , proves au impor­
t an t factor to modify the interest of a great many 
consumers, especially in building operation.s. Ex­
port orders for walnut a t one t ime fell away very 
material ly, owing in tbe main to tbe overcrowding of 
foreign markets .wilh poor and undesirable BtutT. but 
as this evil i n d u e course of l ime gradually rectified 
Itself tbe demand gradually Improved, a t lioib taking 
considttftble lumber and afterward making a more 
dirocoSTli for loes. Q. th^ dumeat ic wood^, nijt al 
ready enumerated, bave secured mdre or less a t ten 

tion,.without special feature beyond an effort to push 
cypreaa and gum, both of which found promisinE re­
sults . Mahogany has realized the hopeful anticipa­
tions enter ta ined by operators a t the close of last 
year, and m a d e s turdy str ides into favor of con­
sumers both local and interior, some operators esti­
mat ing the increase of demand a t fully 50percen t . . 
a figure in a great measure confirmed by (he record 
of importai lon. Tbe natural mer i t s of this beautiful 
wood, combined with more perfect a r rangements for 
moving it forward from pr imary sources, and in­
creased local facilities for cut t ing and dressing under 
ibe managemen t of energetic aod determined manu-
facfurers, bas more tban restored tbe set backs of 
previous years , and placed mahogany in the front 
rank of fashionable woods for all really flvst-clase 
wortr.

On the exjiort outlet the amounts reported do not 
s b o w n p quite aofiill as last season, but there has been 
a be t ter home demand from all points usually depen­
dent upon this m i r k e t . and pine, cedar and redwood, 
according to taste and purposes of consumer?, found 
escel lent favor. Variations in value were of ra ther a 
limited c h a r a c ^ r and seldom on tbe downward dip, 
Sfllers re ta ining the advantage dur ing tbe greater 
portion of tbe season and the marke t closing firm for 
all s tandard glock. with little or no surolus accumula­
tions on hand, Two or three operators mak ing a 
specialty of f. o. b . orders a t tbe Poutbern porta re­
port a bu'iiness quite up to calculations and a t satis­
factory ra tes .

Piling bas kept in line with the general record of 
buainess, and not only shows an increase in the vol­
ume of arrivals, but when these a re considered io con­
junction wiih the liberal amount b roueh t over from 
1886, and the comparatively saiall accumulation now 
remaining on hand, it is evident tha t a much larger 
actual consumption took p 'ace . Some of the cargoes 
included in the arr ivals were 00 contract for delivery 
at near-by dependent points, bu t really sold here , and 
therefore, properly credited to the t rade of tbis mar­
ket, while by far tbe largest amoun t bas found local 
consumption, and tbe call was sufficiently diversified 
to embrace about all grades, though natura l ly tbe 
largest alocks sold best, and of these only a small 
n u m b e r n r e n o w in chains. Prices, too. have done 
well, a steadv upward tendency abowing itself with­
out finding the check to whicb other pn ducts of tho 
f jrest were quite generally subjected dur ing the fall 
and early winter, and a t tha cloae tbe expression 
among dealers ia one of firmness, and confldence in 
tbe belief t ha t the early port ion of the present year 
will be a satisfactory one. 

Tbe completion, launching, s tar t ing and final loss of 
tbe immense raft, composed in the main of piling, bas 
been too recently chronicled in these columns to war­
rant more tban passing notice a t this time. Up to the 
point of putt ing the s t ruc ture together and get t ine 
it afloat tbere seems to have been a fair measure of 
success, and poselblv a t a, more propitioua season (be 
towing into tbis por t m i^b t bave been accomplished, 
but tbe majori tv of Ihe Trade do not manifest any 
grea t degree of confldence tba t eucb a method of 
t ransportat ion will ever become popular , and tbere 
is a doubt tba t the risk cf a renewal of Iheexperi raent 
will be made .

