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the eetabliahraent of au E.x:ecutiv6 Department of Industry, Com-
meroo, Agriculture and Mining. It favored alao tbe improvement 
of our riveraand iiarbor;?, and urged that some of the surplus in the 
Treasury be set aside for that purpose. Tbe absorption of the tele­
graph lines by the government was also urged, A communication 
from the London Chamber of Commerce was received respecting 
the attitude of the business public of Great Britain towards tbe 
assumption of the telegraph by tho government. The experiment 
had, it seems, been a success from every point of view. The Post-
ofiice service was better than that of the private companies. The 
rates were lower, and there has been an enormous development in 
the number of messages sent. The increass of the number of 
empJojes in the Post-office because of the added telegraph service 
had not brought with it any of tho evils so much feared in this 
country. Hence the Board of Trade, with scarcely a dissenting 
voice, favored the natioualiziug of the telegraph service of the 
coua try. 

Great projects are being aired iu the newspapers—one is to run a 
tunnel under the EiSt River, so as to connect the railway system of 
Long Island witb the Central Road and with tbe local iines on this 
island. Then the same tunnel is to be built across the city to Oth 
avenue, where it is to be connected with the tunnel under the 
Hudson River, now in a state of suspended animation. II seems to 
us, however, tbat the bridge over Blackwell's Island is fifjt in 
order, and ought to be under way before many years are over. 
When completed it would render available for residence a healthful 
and desirable region back of Astoria and^ running along the south 
shore of Long Island Sound, 

But this is not aM. Several ambitious projects for bridging the 
Hudson have also been ventilated. Tho old project of throwing a 
bridge from Fort Washington to the Palisades has been revived, 
aud we hive no doubt but what in the fullness of time it will be 
built. The Poughkeepsie bridge is nearing completion, and when 
the trains fiom the West begin to use it New York city will lose a 
good deal of its New England trade. A bridge between Fort 
Washington aud Fort Lee would have a great advantage over the 
bridge at Poughkeepsie, aud would help New York at the expense 
of Boston and other Eastern cities. The next revival of business 
will undoubtedly see some of these projects undertaken. 

The remarks made by Orlando B. Potter and Alderman Conkling 
at the Real Estate Owners' and Builders' meeting the otber evening 
express, we judge, the general feeling of ali interested in realty as 
to the non-lasation of personal property. I t is not right that all 
the burdens of the State should be thrown upon real property. As 
was well said at the meeting, the owners of costly yachts and 
jewelry, as well as securities, get the advantage of our police and 
our courts in the protection of their property and they should bear 
their share of the public burdens. Under our present system our 
richest citizens pay no tax at all. But the diificulty is how to get 
at the delicquenis. An equitable tax would be one on incomes, 
but that can only be levied by the general government. Special 
taxes levied upon the rich owners of personal property would drive 
them out of the city and they would carry their great business 
abilities and capital with them. It is true that Mr. Potter denies 
this and gives figures to show that in Boston and Philadelphia 
personal property doe.s bear its share of the municipal burdens, 
But it bas been demonstrated that any attempt to levy personal 
taxes ia this city would induce capitalists to go elsewhere. 

Washington has got to be a favorite meeting place for conven­
tions of all kinds. As yet it has no hall large enough to accommo­
date the great party conventions, but it has ample accommoda­
tions for bodies wilh less than a thousand members. Then, 
naturally, it ia an attractive place to every public-spirited citizen. 
Anyone who has the means likes to pay a visit every few years to 
tbe nation's capital, Then, again, Washington is now a handsome 
oity, and contains many objects of interest. The time will come 
when it will be a great city, although it will never become either 
a trading mart or a manufacturing centre. Its mild winters are 
attractive to Northern and Eastern people, and its educational 
advantages will in time be regarded as very desirable, not only for 
people who have families, but by adults who wish to secure special 
training. I t is a notable fact iu the history of nations that great 
cities are not made so much by commerce or manufactures, but by 
boing the seats of power. London, Paris, Berlin, Vienna, Madrid, 
Pekin and Yeddo have grown to be what they are, because they 
are the chosen residences of kings, courts, and the government 
departments of their several nations. And it ia this fact which 
given assurance that Washington, despite its unfavorable location 
for trade, will in time grow into a mighty city. 

Among the bodies which have recently met at Washington was 
the National Board of Trade. Its proceedings were very interest-
ingi though very meagrely reported by ihe daily press. It favored 

President Cleveland, in his message transmitting the report of 
the Pacific Railroad Commissioners to Congress, expressed himself 
as utterly opposed to any scheme that would necessitate tbe gov­
ernment taking possession aud running the road for tbe benefit of 
the business community. But why not? Outside of Great Britain 
every government in Europe manages vast railroad properties. In 
Germany the principal lines in every direction are run by the State 
under the direct management of a military staff. The service is 
excellent, honest, and extremely profitable to the treasuries of the 
several nations. In Germany taxation is comparatively light, not­
withstanding its vast military establishment, because the railroad 
profits which iu this country swells the fortunes of the Goulds, 
Vanderbilts, Uuutingtons, Stanfordsandthe hosts of other railroad 
millionaires, in that country ia paid into the national treasury and 
thusbenefils tiie community by lightening taxation. In view of 
the new transcontinental lines recently opened to the Pacific it 
would be very desirable tbat the Union Pacific and the Central 
Pacific should be conducted by our government under the direction 
of our army eagineers. It is absurd to say that the work could not 
be done better and cheaper than it has been under the management 
of the railroad corporations in tbe past. These roads which cost 
about ^95,000,000 to construct today represent an outlay by Gould, 
Hunliogton and their associates of over $460,000,000, 

Investigating the Trusts, 
The House of Representatives haa authorized its Committee on 

Manufactures to investigate the " t rus ts , ' ' about which we have 
heard so much lately, There is uo objection to having all the facta 
connected with these great monopolies published in some official 
shape. What is to be deprecated is the hostile attitude which the 
House has assumed towards these organizations, based upon the 
popular x>rejudic6 against them, The resolutions which were 
passed, authorizing the inquiry, prejudged these trusts, and the 
Representatives generally seem to regard them as something 
noxious—au excrescence, in fact, upon the business of the country. 

This is not the attitude which should be assumed pending a judi­
cial, impartial investigation. As our readers know, we have 
held that these trusts are a legitimate evolution from past business 
necessities. They have come into existence because they meet a 
public or rather a business want. A weekly financial paper, quoted 
elsewhere, argues that these apparent monopolies bave been 
brought into existence to counteract the fall in prices and the 
alarming diminution of profits in all branches of trade, duo 
primarily to the demonetization of silver. 

But the remarkable thing about these great " combines" ia that 
they are a revolt egainst the lessons of the political economy 
taught by the English writers in that eo-called science, as well &s 
their echoes in tbis country. Ac::ording to that school of thinkers 
the ideal state of trade was free competition. There should be no 
restraints either by government or in any other way upon the 
liberty to buy in the cheapest and sell in the dearest markets. 
Free trade, no monopoly, and laissezfaire were the mottoes of this 
Manchester school of political economists. The great mercantile 
and trading classes in all countries were all converted to this Tiew , ^ ^ 
and finally became partizans of this school. ' . j ^ H 

The first to protest against free competition were the skilled ^^m 
workmen. They said it was all very well for those who had capi­
tal, and plenty of it, but unlimited competition meant for them 
the payment of starvation wages. To eke out their miserable in­
comes they brought their wives and children into the labor mar­
ket, but with unrestricted competition it was found eventually 
that the whole family earned no more than the husband or father 
did before the wife and children were called in to assisthim. In the 
struggle for business it was tbe most merciless employer—the one 
who was harshest to his workpeople—who survived, The " boss' 
who wished to pay fair wages was driven out of the field by the 
skinfiint. 

So labor unions were born—they were a protest against competi-
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tion. They were, on the whole, remarkably successful in England 
and tbis country, especially when times were goad. Their success 
was so great that they became overbold, and in many cases the 
unions have tried to control the business of their employers. This 
has led to organizations of the latter, and wherever they have com­
bined they have generally beaten the workingmen's organizations. 
Successful in this field, they have taken a step forward and have 
been organizing " combinea " and " trusts " to monopolize certain 
great departments of industry. 

These " t rus t s" are peculiar. Corporation exists by virtue of 
positive law. They are subordinate to the State which called them 
into existence. A " t r u s t " is unknown to the law. Like the New 
York Stock Exchange it has no legal status, but is not necessarily 
illegal. I t may be called extra-legal. But, as in the case of the 
Standard Oil Company, the gas, sugar, slate-pencil, india-rubber, 
cotton-seed oil and other trusts, it can be a law unto itself, and can 
fix the price, not only of the product, but of the labor which it 
represents. Of course these vast powers will be abused if exercised 
in an irresponsible manner. The temptation to charge exorbitant 
profits will be irresistible unless checked by public opinion or posi­
tive law. 

We believe in these trusts. We look upon them as great labor-
saving machines. They dispense with unnecessary factories, mer­
chants, clerks and rentals. Vast economies can be effected both in 
production and distribution when tbey are done in a large way. 
But we are also of opinion that the State should interfere to pro­
tect the public against extortion in articles of prime necessity. 
The community has a right to say that it shall not be forced to pay 
extravagant profits for any indispensable article of life. Of course 
tbis will sound strange to old-fashioned business men who have 
always oelieved they had a right to charge what they pleased for 
the articles they produced. But iu the time just passed there was 
free competition, and the public was not forced to go to any one 
concerr? for any neceaaary article of food or clothing. But we are 
living in a new era, when combination and mutual protection have 
taken the place of free competition. The investigation by Congress 
into the organization and methods of the trusts cannot but throw 
a world of light upon these new methods of conducting business. 
I t is to be hoped tbe examination will be thorough and fair; but the 
organizers of the trust may as well understand first as last that 
they must think of others as well as themselves. They must pay 
fair wages or else there will be a revolt of the working classes 
against them, and they must not charge an exorbitant price for 
their goods, for that the great body of consumers wifl not stand. 

The Great Coal Strike. 
The Reading strike still continues; but the miners, although a 

stubborn lot, show some signs of demoralization. In a long contest 
the corporation will of course win. This will be a bad year for 
labor unions and strikes. The stoppage of railway construction, 
the blow to the iron and steel business, and the check to manu­
factures due to tbe tariff debate will throw a great many laborers 
out of employment. The strikers will eventually have to succumb 
—quite apart from the right or wrong involved in tbe original 
dispute. 

There is one point in connection with this matter which the 
newspapers have not yet made. The price of coal is a matter 
which atfects the entire community. The interest in the subject ia 
not confined to the Reading stockholders on one side and the 
miners on tbe other. They are both considering thsir selfish inter­
ests without reference to the coal consuming public who are the 
real sufferers. Every owner of a factory who uses anthracite, 
every head of a house who burns the " black diamonds " is injured 
by strikes and quarrels in the coal regions. This is a matter in 
which Congress should really interfere. It should investigate the 
trouble and propose a compromise, iinleas indeed one or the other side 
was clearly in the right. Whatever the award should be, the whole 
power of the government should be uaed to enforce its verdict. If ar­
bitration would settle the matter, then let that be resorted to. The 
Reading Company puts itself in the wrong by declining to submit 
the dispute to impartial referees. Should the miners decline to 
submit to a fair award, then should the State militia be called out 
to protect miners from other quarters who would consent to go to 
work at a fair wage. However it may be done, tbe State or the 
nation should interfere on behalf of the coal-consuming public, 
which now is taxed and in every way injured because of a dispute 
for which tbey are not in any way responsible. 

It would not be wise for the nation to interfere in all labor dis­
putes or in the general settlement of strikes, but it is bound to pro­
tect the public when a quarrel is under way that interferes 
with the comfort or commerce of the average citizen. This Read­
ing coal dispute is a case in point. 

I t was a happy idea of the Philadelphia capitalist who called for 
suggestions as to the beat way of spending $50,000. Of course he 
baa been run down by all manner of beggars and cranks, who give 

him their various theories, as to how he can best waste his money. 
But if he follows good advice he will invest his ^50,000 in some 
productive employment, where labor will be paid fair wages, and 
the work return a reasonable profit. More good can be done in tliis 
way than by giving the money for the most deserving charities. 
It is time we all were taught the lesson, that the greatest benefac­
tors are those who pay good wages for good and necessary work. 
In nine cases out of ten, money given for charity is wasted and 
helps to pauperize the beneficiaries. 

Why the Fall in Prices. 
The Financial Chronicle has done a public service in pointing 

out tbat the fall of prices, which has been so marked from 1873 to 
the present time, has been due almost exclusively to the change 
from a bimetallic to a monometallic basis on the part of tho leading 
commercial nations, I t was Germany that led the movement. Aa 
Bismarck confessed, he made the change on tbe recommendation 
of the doctrinaire professors of pclitical economy in the Berlin 
University, He was enabled to try the experiment by the French 
indemnity, which was paid in gold. Since then, as Bismarck him­
self admits, the commerce of the world has been in the same 
position tbat two men would be struggling to lie under a blanket 
that would cover only one. Gold haa had to do double duty a t ' a ; 
time when its production was falling off. The paper we have men­
tioned has made an exhaustive study of the question, and has 
proved beyond all peradventure tbat tho decline in values since 
1873 is due almost entirely to the use of only one metal instead of 
two in measuring pricea. 

The Chronicle alao shows that a heavy additional burden has 
been put upon the debtor-class by the demonetization of silver. I t 
ia clear that a debt contracted in a cheap currency becomes a 
grievous hardship to the debtor if he has to pay in a dearer cur­
rency. Money, compared with other commodities, was relatively 
cheap in 1871. In 1888 it is worth from 30 to 60 per cent. more. 
This fact presses with great severity upon all engaged in business, 
for the merchants and manufacturers are the debt-carrying class. 
Il is notorious that profits in business in recent years has been 
reduced to a minimum, and that it is a hard struggle to make both 
ends meet. Nor is tbis all. The tendencies towards the formation 
of trusts is due to this vanishing of profits, as the Chronicle 
points out in the following paragraph. 

Only a few years ago Irish rents were lowered on account of the obvl-
oualy JncreaBod burden which a full pajmant imposed, and they were flxed 
judicially for fifteen years on what was believed to be a fair basis. Hardly 
waa the Bettlemeiit completed before a further fall iu the prices of produce 
made the reduced rent as onerous aa the original had beeu. Uow can we 
make this claim accord with the situaticu of debts due England by India 
and others due Europe by Egypt S Each of them was contracted when tha 
prices of wheat, cotton, and the other products those people pay in, were, 
Bome of thtm, 50 per cent, higher than now. How can the propoeitiou be 
iiiede to conform to the conditioji everywhere admitted in commercial 
circles that tbe margin of profit in nearly every industry is so reduced that 
the return to the producer ia very small indeed. In this narrow margin we 
have the basis of all the combinations and " trusts " that are being formed 
—they are merely the efforts ef struggling industries to recover or save 
themaelves by resisting the tendemiy of the tiin3s, and are consequently 
exteuding BO as to include more and more departments of trade. 

This is a new reason for the formation of monopolizing "trusts," 
and the newspapers which have" been denouncing these organiza­
tions would do well to consider tbis matter from this point of 
view. I t is very clear that if tbe shrinkage of pricea goes on, due 
to the steadily enhancing value in gold, all in trade will be forced 
to restrict reduction in every possible way, if not by artificial 
monopolies, then by cutting down wages and lessening the number 
of the employes. The future of the Industrial world is very 
gloomy, unless the commercial nations agree to use their silver as 
well as gold in measuring values. 