METALS.—It is pract ical ly. Impossible for us t o de" 
vote the space tha t would be required to review in 
detail the movements and fluctuations tba t have t aken 
place iu tbe metal marke ts dur ing tbe year . Vohimes 
could and probably will be written regard ing tbe im­
mense speculative deal developed wiibin tho last two 
or three months in copper ana tin. Most of ibis bas 
been conducted by European capitalists, and based 
upon a supposed short supply of tbe two metals men­
tioned leading ;io a very remarkable advance In 
value, tbe gain in copper finding material stimulus in 
a serious and protracted fire in tbe Ca umei and 
Hecia minea, tbe leading producers of the Lake Su­
perior region, causing a total suspension of work for 
many weeks. With the addition to cost, however, 
came the na tura l sequence in restricted consumption, 
and also forced production where work could be 
urged, and finally this has brought supply u p to. or 
possiblv in excess of, legitimate demand, and com­
pelled the speculative elements to depend largely upon 
tbeir pluck to iiupport the situation. Indeed, (be close 
of tbe year founu tbe position quite shaky and prices 
apparent ly supported with dilficully, aod au ap-
I rebensiou I l i a some pre i ty free deliveries would be 
made soon after the new month bad opened. In all 
na tura l t rading lines, bowever, it bas beeu an excelleut 
year throughout , witb a mucb larger quauti iy of stock 
placed into consumptive channels tban during the 
preceding season. Until the speculative boom struck 
the marke t for cerlaiu articlea. as already recorded, 
the range of prices was kept eapy and at tractive, ihe 
confidence of buyers retained, and business jogged 
along in such an undemonstrat ive manner iba t oper­
ators were hardly conscioua of the amount of guods 
they were placing, Tbe looking over of books, how­
ever, and the natural compaiisons made, reveala an 
immense consumption of all staple articles, crude and 
manufactured, and a t a satisfactory range of values 
Steel Kails have, however, during Iha la t te r portion of 
tbe year, receded in price somewhat, and to a moder­
a te ex tent Pig Iron iu lower though this hrilds good 
mainly on ordinary grades, tbe principal Lebigb 
makes rarely sbowlug a aurplus of supply over tlie 
waiting outlet, and expecting pret ty full rates for tbe 
Incoming seaaon, Aa a ma t t e r of course tbu larilT 
qu atiiin is lik« to prove a very Important foctiT dur­
ing tbe coming year , and may become a 'iecldedly 
dleturbiug element for a while, and this Is hav ins a 
tendency to induce buyers to confine tjielr contracts 
to conip rativeiy early necessliioa. Stocka of all 
kinds a r e compaiai iveiy moderate and under very 
good coQtroJ, and were danger of legislative action 
not in the wfty operators would feel much confldencd 
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In the eeneral outlook. Up to tbe close of tbe yea r 
about 75,000 t'lns Pig I ' on . and apprOKimating 100,600 
tons of Steel Rails, had been booked for forward de­
livery on much smaller quant i ty than last season,

PAINTS, OILS, ETC.—Reports differ in some re­
spects, bu t no t seriously, and many operators claim 
it to have been one of tlie best years tbey have ex­
perienced in a long while. A little more flurry and 
snap ill tbe movements of buyers would have given 
ma t t e r s a livelier appearance aud made tbe eou-
flilion more evidentou the siuface, b u t w i t b n o specu­
lat ive feeling ex tan t demand developed in a tiuiet, 
easy sort of way and bill after bill of goods was dis-
pnsed of and [.'fafliially swelling the general to t a l . 
IV'itliiu a ranntli or so tbere bas been some falling 
away, and the demand settl ing down to a sort of 
regular t rade call for s tandard grades of paints . 
i;i>lors, etc. , wi th probably less ho])efiii feelings re­
garding tbe immediate prospects t h a n were enter­
tained one year ago a t tbis time. This, however, is 
only in accord wi tb tba situation ou so many other 
articles and seems a na tu ra l feature of business upon 
any article connected wi th the building t rade. Tbe 
general claim is tba t stocks are moderate , jobbers 
and retailers having bought closely for some time, it 
is believed, and the production iuid importat ion being 
kept well in liantl. On tha t basis good support for 
v;iiiies is looked for, and some advances even are pre­
dicted after tbe first of the year business of inventory 
taking and straiffbtening ou t books has been con-
chided. As a rule the t rade seems to be in heal thy 
condition aud no serious complaint lias thus far been 
made about securing reasonablv prompt collections. 
Linseed Oil bas found a good full demand, so much so 
as t o ra ther overreach tbe supply a t times, and prices 
worked gradually upward on all grades, closing well 
Kiustained and crusliers as a rule quite confident. 
.Spirits Turpent ine has undergone tbe usual manipu­
lation according t o tbe changing relative positions of 
supply and demand, bu t the swing of values was no t 
very wide and the marke t generally remained free 
from e:;citement, wi tb the close well supported on 
the influence of modera te and well-control led stocks.