The Church Tax Queslion. 
Editor REOOHDAND GUIDE: 

How much longer will ornameatal religious property be exempt from 
taxation ? 

Take Trinity and Bt. Paul's, either church will hold twice over all that 
ordinarily attend both. Let both remain on 200 feet square; all the 
remainder should pay tax, full value. Then the proposed Cathedral ground, 
abaorbing many blocks, will be an oateutatious and ornamental affair, not 
all needed for rehgtous purposes, and, like English cathedrals, kept up at 
great expense and of little real good. It should be taxed aa a mere show 
place. The duUeBt towns in England include the Cathedral towns. Wai 
au^onfl ever converted by any preaching in them i—doubtful. Go to St. 
Paul's, London, on a Sunday, and sea that great building, and perhapi 
only three or four hundred attending the servioe. 

Mr. Editor, you have a right as a real estate paper, and a duty too, to air 
this matter. A TAXPATBR. 

REM4.RKS—Theoretically the non-taxation of church property Ifl 
all wrong. There is no equity in asking unbelievers and non-
churchgoers to help pay the expenses involved in the worship of 
those who do believe in religion. Then the exemption does not act 
fairly as between the various sects. The church edifices o£ the 
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Baptists, Methodists, Quakers and a number of the minor sects coat 
very little as compared with the splendid edifices of the Episcopa­
lians and Koman Catholios. Then the latter sect has another 
advantage. The municipal payments in New York, for instance, 
for charitable objects is so much per head. Thus tbolrehgious and 
charitable and societies who care for the largest numbers draw the 
highest pay from our charitable funds. The ^organization of the 
Catholic Church is so admirable and it includes so many people 
that they draw more largely than any other sect from the bene­
factions of the city. But, after all, most taxpayers, irrespective of 
religious differences, are disposed to look upon this matter of State 
aid to churches from a practical point of view. All churches are 
more or less centres for the charitable distribution of money. They 
not only take caro of their own poor, but help to mitigate the 
wretchedness existing outside their church organizations. Hence 
the sums not collected in taxation are often more than made up in 
the voluntary support of people who might otherwise become a 
charge to the city. Then a well-organized church has an educa­
tional and artistic value to a community, Thoy help raise the 
moral tone and purify the larger politics of the municipality. 
These are among the reasons, we judge, why our citizens submit 
to the non-taxation of church property, which certainly canuot 
be justified upon any other ground than those of expediency. 

Our Prophetic Department. 
MR. NEWLIGHT—I bave just been reading Fronde's " W e s t 

Indies," Sir Oracle, and it struck me that there are some lessons to 
be drawn from it which you might set forth in these conversations. 

SIR ORACLE—I am willing to consider any subject, but must 
decline to commit myself to any views which are suggested to 
your mind. Suppose you go ahead and take the lead in the con­
versation, 

MR. N.—Very good. I propose to give utterance to opinions 
which may startle your readers, but which I think are justified by 
the past history of mankind. I am one of those who never have 
believed in the equality of mankind, or in the general theory of 
human rights which underlies the Declaration of Independence, 
I am of the opinion that the doctrine of evolution throws a ligbt 
upon this question of human progress which discredits not only 
the theological but tfie rationalistic theories which have been held 

^heretofore. 
S I R 0.—I am afraid this is too large a subject to be considered 

in a conversation. You can only take it up in sectiona. Suppose 
we consider only the future of the negro race. Indeed, as I 
remember, that is the topic emphasized by Froude's visit to the 
West India Islands. 

MR. N .—In considering tbat phase of the question we must 
subordinate the whole discussion to some general theory. Now 
the doctrine of human rights applied to the whole human family 
does not work. Free institutions are only fitted for the Caucassian 
race, and have not as yet been proved workable, except to the 
Snglish speaking races. 

SIR O.—Yes; I think I see your line of argument. Liberty will 
do for white men of the English race. Free institutions have never 
taken root, except in some one or more of the Caucassian races. 
The negro to-day is the same as he was at the time of Sesostris. 
He makes no progress, except under tbe tutelage of the white. 
Left to himself the negro sinks back into barbarism, as witness 
Hayti. 

MR. N,—Yes; that ia my line of argument. Froude shows that 
the West Indies are becoming barbarized; that any change which 
permits the blacks to dominate over the whites will end in the 
destruction of all civilization. In their native country the blacks 
organize witch hunts and deliberately kill the more intelligent 
members of the tribe; hence tbere is a premium on mediocrity and 
savagery, 

SIR O.—These discussions are interesting in view of the fact that 
the Dark Continent is about being opened up. The next fifty 
years will see a mighty change in that ancient and most backward 
flection of the earth. Gold is being discovered in many parts of 
the continent. Railroads are being pushed toward the Congo 
region, and in a very few years the white man will dominate in 
regions now controlled by colored potentates. I t is a pity some 
well-defined plan is not agreed upon by the leading nations to 
govern their future relations with the colored races of Africa. 

MR, N.—So far, of course, we have been poisoning these poor 
colored people with whiskey and scattering foul diseases through­
out the continent, This will thm off their numbers, Christianity 
makes no progress in Africa, According to Canon Taylor and the 
Rev. Mr, Johnstone of the Church of England, the one reforming 
religious influence in Africa is the spread of Islamism. Mahom-
etanism seema to be better adapted to the calibre of the negro 
brain than Christianity. Then it is more moralizing, for every 
Moslem church i s a total abstinence society; while rum and Chris­
tianity accompany each other wherever traders and missionaries 

can get a foothold among uncivilized races. Of course, this is 
repugnant to the great body of Christian people, but their govern­
ments nevertheless play into the bands of the conscienceless 
traders. 

SIR O.—These same writers you mention, while they doubt the 
possibility of progress by the pure negro, say there are two crosses 
which produce fairly good results, One gives us the Zulus of South 
Africa; the other is the cross between the Arab and the African, 
which produces a warlike and otherwise rather a superior race. 

MR, N . - A U these questions ought to be submitted to a 
congi-ess of experts, to scientific men, in other words—and they 
should give the result of their conferences for the guidance 
of the leading nations. I t is a scandal to our civilization and 
Christianity that we should insist upon forcing opium and 
strong drink upon the semi-civilized nations as well as the savages. 
Then there ought to be some agreement for organizing a system 
that will compel the savages of Afiica to do some regular work. 
They are now idle and of their own accord wiil never be induced 
to labor continuously, Africa will never be redeemed, except in 
two ways. Either the natives must be forced to work or tbey 
muat be killed off to give place for the races who will work. Tiiis 
exterminating process, by the way, ia the one in vogue by the 
English speaking races, as witness the Red Indians of this conti­
nent, the Australian and Maori, as well aa the aborigines of South 
Africa. 

Sia 0.—Do you know what youare saying? You are advocating 
the re establishment of slavery. Would not that be a step back­
ward in the civilization of the age? 

MR. N . — I am advocating going forward instead of backward. 
Slavery in the past was a vast benefit to mankind. It was through 
that gate that the foremost races passed in order to reach higher 
levels of civilization. In slavery human beings learned how to 
work continuously for the benefit of others. Incidental to slavery 
were many and grievous evils, but some day civilization will again 
protect weak people from themselves by forcing them to work eo 
that their labor may be utilized for their own benefit aa well as 
for the community. We shall probably never again see personal 
slavery; that is, no one person will never be the thrall or bond­
man or woman to any person or family. But I judge that the time 
is coming when those that cannot take care of themselves, who are 
in constant danger of starvation, who are irredeemable drunkards 
or opium eaters, will be forced to accept the mastership of officers 
appointed by ;the community. They will be made to work, but 
will be insured not only against starvation, but suffering of any 
kind. I t is a shame to the community that so many millions are 
always on the verge of starvation. The condition of the poor, 
even in most civilized nations, in a crime against humanity. ; 

SIR 0 .~Those problems wiU.come up for settlement in the Old 
World before they will disturb us here. I do not see how we can 
set to work to re-establish a modified system of slavery in view of 
tbe traditions of our history. But I agree with you that the future 
of the negro race in the West India Islands is likely to lead to 
serious complications in the future. Naturally Cuba, Jamaica and 
Hayti ought, in the fullness of time, to belong to the United States. 
But our people will not be willing to hand them over to the tender 
mercies of the degraded colored people in those islands, Univeraal 
suffrage is a farce when exercised by savages. Then we will not 
be willing to see England apply any system of coerced labor in 
their Western possessions. Now everything is going to the degs in 
those beautiful and fertile islands because of the progressive 
degradation of the free negroes. The recent news from Cuba is 
really appalling. The blacks have been emancipated and they will 
do no more work. All the great estates on the island are going to 
waste. Taxation is increasing, and that most fertile of countries is 
no longer producing anything for export, while the blacks are 
relapsing into barbarism. So far as industry and civilization is 
concerned, the emancipation of the slaves in the West India 
Islands has proved disastrous in every way. 

MR. N , — I have small hopes of gaining any converts to my 
apparently retrograde views, but I rely upon the spread of scientific 
knowledge which will discredit the human right theories first 
propounded by the eighteenth century philosophers. Men are not 
born free; we live in a hard world and the conditions throughout 
life are onerous. We must do the best we can, the object, of 
course, being the greatest good to the greatest number. This may 
involve exceptional hardships to a few. In a beehive, you know, 
the superfiuous males are deliberately stung to death. The 
supreme object of regard is the hive; it muat be the first considera­
tion, even as against the life of any of ita members. So it will 
eventually be in human society. Every member of the great 
human hive must be subordinated to the community. This is the 
true ground to take as against the Anarchists, For the sake of the 
individual.they would destroy the hive, but the contrary doctrine 
is the true one. We are all cells in the great body of humanity 
and we cannot all be equal or free; we must get our consolation iq 
the knowledge that we are working for the great whole, 
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Recollections of Old New Yorkers. 
I. 

Nothing is more interesting to the younger generation of New Yorkers 
than to come in contact with an old-time citizen who can relate by the 
hour reminiscencea of the Metropolis dating as far back aa half a century 
ago. One of our oldeat citizens, Henry A. Hurlbut, waa called upon the 
other day by a representative of T H E RBCOBD AND G U I D E at his Wall 
street office in the " P o r t Sherman " t o elicit soma incidents of interest 
to real eatate-men and Naw Yorkers generally. Mr. Hurlbut, though 
close on fourscore yeara, 13 robust and healthy, which ha accounted for 
with tbe observation that "we old fellowa used to take a great deal more 
care of ourselves in our younger daya than the young mon of the present 
psriod." He ia Preeident of the Metropolitan Bank, director of the Home 
Insurance Co., and besides being connected with several other institutions 
la ono of our Emigration Cjmmiasioner J. He isconaeqaently always "on the 
go," and does more work than many a younger man. Indeed, hia time ia so 
much occupied that the reporter called oa him five timw before he managed 
to " buttonhole" him for a talk. In the courae of hia remarks he said: 

*'When I waaayouag man I kept a store on the cjrnarjof Burling elip 
and Water street, which was then in tha centre of the best business portion 
of the city. I t waa a four-story building, 27x70, and I paid a rental of 
$1,350 per annum. I lived at No. ISl (now 215) Haary streat, then a fash­
ionable quarter. Ic was a two story houae with a dormer window, 35 feet 
wide, with a 3 foot alleyway, and for this I paid $450 rent. I recolleot 
wall the old Rutgera mansion, resided In by Col. Rutgera, whosa property 
FAU from Cherry to Monroe, and was mainly rented on leasehold. Henry 
•treat waa mostly peopled by Quakers in those days, of whom one of 
the very prominent members was John Wood, a fl^ur merchant. 
Moat of the brotherhood were merchants and prosperous tradespeople, I 
recollect when the old Metropolitan Bank, on tbe northeast corner of Fine 
Btreet and Broadway, where the Equitable Building now stands, waa aold for 
1100,000 aome forty or fifty years ago. Its siza, I think, averages about 
48,6x100, The property was purchased by the Equitable Life iu January, 
1885, for $763,500, Bome thirty years ago 1 bought the northeast corner of 
Broadway and 33d street, where Rogers, Peet & Co.'a up-town store now Is, 
for $33,S0O ; the siza was 50s60, irreg. Subsequently I secured two lota 
adjoining on the atreet, 50x100, for $2,500 par lot. Before tha Central Park 
WAI laid out completely, and when its limits were placed at lOSth atreet, I 
purchased twenty-four lots on the south aide of 110th street, taking in the 
three fronts from Sth to 8th avenue, for which I paid t-150 per lot. The 
CommiBsIonera subsequently decided to take in tha four blocks north of 
108th atreet, ao as to include the bluff, and a ayndicate, who knew the inaide 
facta, purchaaed my ground from me at a comparatively small advance 
and then resold It to the city. The residence in which I now reside. No. 11 
W«it 20th street, la built on a 25-foot lot, for which In 1843 I paid t3,500. 
W« had no gas in those days, and nur street had a cobblestone pavement. 
The southwest corner, near me (So. 153 Sth avenue), for which tbe Meth­
odist Book Concern a few months ago paid S335,O0u, was at that time 
ornamented with a rickety old wooden shanty, used as a factory for 
dyeing mats, and the liqaor from its vata used to run along tha gutters 
down our atreet. Tha house opposite, on the northwest corner of 5th 
avenue, whero Herter Bros, now are, waa not than built by ita owner, 
Bobt. L. Stewart. The corner of S3d street and ."ith avenue, for which the 
Western Union Telegraph Company now paya an annual ground rent of 
t35,OO0, was part of the old Mildeberger farm, which comprised about 120 
lots fronting on Broadway, in the centre^of which was Mr, Miidebarger'e 
farm-houae. That was before 5th avenue wcm cut through at that point. 
"TThen the old gentleman died, and Dr. Peckham, hia sonin-Iaw, and 
others came in for the estate, the lots on Sth avenue sold at auction for 
116,000 to $17,0CO. Some years later the three houses on the west side of 
Sth avenue, near Gunther'a Sons, to the south, batween 231 and 33d streeta, 
•old for $26,000 to $37,000 each, ona being bought by a Mr. Fiaehsr, son-
in-law of Frank Bkiddy, the sugar brok'ir, who alao built t^a southwest 
corner of 8'Jd street and&th avenne. Saiith Clark also bought oue. One 
of these houses was aold a few years ago for $109,000. About tha year 
1856 I purchaaed eighteen lot* on 8ta avenue, 139th and ISOtti streeta, 
before St. Nicholas avenue was cut through, for $6,50), an average of 
J361 each, I sold them four years ago for $98,000. Tliree loti ou the 
•outh side of 139th Eti-eet, betivden Sth and St. Nicholas avenues, which 
about that time coat me $450 each, I sold soma tiuxi ago for $12,000. 
During all these years I got enough rent il out of tha property from 
market gardeners and others to nearly carry the proparty, so that the 
advance waa mainly clear protit. I remember three-st iry brick houses 
between 20th and 23d streets, on tha west side, where O'jSeiil and the other 
great dry-goods stores now are, selling for $3,000. They ware houses and 
lots, about 20x45x100 each. Two-story and attic dwellings on the north 
Bide ot 13th street, bstwean &th and 7th avenues, a very fashionable 
neighborhood, sold for $4,750 to $5,000 each some twenty-five or thirty years 
ago. These were 20sl04, and a 25 foot house on the opposite side could 
be bought for $7,500 tD $?,c00, I recollect the Corporation selling lota 
where the Central Paik now ia for $10J a n i subsequently condemning 
them for $65 each. I was a member of tha Finance Committee of tha 
Home Life Insurance Company thirty years ago and bought in Ho. 4 
Wall street for $43,000 at auction, as wa would not t i ke less than $45,000 
for it. The slza was about 23x4S. I t sold about twenty years aftsr for 
167,500, In my early days we had very few buildiugs higher than four 
•toriea, and a six-story structure was unkiown. Tha New York Sotsl waa 
tho highest building I recollect over thirty yeara ago, which was then 
owued by Matt'iiew Morgan, the bank jr. You could hardly rent a f our-
•tory house then. People wouldn't ascend four flight), and the t j p story 
waa usually devoted to old furniture and rubbish. The dates for ren t in j 
were much the same aa they are now—May for houses and offi;6) and 
February for dry goods men. But people moved oftmer in th jsadays , 
long leases being almost unknown. One exception I recall was that of the 
ground on which Tiffany's emporium now stands on Union equoi-e 
—751135 I believe—which was leased about forty-foiir years ago to Dr. 