PL.4.STElt PARIS.—Tbe general movement of Cal­
cined bas been a very good ono throughout tbe sea­
son, with some Irregularity a t t imes shown, b u t on 
tbe whole tbe marke t seems t o be considered as more 
satisfactory in results than dur ing the previous year . 

On local account the demand waj" very much of the 
usual eliaraoter as to selections made, but some in­
crease ill the quanti ty bandied was shown, antl on 
regular t rade orders from uear-by points there came a 
slight increase of call. Tl'estern orders, bowever, fell 
away somewhat during the early portion .of tbe sea­
son, owing to the workingmen's strikes, with which 
consumers bad to deal, and there was no subsequent 
full recovery of the business, tbough considerable 
picking up was noticeable during the fall and early 
winter months when it became time to put in some 
accumulation. The export t rade has also taken some 
very fair iJarcels and afforded custom quite on an 
average with former years. Generally the line of in­
quiry has been me t in a fair spirit and for some time 
without any specially notewor th j ' incident. When 
tbe season first opened part ies wbo had been serving 
tbe customers of one of our local concerns, wbile the 
la t ter was rebuilding a burned mill during the prev­
ious year, endeavored to retain tbe t rade, hut , after 
cutt ing rates away down to the lowest notch even to 
the ex tent of loss, and findine our local manufac turer 
not only willing to go a ijeg lower bu t ready to deliver 
promptly with tbe superior facilities of a brand n e w 
mill a t command, the contest was iibaudoned, a t ruce 
patched up. and mat te rs ha\ 'e since mcri'ed along 
smoothly and tmiformly. Indeed, instead of cut t ing 
prices there is now more talk of a coming advance, 
owing to comparatively scant supplies of piaterial on 
band, all manufacturers having iieeu greatly disap­
pointed in tbe quant i ty of stone they have accumu­
lated t o caiTy over and commence the new season 
upon. Unless some additions should work through, and 
there seems to be no probability of t i ia t . tbepredict ion 
is tba t even with a light demand cost must range 
fuller in the spring, and aome discii mi nation will bave 
to be shown in accepting orders until comniunication 
with the quarries can be restored and a fresh supply 
of rock obtained. Eastern Calcined retains a few 
friends who handle it in preference to tbe local make, 
no t t ha t it is any bet ter or worse, bu t simply because 
tbey are used to the stock and when convenient a 
supply is brought on t o please them. The quant i ty ia 
becoming smaller, however, and the prices ranging 
about the same as on local production. 