Chaaver's Church for t wenty-one yoars at S 15,0 JO pit annum. There wars 
very few real estate brokers in those days. The principal ones were Edward 
H. Ludlow, Homer Morgan and Anthony J . Bleaeksr, who did the li-jn' • 
share of the auction buiiness. The real estate brokira and agents were 
generally of very good standing in the community. 

" The fashionable quartars of the city have changed wonderfully since I 
was a young man. The Battery; lower Broadway, jas t north of the 
Battery Park ; Liberty atreet; the lower part of Greenwich street, where all 
the sailor and emigrant boarding houses now are; Ractor and other streets 
in the neighborhood of Trinity Church to the westof Broadway, compriaed 
tho most exclusive residence locations. Later on the fashionable centres 
moved up towards Warren, Murray and Chambers streets. Oa the latter, 
almost on the very epot where the Emigrant Savinga Banfc now is, facing 
the City Hall Park, I recollect a 35-root three-story brl^k hou^e aelllng for 
$18,CO0. The t^lite of the city used to live around there then. Afterwards 
the tide of fashion went further north and west on Weat Broadway and 
other streets as far up as Bleecker, whare A. T. Stewart and other rising 
merchants lived. Later on Bond street became fashionable and then 14th 
street, where Mr, Tilden resided. I recollect when Moses H. Grinnell lived 
In College pla^e. East of Broadway half a century ago was largely popu­
lated by the storekeeping and working classes, excepting East Broad­
way, Henry'and parts of Madison street*-, which were inhabited by more 
prosperous people. I remember well the old wooden tavern kept by 
Corporal Thompson where the Fifth Avenue now stands. We used to 
drive out there, and it was a general stopping place to get a drink or take a 
meal. Besidas, it was the principal spot near town where one could see the 
driving, nnd was aa crowded at times by people watchin? the passing 
horseflash ea Gabe Case's noiv is on Macomb's Dam road. The hippo­
drome opposite the Corporal's used to be a great attraction iu those daya. 
I t was about 10 feet balow the grada of the street, and waa a clrcua and 
wild beast show combined, a sort of anticipation of Barnum. Amongst 
my other recollections is an incident which took place when President 
Harriaon was elected in lli40. His opponents had been circulating a story 
throughout the campaigu that he had lived in a log cabin and drank 
sour cider, and in order to Illustrate what they considered these two very 
damaging biographical facta they built a log cabin on the spot where 
Niblo'a Theatre now is and had it lined with racoon akins. Thia they rep-
reaented aa Harrison's house. Amongst m y Wall street experiences, I rec­
ollect some thirty years' since that people gave up their Delaware & Lacka­
wanna stock rather than stand an assessment of $7,50 per share, which 
practically wiped it out, 

" When I was a young man the only money in circulation was Bpaoiah 
coin. We had no 10 cent piecea. A plata reina was a great coin then, and 
the curious thing about It was that one with a head on would pass for 
30 cents, while a haadteaa one was worth but 18 cents. The omnibus fare 
was 13>i cents, and I once wrote to thepapars advocating 4 reduction to 6)^ 
cents, which stirred up an agitation that eventually reducad it. We used t J 
pay for postage 6>^ cents for 100 miles distance or under, 1 3 ^ cents between 
100 and 300 milea, 18% between 3 JO and 400 and 25 cents for 400 and over. 
Any piece of paper inclosed In your letter, whether in your own or another's 
handwriting, would cost you double, and if the authorities caught you t rying 
to cheat you would be mulcted heavily. I t was the usual custom in those 
days to send letters to any distance unfitamped, so that the recaiver would 
have to pay the postage. This was a general means of evasion by poor 
people, or by purchaaers of goods, for no one would return a letter which 
he expected to contain an order. Old Letter Carrier Forrester delivered in 
my district, and he used to mark down In pancil on each door what aoaount' 
was owing to tha Post-ofBie on unstaniped letters delivered to the occupants. 
This used to swell to a long array of small figures at the end of the month, 
when we used to settle cur bills. 

" The dry-goods man and wholesale clothiers were then in Pearl street and 
Hanover square. The wholesale baiters were on Water street, all the way 
from Wall to Burling slip, and even as far north as Fulton street. The 
retail hatters were principally on Broadway and Chatham square. A. T. 
Stewart had a little shop there as large as this ofll 3e, He and Arnold and 
Hearn were the great dry-goods man in those days. The late Mr. Arnold, 
of AmoU, Constable & Co., was a son of the former, and the late Mr . . 
Hearn, of the present 14th street Qrm, was a nephew of the latter. Loril-
lard's tobacco flrm was well known, and ao was Mra. Miller's chewing 
tobacco. Thia lady has aome descendants now Hvlag in New York. Cigars 
were principally made In Connecticut in thoae daya. Thia is going back 
sixty years or more. My fathar used to keep a firat-class grocary store, 
ranking somewhat like Park & Tilford's. We used to buy 100 cigara for 
2I> cents and retail tbem at 3 cents opiece. Cider used to be sold for 75 cent! 
a barrel, and potatoes at 133^ cents a bushel, as brought from the field, 
small and large togethsr, I notice that while it wa'j hard to squeeza 3>^ 
bushels in a barrel then they manage to get more than 3 bushels in now. 
There were no railroads or steamboats, of course, and the farmers and 
others uaed to bring their vegetables and goods to the captalna of tho * 
packets, who used to dispose of them, acting as commiaslon men. There 
were very few stoclibrokera in those days, and their methods were very slow 
compared with your modern system. The few thare were held out on Wall 
street. The real estate auction aales med to take place In the present Custom 
House on Wall atreet, before which there was no definite quarters for these 
transactions. There waa very little buying, selling, or building of property 
in those days, and when there was the whole community knew abc.ut it ." . 

• 
In tha steamers now building for the Inman Line, two important improve­

ments have been introduced into the Atlantic aervica which have baen tou 
long wanting. One is twin screws and the other water-tight compartnnenta 
without doors on any but the main deck—the deck where the saloons are. 
The latter arrangement would have saved the Oregon had she been so con­
structed, while the former, In addition to giving greater speed, ia an insurance 
against complete breakdown in case of an accident to the machinery. Both 
of these details in construction have long beeu used in men-of-war, dispatch 
boats, etc., but passenger steamship lines have not been ae progressive in | 
the matter of improvements oa governments. 
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Conoerninq Men and Things.

The brokers of the Consolidated Stock and Petroleum Eichange have 
been too busily engaged with the oil market this week to pay as much 
attention as usual to their new building on Broadway, opposite their 
present quarters. Tha "shut-down" movement in tha oil region, the con­
sequent heavy decrease in production, and the fact that tha stocks above 
ground are being drawn on to supply the demand, advanced pricea into 

I the "niueties." Oil producsrs again believe that thalr goldan aga ii at 
hand wherein their producb will permanently sell for one dollar a barrel. 
They have always said it is Impossible to profitably produce oil at a lower 
price, but no one has aeriomly b^lievei tham. That there ia ground for 
doubt is shown by thelast statemsntof the Columbia Oil Co., the oldest in 
the country. According to the report of this company tho average cost of 
producing oil with theaa, during 18S7, waa forty-Sve cants a barrel, and the 
average aelliag price was seventy-four cents. Tha Coluaibia Oil Co. bas no 
special advantages eithar in prodaciogor 86lUn5,'80 far as anyone can 
discover. 

*** 
As a rule onca a year oil sails for a dollar a barrel; but tbat Is only a 

speculative price, and ia of no importance to any but a few speculatora. 
Ifo refiner tbinHs of paying that price; it lasts for only a few daya, to be 
followed by a sharp decline, and the producer is not benefited in the least. 
It is impossible for him to market his product to any extent at that price. 
Tbe sale of a few thousand barrels la sufficient to break the quotation. 
The fact la that dollar oil as a permanency is as uncertain as $60 steel rails. 
The existing world-wide demand for petroleum bas been established upon a 
much lower basia. The refiner, who stands in closer connection with the 
oonsamer than the producer does, is fully aware of this fact. Petroleum 
li found all over the world—in large quantities In Russia, and In Burmah, 
South America and elsewhere. Any considerable advance In tha price ot 
American oil would make the developoaent of these flelda possible and 
profitable, Kussla, to-day, could supply the world, and does produce about 
half oe much aa we do; but we have bad a long oommercial start of her, 
and until we lag behind, the Baku producer must be content with illumin-
ating his home market and the darkness of Turkoman evenings. 

*•* 
Critics are very mu<ih concerned ju?t at present aa to tha atate of the 

novel. With tha possible exception of Tolstoi, the Russian's writings, little 
lasting work ia being produced in that department of literature. The French 
novel la wholly given up to lubricity, and ains against thi Saventh Com­
mandment. The Eaglish and American novel is, aa a rule, decorous 
eaougb in the matter of morals; but it is full of twaddle, the prattle of 
sch(fol-glrla and empty-headed society man. It is devoid of tbe light of 
genius or the warmth of feeling, an 1 lacks entirely tha esprit and artistic 
treatment which gives the French novel a claim to existencs in apito of 
Ita salacity. Possibly something permanent may yet be produ'^ed by the 
movement started some years ago by Hugh Conway and continued by 
Rider Haggard and Stevenson—a movement toward the pure story or 
the "novel of plot," instead of the "novel of character." As an example 
of the former we mi^ht take the "Strange Case of Dr. Jeckyl and Mr. 
Hyde," and of the latter Thackeray's " Vauity Fair." It is not necessary 
to decide which is the better style of novel. Neither can really be placed 
higher than the other. In tha handj of men like Dickens, Balzac, Scott, 
Dumas, Thackeray, Sands, both have yielded excellent, results. Indeed, 
whatia needed to impro7e the novel ia not a system but individuality. 

* ' * 
H. M. Flagler, one of the magnates of tho Standard Oil Trust, haa " gone 

into" the hotel business in a really imparlal way, A few facts, descriptive 
of the magnifi;:ant ediflje ha has ju?t completed in St. Augustine, Fla., will 
have interest for architects. It ia known as the Hotel Ponce de Leon, and 
atandj on one of the most beautiful sites in the old Spanish town. The build­
ing is c instructed in the Moorish style, being, in part, a reproduction of 
the famous Alcazar. Tha structure covers about four acres, has been build­
ing for two years, and is sail to have cost between two and two-and-a-balf 
milUons. Tha prominent "features" of the hotel are the grand entrance, 
upon which about $I8\000 was spent; the mosaic paved interior court, 150 
feet square, in the centre of which is a handsome fountain; tha office 
rotunda, S0s5'), four stories high ; the "grand parlor," 103x54, and the 
banqueting hall, 150 long by 65, attaining a height In the cantrd of 35 feat. 
On the roof of the building is an orange grove. The carpets, all of Moor­
ish pattern, are said to have been made in Glasgow, and the furniture was 
manufactured from special designs.

In embarking on this enterprise Mr. Flagler is following the example set 

yeara ago by another famous monopolist, the late Colonel Roberts, who is 
reputed to have made at least $1,000 a day out of the oil well torpedo, 
which he claimed he invented, Roberts, as much for show as for any 
flnancial results, built a large hotel in Titusville, Pa,, tha principal town 

, in the oil region, and furnished and decorated it expensively and alas! 
- ahowily, with the weakness which unfortunately affects the sijthetic side of 

millionaires, Foralongtime it was the "show place" of the oil region, 
and oommercial travelers procaeding Westward from Pittsburg arranged 
their Itinerary so that they could spend Sunday in Titusville. Roberts 
never made a cent out of tha enterprise—on the contrary, he lost money— 
but it enabled him to dispense a rough hospitality, and gratified a desire for 
display,

The weight of the new piece at Wallack's falls upon the shouldera ot 

Mr. John Gilbert, but the result has been a diaappointmant. Mr. Gilbjrt 
is now a very old man, and it must be a great labor for him to assume and 
embody a new role. The characters in whicb he made his mark in years 
Kone by were the etormful old gentleman in old English comedy—Tbe 
Dorntons and Sir Anthony Absolutes. Tbe benignant class of old men, 
puch 03 Jease Rural, Mr. Gilbert bas also attempted, hut not with such 
IPwked effect. His pathos 19 hard and bJe beet moods ftre not of tli) 

gentler kind; hence he has failed to make the impression that was expected 
aa the benign old priest in " L'Abbe Constantin," Manager Abbey 
haa had hard luck. . He has shown liberality and enterprise; but somehow 
the fates have been again:t him EO far, and bis cosily theatrical ventures 
can hardly have paid to date.

Miaa Rose Coghlan is again on the road, for which she ia better suited 

than as a member of a stock company. Bhe is admirable in two lines of 
parts, aa Lidy Gay Spankar and Peg Woifiogton, in which she shines as a 
come'iy actress, and OS Stephanie In "Forget Me Not," which suggests a 
wickedness and power possessed by few on the stage. But Miss Coghlan 
wasnever fit for the parts she was expected t i take as a leading lady. 
The sentimental roies were entirely out of her line. Bhe waa too large; 
she looked loo old, and her voice, in expressicg pathos and sentiment, ran 
into a whine. But put her in proper parts she ought to have a very 
successful career on tbe stage, for she Is very intelligent, has high Epirlta, 
and can be grave or gay with great effect, but she is too stout and old to 
play sentimental parts, 

* * « 
The experiment of a first class restaurant down town is at last befog 

tried. There are a couple of clubs In the nefghborhood of the Stock 
Exchange which furnish good meals that are well served; but generally 
the eating accommodations are rather common. Of course, the two Del­
monico establishments furnish excellent meals, and the attendance is 
good, but the surroundings are unspeakablv shabby, Tha place in Will­
iam street might bave baen well enough thirty years ago, but it is out of 
date now. Then the restaurant which runs from Broad to New atreet is a 
positive disgrace to the name of Delmonico. It looks like the commonest 
of the common taprooms. The immense patronage and the high pricei 
whicb are asked ought to insure to the public something better in the way 
of a room and appointments. The Hoffimau House restaurant In Beaver 
street is much better, and down towners are promised a handsome and 
well-kept establishment by Ned Stokas In tbe basement of the new Ccnsoli-
dated Exchange, 

*** 
But an attempt is being made jiiit now to eatabllah a flrst-class restau­

rant in the Equitable buiidiog. It is called the Cafd Saverin, and is said 
to belong to a company which expects to open similar places in other 
cities. There ia a great deal of style about this new restaurant. There iaa 
huge footman to receive you at the door, a uniformed page to take care 
of your coat and cane, and tidily-dressed maids to disrobe the ladies. The 
waiters are in gorgeous uniforms, and on their coats are multitudinoua sil­
ver buttons. AU the appiiiotments of tha room are artistic. Then the food 
Is excellent, and tbe prices about tbe same as Delmonico's, It is one of the 
very few places where B gentleman can take a lady to iunch or lo dine 
below the City Hall Park. It is a question whether this new enterprise 
will pay, for it must be costly to run, and it can have no morning or even­
ing busineaa. Its patronage is confined to I between 13 and 3 o'clock; but 
it looks as if down-townera will not ba forced hereafter to patronize the 
high-priced and exceedingly shabby Delmonico establishments.