Lump Plaster has come to hand less freely tban last 
year, but tbe difference in arrivals is not a fair indica­
tion of shfinkiiig in consumption, as most of tbe mills 
bad an unusualty libera! supply of rock in hand t o 
commence the season witb. The falling away in the 
receipts during tiie year seems to he ' t r aceab le to t w o 
iufiuences. the first of whicb was a t tbe immediate 
pobit of production where ex t ra expense in woiking— 
a g r e a t deal of it mining now—and the poor facilities ff>i' 
ee t t ing out made the development of supply a very 
slow process, and the mills here were scant of stock 
for a while. 1'lieii came a period when arrivals were 
pri t t y full, bu t jus t when a continuation of supplies 
was wanted they fell away materially. Tbis was due 
to a large advance in freights in Nova Scotia, where 
newly-developed coal mines were put t ing out supplies 
freely aud requiring about all the available tonnage to 
make shipments t o Port land. The shorter t r ip and 
tbe bet ter re turn protnptly diverted the raa.ior portion 
of tbe plaster vessels, and tbe result is t ha t manufac­
turers l ierebave no t within two-thirds as much stock 
on band as they did a t tbis t ime last year. Cost of 
lump has increased also on the influences mentioned, 
and is (juoted about $3.00(ffia.35 for blue and 83.40@3 50 
for white. Tin- quant i ty used tor fertiU^ing purposes 
during tbe past se;isiui was comparatively modera te 
and tbe call fur it invgiilar. bu t tbere seems to be au 
idea tha t a large amount will be wanted this season.

SL.ATB.—The conditions of the Roofing Slate t rade 
during 1837 were unquestionably the best experienced 
for several years. Some few irregularities developed 
during tbeseason , hu t no t of a general character , and, 
talien all in all, the average price has been fuller and 
more closely adhered to, wi tb a steadier distribution 
of supplies than for a considerable t ime preceding, 
and it is believed tha t the aggregatp volume of busi­
ness will considerably overrun I8S0, Of course an 
increased demand was necessary to at ta in sucb an 
end, and it bas come from all sourees ordinarily af­
fording an outlet , the Western custom ranging far in 
the lead, though the South and Southwest gave consid­
erable assistance, and a sort of general country 
t rade vuas also beneficial as well as the amounts taken 
for foreign shipment. On local account the consump­
tion amounf.s to so little as to scarcely prove a factor 
worthy of note, only an odd job now and then in the 
way of a c b u r c b or some public bbildJngroquir ine this 
class of roofing, and where a few years ttgo eighteen 
or twenty thousand sipiares might bave been needed, 
now four or five thonsanti a t tbe outside will satisfy all 
requirements, with a great deal of uncer ta inty on price, 
as most of tbe t rades a re made on special contract . 
In addition to ability t o find a marke t for tbeir pro­
duct, however, manufacturers have been great ly 
benefited by the absence of labor t roubles of a serious 
character and a decided narroij ' ing down of (lie bit) er 
and unprofitable competition tha t so seriously ham­
pered business in previous seasons and especially dur­
ing the immediately preceding year. Indeed, after 
coinmencingat an advance of 35(i7i50e. per square, mat.-
tors r an along smoothly wi thout shriukage on cost, bu t 
occasionally a little bet ter , and this was maintained to 
tbe end on Bangor black slate, bu t iu September there 
was a break of 35c. by a Pen Argyl Company on their 
product, and. sea-green slate became quite unset t led 
a t a oonsiiierable greater ^haaingv gome recoyery 