The Boston Ideal Company has not been very successful in Eaglish opera 

this week. Their first performance in " Carmen " on Monday evening waa 
not by any means a effjclive. Zelie de Lussen has a vcice more suited to 
comic than to grand opera, but ber acilug as Carmen was on the whole 
good, especially in the scene where she is arrested on emerging from the 
cigarette factory, in which she displays exasparatln^ly good-natured 
defiance of the military officer who arrests her. She exhibited a general air 
of recklessneis throughout tha part wjicb, though perhaps befitting tha par­
ticular character of Carmen, might bave baen toned down h;re and tbera. 
Eacamillo, her lover, requires a good deal of coaching as an actor, and a 
few lessons In the proper use and management of his voice in singing. 
The Toreador made a batter actor, but scarcely a superior singer. He was 
distressingly flat in many of his notes, and his rendering of the famous 
Toreador song was a failure, A meed of praise Is due to Miss Klein, -who 
made a refloed and gentle Mercedes. Her voice is sweet and sympathetic, 
and the scene where she imploraa her brother to leave Carmen and the 
smugglers' camp, and return home to his dying mother, ia full of pathos. 
Asto Don Jof ,̂ the twosmugglers-In-cblef, and tha others there is little 
room for encomium.

There is a growing belief that mere medicines cannot permanently cure 
chronic diseases. While, marvellous progress has baen made in surgery 
and in the knowledge of disease, therapeutics or the science ofjcure, so far 
as mere medication is concerned, has made bnt little advance for many 
centuries. The old women with their herb teas will often do aa well as 
the most skilled physician. The different schools of medicines, the quacks 
which abc u id, and the multitudincua patent medicinea iu existence, all tell 
the story of tbe lack of faith in the regular practitioners. It is in chronic 
troubles that thia scepticism ia most manifest. A man or woman living 
under certain conditions and stricken with consumption soon learns there 
Is no value for them iu drugs, aud hence they are sent to climates likely to 
be healing to their tender lungs. In addition to favorable climatic condi­
tions it is realized that bodily habits and food have a good deal to do with 
alleviating, if not curing, chrpnic disorders. Dyspepsia, liver troubles, 
Brigbt's disease, diabetes, as well as consumption, require certain kinds ot 
food, and then advantage has been derived from exercise and manipula­
tion of the skin by hot air baths and massage; hence Las grown up the de­
mand for sanitariums. Dr, Speir has one such in Brooklyn. There are 
twoin Lakewoid, New Jersey; one for luog troubles, the other for dys­
pepsia and nervous prostration. But thay are small off lira and wholly in­
adequate to supply tbe demands for such institutions. The fact is there 
ought to he twenty such in a city like New York, though the private hos­
pitals in part supply this demand. They would ba better located outside 
the city lioii's, in places remote frcm the rough ccoan breeuss and where 
tha soil is non-malarious. Ot course mtdioineB have their value, but their 

' 1 ^ potsDoy can never ba realizsd ualess the patient ie surrounded by all 
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the favorable conditions—that is, proper food, pure air, and opportunities 
for exercise in a healthful country. Some day there will be built near 
New York city a vast sanitarium. In which will be reproduced ' the at­
mospheric conditions which now make Mentone, Nice, Florida, Colorado 
and Southern California so beneflcial to invalids. 

*** 
I t ia not creditable to the millionaires who own the boxes of the Metro­

politan Opera Houae that that institution ahould have gotten into such 
aerious flnancial difficulties. I t shows the best buslueas men In tha city 
can bo the veriest lambs outside of their own special occupations. J a y 
Gould can run deals and railroads, but this is not the flrst time he has come 
to grief in opara house enterprises. Still the opera is a costly luxury In 
any part of the world, and either a government or a ayndicate of rich men 
must agree to support thom or else grand opera cannot ba given in any­
thing like proper style. The worst thing that can be aaid about the Ger­
man opara is the deliberate way in which ' the public has been deceived. 
According to the press every opera was a great success, and Manager 
Stanton has baen lauded to the skies, yet the assessment upon the box-
holders has risen from $1,OUO to $3,300 per annum. New York has had a 
surfeit of German opera. Why not give ua a season of Italian and English 
operas After all, the tuneful Italian school wilt always be popular, and 
Mrs. Thurber and her friends have]shown that English opera can be given 
in a manner that will compare with the best reaults of a German opera 
management. 

The Scow Dumping Nuisance. 
Prop arty-owners aud residents along the line of the Staten Island, Long 

Island and New Jersey shores have made ceaseless complaints against the 
garbage and refuse which is continually washed in by the tide upon their 
beaches. Places Hire Coney Island, Seabright, South Beach—the best part 
of the Staten Island shore—and even T,ong Branch, bave been afllicted 
with tha nuisance. Tbe government engineer, in one of his reports, says: 
*'Pew people have any conception of the extent to which thia mode of 
injury is carried on; yet the records of this oIHie, and of theofHcera of the 
Commissioners of Pilots of New York, show that It Is being done con­
stantly and in every part of the harbor and of the waters connected with 
it; In the operations and surveys conducted by thia office, lumps and 
hoals formed in thia way have been found in the Byram River, at the 

mouth of Newtown Creek, on the shoal a t the head of Buttermilk Channel 
and all orer Raritan Bay; and information has been received that the 
practice prevails in all parts of the Hudson and East Rivera, On the 
recant deepening of Newtown Creek, which empties Into the East River 
Opposite Slth street, anii which ia crowded with shipping, one-third of the 
appropriation had to be applied to the removal of marsh aod and rubbish 
which had been dumped In this way in the very mouth of the creek, and aa 
a consequence the deepening of the channel for a quarter of a mile above 
the Vernon Avenue Bridge, which had been Intended, had to ba left 
undone." 

I t has always been a difficult matter for the authorities to deal with the 
dumping problem. The refuse of NewYork haa to be disposed of iu some 
manner, and since 1857 efforts have been made to regulate it with but little 
success. Secretary D. A. Nash, of the Pilot Commission, when called on 
by a representative of T H E RECORD AND GUIDE, said: 

" Prior to 1857 the scows u^ed to be hauled outside the head of each slip 
and the dredgings dumped right there. This worked less in.iury to the 
harbor a t large tban the present surreptitious dumping at night ail over 
the Bay. In that year a law waa passed requiring a designated place to be 
used for the purpose. The Jersey flats were selected, but the people in that 
direction were at ouce up in arms and arrested some of tha dredgers, aa it 
destroyed their flahery and oyster beds. Tbe next spot tried was the reef 
below Bedloe'a Island known as Oyster Island. After a year or two It 
was found that the channel a t the edge of the Jersey fiats iu that locality 
had become shoaled 3i feet in aome places, aud some vessels grounded there. 
Upon this discovery all dumping within the harbor limits was stopped. 
Subsequently the parties interested in dredging called on the Pilot 
Commissioners and proposed that if they were parmitt d to dump a t 
aome designated spot they could place an inapactor on .each 
aoow and pay him for his services, Accordingly tha government 
Waa requested to send down an expert in tides and currents 
to select such a spot, and they appointed Prof. Henry Mitchell, 
who selected the south shore of Staten Island aa the then best 
available place for dumping the dredgings, Hia belief waa that the refuse 
would either remain where it was deposited or go ashore owiog to the 
wash from the ocean. But It waa soon found that this theory waa wrong, 
aa the stuff dlatribnted itself all over the chanuelway. Subsequently a 
IMU waa passed by the Legislature which prohibited dumping anywhere 
in the Harbor of New York, except within a bulkhead, and enforced its 
being taken out to sea, to be deposited at a distance of at least a mile out-
aide tbe Bar, This law Is, however, continually violated. In order to save 
expenae, owners of steamboats and scows chooaa the night-time to dump 
the refuse, and it waa found tha t thoy dumped it anywhere and every­
where in the East or North River, the Bay, the Kills, or any other place 
where they thought they could elude the vigilance of tha inspectors. Up 
till a few years ago the Pilot Commlssionera had the task of looking after 
the delinquents, but it is now In the bauds of the Shore Inspector, whose 
quarters are at Fort Hamilton, The government is now engaged in dredg­
ing channels iu various parts of New York, and It has occurred tha t owners 
of scows have actually gone to work and dumped maay tons of refuse r i gh t 
ou the spot which it had cost the goverumant thousands of dollars to 
improve ia depth for navigation purposes, The act contained a provision 
t h a t ' all persona violating any o£ the provisions of thia law shall be liable 

o a floe of $5 for each and every cubic yard deposited in violation of this 
section,' Parties interested got in the word 'wilfully,' and this nullified I 

t he effect of the law, aa It was difficult to prove a wilful violation. About 
two years ago it was amended to the effect that the fine should be $350 for 

every ofilense, which has since been raised to $1,000, though the Inspector 
or judge has power to reduce or altogether relinquish this fine." 

This, In brief, la a hiatory of the efforts made to regulate this nuisance. 
The stuff has to be placed somewhere, and there ia only one place for It, 
and that is out a t sea. I t is the opinion of competent authorities that no 
dumping should take place anywhere within less than three to flve miles of 
the Bar. The present system of violating the law, which Is done at night­
time is gradually filling up tbe chaunela of New York Harbor, and ahoals 
are being created which are dangerous to shipping. Vessala bave actually 
been caught dumping stone ballast aa they coma up the obaunel. This con-
atltutea a great danger. In Cork Harbor the refuse ia tjwed sixteen to 
twenty miles and dumped at aea, but in New York we allow things to be 
done slipshod, thus causing the goYernmant to saddle itself with enormous 
expanditiires for dredging what contractora have to a large extent deposited. 
In Boston things ara managed better. Their Harbor CoramisBionera say In 
effect: " I f you make land in the water anywhere you must dredge a similar 
apace elsewhere In the harbor, ao as to retain the existing tidal capacity 
Intact." If this had been done in New York during the paat twenty ysar i 
the harbor would have been in magulflcent condition, as not only would 
no new shoals have bean created, but some of the existing onea would have 
baen removed without cost to the public. Besides, in Boaton they mark 
out a spot where you shall dump, and they see that you do It. Here you are 
supposed to do a certain thing, and they sea that—you don't do i t . TJiIa 
dumping of ref use In the lower and upper bay, and the two rivers which 
bound Manhattan Island, is making the water unfit for bathing ia many 
places where this exercise might otherwise be indulged in with pleaaure, aa 
at Coney Island. I t ia alao spoiling other watering places near New York, 
and, what is most important, It is creating dangeroua ehoala in the harbor. 
The supervision ought to be put In the hands of the general government, 
and a sufQcient number of inspectors placed on duty to see that the law Is 
not violated. And the law should be ao amended as to stop dumping any­
where within at least three miles of the Bar.

General Newton Supgests Some Improvements. 
In his report to F, B, Thurber, chairman of the Committee on Street 

Pavements of dhe Chamber of Commerce, the Chief Commissioner of Pub­
lic Works says that the following down-town streets, amongst many 
others, require repaving or otherwise improving : 

" On the west side, the whole of West atreet, from the Battery to l l t h 
atreet; Hudaon, from Chambers to Sth avenue; Greenwich, from Battery 
place to Chrlstophef; West Broadway, from Chambers to South 5th 
avenue; the latter, from Canal to 4th; Broadway, from Bowling Green to 
14th street, and from 14th to 23d street. On cross-town streeta, Canal, 
Chambers, Warren, Murray, Broadway, Park place and Fulton, each 
from West street to Broadway; Cortiandt, from Greenwich to West; 
Barclay, from College place to West; and Cedar and Rector, from West to 
Broadway, Also numerous other streets. Parts of Fulton, Pearl, South, 
New Bowery, Bowery, Nassau, William and Broad, Wall, Liberty, Maiden 
lane, Johu, James slip, New Chambers, Chambers, etc." 

In the course of his report General Newton says: 
" The present heavy trafflo on Sth avenue Is inconvenient and destruc­

tive, and the fear ia that this flne pavement may be seriously worn brfora 
the suitable pavements are laid on parallel streets." He recommends 
repaying at once Lexington avenue, from Slst to 95th street, in order to 
save Sth avenue. 

" The total number of square yards indicated would be 856,683, and of 
repairs and renewals 23,54a. Of this 417,571 square yarda would cost §5 a 
yard, equal to $2,017,855, leaving a balance of 439,111 square yards a t 
S3,70, equal to $1,185,599. 

" Tbe amount of repairs and renewals estimated is 33,548 square yards, 
which at 60 cents would be Sl*,12g,80. The total estimate of improvements 
recapitulated would ba 53,887,583.50. 

" As to the material of which the pavements are to be composed, It 
should be either granite or t rap rock in speciflcation blocks, of the size and 
form as those in the new pavement on 5th avenue. 

" I t is a well-known fact," he continues, " t h a t uo pavement can ba 
kept in flrst-class order upon which a rail track ia laid. I would offer 
the suggestion that all applications for laying new tracks upon the streeta 
should be granted, if at all. only for a limitjd period. The city is now 
gridiroued with permanent tracks which it would be difficult, or perhaps 
in any one case impossible to remove by process of law. Had the fran­
chises been grantad for a limited period it would then have been possible 
to look forward to a time when improved means of communication would 
have left tbe streets unobstructed, and open to the highest degree of 
improvement. Other causes of the imperfect condition of the streets are 
the frequent openings made by the gas and steam companies, for repairs 
to sewers, for t'je laying of water pipes, etc. The number of miles of 
trenches opened in the streeta for various purposes during the paat year 
are aa follows:

For laying gets mains ,' 95.86 
" •' electrical subways 25.S8 
" " steam pipes 4.79 
" " water mains 8.61 
" " salt water pipes 3.79 

Total 133.66 

" I recommend, for the principle business thoroughfares a t least, that as 
far aa praetic'able the water, steam and gas pipes, and the sewers con­
nected with the houses, should be under the sidewalks. In order that thia 
may be effected it is flrst necessary for the future to grant no more vault 
permits, and where these have been granted in a business thoroughfare, 
that it may be condemned for public use for the purpose of placing the 
pipes and sewers under the sidewalks. I do not mean by this to take away 
from the houses the area ways, which are perhaps necessary for ventila­
tion, light aud receiving stores. But I think that all the spaces between 
the area way, or stoop line, and the curb should be devoted to the public 
use above specified. When the space is not sufficiently wide the subway 
for the pipes might be extended a little distance Into the carriage way 
under the curb." He suggests that ^350,000 out of the annual appropria­
tions be applied for repaving below Canal street and $250,001) for tha 
rest of tbe city, and $150,000 for repairs below Canal street aud $250,000 
for the rest." 