of tone has since taken place and the close finds mos 
of the leading producers iu a be t ter frame of mind 
than a year ago, with a general hope prevailing thiit 
tbe roofing slate t rade can in future be conducted 
upon a healthy and satisfaotoiy basis. Another prom­
ising feature of tbe situation has been found of la te 
in the improved conditions of the demand on fureitju 
account, and, while the total exports wiU no t reach tbe 
same figure as in lti80, t ba t is easily explained by the 
comparative dullness prevailing during tbe earlier 
portion of tbe year now under review, Wiien buyers 
did take hold, howei-er, it was in a prompt and deter­
mined manner and a t an advance of 2,5c. per square, 
tbe rate standing a t 84 f. o. b. a t New York, and while 
a shipment of poor quaUty a t $3.75 frightened opera­
tors into temporprily accepting the same figure on 
regular goods tbey soon recovered and put tbe figure 
up again to original basis, where it s tands a t the close, 
wi tb considerable stock iiuder negotiation. As usual 
the call comes very largely from tbe Australian t rade , 
and i t is a significant featui* that , in addition to fuller 
costof slate, freight cbargesbave also gone up, indicate 
ing very plainly, i t is thought , t ba t wants abroad arr" 
of more pronounced character t h a n for sometiia' 
past. I t is quite probable tba t the surplus accumula­
tion under which the Austral ian marke t bas been 
laboring for some years is a t last working down and 
also surmised tha t tbe efforts of tbe English shippers 
to force their goods into notice has been abandoned 
as no longer profitable, wi tb local operators who 
make the expor t t rade a specialty feeling cheerful 
over the outlook. I t is yet too early t o obtain a 
record of the miscellaneous product of the slate, in 
the form of flagging, blackboards, mantels , etc. , b u t all 
the indications are of a character t o convey tbe im­
pression tha t it ha.= held up well and tbe line of cost 
was a little fuller all around. School slates appear 
t o have found a mucb more satisfactory condition of 
business than during tbe season preceding, both in 
tbe volume of t rade doing and a fuller average range of 
values. The increase in cost was mos t marked iu May 
when a cotnbirat ion of manufacturers settled upon 
an advanceof I3}per cent., and tbis bas since been very 
fairly adhered to though competition to secure desir­
able customers was frequently so s t rong as to lead to 
a little cut t ing and on very a t t rac t ive contracts the 
slash w(Mild a t t imes develop quite decidedly. Sucb 
action, bowever, was exceptioiml ra ther than general , 
and on the whole it miirbt, be r j i u d a s t e a d y market . 
Tbe export movemen tmade nu gain, but held up close 
to last year, and there is no reason to suppose t h a t the 
foreign t rade is being diverted. On the contrary, la te 
advice.'i a re no t only favorable but come accompanied 
by orders for early shipments in the new year. Home 
outlets, bowever, are gradually expandiiip, and there 
bas been a noticeable inclination to insist upon hav­
ing the best qiiality, especially among school boards, 
whose ofiicers have liad auy experience in purchasing 
supplies.

STONE.—Operations in building stone have been 
upon tbe most liberal scale, and the business of 1667 
will rank among the largest of any one year on^ 
record The grea t number of flrst-class dwellings 
especially on t b e west side, to which archi tectural 
p lans bave given a full s tone front or ex t ra beav.y 
t r imming, in addition to a fair proportion of public 
and ^Iber large s t ructures requiring the eame class of 
material , created an exhaust t ha t mus t have delighted 
the haar ta of quar rymen in all pa r t s of tbe country, 
for not only bas the quant i ty proven full, but the 
variety very grea t , as if builders were striving a m o n g 
themselves to fee jus t how many contrasts of shade 
and condition tbey could bring into use. Indeed, it is 
possible tha t a little carelessness has been dlsplaved 
in the ma t t e r of qual i ty, as m a y be disclosed when 
climatic influences have had t ime to asser t them­
selves on hi therto untried slock. Al! kinds of stone tit 
for the purposes mentioned have found advocates and 
consumers, with sandstones tbe most popular , but 
beyond tba t we can make no enumerat ion of the 
domestic product , as each and every quarry from 
whence slojk h a s come to band seemx to be consid­
ered a little the beat by its representat ive agent , and 
It Is preferable not to make any distinctive mention. 
Some marb le haa been consumed, but mainly in sills 
and lintels, t b e offeringa of which were a t very low 
and a t t rac t ive ra tes . In the way of imported stock 
t h e Scotch red santlstoae baa continued in excel lent 
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favor and found a further increased sale to apprecia­
tive builders. A gr.-at deai ot it has been used 
locally, either for first s torv or entire front work, and 
some good contracts liavu been secured from subur­
ban ennsumers wlio (il:cd ' he color of Ibis stone for 
their fancy Tillas as affording a good contract with 
nature ' s surroundings Its delivery jias been quite as 
q lick lis could bave been obtained from many do­
mestic ouatrie'*. In the mat te r of prices tbe range 
waa quite uniform Ihrougliout for both tbe homo 
and foreiffn product, with -lellera generally complain 
ing of a narrow margin.