Deputy-Commissioner D, Lowber Smith, in a talk with a representative 
of T H E RECORD AND G U I Q E , said: " Though it would be a very satisfactory 
solution to thestreet-teaiing-up problem to have subways for all tha pipes 
and wires, it almost aeeme that such a plan is impossible on streets like Wall 
and Broadway, as they are actually honeycombed with subterranean works 
of every description, g^hen there ore the vaults which project on and 
beyond the sidewa^jiKi. No doubt these diffionitiesj lybich are greater thaa 
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appear on the surface, might with great labor be overcome. But the flrst 
cost of constructing the subways would be ao large that our city debt would 
have to be increased enormously. Of course the plan might be carried on 
piecemeal, instead of comprehensively. Thia would involve an easier finan­
cial solution. But the advantages to be derived from the subway plan are 
so enormous that it would pay the city in the long run to have it carried out 
I t would in any event save a largs annual expenditure for repairs, and 
HO probably pay for Itself eventually."

Important Meeting on Personal Taxation, 
The Real Estate Owners' and Builders' Association held a public meeting 

at their club-room on Park avenue and 42d street, on Wednesday evening, 
to consider the question of personal taxation and assessment of buildings 
under construction, Thomaa Graham, vice-president of the Association, 
occupied the chair in the absence of the president, Charles Buek, and 
amongst the gentlemen present were Orlando B. Potter, Alderman CoDk-
ling, Cornelius O'Reilly, Charles Graham, H. R. Morrison, Thomaa and 
M. J . O'Reilly, W, S. Miller, Geo. Vassar, Jr . , C, H. Harrison, B. Muldoon, 
F . Morria and others. 

A letter waa read from Subway Commissioner Gibson in favor of peraonal 
taxation, and after making a few remarks the chairman called upon 
H, R. Morrison, who, in a lengthy address, read letters by Mayor Hewitt 
and 0 , B, Potter already published, and quoted the following figures sent 
to him by Deputy-Comptroller Btorra:

He was credibly informed that the personal estate in this city amounted to 
a billion dollars, instead uf tbe $131,000,000 at which it waa assessed, and In 
place of contributing equally wilh real estate the figures he had quoted 
showed that only about one-eighth or one-ninth was paid by the former as 
compared with the latter. 

O. B. Potter, In a lengthy speech, said that the city abounded with mil­
lionaires who did uot contribute anything to the treasury, notwithstanding 
that they received the services of the police, health and other various city 
departments as much as anyone. The clubs and hotels were occupied by 
men who have no real estate, and whose personal property was not assessed. 
The courts and judiciary were principally engaged in the consideration of 
matters affecting personal estate, and the cost of this machinery was 
mainly contributed to by the owners of realty. I t was manifestly unjust 
that the hardworking artizan who had labored for yeara to own his little 
dwelling should be taxed, when the millionaire who had his money In 
stocks and bonda should go free. Besides, a tax reaching everyone would 
make every citizen more jealous of bad city government. Where everyone 
was taxed everyone would ba interested in honest administratioB, and the 
stronger the forces therefore which would be brought to bear to stop 
corruption or needless expenditure in our city government. This had been 
the experience of Boston, where personal estate had stood 46 per cent, of 
the entire taxation. That city waa cleaner and better governed by for 
than Kew York. In the State of Missouri he had paid a 3 per cent, tax 
before personal estate was brought into the fold. When it waa, the rate 
ran down to SU55 at once. And so in other States where the change had 
been effected; and he would add tbat people there are perfectly satisfied, 
and would not go back to the old conditions If a vote were taken on the 
matter. Those who now were " shirks " would become men if the personal 
tax were instituted, I t would not drive capital away. On the contrary, 
it would reduce the tax on real estate, and so invite investment from other 
cities of many millions; it would create a large building movement and 
make our city prosperous as she had never been before. 

Alderman Coukling, in a bright speech, aaid that a personal tax existed 
in the States of Massachusetts, Connecticut, New Jersey, Ohio and Pennsyl­
vania, and worked well everywhere. The taxation of our real and personal 
estate was unequal. About one-seventh fell on personalty and six-sevenths 
on realty, fiow what waa there in the latter that it should be taxed more 
than tbe former? Should mouey ussd m commerce be taxed less than 
money used in buildiug up the cities with houses for the people to live in 
and stores aud ofBces in which they can transact their bus iu ' s s ! Wby 
should not both be on an equal footing ? I t was a mistake to say that the 
taxation of personal estate will drive away capital from Kew Tork. If 
both realty and personalty were taxed the assessment, instead of being 
nearly 2}{ per cent., would drop to lesj than 1 per cent., and doea anyone 
believe that capital is going to stay away from any enterprise for fear of 
being burdened 1 per cent.? A g r e a t many people who now escape taxes 
would put their money into real estate. He knew a lady in Washington 
whose son waa a graduate of Princeton. Thelady was impecnniousand the 
son was earning $3 a week. Her taxes were eating up all her surplus 
income. He also knew a wealthy man who lived In a large house on Sth 
avenue. This gentleman had been a classmate of his a t college and his 
furniture was worth SMO,000, his wife's jewels probably $50,000 or more, 
and his steam yacht some S3CO,000. But he does not pay ag much on all 
this as the poor widow on her small parcel of realty. After referring to the 
collateral benefit t ax which produced $300,000 last year, he mentioned, in 
passing, the fact that owing to the efforts of Mayor Chapin, of Brooklyn, 
Hew York had this year been saddled with an increased State tax of $119,-
000,000, while Brooklyn had it taken off to tbe extent of $33,000,000. In 
concluding, he said: " There should be an equalization of taxation, taking in 
both personal and real estate, and it should be levied upon all Individuals 
and corporations, whether they be resident or non-resident." 

Beverdl qiiestiona ware put to the previous speakers, and, those having 
been answered, Cornelius O'Railly moved that a committee of five be 
appointed to further the movement for which the meeting had been called, 
of which the chairman was to bo a mamber. The committee will be 
appointed within a few days. 

Corporation Real Estate Leased Out. 
The following is a list of the property owned by the city and leased 

b y the corporation at nominal rentals. I t will be observed that all the 
parcels are rented out to charitable Institutions, with the exception of 
the twelve lots on 4th avenue, 8tst and 82d streets, occupied by the 
Church of the Redeemer. This is leased to that cotmnunity during the 
pleasure of the Common Council, and as the latter may choose t? demand 
it a t any moment for the city's UBe,;say for an armory or aome other pur­
pose, tbe Sinking Fund Commissioners bave BtDpped the erection of a new 
church on the property. Thia saves the city the annoyance which would 
result from having to demand tbe abolition of the structure whenever 
the ground may be required, and the church the loss involved by such a 
possible contingency.

Shall Real Estate Brokers be Licensed? 
A feeling has for some time manifested itself amongst a number of 

brokers that a license granted by the city would be the only means ot 
arresting the increase of irresponsible real eatate agents, and of tha addi­
tion to their ranks of men who have neither office, experience nor flnancial 
stianding at their back in the responsible calling in which they are engaged. 
This license, it is urged, should be of sufScient proportions to stop any 
irresponsible person from entering the business, to the detriment of respon­
sible and eatablished brokers, and the sum of $250 is mentioned as the 
minimum figure at which such a license should be obtainable, plus good 
character. One agent suggested that sum annually, so as to effectually 
debar the class of persons referred to from entering the business. Whether 
such a measure would find favor with a'vast majority of brokers remains 
to be learned, and whether any means instituted to restrict the number of 
the fraternity could be successfully achieved is a matter for some consider-. 
ation. A representative of T H E RECORD AND G U I D E called upon a number 
of real estate brokers, who expressed ̂ themselves as follows : 

J. Edgar Leaycraft: " We are, of course, more or less injured by irre­
sponsible parties. Any measure looking to a license should be well consid­
ered, for when it la once established it might prove burdensome without 
accomplishing the obj?ct in view. Of courae I would pay any reasonable 
tax demanded, but I ahould want to be sure before I supported the 
measure that a license would protect the reputable brokers. The difficulty 
with real estate ia that an owner of property will sell as a rule through any­
one who will bring him a customer. He need not be a member of the Reol 
Estate Exciiange, n^r Is it necessary for him even to have an ofBce. I feel 
that there ought to be some protection for the responsible broker, but I 
am not prepared, without much consideration, to suggest a'remsdy." 

H. H. Cammann: " I don't think any license tax will remedy the evil. 
People will do their business through a good broker generally, and in most 
oases avoid the irresponsible man. I t would hardly be fair to unduly 
burden or abut out men of good character and small means by making the 
tax an onerous one. While I have not given much consideration to the 
subject, I think that the outsiders will find a way of evading the law, so 
that we would all be taxed needlessly. The best license or guarantee of 
reputability which Tauy broker can obtain ia to join the Real Estate 
Exchange. This is the stamp which will give the pnbllc confldence In him, 
for he cannot get Into the Exchange unless he haa a perfectly clear record, 
whereas a man of doubtful reputation might through political Influence get 
alicense from the city officials." 

Thomaa & Eckerson: "One of our great dJfflculties is tha contlnua 
' stealing' of our stock in trade by outaidars. We are surrounded by a 
network of it on all aides. Men send their wlvei, sisters and other rela­
tives to obtain permits to view properties, and then, after eecurlng 
some of our best parcels, communicate with tho owners, obtain their 
outbority to sell, and frequently dispose of the property, either personally 
or through some othev broker. We are cheated in this way all tha time 
and cannot help it, for we are not always able to distinguish between the 
genuine and the ' bogus ' customer. We would aeslat any movement that 
would enable brokera to have the resulta of their labora guaranteed to 
them, but we doubt If any measure—whether it be a license, a tax or other-
wiB6~wUl be able to meet the diflioulty. I t might cut off a few men who 
have their ofllces in their liats; but these might defeat the law by arranging 
with some weak-kneed broker to represent tbem, on the understanding that 
tbey were to have a ' divi,' and ao the reputable broker, who was long 
establiabed and who bad high o£Qce reqts and salaries to pay, exclusive of 

I 
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advertisements and other eypensea, would be saddled with a license tax 
which would practically be thrown into tbe water. If any measure can bo 
passed to cope with the difficulty satisfactorily we will support it, but if any 
loophole could be discerned In it, we would no5 care to pay a tax which 
might be useless by the possibility of its evasion by unlicensed,and possibly 
licensed, men." 

P, C. Eckhardt: " I am very strongly in favor of both a license and a 
tax, the former to be a guarantee of good character a n i responsibility 
a n i the latter^to exclude new man of small meaus who come aud go with 
the season, and who hurt the established brokers while little benefiting them­
selves. I have been so much hurt by thesn men and by what is vulgarly 
termed ' sn ide ' brokers that I am willing to pay not only a $350 tax, but 
82.TO a year If they can bs stopped thereby. No one should have tha right 
to sell or rent property who is unlicensed, OE course I seethe difficulty 
presented of having the law evaded, for a licensed broker might easily 
make a man his reprensentative for a consideration or a part of the 
commissions bo made, and so vio'ate the law without anjone knowing 
about it. But this is a matter which tbe Real Estate Exchange might 
discuss, and possibly some way could be found to meet it. I have lost 
thousands of dollars through disreputable men who are not real estate 
brokers in business. They send their female relatives to get our prop2rty 
and that is the last we hear of them. In some cases we have followed the 
matter up and found tbat the property so obtained was ' s to len ' from us. 
Of courae tbe established brokers would not be guilty of this action. I am 
not driving at them, but at the men who are morally and fluaucially of 
little account." 

8, P, Jayne & Co.: " W e are of opinion that a stamp of some character 
should be instituted whereby property-owners, intending purchasers, and 
othersrequirlng tbe services of au agent or broker, shou'd have a guarantee 
as to the responsibility and integrity of the person through whom tbey are 
doing their business. We would be willing to consider any proposition for 
a license or a tax of reasonable proportions should there be a general move­
ment in that direction. But we are none the less of opinion that the out-
alders would easily find half a dozen ways of eluding the law, and we would 
be taxed without the desired object being attained. The original aim of 
the Real Estate Exchange was to bring in all respectable brokera, and so 
make the Exchange the stamp of honor and integrity, whereby the owner 
of realty could confidently rely on his man. We recently had an instance 
of thia called to our attention. A young friend of ours—a broker—wanted 
to obtain for sale a valuable piece of realty from a property-owner. The 
latter asked him if he was a member of the Exchange, to which he replied 
in the negative. ' Then you can't bave my property, for I won't deal with 
Irreflponslble persons.' So our youug friend came to us and asked our 
assistance, wanting us to divide commissions with him, whiih of course we 
refused, as being against the Exchange rules. We advised him to become 
a member. As to the maiter of requiring bonds as a guarantee, we think 
that if the city should make such a demand it would be decidedly unfair, 
a i it would probably ruin a great many young and deserving agents wbo 
are strugghng hard to get along, for it is very difficult for people to obtain 
bondanowadayp." 

James E. Leviness: " I would be glad to pay a considerable sum annually 
if the ' curbs tone ' and irresponsible brokera could be aboli.^bed. I doubt, 
however, if any licersi or tax wiil do it, forthey'ean find means of evasion 
on the quiet. I t is a dangerous thing to give any permit to a stranger 
nowadays, for you cannot tell what use will be made of it. I tiiink that 
the property-ownei s ought to be advised to give preference to a rnember of 
the Real Estate Exchange, and eventually few will do busin m with an) 
agent or broker who is not a member of that institution." 

Morris B, Baer : " I a m strougly iu favor of a measure that will weed 
out the irresponsible broker?. We are infested with parson? ot both sexe^ 
who come into our offiee to purloin property which it has cost us much 
labor and money to get on our books. These people are generally sent by 
men who have no office address, and who are what may be te rmed 'guer i l l a ' 
brokers, without a regular business or clientage. We are continually 
losing commissions in thia manner. The fear raised by other brokers 
that the unlicensed men would evade the law by working with licensed 
brokers may be well founded, but in that case the latter will get the bene­
fit anyway, whereas uow the reputable broker gets notbiog from such 
sales. Hot only that, but if the unlicensed friend brings a customer to a 
licensed broker, the customer Is likely In future to deal with such broker. 
So that every transaction but the flrst will bo solely to the advantage of 
of the latter." 

L. J . Carpenter: " i would favor any tax which would not be too large 
and which would not be likely to be oppressive to rising young men of 
honesty and perseverance." 

• 
A Protectionist Builder and Mr. Wlieeler. 

A prominent east side builder writes to us regarding tbe interview with 
Everett P, Wheeler recently published in T H S RECORD AND G D I D E as 
follows: 

The question of free trade or protection canuot be argued in parts. 
The subject must be examined in its entirety, not ia relation to one trade 
or industry, but tbe entire countrj'. Mr. Wheeler may be able to prove 
that the building trade, considered by itself and isolated from all the other 
induatrles of the Union, would be benefited by the adoption of a free tradt-
policy. Indeed, I am willing in fairness to concede to him that point. No 
doubt houses could be built cheaper if coppar and lead and glass and otber 
materials were reduceii iu price, and if built cheapsr it follows they could 
be sold or rented cheaper, and we all know th'it cheapness enlarges a 
market. But, and this Is the paint which should not bs forgotten, one trade 
is not independent ot others. I t is a member of a vast body, and suffers 
adversity or enjoys prosperity with the entire organism. 1£ the lead, copper 
and glass manufacturer is deprived of his market for the sake of the builder, 
it is certain that he must cease to be as good a customer of the builder a' 
he wae, Thus we see the theories of f re9 trade and protection must be 

considered in their relation, not to certain trades, but to trade in general; 
not to local commuuities, but the entire community. And the claim which 
we protectionists make is: protection will benefit the nation, looking 
upon it as an indi t i iual , more than will free trade. The whole question ia 
the only question at issue between the two schools of political economy. 
Each frankly concedes that the antagonistic system can and does benefit 
classes and individuals, but asserts that such benefit derived by ths part is 
obtained at the expense of the whole. Half the confusion in people's mindi 
at present on the matter ia due to piecemeal discussion. Mr. Wheeler 
proves that protection ia a bad thing for builders, and then a protectioniit 
proves that free trade is a bad thing for the iron" or cotton or wool trade, 
and these conflictiug reaults end in mental confusion and general fog^inesa. 

Renting in the Dry Goods District. 
The reuting season in the Dry Goods District is practically closed. The 

present coudition of affairs will uot be much changed between now a n i the 
l i t of February. Coustquently it i3 safe to accept as conclusive the results 
a i they are. A review of what has been accomplished in this important 
dfpartment may serve, to some extent a t least, to iodimte what may be 
expected in the future in other divisions of real estate. 

Speakiug generally, the season has bssn " all round " successful; though 
it cannot be said that the highest expectations have beenreallz:d. Pa r 
from it. The first part of the season was excellent. The demand for stores, 
lofts and other accommodations was decidedly active, and good prices, con­
siderably above those ruling last year, were obtained without miich difficulty. 
But tbis state of affairs did not last, for reasons whtch are not apparent. 
Both the demand a n i prices declin3d together, and the last weeks of tha 
season were duller than anyone expscted. Tney were very dull. Perhaps 
this dullness, however, waa mora fictitious than real. People are prone to 
forget that duriog the past few years tha renting season in the Dry Goods 
District has been gradually extended at tho opening end, and brokers are 
busy now even as early as the middle of October. Under these circum­
stances it is scarcely reasonable to expect that the mouths of Dacember and 
January shculd bs quite what Ihey were when theseaa.n was only of about 
six weeks dura tkn , and at times, oveti then, a short six weeks. Still it ig 
generally admitted that the total amount of business done waa, not as large 
as was expected or indicated at thebeginning, nor were rents quite aa high, 
though on thia acore there Is little complaint. 

As will be learned In the interviews given below, changes worthy of 
notice have occurred In the character of the business carried on 
in the district. There have been raigrationa and immigrations, as well aa 
one or two radical changes, which are likely t o b j o f great importance to 
that section of the city. We allude to the disappearance of the small job­
ber and tbe introduction of tbe custom of selling from sample. The little 
"midd leman" is findiog compstition impossible with larg-r houses pos­
sessing greater capital and consequent ability to sell cheaper. He has 
commenced to move Westward to smaller interior towns, Places such as 
Albany, Rochester, Syracuse, e t c , where a few years ago tbe jobber was 
unknown, have now jobbing houses doing au extensive business, 

A scarcely less important factor iu curtailing the demand for stores and 
lofts in the Dry Goods District Is the growth of the custom of selling from 
sample. Merchants are beginning to see that to warehouse goods on 
Broadway, Wbitestreet and similar thoroughfares is needlessly expensive 
and in no way facilitate; business. Theoutcoma of this is to lesEen the 
amount of space nee Jed to about what is necessary for clerks, etc. 

D. Birdsall waa seen by a reporter of T H E RECORD AKD Q U I D S , and when 
questioned aa to the reuttog season in the Dry Goods District said: 

" The season has been moderately successful. I t was much better a t the start 
than towards the close. This, of course, was to beexpected, but stQl I think 
business fell away more rapidly than it should, Which part suffered the most? 
Broadway, I should say. Large stores or lofts there are not in demand aa 
they were. Stores .50.1200 are not wanted. Jobbers are going out of 
business, so far as Hew York is concerned, and the trade is concentrating 
on a few firms who sell principally from sample. The lumbered-up offices 
of a few years ago are going out of date. The merchant's place of buai­
ness is now almost as trim as the banker's or broker's. Property between 
Church street and Broadway is in greater demand than on Broadway and 
pays better, 

" Any changes In the nature of the business in the district? Well, the 
meerschaum pipe men are moving on to Broadway, That trade seems to 
go with dry goods, just as Ihe boot trade goes with clothing. I think 
the outlook for the year is good, though not estraordloary. Merchants 
tell me that couutry collections are escellent, and that ia a happy sign." 

L. Tannenbaum said: 
"Mybu: ioess is restric'ed principally to the north of Canal street. 

Speaking of that part, business has baen undoubtedly good. There is very 
little nnrented property, and prices have in most eases been good—better 
than last year. There has been an active demand for Broadway stores 
almost up to 14th street. As to any changes, the most important ore the 
movement of the clothiers northward away from Canal atreet, and the 
advance of tbe cloakmen on to Broadway to fill the places the clothiers 
vacated. Lofts have rented better than atores, and the many now build­
ings which have been erected in this section have be^n filled before com­
pletion. The outlook ia good."

The weekly meeting of this subcommittee took place on Monday at 3 
P. M.,',Messrs. Isaacs and Hirsh being present. A report on the duties and 
the salaries of employes was referred to the Board of Directors for discus­
sion at their next meeting. 

Bills were authorized paid amounting to $1,193.70, amongst them being 
an item for insurance of $457.71, of which a rebate of $63.19 has been 
refunded to the Exchange, 

LBBISLATIVE COMMITTBE, 

The regular weekly meeting of this committee took place on Tuesday. 
Present: Messrs. Wm, Reynolds Brown in tho chair, Coudert, Gantz, Wm. 
Cruikshank, Westervelt, Andrews, Benuet, Robinson, Houghton, Greve, 
Corr, Fromme, Ward, Myera, Young and Coddington, 

The secretary called over a number of new bills presented at Albany 
affecting matters in which the Exchange directly or indirectly is Inter­
ested. TheUst is as follows: 

Three bills for amending the act relative to assessments and collection of 
taxes, which provide that all lauds and personal property, whether owned 
by individuals or corporations, resident or non-resident, shall be taxable. 

Au act in respect to assessments by trustees of savings banks, providing 
that contracts as to par ty walls, underground sewers aud pipes, or tele­
phone and telegraph wires shall not be deemed incumbrances within the 
meaning of section 260 subdivision S of chapter 4J9, laws 18S3, 

An act to amend chapter 7:20, laws 18S7, exempting hotels which have 
complied with the citv regulations to have ropes in all parts of the buildiug 
enabling guests to escape In case of fire. 

An act providing for two additional State assessors, one Republican aud 
one Democrat, to be appointed by the Governor and confli-med by the 
Senate, 

A bill amending the consoliiet'on act of 1S34, by allowing cable roada to 
bo built on any line with the consent of half the property-owners and the 
Railroad Commissioners. 

An act for the emolument and protection of employes, providing for a 
reserve wage fund for the purpose of the erection and insurance of dwell­
ings for members of associations tbat may be formed under this bill 
between employ(;s, and another act providing for the Investment of surplus 
funda of such associations. 

An act providing that uo assessment shall be vacated because tho city has 
omitted to acquire title to street. 

An act which prohibits the Register or County Clerk from collecting fees 
for filing municipal papers or records. 

An act prohibiting the operation of railroads over, under or across River­
side Park and Drive, MorniDgaldo Park or avenue adjacent, except 110th 
and 116th streets. 

An act to amend the Tenement House law of last session, providing for 
water-proof cellar fioors and ceilings. 

An act providing that where the proceeds of real estate left to a number 
of heirs are iu treasurer's hands awaiting partition, the absence of such 
heira for twenty years is to be presumptive evidence of death. 

An act to lay out and improve llttth street, from 10th avenue to 
Broadway. 

An act prohibiting the construction of an elevated railroad on Broad­
way, Broad, William, Wall and Ceutre streets, aud on Lexington and Sth 
avenues. 

An act providing for the assessment and taxation of real and peraonal 
estate to equalize taxation. 

An act providing for an attorney or physician to be witness as to mental 
condition and capacity of deceased person, or a lunatic, whose will trans­
fers property. 

An act amending Mechanics' Lien Law by providing that owners can be 
compelled to pay employes or parties furnishing materials for such prop­
erty, instead of paying the contractor. 

An act to amend chapter 533, laws 1881, providing for the laying out of 
parks In the 2.̂ d and 34th Wards and Westchester County, I t strikes out 
part of these lands. 

An act to regulate the deduction of indebtednesa from the amount of 
assessable property. 

An act amending the Consolidation Act, so far as relates to the opening 
of streets, avenues and public places. 

An act to provide for the acquisition of sites for school buildings by the 
Hew York Board of EJucation. 

An act in relation to the grading of Courtlandt avenue, between 146th 
and 156th streets, iu the 23d and 34th Wards. I t entitles persons owning 
property on these streets to compensation for damages due to changes of 
grade. 

An act relating to the assessmeut of towns of over 300,000 inhabitants. 
A bill to provide that docSmastera shall have the powers of harbor 

masters, so far as the wharves, piers and bulkheads in New York city are 
concerned, whenever there shall be no persons duly appointed and qualified 
as harbor masters of this port. 

An act to investigate the New York and (New Jersey Bridge Company, 
who ask to build a bridge from Washington Heights to the Jersey shore. 

The majority of the above bills were referred to the various committees, 
that for City Improvements coming in for the largest share of the work, 
Aft«r some further discussion the committee adjourned till Tiiesday next. 

BROKERS' MEETING. 

The usual weekly meeting tooK place on Thursday, Present—Messrs. L. 
J. Carpenter in the chair, Clarkson, Cammann, Baer, Wilkins. Lalor, 
Leviness, Ten Eyck, Whitaker, Klein, Greve, Ashforth, Bkinner, Fish, 
Cruikshank, Dyett, Ely, Houghton, Crumble and Sherman, etc. 

The question of a " b l a c k l i s t " was further considered, and it was re­
solved that the directors at their next meeting, on February 7th, be recom­
mended to order such a list to be instituted amongst members, thus ena-
bhng them to be posted as to delinquent and insolvent tenants wbo are con­
tinually evading their rents. The conuselfor the Exchange will be consulted 
as to the responsibility of the Iiiatitutiou for information ao given and ob­
tained, and no such list will be commenced until abaolute non-reapon-
iibility is assured, 

(The matter of the solvency of contracting buyers and sellers of real estate 
waa discussed. The question concerns the amojut of deposit made on con­
tract, E. A. Cruikshank waa In favor of having a larger deposit paid by 
the purchaser on the signing of the contract; Horace S, Ely waa in doubt 
about the advisability of a change, while Morria B, Baer contended that 
the broker'a work in a sale was completed iu law when he got the minds of 
tho .buyer and seller to ogree, and when the contract was signed. I t 
waa not necessary for him to guarantee the solvency of the purchaser, for 
this could not always be learned by the broker, 

Tho customary deposit on contract is 11,000 on ordinary sales, the bal­

ance to be paid on the passing of the deed. The other speakers were guner-
ally averse to chauging'the present custom, 

CTTY IMFROVKMENTa, 

This committee met yesterday at 3 p. M, to disousg the measures referred 
to them which have been presented at Albany. They will consider tbeir 
reports on these bills, which will be presented al their next and subsequent 
meetings.

I t is understood that the introducers cf the personal taxation bills lu the 
Legislature, and others Interested in forwarding them, will be present to 
state their views at the Legislative Committee's meeting next week,; 

Notes and Hems. 
Calvert Vaux, tho landscape architect, is drawing tho plans for the 

laying out of the proposed Highbrldge Park, which is intended to be 
located by act of the Legislature between 155tb street and Dyckman 
avenue and tbe Harlom River to the east of the Aqueduct to 173d atreet, 
Edgecombe road and 10th avenue, takng in a strip of land 2>^ miles in 
length and about au average of 6J0 feet in breadth. 

The little southeast corner of Wall street and Broadway is said to have 
received a good deal of solicitude a t the hands of real estate brokers. All 
sorts of sums are mentioned as having beeu offered for it, but tbe latest 
was an innocent " s t e e r " given to a reporter of T H E RECORD AND G U I D S 
tbat $407,000 was offered and refused by parties adjoining, who wanted to 
build and therefore required the corner. Tho size is 29.10 feet on Broadway 
and 39,10 on Wall street, 1,183.4 iquare feet. As this is equal to $348 per 
square foot, a larger price than any obtained for property on this conti­
nent, our reporter took the "innocent " s t e e r " with a grain of salt and 
thought wise to go to the bottom of the story. He called on the owner, a 
well-known old New Yorker, who said: " No, the statement made to you 
is incorrect. I have never received such an offer. The property is really 
not on the market, though I would sell it if I got a very favorable price." 
He would not state, however, what figure he had been offered and refused. 

Several months ago an investor well known ou 'Change purchased a 
bouse at auction for sometbing like $I4,0Oj. The party foreclosed claimed 
the house was sold far below Its real value, and, among other things, 
showed that it cost over $!iO,01)0 some years ago. He thereupon obtained 
an injunction restraining the referee from giving a deed to the purchaser. 
The latter consulted a busy law firm, the senior member of which ia well 
kuown for his oratorical abilities. The lawyers told him that he was sure 
to get the property. The trial of the case was left to tbe junior partner 
and was decided against the buyer. Naturally enough, the lawyers advised 
an appeal, and the senior partner waa certain the result would be different 
next time; to make matters doubly sure he would attend to the case per­
sonally. Last week the buyer was met by the writer, and when questioned 
about the result, said: " I was beaten again." " C a n It be possible?' 
" Yes, the lawyers can't always sometimes tell." If the case Is not again 
appealed Mr, Investor will likely be a richer if not a more contented man. 

A subscriber sends us the following from the Omaba World of the Slst 
inst.: " Over $67,000,000 were invested iu new buildings in New York 
last year. New York is rapidly becoming the Omaha of the East." " Isn't 
thnt modest?" asks our subscriber. Well, rather. I t is now in order for 
us to ask whether Omaha Is not rapidly becoming the New York of tho 
West. But such fulsome adulation might prove too much for our West­
ern contemporary. 

The" Master Free Stone Cutters'Association of this city will hold their 
annual dinner on Thursday evening, tbe 9th prox,, a t Clark's, on West 33d 
street. The committee is composed of Messrs. James B. Gillie, chairman, 
Robinson Gill, B, A, Williams and David TuUoch, 

The'regular fortnightly meeting of the Master Plumbers' Association was 
held last night, when tho uufiaished business, reports, etc., of the past year, 
the consideration of which was postponed at the annual mneting, was dis­
cussed and acted upon. The president, James Gillroy, presented the gold 
medal to the member who had Induced the largest number of members to 
join the association during the past year. 

We are enabled to state, on the authority'of a prominent officer of a well-
known Savings Bank, that an application was made two weeks ago to hia 
Institution for a mortgage loanot 11,000,000 at 4>^ per cent, on tho Wash­
ington buildiug. The application was refused, not on its meriti, but 
because the bank did not care to handle such an enormous sum, in one 
bulb. A report reaches us before going to press that tho money has been 
obtained, but we are unable to verify thia rumor as yet^

The Present Generation of Lawyers Compared with the 
Past. 

Editor RECORD AND GUIDE : 

Tbe writer recently had an informal conversation with Mr, W, B, Leeds, 
a retired lawyer, respecting ths Bar of New York of to-day corripared with 
the members of the Bar thirty or forty years back. The fact was pointed 
out that New York was absorbing the best legal talent of the country. 
For instance, among the newcomers was Roscoe Conkling of Utica, and • 
Daniel Daugherty of Philadelphia, 

Mr. Leeds contended that there were more able members of the Bar la 
this city when be was a young man than there are to-day, notwithstanding 
the additions from outside. Then some of the names were recalled: James 
D, Brady, the orator and wit; David Graham, one of the most persuasive of 
jury lawyers; William C. Noyes; James W, Girard, the latter ono of the most 
adroit of counsel, whose wit was one of the highest order; Ogden Hoffman 
was a jury lawyer of rare ability: David Dudley Field was in his prime in 
those days—he was not very eloquent, but he was persistent, understood the 
law, and was fertile in legal expedients. A curious thing about Field was 
that all his lite he had some reform scheme ouohaud. He was for 
codifying the lawa, abolishing capital punishment, bringing about minority 
representation, or international arbitration. These side issues always gave 
him a certain moral status which lifted him upaa it were professionally, 
but it did not prevent him helping J ay Gould with advice, by which the 
latter profited at the expoDse of the community. 

Then there was Charlea O'Connor, one of the most perfect lawyers that 
ever lived. Ha was neither eloquent nor witty, but he knew the law at first 
band better than anyone in his time. Thei'o was no legal subtlety tha t 
was not at bis command. In the Forest divorce case he played with John 
Van Bureu aa a cat would with a mouse, and ruined the reputation of the 
latter as a lawyer. Prince John had wit and could talk, bnt he was too 
self-indulgent a man to shine at the Bar, Then there was Daniel Lord and 
Edward Sandford, who was lost on the Arctic; but the greatest of all the 
old lawyers, according to Mr, Leeds, was George Woods. He was the most 
effective pleader ever known in our courts. He was more than a match for 
any lawyer of his time, either before a jury, a judge, or a full bench. 

Of course the above are not all the lawyers who flourished in times gone 
by, but it is well to recall tbem, and It is a great pity that specimens have 
not been kept of their best forensic efforts, but verbatim reporting was not 
much employed in those days aud we are apt not to realize what we had 
until after we had lost it. REUBMBRANCE,

The Grant Monument. 

The growing distaste of architects for "open competition" has been 
very pointedly shown in connection with the Grant Monument. Indeed 
an "open competitiom" now moans a competition of inferiority, for men 
of any standing in their profession refuse to join in these " sc rambles" 
as they are called. 

Said Fred. C. Withers to a representative of T H E RECORD AND GUIDE 
" I t is time that committees and others having charge of important works 
should understand that an "open competition" a t once bars out all the 
recognized ability in tho country. Men with a large amount of work 
always on hand cannot afford to spend weeks or months in making 
designs for a free competition. Iu this matter of the Grant Monument I 
prepared a letter to the committee, which was signed by every architect of 
repute in America, and undoubtedly in great par t it emboiiied the views 
of the profession ae to how competitions should be conducted. The follow­
ing was recommended: That the committee should send prospectuses, etc., 



to the American Institute of Architects, asking for tho names of six of the 
best architects for the intended work. The men selected should be Invited 
to compete and should be paid for their services, not in full, but sufficient 
to insure them against loss. The competition should be thrown open to the 
remainder of the profession without pay, so that hidden genius might 
disclose itself and patient merit have a chance against fortunate inferiority. 
The prizes should be adequate, and the judges should be experts. In 
this way everyone would have a chance, and the successful men iu the pro­
fession, whom we may roughly consider the beat, would take a part in tbe 
competition.

The Harlem lands claimed by Charles W. Biyan, of Ashland Co., Ohio, 
according to the papers filed in the Register's office, are described as 
follows: 

From the west side of the fence of the town of New Harlem, being now 
due west 400 English poles, and at the end thereof another lino being 
drawn across the land north and south, that is north from the end of a

The Board of Aldermen have passed tbe following important resolution : 
Whereas, the Mayor, Aldermen and Commonalty of the City of New 

York have from time to time ceded title to lands under water to various 
owners of upland facing the Harlem River, the consideration being that 
the grantees a t their own cost, whenever ordered by the municipal author­
ities, should build and erect solid and substantial bulkheads in front of 
such ceded property, and should construct and make all streets and ave­
nues running from the bulkhead hne of such ceded property to tbe main­
land, and 

Whereas, the grantees of such ceded property have never been called 
upon to comply with tbe conditions of their grants, which said grants are 
now valuable to the said grantees to the extent of millions of dollars, and 

Whereas, the time has arrived when the work of improving the Harlem 
RivBr,front as contemplated by these said grants Is necessary to facilitate 
the growth of the city of New York, and to accommodate the increase in 
traffic which will be compelled by the union of the Harlem and Hudson 
rivers when tbe work now being carried on at the expense of the United 
Statesgovemment is completed, therefor, be it 

Resolved, That all the holders of said ceded lands shall be and are hereby 
directed and instructed to proceed to carry ont tho agreements entered into 
between them and the Mayor, Aldermen and Commonalty of the City of 
New York under which they became the possessors of such lands; that such 
owners shall proceed within (30) thirty days from the date of this resolution 
at their own cost and expense and at uo cost to the city of New York aa 
contemplated by the terms of their grants, to build and construct under the 
supervision of the Department of Docks, such bulkheads iu Une of the bulk­
head line of the Harlem River as required by law, and to tho depth as 
required by the United States Government Survey; that such owners or 
grantees shall further proceed within the time above stated, to l ayou t , 
regulate, curb, fiag and grade such streets as have been declared open 
according to law, through or upon or partly through or upon such ceded 
property, or auy part of it, from said bulkhead line to the main land, such 
work of filling np to the established grade to be done under tbe supervision 
of tbe Department of Public Works; that all said work required by tbe said 
grants to be completed within (300) three hundred days from the adoption 
of this resolution.

Real Estate Department. 
The sale on Tuesday of lots belonging to the New York Life Insurance 

Company was the event of tha week, A total of $374,133 was obtained 
for the twenty-one lots sold. The entire twenty-one lots were bought by 
brokers, speculators and building loan operators. A detailed account of 
the sale is given below. In the way of private sales there is not much to 
report, but the preliminary work being done Is very hkely to bring about 
many sales within the next few weeks. 

Monday waa quite a busy day at the Exchange. Several sales were hold 
and the attendance was fair. There was a spirited contest for the three-
atory store No. 223>^ Bowery, north of Rivington street, witb a frontage 
of only 14 feet. The first bid offered was $14,000, others followed 
in rapid order until |22,200 was reached, and the store sold to Jonas Stolts, 
who now occupies No. 337 Bowery. John Callahan bid against Mr. Stolts 
for the property. Mr, Callahan, not succeeding in getting the Bowery 
property, purchased the dwelling No. 351 East 124th street, under (ore-
closure, for J8,850. Over $7,000 was due on the mortgage foreclosed. A 
lot on 80th street, east of tst avenue, 28x102.3, was bought by Jamea Hig­
gins a t $7,050. Mr. Higgins Is building on the adjoining lots, which cost 
him about the same figure. 

The sale of lots by order of tbe New York Life Insurance Co. attracted 
a very large crowd to the Salesroom on Tuesday. Among those present 
were Henry Morgentbau, Simon Herman, Wm. Rankin, ex-Mayor Smith 
Ely, Edward Oppenheimer, Jacob Bookman, Geo. F. Johnaon, Wm. 
Cohen, B. Rafter, L. J . Phillips, A. L. Mordecai, Hall J. How, C. H. Lock, 
Wm. Lalor, E. S, Blunt, J. B. Foley, Sam. Goldsticker, M. B. Baer, H. 
G. Badgley, J. A, Levy, and Geo. De F. Barton. On the stand with Mr, 
Harnet t was Mr, Edward Martin, representing the New York Life. I t waa 
announced that every lot would positively be sold. The terms of aale were 
very liberal, 75 per cent, of the purchase money might remuin on mort­
gage tor three years a t 4'^ per cent, interest. Tbe flrst lot offered was tbe 
southeast corner of Sth avenue and 86th street. I t was started at $20,000 
and aold to Moss S. Phillips at $29,700, This was considered a great break 
in pricea, and a well-known broker said that the south corner ot 85th 
street brought |56,CO0 about fifteen years ago. The south corner of 87th 
strest was offered next, started at $30,000 and sold a t S28,000 to V. K. 
Stevenson. Three adjoiuing lota went to L. 3. Phillips a t $30,300 each. A 
plot of three lots on 87th street, 137,10 east of Sth avenue, were then started 
at $10,000 and sold at $13,ICO each to Messrs. Oppenheimer & Metzger, 
Among the several bidders for the street lots was Builder Wm, Rankin. 
The next plot comprised two lots on 5th avenue, between 87th and SSth 
streets. They were started at 815,000 and aold at $30,000 apiece to L. J . 
Phillips for Henry Morgentbau. There was not much competition for the 
Madison avenue lots offered. The first plot embraced three lots, each SOx 
70, on the west aide, between 84th and 85th streeta, Wm, Lalor was the 
buyer a t $8,900 each. The second plot of four lots, each 25x70, on the north­
east corner ot 93d street, which it is said are covered by rock about 
6 feet high, was alao secured by Mr. Lalor, the figure being $7,550 each. 
The last parcel offered embraced flve lots on the northeast corner of 
Lenox (Sth) avenne and 133d street. After quite a lively contest they 
were sold for a total of $43,635, or $8,535 each. There has been a great 
deal of talk since the sale about the prices obtained for the 5th and Madi­
son avenue lots; "decline" and "break" in prices have been the expressions 
used to convey an idea ot the low figures realized. On examination we 
find tbat.tbere has been comparatively little doing in this section for tho 
last few years, and it is therefore difficult to make correct comparisons. 
The erection of car stables on the weat side of Madison avenue, between 
S5tb and 86th streets, and extending baok half the way to Sth avenue, 
has ruined blocks ot property for residence purposes. Few houses have 
been built and they have been very slow of sale. Several changed bands 
under foreclosure and others have been traded. In 1S86 one lot on tbe 
north corner ot Sth avenue and SSth street and two lots adjoining on the 
atreet were sold by John D. Crimmins to George S. Prince for $80,000, 
Later in tho same year Jacob B, Tallman acquired threo lots south ot 
90th atreet, in a trade, a t $100,000. The sum of $50,000 was the consid­
eration mentioned last April for two lots on the north corner of 98th 
street. In July, 1886, the N. Y. & Harlem R. R. Co. paid $15,000 apiece 
for lots on 85th street, eas^ ot Sth aveuue. In the way of Madison 
avenue lots, throe south of Syth street were sold in April, 1837, to Edward 
Kilpatrick for $9,000 apiece, or $100 per lot more than the lots near SSth 
street were sold for on Tuesday, Last June a batch of eighteen full lots 
on Madison avenue, 88th and 89th streets, were sold a t an average -at 
$9,000 each. Timothy Donovan bought ths southwest corner of 89th 
street, 28.8x75, in November, 1886, for $10,500. A plot of seven lots on 
the northwest corner of 95th street, comprising four avenue and three 
street lots was sold in June, 1886, for $59,500, or $S,500 apiece. The plot 
comer of 93d street sold on Wednesday brought $7,550 each. In the way 
of dwellings, No. l iSl Madison avenue, north of 84th street, four-story 
stone front, 20x75, charged hands in March last at $26,000. A similar 
house south of 84th street was sold about the aame time for $23,600, and 
still another south of Slst street, 20x85, for $24,000. If houses must be 
sold a t sucb figures it certainly cannot be expected that lots will command 
high prices. In the dis'.rict below 80tb si-reet, it is said, lots cannot be 
bought except a t an advance on figures which prevailed a year or two 
ago. Among other properties offered on Tuesday was No. 8 Lafayette 
place, and it was bid in at $31,100. 

The Exchange was largely attended on Wednesday and the salea were 
numerous and quite important. A few parcels sold well and several were 
bid in, prices not being satisfactory. The four-story house with store on the 
southeast corner of 6th avenue and 35th street, 18.9x60, was eagerly bid for. 
Starting at $40,000 bids quickly followed until the large sum of $58,100 was 
offered, and the corner sold to Florist Thomas F, Carr, who CTupies the 
adjoining store. Two lots on 9Sth street, west of 9th avenue, were sold a t 
$7,550 each to Jacob Korn who owns the adjoining lots. The store Ko, 109 
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Bowery was bid in at $29,700, and tbe dwelling No. 926 Madison aveuue at 
$33,000. The office building No. 7 Cedar street was not offered, having 
been previouslyjdisposedof at private sale for $27,000. 

The sales were fairly numerous on Thursday and the attendance good. 
The Foster Kid Glove factory, on the southwest corner of 2d avenue and 
84th street, was the most costly parcel offered. The factory is 43x100 on 
plot 50x100, and flve stories high. Ottinger Brothers were the buyers at 
$49,750. This is said to be a very low figure.

The two remaining competitors rau the ten [shares up to $120, and then 
kept advancing over each at the rate of half a point a t a time. The 
successful bidder got the stock at $136)^, an advance of twenty points over 
the last sale. Tbe rj'ifcitiie on Thursday stated that this was the highest 
price ever obtained for tbe shares, but this is an error. Several seats were 
sold some years ago at $1,375, which is $10 more than the seat brought on 
Wednesday. Other sales were made at higher figures, and a member of a 
well-known real estate flrm told one of our reporters that bo bad sold a 
seat on one election day for $1,400, that is $140 per share. But the gentle­
man bought out on tbat occasion belonged to a party which contemplated 
an opposition Exchange, and this accounts for the high figure which was 
paid to him to relinquish his seat.

The former is a well-known broker, and be has sufficient coufldence in 
the stock to get his friends to purchase it. The surplus last year was over 4 
per ceut, on tbe capital stock, wbile next year It is expected to be over 5 
per cent. The statement made that tho stock can be rented freely at $40 
per annum, thus giving the holder some 4 per cent, over and above his 
dividends, is an error. I t is difficult to find more than a few persons desirous 
of renting tbe seats. As a present dividend payer of 3 per cent, and a pros­
pective one of 4 per cent, the stock should not be worth 126J^, though, on 
its merits, there are many who believe its value to be fully tbat figure. 
Tho assertion that the stock was " boomed " last Wednesday for selling 
purposes is eutirely incorrect, tor there are many persons in the market 
who cannot obtain it. There is, indeed, very little for sale. One thing 
may be odded, and that is, that it would be difficult to sell half a dozen 
seats at $1,365. Indeed, it is doubtful whether many purchasers could be 
found above $110 to $115 per share, Wednesday's sale was exceptional.

BEIGES.—It ix a pretty bad season of thejear to go 

upon an open or still hunt for a market on bricks. 
The conditions of the wea'her are almost prohibi­
tive upon all consumption, except, that of the most 
Imperative necessity, and while the same Influence 
narrows down th« source of supply greatly by inter­
posing an ice embargo the offerings prove sufaeient 
for all requiremeuE from the one or tn o localities 
where navigation has not been suspended. Indeed, 
for that matter the tupply has really been ifuller than 
could be placed, as direct demand seems to have be­
come practically withdrawn, and the Long Island 
stock referred to last week eood in every particular 
was not placed until the rate was reduced to $7,00 per M 
In order to attract a buyer. Of course thia is a forced 
business and cannot be accepted as a guide for deal-
era' rates, hut on the contrary the latter would most 
litely be even a liftle fuller than ordinary, especially 
for delivery, as the heavy going increases the ex­
penses of haudlinic, etc.. and the chances are all 
against any new arrivals from the Sound or any other 
pointjustatpresent. Dealers have not reduced their 
accumula'lon to auy extiiut but claim to have no 
more on hand than is likely to be wanted when op­
portunity to use them is agam presented. 

LA.TH.—There Is very little in the present condi­
tions of tbe market to encourage demand, and buyers 
move with continued indifference. Some dealM-s 
have a very fair stock In pile, and others might under 
ordinary circumstances be considered as short, but 
with the present slow distribution and the feeling of 
uncertainty regardinR the future" investments are 
made with much caution, Futhermore, another s'r-
ious obstacle to trade ba'* arisen in the ice embargo 
which shuts off a vast number of places from landing 
facilities, and receivers are compelled to place their 
Btocks where by good luck au opportunity for deliv­
ery is afforded. Under thfi circumstances pricea are 
quite uncertaii!, as the buyer has pretty much all ad­
vantage, and while $J.15 is " quoted " as low as $3.00 
@,2 05 ore believed to have been accepted. 

LIME.—Nothing fresh is reported at hand since our 
last, end the market remains to a large extent nomi­
nal. Receivers, however, say they have carcoes sold 
to arrive at former rates, and tbink they would be 
able lo place more could they give any guarantee of 
delivery. 

LUMBER.-Some little distribution into consump­
tive channels is taking place, but of a very irregular 
character, and principally "when the weather per­
mits," tbellater a [matter of considerable Importance 
at this season of the year. In the wey of really new 
sales the business is lijjht, both for present and later 
delivery, the caution of buyers remaining a prominent 
feature, witli a great deal of uncertainty regarding 
the chances of overcoming tbat feeling. It mayap-

Eear eventually tbat only a winter dullness prevails, 
ut want of faith in spring trade is admitted by many 

operators. This is a snag upon whicb a few agents 
from manufacturing points have already struck in en­
deavoring to place contracts and should much addi­
tional pressure come upon the marltet it must cause a 
weftbeiiiug of value. On tbe other hand, however, a 
little desirable stock does very well occasionally, as 
shown in the sale of some of the coastwise arrivals, 
and breaks the monotony of the general market. Ad­
vices from the woods'are somewhat contradictory and 
the extent of the work uncertain. 

Eastern Spruce retains pretty much the f ormr gen­
eral features iî pecifi eat ions of full sizes went with 
only an indifferent market, as there is practically no 
demand at, all for them, wbile the narrow stuff has a 
waitiDK demand, and anything in tbat line that agents 
may bappeu to get hold of can be placed very com­
fortably by looking over tbe list of waiting orders, 
and telephoning the dealer entitled to first accommo­
dation that the stock is either here or coming. The 
reply Is nearly always " all right, I'll take it," or 

something to that effect. More or less demand is 
also made for specials, but,|as usual at this time of the 
year, they are very difflcult to place, even though 
buyers may be willing , to pay almost a fancy rate, 
Wequote at $H.50(gilli,OO per M for B to 9 ineb, end 
$15.10@I6.00 for 10 to 12 incb, with specials at $17.00® 
18.00 per M. 

Hemlock is firmly valued and spakeo of with much 
confldpnce, though business is somewbat on the pros­
pective order, as there is nothing here to offer, and 
seasonable influences prevent agents from making 
any promises as to deliveries from tbe interior.

Piling remains firm in tone and Indifferently offered, 
witb owners feeling very confident that everything 
available will be wanted as soon as supplies can be 
handled with greater freedom. Quoted at B-l^^liJ^e 
per Jineol foot tor one-half of cargo of 12-inch butt or 
larger, and 5(§),5]̂ c. for smaller aizes. 

White Pine retains a more or less uncertain posi­
tion, and it ia evidently not a satisfactory m ^rket to 
any portion of the trade. Of course small lots^are 
moved out, and at about tbe same rates as for some 
time current, and possibly tbe consumption is increas­
ing, but thedemand is by no means fuh, or of a par­
ticularly promising character, and for wholesale par­
cels the chances at the moment are also very Blim. 
Naturally, fresh supplies are not oSrrlng ht-re. but 
tbe moderate efforts thus farmade to secure contracts 
for later deliveries have met wilh discouragement, 
eveu on tenders tbat were practically more in favor 
of buyers than for some time past. There is no objec­
tion to the stock or its coat, but dealers cannot see 
their way clear as yet, and refuse to invest le conse­
quence. The export trade is a doubtful factor, 
but certainly not promising.

GEXEHAL LDMBER NOTES. 
THE WEST. 

The Timberman has the following: 
Tbe condition of things in the woods Is not very 

gratifying at present, and during the paat week from 
all quarters have come the complaints of loggers, of 
whicb the generai drift is that the log supply is likely 
to be short next spring and the price of logs high. The 
increased cost of getting out logs under the adverse 
conditions which have prevailed of late, and tbe slow 
progress of operations are claimed to have given the 

loegers a fet-back, which Ihe most favorable condi­
tions henceforward will not enable tbem to recover 
from. Upon comparatively soft ground came heavy 
snow, followed by cold weather, which came too late 
to make a good foundation beneath the deep 6now. 
While there isatiimmei;sebody of snow on the ground, 
and Iht" weather tbe past ten days bas hsen Arctic in 
character, tbpue apparen'ly good conditions are 
claimed to bave, iu fact, been impediment", as the 
snow has breu too deep for the ground to freeze 
underr etih it, Tefims break through tbe top crust, 
sink through the snriw and strike slush at the bottom. 
Ia many localities, good main roads have been made, 
but outside of [be roads men and teams flounder' 
around iu drifis wiihout solid bottom, and chopping 
and skidding are performed slov*ly and with great 
labor. It seems impossible tbat tbe swamps can 
freeze at all ibis winter wi h such a covering of snow 
upon tbem, ard tbe whole log harvest wiil probably 
have to be made uu^^er pr.i.ctically tbe same condi­
tions as exist at present. Perhaps tbe forebodings of 
the loggers as to a serious shortage of logs in the 
Siirii g should bor-ceived with a little allowance, but 
tbey are certainly having a hard time of it. 

Every day there is increased interest iti the timber 
districisof tha Puget sound region, aud Wisconsin 
and Michigan manufacturers are rapidly adding (o 
their inveitnoenta in flr and cedar timber. In a report 
IO the Olympia (W, T,) Board of Trade with reference 

( to buildiug a log railroad from Budd^S Inlet to Che-
• balls River, Mr. F. W, Brown, a civil engineer, says: 

"By far tbe largest part of the country along this 
line and trib itary to it is a dense forest of very valu­
able flr and ;cedar timber, the quantity of which it 
would be impossible to estimate, but it is safe to say 
tbat tbere is enough lumber within two miles of aline 
extending in the vicioiiy of tbe one here proposed to 
equal 50.('00,COO feet per mile for the entire road. 
V^jthinsix miles or a. belt twelve miles wide along 
the road would furnish 150,000,000 feet per mile for 
the whole road. I am aware that these figures look 
large, but. we will look at the last figures and com­
pare notes. Twelve sections per mile amount to 
7,e80 acres, averaging 30,100 feet per acre, or 230,-
400,0(0 feet per naile. Many sections io this region 
will yield two and three times this amount. Twenty 
trees per acre and lO.OrO feet to the tree are not un­
common or hard to find in this immense forest; 
aoO.OuOfeet peraere, or 1,538,000,000iu adistftnceof 
one mile along the road and a tract twelve mites wide. 
Thia amount is, perhaps, the highest extreme, and 
not the average, but a safe average at 150,000,000 feet 
is not too high. I measured, some years ago, a tree 
which was uprooted as follows; Ten feet from the 
root it measured 9 feet and 8 inches in diameter; aiO 
feet from this point the tree had broken in falling and 
was 5 ft. and 10 inches in diameter. Such trees and 
larger ones are not uncommon." 

The Northwestei-n Lumberman as followa : 
In one particular the lumber trade at large is in an 

excellent condition. The money market has eased 
since January 1, which is a condition better than waa 
anticipated. Lumber dealers find no diiHculty in dis­
counting their paper, and at moderate rates. Money 
can be readily loaned on good collateral, at 7 per cent. 
interest, and Ibere is talk in this city of 6 per cent, as 
tbe probable rate tbat will prevail hereafter. Collec­
tions throuehout the West have been aurprisiiigly 
good, considering the failure of crops last season, and 
farmers are planning to improve th'-ir properties to 
an extent which shows that their resources are by no 
means exhausted. The prospect for the use of a 
large amount of lumber in next season''e building In 
both town and country is auspicious. Evidences of 
this are seen in the circulation of bills for estimate in 
the large markets and in the actual placing of sizea­
ble orders. The car factories are full of work, and an 
active demand for their specialties has begun. While 
there are no signs visible that should encourage the 
expectation of a boom nest season, there are sub­
stantial reasons to look for a large consumption of 
lumber and timber, and steady prices not lower than 
the present basis. 

In respect to the West, there appears to be more 
activity in the wholesale yards of this city than else­
where. Considering that it ia midwinter, and that 
a period of adverse weather has recently prevailed all 
over the prairie States, there la a large amount ot

lumber going Into distribution from this point. I t is 
to be expected tha t more lumber will be shipped from 
this market durinsr the winter than from lesser West­
ern points of supply, for the reason tha t its railway 
radiat ions roflch such a wide diversity of demand. 
This wintt-r the advantage of situation is being sup­
plemented by low ra te* to the Westward and to vari­
ous points io this State and to Mississippi River towns. 
The advanc j of rates to the Eas t s t imuiaied shipments 
for a few days as an anticipatory measure , bu t it is 
likely tha t a reaction has by this t ime supervened. 

I t is tbe prevaihng impression tha t stocks in the 
country a re generally unusually low, and tha t as a 
consFquence the spring movement will s ta r t off with 
a rush as soou as the weather will permit . 

The l i t e heavy snow storms, accompanied and suc­
ceeded by high winds and excessively cold weather , 
blockaded the railroads in Minnesota and Dakota so 
tba t there was almost a complete s toppage, to r tbe 
t ime being, of the movement by rail. The conse­
quence is ex t t eme dullness in St, Paul . Minneapolis 
and other Northwestern markets , which is intensified 
by the ee.=sation of consumption a t local points, on 
account of th© unfavorable weather . 

Prices throughout the West a r e steady. In tbe ma-
jo r i ty of marke ts tbere is not enough t rade to disturb 
values. Dealers have confidence in the s t rength of 
their potirion, which has been made more secure by 
good collections and the esse of the money market . 

Logging conditions in the three pine Slates of the 
West have not been as favorable a s operators could 
wish (hus far tbis ^^eason. First the ground did not 
freeze early enough for rapid skidding, and since 
J anua ry came in there bas been loo m u c b snow for 
hauling, and too much for continued skidding. Thn 
men and teams are literally wallowing In the grea te r 
number of districts. I t is predicted that , unless con­
ditions great ly improve, there will be fewer logs 
banked this season tban was anticipated, especially in 
the Menominee and Chippewa regions. 

Tbe Mississippi Valley Lumberman (Minneapolis) 
says : 

There ia little which can or need be said about local 
t rade. The railroads in the Northwest have been 
blockaded dur iog tbe greater pa r t of tbe pas t week, 
and during sevt ra l daya there were neither receipts 
nor shipments because wheels were not moved even 
in the local railroad yards . Mail communication haa 
also been shut off, and there has been too much cold 
aud too much anow to encourage builders in the city 
to a t t e m p t to do anything in their line. Business 
tiierefore h a s been about as nea r a standstill as it 
often gets . At no time dur ing the pas t four years 
has there been as little lumber shipped out as was 
the case dur ing the post week. The dealers do not 
find anything part icularly discouraging in this con­
dition of affairs. Tbere is a growing feeling tha t 
there will be a good t rade in the spring nnd tha t all 
the stocli: now in pile will find a ready and remunera­
tive marltet . 

Tbe elements do not favor the logger. The ex­
tremely cold weather which bas prevailed over the 
entire Northwest dur ing the pas t week has natural ly 
been almost as much a check to Jogging operations as 
i t bas been in otber directions, a l ibougb no class of 
men are so well p repared to batt le wi h cold as the 
loggers, and nowhere a re blizzards so little felt as in 
t h e w o i d e . The intense cold has probably bet tere a 
the conditions in the sw imps, but tbere is a g rea t deal 
too much SHOW to admi t of anything like good log­
ging. Men and teams are wallowing around in two or 
three feet of snow in the woods and logs a re readily 
burled in the fleecy. There is no present apprehen­
sion tha t there will be an overstock of logs in tb» 
spring. The m e n cut t ing by the thousand are liltely 
to flnd their winter ' s labor by no means a profitable 
oue as the result of all the coaditions which nave pre­
vailed. The logging season is now about half over, 
loggers generally a re fully 25 per cent, behind their 
eEtimate-i, and it will take unusually favorable condi­
tions from this out to permi t them to regain the lost 
ground. 

THE PROVINCES. 

According to the Toronto Monetary Times a t the 
t imber sales a t tbe Grown land ofllce last week, $3; 
per mile was bid for one of the berths. Up to J a n u a r y 
l l t h , 126 new applications for leaseshad been received 
by the offtoe, iu addition to the 9U0 licenses which 
were issued under the system of annua l renewals. 
The number taken out has been grea te r in mS8 so far 
than for a long while previous. 

The Montreal Journal of Commerce says : 
Lumber exp'^rts from New Brunswick and Nova 

Scoiia show a decrease in the year j u s t ended. New

continental buyers being found about the Docks evi­
dently anxious to secure what stock thifiy can before 
Srices advance more than they bave yet done, and no 

oubt many of them will find it to their interest to 
put in an appearance a t the Important sales to be held 
on TuesdJ-y next . 

American Black Walnut .—The. boards and p lanks 
sold ou Wednesday without reserve generally brought 
gocd prices; in some cases the goods were very poor 
and faulty, but even (or these there was good com­
petition. Several parcels of logs were offered, but 
notl\jng was done in the room; we believe, however, 
boine good business haa since been effected by pr ivate 
contract . 

American Whltewood.—Trade In this la r a the r 
4uiet; the lumber ofCwred on WedUMiday was passed. 

except In the case o t t ha t offered without reserve, 
which appea r s to have brought fairly good prices. 

American Satin W a l n u t - F o r tbe three parcels of 
logs sold without reserve a t the sale this week There 
was good competi t ion, principally among country 
buyers , though tbe prices obtained are considered 
low. Tbe p lanks In same cutalogue were bought in. 

American Oak,—In boards, both plain and figured, 
as well as in flooring, a good t rade is reported, and 
there seems every prospect of i ts still fur ther exten­
sion. 

Sequoia.—The planks offered a t public auct ion this 
week were all bought in, there being no buyers pre­
sent, 

LIVERPOOL, 

The freight m a r k e t tor" pitch pine cargoes is firm, 
shipowners holding out for bet ter ra t f s than those 
they have been get t ing, tbe present ra tes being about 
95a., Pensacola to United Kingdom, for j n o d e r a t e 
sized vessels. Comparatively l i tde has been done for 
this por t in contracts for sawn pitch pine, but a fair 
amoU' t of business has been done a round the coast a t 
about f'3s. per load o. i. f. for 35 feet average, bu t this 
does not now satisfy sellers, who are looking for a 
further advance In the face of a ha rden ing freight 
marke t . 

METALS.—CoPPBB—Ingot has not met with any 
great degree of a t tent ion of late f rom consumers, 
most of whom appea r content to ca r ry light stocks 
and enter the m a r k e t only upon comptilsion of some 
immediate necessi ty.
