The markets are all higher ; -wheat is booming on what ie now a 
t:ertainty tliat the crop of Western Europe will be a partial failure. 
Securities iu the stock market continue strong, European capitalists 
being the principal and lieaviest purchasers. It looks as tliough 
•we may have a genuine " bul l" movement in the fall, but a reac­
tion of some sort seems now to be in order. We ahall havo a 
prosperous tali business for coal, and iron is in demaud, and Jiere 
is a promise of the greatest corn crop ever grown in tliis country. 
We expect to see a good real estate market later on, but the season 
will not open early. 

• 
The Republicans of tbe Senate and House have each scored a 

black mark of dishonor durin,g the past week. In the House the 
Repubhcana have filibustered to force the Democrats to vote upon 
the infamous pension bill that would rob the Treasury of 
$400,000,000 in addition to the $900,000,000 already appropriated for 
pensions. This is a case of pure scouadrelism, but the idea was to 
put the Democrats in a hole, as they would not like to offend the 
Grand Army of the Republic pending a Presidential election. The 
Senate Republicans have rejected the Fishery Treaty, which every 
conservative and peaceful interest in the country wished to see in­
dorsed. The great trade exchanges of the couutry were greatly to 
blame in not calling upon Congress to settle this dispute with Great 
Britain and the Dominion of Canada. We are not in a condition, as 
a nation, to keep these international disputes open. We have, as 
yet, no ijavy, and our sea coasts are undefended ; nor will we be in 
a position to threaten war for many yeara to come. Auy nation 
with a fleet, in a dispute, can humiliate us aa grievously as we 
were when forced to surrender Mason and Slidell during the civil 
war. Hence we should take all honorable means to preserve the 
peace and avoid causes of quarrel until we become something of 
a naval power. The rejection of the Fishery Ti-eaty was an act 
of pure demagogery. 

• 
President Cleveland's message, anent the rejection of tlie Fisher­

ies Treaty, shows pohtical tact and cleverness, but the whole matter 
is playing with fire. The interest of this nation is uot to have 
trouble with the Dominion : we want to encourage amicable rela­
tions with the country to the north of us. Some day or other the 
Hag of the Union will wave over all North America, The Presi­
dent's talk about retaliation will tend only to create bad feeUng, 
aud may lead to serious complications which would imperil the 
peace of the two countries. We cannot afford to play a game of 
bluff. We have no naval strength, and six billions of valuable prop­
erty along the sea-coast is absolutely at the mercy of any naval 
power; hence we would be forced to " eat the leek " under a tlu'eat 
of war. Were there not a Presidential election pending the Senate 
would not have rejected the Fisheries I'reaty, nor would President 
Cleveland have talked so glibly about retaliation. Neither party to 
this quarrel has had any higher motive than a desu-e to -ivin votes. 

Boulanger's triumph in France seems to be a puzzle to some of 
our editors. They cannot understand why a General, who has 
never fought a battle, and a Cabinet officer who has displayed no 
gi'eat admitiistrative ability, should be so popular with the Fi'ench 
people, particularly after that absurd duel with Floqnet, wliich 
ought to have made him a laughing stock. But the fact is, tfae 
Fi'euch people are tii'ed to death of parliamentary government. It 
is no more suited to them than it is to the Germans, A governmeut 

by parliamentarv debaters is consonant to the genius of tbe English 
people; but it is ou trial in every country not settled by descendants 
of the English race. The government of France, since the estab­
lishment of the Republic, has been weak. The nation wants a 
leader. It never took its true place in the councils of Europe, except 
wheu it had a ruler hke Charlemagne, Louis XI., Richeheu, Louis 
SrV., or the first and third Napoleons. France, indeed, never had 
a gi'eat parliamentary body, except the National Assembly of 1789. 
The French people to-day are using Boulanger as a club wherewith 
10 beat down the parliamentarians. What next will happen is hard 
to say; but a strong government must come in time. 

The Congressional inquiry into foreign immigration discloses a 
most unbapTjy state of affairs. It will probably result in some legis­
lation preventing the importation of paupers and criminals, and 
make it somewhat more diffioult to contract for laborers abroad. 
But we do not look for a radical enactment, excluding any immi­
grants but the Chinese. Nor is it likely that naturalization will be 
made anymore difficult. Our country is not one-third peopled, and 
we need the laborers and servants which a large immigration gives 
us. The elements do not exist for another native-American party. 
That movement was helped very largely by a strong religioas feel­
ing. The Corrigan-McGlynn controversy showed that the old anti-
Papal feeling ia about dead, so far a.s our active and influential 
middle-class is concerned. There is no likelihood of a Know-Noth-
ing resuscitation in our day or generation. 

It looks as if an era of liigher prices for almost everything was at 
hand. Grain, jirovisions and manufactured products seem destined 
to go up in market value. Petroleum, which has been ridiculously 
cbcaj) for so many years, is getting into better position, statistically 
.and e- '̂cry other way. It seems the Russian petroleum flelds do not 
now TU'oduce so lavishly; and then the Baku pipe line has 
proved to be a failure. Meanwhile our oil is being better 
distributed both at home and abroad, while the surplus of 
ci-ude petroleum has decreased nearly ten milhon barrels in 
one year. Cotton is the only one of our national products which 
gives no sign of an especial advance, but then the margin between 
production aud consiunjjtion is very narrow, A slight increase in 
consumption and it will be found that there is a cotton famine. In­
deed, our modern machinery for doing business has been ao per­
fected tbat -we uo longer carry the great surplus stocks whicli were 
thought necessary before the era of steam and electricity. This re­
mark is true of other products besides cotton. The results of human 
labor are utilized in a way that would seem incredible fifteen years 
ago. ^ 

"VVliat a din the Democratic papers are making over what Mr. 
Blaiue said about " Ti-usts," As a matter of fact bis remarks were 
well considered, and were entirely justified. No one would have 
objected to tbe position he assumed were there not a Presidential 
canvass under way. He stated that many of them were legitimate 
organizations, sanctioned by the law, and that they could not be af­
fected by any action of the State or general governments. He also 
said there wore more of them iu free trade England than there were 
in this protected country. It ia curious what antagonisms Mr. 
Blaine excites even when he e-vidently ti'ies to be temperate and ac­
curate. The Jtugwump papers lose all sense of justice and decorum 

in criticizing Ms utterances. 
• 

The St. Louis Globe-Democrat says : 
No grander idea has ever been suggested tban that proposed by onr 

national survey—to dam tbe canons of the Rocky Mountains, in order to 
foi'ui vast reservoirs of water, that may be used as needed, to keep the arid 
lands of tbe great dry basins irrigated and fertile. Tbe plan will, if can-ied 
out, be equally valuable in preventing floods in tbe Missouri and Lower 
Mississippi valleys. It is believed tbat I.TO,000 square miles of laud may 
tbus be reclaimed for cultivation, Pbe extent of this may be seen by tbe 
fact that tbo total extent of land now under cultivation in tbe tJnited 
States is less tban 300.(1(10 square miles. Dams cau be constructed strong 
enough absolutely to regulate tbe spnng flooding, retain tbe supply, and 
feed it out sloivly, as may be needed, all summer. We shah, by such 
works, not greatly surpass tbe engineering feats of the ancients. 

In copying the above the Hastings (Nebraska) Gazette coromente 
as follows 1 

Public opinion is being rapidly educated up to the point of demanding 
congressional action tbat will result iu the construction of vast reservoirs 
for tbe reclamation of the arid plains. How much better it would be to 
apply the sm'plus in this way tban in the consti'uction of coast fortifica^ 
tions and great gnus. 

It would, indeed, be a great day for the couutry if the United 
States undertook the gigantic work of reclaimin.g the arid regions 
of the West by the construction of gTeat reservoirs. It would 
requue an entire change, uot only in tlie policy of our government, 
but in tbe theories as to the limits of State action as lield by the 
great majority of our citizens. We have been trained to believe 
that that government is best which governs least, and that private 
citizens should enjoy the privilege of taxing the community for 
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supplying needed pubhc improvements. Yet, if ever we wish to 
emulate the great empires of the past, it must be by the construction 
of public works intended for the benefit of the community. The 
temples of the ancient rehgions were government works, as were 
the Roman roads and aqueducts which survived the fall of the 
empire, and the reservoirs which held the surplus waters of the 
Nile. It is in memorials such as these which recall tbe glories of 
the ancient world. Of course, none of these great pubhc works and 
enterprises would be constructed by any government actuated by 
the ideas of the Jeffersonian Democracy. 

Tbe Philadelpliia Bulletin of a very recent date declares there is 
quite as much building now as at any time during the past three 
years. The city is extending in every dii'ection. Of course, the 
bulk of the new houses are constructed by people of moderate 
means, but theu there are important changes in the business portion 
of the city. Says the Bulletin: 

Tbe remarkable changes which have taken place on the face of this dis­
trict in the past flve years show no signs of coming to a stop. Corpora­
tions and firms which flnd tbat tbey are cramped for room and tbat they 
have a sm'plus of money on band immediately set to work witb plans for a 
new building. Tbe construction of such edifices as the Drexel building, tbe 
Bulhtt buOding, the Singeriy building, tbe Gu-ard Trust buildmgs and 
others hardly less conspicuous has bad a quickening effect on every man of 
enterprise. It was thought a year ago tbat this spirit womd soon outrun 
itself aud that tbere would be a suspension of this remarkable activity. 
But the predictions of tbe croakers and fossils have not been verified. Ou 
the contrary, tbere has been room, and much more than room, for every 
improvement of this kind that has tbus far been made. Tbe plans which 
the ai'chitects and conti'actors m this city bave on band for the autumn 
certainly indicate that tbe supply of such buildings bas not yet equalled 
the demand for thom. 

This statement will surprise New Yorkers, for the behef has been 
that the new edifices in Philadelphia were mainly for the working 
classes. Clearly New York wants more rapid transit. It is unnat­
ural that buildiug should come to a standstill here and be active in 
semi-rural locaMties hke Philadelphia. 

We have time and again pointed out tbe danger of leaving the 
telegraph wires uuder the control of private persons. Not only are 
our f amfly and business secrets confided to the custody of irrespon­
sible individuals, but the sea and land telegraph owners have the 
quotations of all tbe markets of tbe world at their mercy. A dehb-
erate misquotation of a fraction in any of the great staples of tbe 
world would mean an immense fortune to a person in a position 
to profit by it. Hence tbe peril to all trade whem a conscienceless 
operator like Jay Gould is the supreme owner of all our land tele­
graph wu'es, while having also the control of the cable system which 
gives us the quotations of all the foreign markets. The following 
extract from a recent issue of the Evening Post tells its own story: 

On tbe night of August 6 tbere was received in this city by some of the 
daily papei's a cable dispatch purporting to be a weekly review of the 
British gra'n ti-ade taken from the Mark Lane Express, in which dispatch 
the foUowing language is made use of: "August opened witb disaster to 
the agricultural interests of the whole country. The rainfalls have been 
unprecedentedly heavy, and the damage to the crop is irreparable." It was 
the circulation of tbe words " tbe damage to the crop is irreparable " that 
greatly helped the bulls to advance the American markets about two cents 
per bushel ou tbe day of their publication. The Mark Lane Expi-ess, from 
wbicb the above extract is repoi-ted to bave been taken, came to hand on 
Saturday. In it we flnd no reference whatever tbat " the damage to tbe 
crop is irreparable," But we do find such words as these: "There cer-
taimy has been some improvement in the weather." " Undoubtedly much 
damage bas been done, but we certainly do not agree with those who say 
that the wheat crop of 1838 has already been ruined." " What the evil 
will be we do not know," etc. 

This instance shows how cable messages may be manipulated to 
influence tbe speculative markets. Last week the newspapers were 
flooded with dispatches from the Northwest telling stories of dis­
asters to our crops, until the government weather reports for the 
week officially conti'adicted them. These lying rumors were delib­
erately invented by the bears in stocks and the bulls in grain. 

• 
We shall be at the mercy of rumor-mongers and quotation liars 

unto the government has a monopoly of our telegi-aph system. 
There would then be some responsibility. Every trader and broker 
•would be on the alert to criticize any shortcoming in a government 
publication ; but with tbe telegraph and cables in tbe hands of pri­
vate persons there is no certainty as to the accuracy of statements, 
and no responsibility when false news is disseminated. The Senate 
has agreed to put the telegraph systems of the country under tbe 
supervision of the Interstate Commerce commission, but if the 
House should second this action and the President not veto it, it 
would simply be adding to the work of a bureau wliich cannot meet 
its present responsibilities. The commission is now swamped with 
railroad business. The telegraph and telephone services of the 
country are natural monopolies which should be put into tbe charge 
of our Post-office, as is the case in all other civilized governments. 
But our Congressmen are practically bribed to let the telegi'aph 
remain in the hands of Jay Gould. Senator IngaUs admitted 

recently over his own signature that he could send and receive 
messages over the Western Union free of cost, and doubtless this is 
equally true of most other Congressmen. It was the government of 
the United States that made the appropriation which proved the 
practicability of telegraphy. The first message announcing the 
nomination of Henry Clay for the Presidency was flashed over a 
government wire strung from Baltimore to Washington. After 
proving tbe value of the invention the United States gave it away 
to be made the foot-ball of speculators, and finally it passed into 
the bands of Jay Gould. Every other nation, more far-seeing than 
ours, have made the telegraph a part of then- postal service. 

After the Trusts. 
It is probably quite natural that the growth of Trusts should be 

viewed with alarm. Every new way of doing busmess interferes 
witb old methods, and those who are displaced or whose profits are 
diminished will clamor loudly against tbe innovation. When labor-
saving machinery was first invented the factories in wliich they 
were used were mobbed by the ignorant workmen, who could see 
only that their labor in particular handicrafts would no longer be 
needed. The swarm of bills in Congress against Trusts, and the 
clamor of newspapers, sucli as the Herald and Times of this city, 
very well represents the alarm of our middle class tradesmen at 
these huge combinations, which threaten to reduce so many middle 
men to tbe ranks of the working classes. When iu the beginning 
of this century companies and corporations were formed and under­
took enterprises which capitalists single-handed bad not means to 
get underway, there was the same outcry against monopolies 
which we hear now applied to Trusts. 

A curious instance of tbe inconsistency of this anti-Trust cry is 
furnished by the action of the North Caroliua State Farmers ' 
Alliance. That body rejiresents some 40,000 farmers, and to save com­
missions and store-keepers' profit? they have appointed State agencies 
tlu'ough whom they propose to buy what they need in their homes 
and farms, and also sell their farm products to the best advantage. 
The object of the North Carolina farmers is, of course, to get rid of 
the merchants and middle men. But with cm-ions inconsistency 
this same alliance denounces a Cotton Bagging Ti-ust. This is a 
partnership of the manufacturers of jute and gunny bags, who 
bave combined to sell their products at a uniform rate. As the Sun 
points out, this Trust is a combination to sell, just as the Farmers' 
Alliance is mainly a combination to buy. As the farmers are many 
and the manufacturers few, comparatively, the Trust is far more 
likely to be successful than the alliance. 

The movement against Trusts will, in tm'u, die a natural death. 
It will be quite proper to declare illegal all combinations which 
impose unnatural burdens on the consuming public ; but in so far 
as Ti'usts involve a macbinery to get rid of unnecessary merchants, 
manufacturers, brokers aud other middle men, they will succeed, 
because they ought to succeed. The protests of tho working men 
could not stay the march of invention, or prevent the adoption of 
labor-saving machinery. The protest in Congress and in the press 
against Trusts will be equally ineiTectnal. The great general fact 
in the matter is that the modern commercial world has tested com­
petition to the uttermost, and it has proved a disastrous failure. It 
has not fulfilled any of the claims made for it by the Manchester 
School of Political Economists. The working classes were the first 
to revolt, because competition among them eventually involves 
starvation wages—hence, the trades union. The corporation—that 
is, associated capital—next made itsappearance, and now the Trust 
comes into the field to regulate production and consumption in a 
common sense way. Of course the great corporation or Ti-nst of 
the nation must see to it tbat these vast industrial combinations do 
no injustice either to the working people they employ or the con­
suming pubhc they serve. But the State cannot afford to insist on 
trade competition, which injures every one, and to prevent trade co­
operation, which on the whole is a benefit, although it may inter­
fere with the profits of certain supurfluous merchant;;, manufact­
m-ers and middle men. 

We beHeve that it will take time to educate our public to this new 
and wholesale way of doing husuiess. Our forefathers di'eamed of 
a Republic iu which there would be very few rich, scarcely any 
poor, and in which property was pretty evenly divided ; but the 
rapid play of forces in om- modern industrial life is affecting vital 
changes. Our middle class is being diminished, their wealth is 
passing into fewer hands, while the wage receivers are increasing 
at the expense of the small bosses who formerly employed them. 
Whether or not we like this drift of tilings, we have got to accept 
the situation and make tbe best of it. The Trusts will practically 
monopohze the legitimate business of the future. 

• 

It is a fact very often forgotten tbat grain growing and cattle 
breeding are no longer profitable occupations near very large cities. 
Apart from market gardening and fruits, the one profitable occupa. 
tion near cities, like New York and Pbiladelphia for instance, is 
tbe keeping of cows to supply milk. It does not pay to make either 
butter or cheese. These industries are confined to regions eo far • 
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distant from great cities that the milk cannot be utilized as such. 
On all the railroads leadiug out of New York for two hundred miles 
one sees cows and pasture land, sometimes apple orchards, and, of 
course, a good many market gardens. Yet many New Yorkers 
can remember the time when cattle, hogs and grain were raised in 
the valley of the Hudson aud along the liue of the roads leading 
West aud North. Milk producers got only two cents and a-half per 
quai't in summer time, and three cents and a-half in wiuter. Yet con­
sumers have to pay eight cents in one season and ten in the other.

Watei'ways in Europe and Americai 

The daily 2'imes points out the fact that since the consolidation of 
the German Empire the gi-eatest zeal has been displayed in schemes 
of internal improvement. Very extensive public works are under 
way. Attention has repeatedly been called to tbe construction of 
a canal joining the North Sea to the Baltic. Another canal will 
connect the Rhine and the Ems, so as to give the German commerce 
on the former river an outlet into tbe North Sea through a German 
port. Then heavy sums of money are being expended for canalizing 
the Spree, in order to admit vessels of larger tonnage up to BerUn. 
The Times goes on to say: 

In fact, ever since the adoption of tbe presant Constitution of Germany 
special attention has been given to the fostering oC the rivei- fleet. Article 
LIV. of the Constitution exempts domestic craft from all taxation to meet 
tbe expanses of river and harbor improvements. And in spite of tbe devel­
opment and competition of railroads tbere has been a great increase in tbe 
shipping afloat on tbe Rhine, tbe Elbe, and tbe Oder. In ISS4 no less than 
19,862,000 tons of freight were carried over German rivers and canals, 
while In tbe same year the railromls carried 107,000,000 tons. But the 
latter are a network of 32,000 miles, while tbe waterways actually navig­
able are less than 3,000 miles in extent. Thus tbe number of tons per mile 
Is but little less by water than by rail. Indeed, the total tonnage of the 
German river fleet is only a trifle under tbat of ber whole merchant navy, 
being, according to the returns for 188.5, 1,242,000 tons against 1,294,000. 
In point of cheapness water can-iagc bas the same advantage over rail 
transport that is always to be observed. Especially since tbo introduction 
of steam navigation bave tbe river freights been so low as actually te get 
traffic away from the railroads. Tbe rates are now only from one-half to 
one-fourth of what tbey wei-e in the days of sailing vessels and unimproved 
w^harves, and are about two-tbu'ds of tlie raili'oad tarifTs, on bulky goods, 
though no more than one-half or one-third on ordiuary merchandise. A 
good idea of the part played by river navigation in tbe internal commerce 
of Germany may be gained from observing tbe relative pi'oportion of land 
and water freight in the commercial returns of some of the leading cities_ 
The following table comprises some of the more striking instances:

Our readers would do well to bear in mind the course of the 
Times, and indeed all our papers, in opposing any appropriations 
for river and harbor improvements in this country. Of course tbe 
German rivers and waterways are wretched creeks compared with 
our magnificent streams. If the raih'oads have got the best of our 
rivers and canals, it has been with the help of newspapers like the 
Times, which has been shrieking • • job " whenever a proposition was 
made to spend government money in tbe interest of the iuternal 
commerce of tbe country. This same paper, in the following para­
graph, bears testimony to the value of government ownership of 
railroads: 

Tbe relation of German water routes to railroads bas not assumed phases 
precisely like those in this country. The principal reason is, of course, 
that the lai'ger part of tbe raih-oads of Germany are government property. 
They need not take as much pains as American roads to be able to declare 
di-vidends. Consequently tbey can face the competition of river freights 
with great equanimity; they may either lower their o-wu rates below tbe 
•tandard of profit, or calmly let business be taken away from them. Thus 
there has not been tbe same I'eason or the same anxiety iu Germany in 
watching the effect of improved means of water carriage upou I'ailroad 
methods and railroad earnings as bas been natural witb us. Still tbere 
has been a certain competition between the German railroads aud steam­
boats, and the natural superiority of the latter in handhng many classes of 
freight has led tbe great agricultural and mining regions to be iu favor of 
giving them public aid. Yet it bas been shown tbat great facilities for 
internal transportation tend rather to eucom-uge imports tban exports; the 
abihty to lay down national produce on tbe seaboard at a smaUer cost being 
really a bid for a gi-eater number of foreign purchasers, and so for a larger 
amount of foreign goods. 

Naturally the German Empire does not care if its railway system 
is interfered with hy cheap waterways. The interest of a nation is 
in the prosperity of trade, the growth of manufactures, and enlarg­
ing of its foreign commerce. English manufacturers complain 
bitterly of the way they are handicapped in competing against Ger­
man merchants. The latter barely pay cost in sending goods from 
the interior to the sea coast, while the Englishmen are at tbe mercy 
of a private coi-poration. Indeed, to protect the English manu­
facturer and trader there is a bill now going through Parliament 
similar to our Interstate Commerce law, preventing unjust discrim­

ination against manufactures; and giving power to the commis­
sioner to reduce rates when the latter are a burden to trade. 

But tbe point we wish to iurpress upon our readers is the miscon­
duct of our own government in not spending' iiiquey generously to 
improve our great natural ail vantages. By hard effort soma 
128.000,000 has been appropriated by Congress land escaped tha 
President's veto. But this sum represents au expenditure of three 
yeai'S—a little over $7,000,000 per aimum. Wei-eVe to follow tha 
example of ,Germany we would .spend two-dnuidi-ed million peir 
annum, and it would repay ua one hundred fold. But the greaft 
rnilway corporations ba\-e tbe press in their pay and are all-power­
ful in Congi-ess. Hence the determined ojiposition to any internal 
water transportation system, and hence also the wretched figure WQ 
cut compared with the German Empire.

" microbe killer" wliich is said to be very efficacious, because it ia 
so compounded that it will kill every form of germ hfe which find-i 
its way into the hving body ? 

Sm O.—Yes ; the discoverer of this " microbe killer" is a German 
named William Radam. I bave seen him and was much impressed 
by what he said. By profession he was a gardener, and it struck 
him tbat certain combinations which destroyed low forma of lita 
among plants might be useful in curing disease among human 
beings. He first experimented on himself, his wife and bis mother-
in-law, and he claims tliat he was successful in improving tha 
health of his family. 

M.—What is his general theory and practice? And why is hi» 
microbe killer more efficacious than that great army of jioisona at 
the command of tbe medical profession ? 

SIR 0.—His general theory is that tbe air we breathe and tha 
water we drink swarm with minute forms of life, many of which 
are inimical to the human constitution. A healthily organized 
person can resist these morbific outside influences, but let thesa 
latter get a lodgment in a weakened and predisposed system, theu 
the germs multiply, prpducing one or another of the myi-iad dis­
orders to which human flesh is heir. Now, the problem is to kill 
these microbes while iu the system, and so to preserve the healtU 
and hfe of the person attacked. 

M.—Well! what is the modus operandi of this Texas gardener-? 
SIR O .—AS I understood him, he takes a quantity of air which ha 

manipulates so as to exti-ude from it every form of life. Tliis ha 
mixes with distilled water in which there can be no germs. Soma 
drug destructive to parasitic life is then introduced into this air and 
water in the form of a gas. The result is a colorless fluid, not at all 
pleasant to taste, which is sold in stone jars holding a gallon. Tha 
patient takes tbe liquid in doses otm. wineglassful three or four timej 
a day. If he ft'isbes to hurry the cure he bathes his body with it oc 
uses it per rectum. The results are said to be wonderful. OS 
course, Mr. Radam does not claim tbat his microbe killer will 
restore a destroyed lung or a degenerated kidney; but he insists iii 
will cure every disease in which remedy is possible. It was sold in 
Austin, Texas, about a year ago for the first time, and it has had a 
wonderful run. There are people all over the Southwest wha 
say that it has saved their lives. The success of the mediciua 
led to infringements of tbe trade mark and the matter was carried 
into court. Fifteen respectable witnesses swore that they had been 
cured of diseases which threatened to be fatal, and the judge, in 
his charge to the jury, said if human testimony was of any value, 
tbe microbe killer was a most beuefioial medicine. I know of sev­
eral cases where it has been successfully used, and I should not ba-
surprised if it were all its maker claims for it. 

M.—This Mr. Radam will, of com'se, reap a great fortune a n j 
will rank iu medical history witb Galen, Hippocrates, Hanneman, 
Harvey and Jenner. 

SIR 0.—Well, I do not know. So far his life has been made 
miserable by his discovery. He has been hounded by physiciaug, 
and has had his very life threatened. Jenner had a hard time of it 
in introducing vaccination. When Lady Mary Wortley Montague, 
profiting hy her experience in Turkey, tried to introduce tbe innoc-
ulation of mild forms of small pox, to avoid the horrors of that 
disease at its worst, she provoked a storm of oiJposition. Tbe whole 
medical profession rose in a body against her, aud the clergymen 
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denounced her as impious for interfering, as they claimed, with the 
plans of Providence. Mr. Radam, if his medecine is as valuable 
as I think it is, will have an equally hard time of it. 

M.—U this microbe kfller should be a cure-all, what would become 
of the physicians. 
! Sm O.—WeU, we shall naturally require surgeons and midwives; 
'-but the bulk of the medical profession ought to become sanitarians 
and hygienists. They wifi, in the interests of society, rid the air 
and the water of these myriads of baneful organisms known as 
microbes. I have always said that men wiU never live in perfect 
health until we cook our ah- and water as we do our food. I might 
remark in passing that the hog is no longer regarded as the most 
unwholesome of the beasts we live upon. In the gi-eat medical 
convention recently held in Paris to discuss the subject of lung 
diseases it was unanimously admitted that the animal to whom 
man owed most of his disorders was the cow and ox. Indeed, the 
iimocent looking cow is now the terror of our civilization. Typhus 
fever generaUy comes through its mUk, and the microbe that gener­
ates consumption from its carcass. People who are wise wiU avoid 
rare meat hereafter. 

M.—Does not this microbe killing theory throw some Ught upon 
hiiman habits in connection with food. 

SIR O.—I have a notion tbat the desire for salt, pepper, mustard 
and high spiced sauces is due to an instinct on the part of mankind 
to kill the microbes in our food. Tbe salting and smoking of om-
fish and meat must greatly diminish the number of live organisms 
which enter into our system. The use of hquor and tobacco in a 
certain way accomplishes the same pm-pose. They are destructive 
of low forms of life in the animal economy. 

M.—Have you any personal interest in this microbe kiUer. 
Sm 0.—I have had a chronic disease for thirteen years. My 

system has become reduced, and several important organs, includ­
ing my heart, have been unfavorably affected. I think I bave been 
helped by diet and medicine, and I am now testing the microbe 
killer. So far tbe results are fairly satisfactory. Of com'se, no 
sane man, fifty-nine years of age, who has been an invalid for many 
years, can ever expect to be restored to robust health. If his physi­
cal health becomes such that Uving is tolerable, it is aU he can 
reasonably expect, 

M.—If this microbe killer is of such vei-y great value, ought not 
the secret of its preparation be made known to mankind. It does 
not seem right that human beings should suffer from foul dis­
orders in order, simply, that a few persons should be enriched. 

Sm O,—If a cure-aU has reaUy been discovered its claims should 
be Investigated by a competent commission. If all the tests were 
met, then the government should pay Mr. Radam and bis backers 
a handsome sum of money, and make known the secret of tbe 
compound to suffering humanity. But there must be in nature, not 
only one, but a hundred microbe kiUers. Mr. Radam seems to liave 
succeeded in reachiug all parts of the body with bis remedy, Wliat 
he can do can be done by others with other remedies. Physicians 
know tbat certain poisons will affect certain organs of the body; 
but they have not so far been enabled to introduce any one sub­
stance into the human system which will destroy aU parisitic life. 
Yet this U certainly possible under the germ theory of disease. 

A French statistician has published some interesting estimates of 
the great fortunes of the world. Of course, there is no way of 
getting at the exact figures, and estimates of the wealth of individ­
uals is very misleading. But caUing only such capitalists rich who 
have over $5,000,000, the writer claims that England has two hun­
dred rich men, the United States over a hundred, France seventy-
five, and Germany, Austria, Russia and India fifty each, whUe the 
rest of the world can muster twenty-five more. This makes an 
aggregate of seven hundi'ed persons who are worth more than 
$5,000,000, The same writer makes some rather wUd statements 
respecting American millionaires; but the point to be kept in mind 
is that this counti-y will hereafter afford the best opportunities for 
massing wealth in few hands. There are greater possibilities here 
than anywhere else on earth. Tliis is because of tlie rapid settlement 
of the country and the consequent increased value of the soil, 
which is the basis of aU wealth. Then corporate monopoUes and 
trusts are of quicker growth here than in any other part of the 
world. There is a new crop of millionaires coming to the front 
every year, due to organizations like the Standard Oil Company, 
the sugar, cotton-seed oil and other trusts. Then the great railway 
combinations now under way are adding such names as Thomas, 
Brice, Corbin, Moore, Inman, the two Scotts and others which 
might he mentioned, to the list of very wealthy Americans, These 
men wiU take the place of the Goulds and Sages, who cannot keep 
to the front many years longer. 

coming to the fore as a wealth producer. It is being discovered in 
aU parts of the country, and it wiU take the place of coal for manu­
facturing purposes, and of artificial gas as an illuminant. The 
water for irrigation ought to be provided by the State ; and natural 
gas being a free gift of nature ought also to be controlled by the 
community ; but the American people are not prepared to assume 
responsibUities of this kind, and so rich and enterprising men wiU 
get possession of these natural monopolies and tax the community 
for their own benefit. So among the rich men of the future are to 
be reckoned not ouly the raib-oad magnates, but the principal own­
ers of ti'usts, of irrigating works and of natm-al gas wells. It is 
notabl"-, by the way, that outside of the Rothschild family the Jews 
do not rank as mUlionaii'es. There is a very wealthy class among 
them, but tbeir individual fortunes do not compare with those of 
members of Clu-istian sects. 

As Sir Oracle recently pointed out, the great irrigating works of 
the West wiU in time give us a new crop of millionau'es. The 
water monopoUsts wiU have an even stronger hold on the farming 
class than the land monopolists. We aU know what oil bas done in 
developing millionaireB like tbe ItockefeUera, and no-w natural gas is 

The Silver Problem Set Forth, 

The following article, which we extract from a recent number of 
the Courier Journal, is -weU worth a careful perusal. The relation 
of the precious metals to each otber are not very well understood, 
and yet they are of vital importance to all engaged in commercial 
transactions. It is a matter of extreme regret that there is not a 
writer on the New York daily jiress who knows anything about 
this matter. Indeed, the only publication which shows a glimmer 
of sense in discussing the relation of tbe precious metals to trade is 
the Financial Chronicle, aud evidently its editor does not feel 
at liberty, in view of its gold mouometallic clientele, to dwell ofttn 
on the subject. We hope our readers will carefuUy scan the sub­
joined article, 

A discount in the Western Hemisphere and an undisturbed par all over 
Asia for silver coin and bullion is tbe situation from which springs the 
most extraordinary condition of labor and trade ever known iu tbe history 
of tbe world. It is a situation which arises from artificial influences, of 
pm-ely legal innovations, begun in the Western Hemisphere sixteen years 
ago. Prior to tbat time gold and silver coins were of equal credit at certain 
proportions on both Hemispheres, as tbey had been from the earhest ages. 
But m the decade I'iTO-.'iO Europe and America undertook to establisli a 
single standard of value, making tbe gold unit tbe standard, aud, for tha 
first time in history, undertaking by a sort of international concei-t to 
eliminate silver from its coequal monetary position. This movement was 
confined to the Western Heniisphera, and in tbe Eastern the status of the 
standard is tbe same as of old. 

The result is tbat in balf tbe world gold is the money standard, and in 
the other half silver is tbe standai'd, the standard in each Hemisphere being 
single, gold alone in oue and silver alone in tbe other. 

The grand consequence is tbat tbe standard of values is 34 pei' cent, 
higher on oue Hemisphere than on tbe otber, instead of tbe ancient parity 
which had prevailed from time immemorial until tbe decade 1870-80. 
There is, therefore, a pei-petual disparity of exchange between the two 
Hemispheres equal to the silver discount, for which value differences arise 
in all commercial commodities and other values passing from one Hemi­
sphere to the otbei'. 

In aU Asia silver bullion has as gi'eat an exchange value for projwrty as 
it bad prior to 1871, but in all tbe Western Hemisphere its value is at pres­
ent 34 per cent. less. 

But in Asia, silver coin being the only legal tender standard, it is neces­
sarily always at par ; and tbe mints tbere being free to silver, there is 
always and inevitably a coinage par between silver buUion and silver 
money. 

The consequence is this : Silver bufiion cau be bought iu Europe or 
AmericaattherateofS^lOO.OOO worth for §06,000 ; but in all tbe Eastern 
Hemisphere |tKi,000 worth of silver ou tbe European or American value is 
worth $100,000, whether it be in tbe form of bullion or of money. 

Tbe consequences nf this estraordiuary and unparalleled situation upon 
labor and manufacturing enterprise are disastrous to us on this side. Lahor 
and all its products exchange at the old coinage par for silver mouey in 
India, China and all tbe Orient, while iu the Western Hemisphere they 
exchange at par with gold, whieb is worth 45 per ceut, more at the coinage 
I'atio than silver, witb the latter at a discount of Hiy per cent. 

In consequence of this, European money, gold, bank uotes or bank 
credits, may purchase that much more labor or labor products in China or 
India thau in Europe or America, dollar for dollar. 

Assuming an equality of conditions of market value and otherwise 
$100,000 gold, bank notes or bank ci'edits, will buy S34,000 worth of silver 
bullion more tban m 1871 in America or Europe and $34,000 more than in 
Asia at present. But $100,000 worth of silver bullion in Aoaerica and 
Europe is worth $134,000 in money or produce in India, China and aU the 
countries of the East. 

Tbat is to say, $100,000 of American or European money invested in 
silver or Asiatic exchange, which is always in silver, wiU buy 8134,000 
woi-tb of India and Chinese labor aud labor products. 

Tbe arrangement, therefore, enables American and European capital to 
secure an extraordinary profit equal to tbat difference by purchasing 
Asiatic wheat, cotton, wool, etc., in preference to American. It also 
enables American and Europeau capitalists to build manufacturing estab­
lishments, and to employ India and Chinese labor tbat much cheaper than 
home labor. Tbat is to say, if tbe cost of a manufacturing plant be 
3100,000 in India or China, tbe cost of tbat plant would be $134,000 to the 
owner in America or Eui-ope. and if a year's wage account of a cotton mill 
be ;S50,000 in India or China, tbe cost would be §07,500 to the employer In 
America or Europe. 

These statements are predicted on the assumption of equahty of value in 
all otber respects, aud are designed to show merely the operation of the 
premium or bonus created by tbe exchange disparity in favor of Asiatic 
produce or labor, and tbe relative discount thereby created against the 
Westei-n world. 

An English spinuei' bas to pay one penny for spinning a pound of cotton 
yarn m England, as a general average, but tbe same spinner could get tbe 
same service at his India mill at otherwise equal wages at less than three-
quarters of a penny a pound ! If $00,000,000 be spmt in spmning yarns iu 
England at $1.50 per diem wages, tbe same amount of English money 
invested in silver or India exchange could secure the i-esult at $1.50 per 
diem wages in India lor $40,000,000. 

Tbe consequences of tbis enormous premium ou tbe investment of com­
mercial and manufacturmg capital in India and China have hardly yet 
begun to unfold themselves, but ah-eady India cotton manufactm-ing bas 
mcreased tenfold iu a few yeai-s, and already India exports of wheat bave 
sprung from I4.'i,000 bushels to 30 per cent, of ours, an:l India cotton exports 
amounts to SB per cent, of oui-s. without it tbey could not ship a bushel of 
wheat or a bale of cotton at piesent prices, or at prices 20 per cent, higher. 

Labor, therefore, in tbe field or the shop, and all manufacturing enter­
prises in America and Em'ope is quietly tolerating an arbitrary tampering 
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with the money standard, which is creating more and more rapidly au 
Asiatic competition under European capital which paj^s preimums of 30 to 
34 per cent, over home enterprises. 

The world bas never before seen anythmg like this, aud it must look to 
the superflcial as a thing incredible, but the Courier-Journal challenges all 
the experts to show auy error or misstatement at auy poiut oC this article. 

I t is, of course, a work of time to develop in India aud China the enor­
mous aptitudes aud possibfiities of tbe new situation, but tbe work is being 
already done with eager rapidity.

Tbis. in­
deed, is now conceded to be tbe pi-opci- method of coudiictmg hospitals. 
Patients witb contagious diseases should never be lodged together iu per­
manent structures. Rooms, and even buildings, wbei'e diseased people bad 
been lodged, should be burned down, foi' it seems tbat no amount of cleans­
ing or fnmigatmg will get rid of tbe microbes wbicb propagate 
the various diseases. Tbe present vast caravaiisai-ies will doubtless 
always characterize American watering places; but tbere is room for tbe 
proposed detached cottage system wbicb, it seems, will be extensively tried 
next summer.

The world would be better oft' were tbere more men in it like tbe late 

" Lar ry " Jerome. He was a funny storyteller of a vei-y superior ty^je. 
True, his humoi' was sometimes broad, and bis jokes were more fitted for 
a circle of men tban for women; but be was tbe cause, during his life, of a 
great deal of mirtb, and bo never was in a company tbat be did not 
enliven. The late Sam Ward was tbe i-ecipient of a large sum of money 
from James R. Keene, because Ward possessed certam qualities of mind and 
manner wbicb were conspicuously lacking in bis benefactor. Mr. Jerome 
was likewise a recipient of a large sum of money from James Gordon Ben­
nett, who, as bis friends weU know, bas no moi'e sense of humor than a cow 
or au owl. The elder Bennett was a humoi-ist of a rare type; but bis son 
was never known to make a joke, nor could he understand oue. Yet be 
made a heavy money gift to " Larry " Jerome, because tbe latter possessed 
a readiness of wit of which there was no ti-ace iu himself. 

William Henry Hurlburt, tbe brilliant jom'nahst so long connected with 
tbe Times and World of tbis city, turns up as a defender of British rme iu 
Ireland. He bas been visiting tbat counti'y and bas been tbe guest of tbe 
leading Tory landlords. Viewed from tbeir castle windows tbe trouble seems 
entirely -with tbe tenants and fai-m laborers. The book he bas wi'itten on 
the subject is largely quoted from and praised by tbe London Times. 
Hurlburt has bad a checkered caieer. He bas beeu everythmg by tui'iis 
and nothmg long. Born m South Carolina, he was educated at Harvard, 
and became a Unitarian minister. A hymn of his composition flgm-es in 
most collections of sacred verse. His life, however, -n'as not quite up to tbe 
clerical mark, and he di-ifted into jom-nnlism. While ti'aveling 
m England be wrote an article for tbe Edinbm-gh lieview 
favoring the AfaoHtionists. He was an editorial writer m tbe New York 
Times when he wrote his famous " Elbows of tbe Mtncio" article. That 
was concocted under tbe influence of too much champagne and created a 
great Bensation in its day. When the civil war broke out bis Southei-n 
birth and bis quick and erratic feelings induced bim to join tbe Confeder­
acy; but the South needed Soldiers, not writers, and Hurlburt somehow 
found bis way back to the North, wheu he became connected witb tbe 
World. When Jay Gould purchased tbat papei' be made Hurlburt man­
aging editor and a very bad one be proved to be. The jom-ual was conducted 
without sense or tact. When Mr. Joseph Pullitzer finally bought tbe paper 
he found every department, save one, disorganized. There was authority 
or responsibifity nowhere. The proof-reading desk alone was well seived, 
the briUiant word-monger knew ouly enough to have bis words weU spelt 
and his punctuation correct. Hurlburt in bis day bas wi-itten many bitter 
phillippics against British rule m Ireland, but bis championship of tbe 
Tories aud landlords of that unfortunate countrj- is quite in keeping with 
his fickle career. If his jonrnahstic and personal histoi-y could be given in 
full it would be very racy reading.

Hoi'se racing -will doubtless continue to be popular for years to come ; 

but there ai-e evidences that the tui-f encourages practices which may i-epel 
many of its present patrons. I t is very clear tbat tbe gamlders are getting 
more and more control of tbe practical management of the various lacing 
clubs. All attempts at reform are unsuccessful. The interest of the book­
makers is now the first, the second aud tbe last consideration. Then tbere 
is no longer any pretence of improving tbe breed of horses. Tbe popular 
races were once for two, three and four miles. Tbeu mile beats were often 
run. For races such as these real stamina and staying power was i-equu-ed. 
But now the most popular races are for two-yeoi'-olds, and arc for dashes 
of less than a mile. The prize is giveu, not to the beast which can run tbe 
fastest, but to the one which can get ofl' the flrst. Hence, dishonest jock-
eymg, and the arts of the bookmakei- come into play. Two-year-old racing 
is hurtful to tbe ammal employed, and tbo horses bi-ed for such contests 
can serve no useful purpose outside the race track.

Toukei's and Its En-virons. 
YONKEBS, August SO, !fi88. 

I have been spending a few days here, where I have been enjoying the 
hospitality of a genial host and a charming hostess. And though 1 bave 
been within tbe limits of the City of Youkers, I havo been staying in 
the environs of the city proper, and within a mile of the new Dunwoodie 
depot, once called Soutb Yonkers, I drove down to tbe ceutre of activity 
yesterday morning and thought I would spend a few hours gathering infor­
mation which might not only interest the local readers of T H E RECORD 
ANh GnmE, but which would at tract the attention of many New Yorkers 
and others to a section so very uear the Metropolis tbat it almost skirts its 
boundaries, and which combines advantages of location and surroundings 
with rapid access to the business centre of New York. Indeed, I have been 
much struck with the rapidity with which I was whirled up into tbia Mo­
tion. I started on Saturday with the express train wbicb leaves Rector 
street a t 4.38 p. M., and I arrived at Youkers at 5.38, in forty-eight 
minutes' time. The express makes but two stops after gettmg to Forty-
second street, and is never crowded with people like tbe regular trains. 
This iu itself is a great advantage, exclusive of the circumstances tha t one 
always obtains a seat and avoids being jostled, and that one saves much 
time by the few stoppages and tbe rapid speed made in comparison with 
the way trains. Tbe disadvantages of traveUng duriug the afternoon 
hom-s between the City HaU and Harlem, a journey which now takes about 
an hour, notwithstanding the scheduled time, becomes very marked when 
oue is taken to a region with pure air aud green fields ten mUes beyond 
13;5tli sti-ect ivitbin a quarter of an hour less time. Tbis is done, of course, 
with the aid of the New York Sc Northern Road, which runs trains to con­
nect with the road's exiiresses, Tbere are two of these express trains In tbe 
morning and two iu tbe aftei'noou each way, and effoi'ts are now being 
made to run six tiains each way daily. Tbe two morniug trains leaving 
here at 7.40 and S.40, ai-rive at Rector street at 8.3S and !(.88, while the 
two afternoon trains leave tbe latter station at 4,00 and 4.38, arriving iu 
Yonkers at 4.4S and 5.20. 

One of tbe fli-st of the public offlcials I dropped ui to see was Dr. Valen-
tme Browne, the Health officer, from whom I learned tbat the death rate 
of the city last year was omy 18 per 1,000, aud that it was omy 14 some 
five years ago. This sbows Yonkers to be one of the healthiest places iu 
tbe world. New York's mortality for tbe past few years baa ranged 
between 25 and 26 per 1,000. The very situation of tbis place, with its high, 
ascending gi-oimd overlooking tbe river aud iu tbe voi-y shades of the 
PaUsades, \vith the pure current of air which comes wafted over with the 
combined bi-eezes of hiU and stream, maltes it essentially a healthy place to 
live in. 

And yet the sanitary condition of even this healthily located city is open 
to improvement. I speak now of the condition of the Nepperhan River, 
wbicb courses tlu-ough tbe heart of the city. I t is in some places absolutely 
fllthy, and is at present, and bas been for yeai-s, a receptacle for the sewage 
of tbe greater iiortion of the city. Although the city has not gi-anted per­
mission to property-ownei-s to run di'ains into the Nepperhan, tbe latter 
have done so, assuming tbe responsibility for damages. Numerous pouds 
have been created by dams being placed across the I'ivor for housmg water 
for mill purposes, and these create stagnant pools, to wbicb, so the Health 
Inspector says, any contagious diseases bave not been traced, but which 
are none tbe less responsible for malaria. But measures are now under 
way to pm-ify tho river by the laying of sewers, and in ordei' to 
ascertain what had been doue iu tbis directir>a I cafied on Engineer 
Wm. H. Baldwin, of tbe l^'"ater Department, frora whom I learned 
tbat trmik sewers bave been completed for a distance of ono mile, 
commencing at tbe Hudson Pviver and up Main street. The 
builcfings along the line have already beeu connected with tiiese 
scH'ers, and tbey will bo eontmned along tbe valley of the river up to 
a point where tbe population thins out. Engineer Baldwin thinks this in­
tercepting sewer system will picvent the further pollution of the stream, 
provided the law is strictly cmorced agamst people depositing garbage in 
it, I asked hmi if be did uot think tbe stream would also have to be 
dredged in order to be tbor:.j;;bly purified. He thought uot, but the 
Health ofRcer tbiuks otherwise, lilr, Baldwin did say, bowevei', tba t " the 
dams and mill ponds wiU sooner or later have to be dispensed with." As 
tbei-e is a fall in the river of 100 feet in about a mile the Nepperhan is kept 
of its own volition in a condition wbicb is uot absolutely harmful. For 
this tbe citizens of Yonkers have reason to be thankful, as well as for tho 
fact that tbey havo a good plumbing law. 

In a cbat witb tbe Secretary of the Water Department, Joseph A, Lock-
wood, I ascei'tained tbat tbe water system was of a first-class character, 
" We have high pressure," be said, " all along the Hudson, where it is 136 
pounds to tbe square mch; elsewhere it is 90 pounds. Om" reservoii- is about 
300 feet above the river, so that we are able to pump water a great height, a 
fact which the life insurance companies have not lost sight of. Our capacity 
is 3,000,000 gaUons per diem, but we aro only using a little nioi-e than balf of 
this at present. We have also a high service district, where we pump water 
4!i5 to 430 feet above tbe river. We bave altogether about S4 miles of water 
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mains, of a diameter of from four to eighteen feet, and we have nearly 400 
hydrants." 

Considerable complaint seems to exist, both in the urban and riu-al parta 
of the city, about the bad condition of the roads, Tbis is due to three 
causes. Firstly, the horse-car lines of the Yonkere Raihoad Company, 
who have left the streets In 'a deplorable condition in some places. Tbe 
tracks on some of the avenues are six to eight inches above tbe street, and 
on Riverside aveuue, from Lawrence street to tbe terminus of the traoka, a 
distance of some S,000 feet, tbey are even worse stiU. Indeed, Geo. H. 
Purser and a number of otber prominent citizens bave taken action iu tbe 
matter, and the Common Council now has under couaideratlon measure* 
-with a view to forcing the railroad company to comply with 
the law, wbicb says tbat they ahall pava the road be­
tween the tracks and two feet outside of tbe tracks, which they have 
hitherto failed to do. Secondly, the heavy wagons used in tbe aqueduct 
work have almost ruined some of the roads. But it is said tbat two 
months -wiU finish up this work here, and the aqueduct teams will theu no 
longer grind up tbe highways mto dust. Thirdly, the statement is made 
that the city is uiggai-dly in its appropriations for public improvements, 
and that it should spend much more money tban it does in keeping tbem m 
repair. I took particular pains to ascertain what some of the country 
gentlemen hereabouts say, and I found that tbey all strongly denounce the 
city authorities for not keeping the roads in better condition. 

Mayor Bell ia a gentleman who evidently has the city's reputation at 
heart, I had a pleasant talk witb him, aud he impressed me as bemg a 
man who, while being conservativp and cautious as to expenditures of tbo 
people's money, was none tbe less imbued with a feeling tbat the interest 
and reputation of the city of which be is Chief Executive is suffering from 
thia bad condition of tbe public thoroughfares. The Mayor assured me 
that the matter has his close attention, and that the Common Council is 
alive to the situation. He feels that if tbe city is to at t ract New Yorkers 
here it must improve its i-oads. Indeed, he hmted tbat the horse-car rail­
road people would at once be brought to terms, and tbat if they did not 
place the roads in traveling shape the city would assume tbe work aud 
debit the cost to the company. He was at the same time desirous of recog­
nising the value of the road to property-owners and residents, and while 
regretting to take such action, felt absolutely forced to it in the interests 
of tbe people. I told tbe Mayor tbat tbe roads near Dunwoodie, which I 
had driven over, were all in need of repair, and the Mayor assured me tbat 
the residents iu that section would find a vast improvement m ths avenues 
of travel by next year. Tbe expenditure on tbe repair and maintenance of 
streets last year was over $35,000, while the year previous it was $19,700, 
" Onr tax rate," said tbe Mayor, "varies in tbe different districts; the 
maxunura is about $1.S6 and our minimmu about S1.73. The previous 
year the maximum was $l.yy." It would certainly be better for the city to 
maintain a higher tax rate and keep its roads in better condition, Tbia 
woidd attract more people, increase the value of property, and within a 
very few years appreciably reduce the t a ? rate, thus proving an eventual 
economy. 

A Building Bureau has been created for Yonkers by act of the last Legis-
ture. It has not yet commenced v>-ork, however, and when it starts in, tho 
Building officer, so I am told, will find a good deal ot work to occupy his 
hands. The population of tbe city is uow estimated by Health Officer 
Browne at 27,.500. He tells lue that 2.54 buildiugs were erected in tbe city 
last year, two-thirds of which were tenements, and sis factories. Any bouse 
occupied by two or more families is classed as a tenement. Two-thirds of 
tbe structures built were frame. Dr. Browne gets at hia estimate of the 
population by adding to the last census the number of persons occupying 
new houses, calculating flve to a family, 

I find tbe drives about tbe surrounding country quite attractive. There 
is a ruggedneas about tbe scenery wbicli almost approaches that of the 
mountains. Indeed, one fluds it difficult to believe that the boundaries of 
New York city are scarcely more than four or flve miles away, "Were it 
not for the topographical facts, I bad almost believed myself bundi-eds of 
mi IRS away from New York in some wild region while driving hereabouts, 
Aud yet almost a t our very door was oue of tbe gi-eat centres of civiliza­
tion. New Yorkers have much to learu about tbe beauties of tbe scenery, 
not only iu the new parks iu tbe Twenty-third Ward, but of the splendid 
air and tbe attractive di-ives s-urrouiuling Yonkers, as well as tbe good 
driving to be obtained in the region all the way to Tarrj-towu and beyond. 
There are, of course, many wealthy New Yorkers who have bought estat^a 
around Yonkers, and who reside here for a largo part of the year. But 
there are uot one-tenth of what there should be. Tbere is an inevitable 
future in store for tbo vacant lands in tbis direction, and just as tbo 
increase in tbe population of New York necessitated the absorption of 
Yorkville and Harlem, and subsequently Morrisania, Spuyten Duyvil, and 
tbe various other villages in tbe Twenty-third and Twenty-fourth Wartis, 
so wUl Yonkers one day, probably in less tban twenty years, become ]iart 
and parcel of a great metropolis wbicb wiU excel in population and area 
the London of to-day. WANDERER. 

A Big Foreclosure. 
Mr. J. Jennings McComb iuformed a reporter of T H E RECORD AND 

GUIDE that the referee, Hamilton Cole, Esq., has rendered bis report in 
tbe suits brought iu the Supreme Court of New York, by J, Jennings 
McCombs, to enforce the second mortgages held by him on the properties 
known as the Madrid, Lisbon, Cordova, Barcelona, Grenada, Salamanca, 
Valencia and Tolosa Apartment Associations, situated on 58tb and 59tb 
streets and 7tb avenne, Tbe report is in favor of Mr. McComb. I t grants 
tbe foreclosure of bis mortgages and decides that the parties vi-bo originaUy 
subscribed for shares are simply stockholders, whose I'ights are subject 
to all mortgages and liena for money used in the purchase of tbe land and 
construction of their buildings. I t also grants the foreclosure of mortgages 
in Mr. McComb's favor, on real estate other than tbat occupied by tbe 
eight apartment houaes wbicb were given as additional security for his 
advances, and tbe decree covers the whole of his claim. 

Uew Streets to be Opened, 
T H E RECORD AND GUIDE bas persistently advocated tho opening of 

streets in tbe wards in the northern section of the city beyond the Harlem, 
aud only I'ecently published several articles urging upon the proper 
authorities tbe desirability and necessity of doing so, 

The Board of Street Opemng and Improvement bas at last become alive 
to the situaticm, and tbe result is that the necessary proeeedmgs have been 
ordered to be taken to acqmre title to tbe lauds for openmg the follow­
ing streets, wherever the same has not been heretofore acquired: 

East 184th sti-eet, commencing 275 feet west of 3d avenue to Brook ave­
nue, and from Trinity avenue to Long Island Sound. Length, 6,400 feet. 

East 135th street, from River avenue to Wilfis avenue, and from the 
centre of Brown place to Locust avenue. Length, 7,500 feet. 

East I36th street, from 3d avenue to Locust avenue. Length, 6,400 feet. 
East I4lBt street, from Rider avenue to Locust aveuue. Leugth, P,900 feet. 
East 144th street, from Harlem River to St. Ann's avenue. Length, 5,468 

feet. 
East 156th street, from RaUroad avenue, East, to Elton avenue, and from 

St. Aim's avenue to Prospect avenue. Length, 5,000 feet. 
East lC3d street, from Coui-tlaudt aveuue to 3d avenue. Length, 5,450 

feet. 
East llwtb street, from Jerome avenue to 3d avenue, Length, 9,500 feet. 
East 167th street, from Webster avenue to Westehester avenue. Length, 

6,500 feet. 
East 175tb street, from Caiter avenue to the Southern Boulevard. 

Length, 6,1.50 feet. 
Brook avenne, from 165th street and Webster avenue to Wendover ave­

nue. Length, 14,850 feet. 
EUiott street, from Boscobel avenue to Webster avenue. Length, 5,430 

feet. 
Mott avenue, from Railroad avenue, East, to EUiott street. Length, 

12,700 feet. 
River avenue, from 135th street to Jerome avenue. Length, 9,700 feet. 
Thu-d avenue, from Harlem River to the northerly line of Mott Haven. 

Length. 23,000 feet. 
Walton avenue, from Cheever place to Jerome avenue. Length, 8,000 

feet. 
Wniis avenue, from Harlem River to 147th street. Length, 5,520 feet. 
VanderbUt avenue. East, from 170th street to 174tb street, aud from 183d 

street to 185th street. Length, 12,400 feet. 
Johnson avenne, from the Spuyten Duyvil Parkway (near tbe Spuyten 

Duyvil station) to the Spuyten Duyvil Parkway (near the former " Van 
Com-tlandt avenue "). Leugth, 6,330, 

The Board has accompanied the various resolutions to open these streets 
witb the order that the entire cost and expense of the proceedings sbaU be 
asseseed upon the property deemed to be beneflted thereby, unless the Com­
missioners of Estimate and Assessment who may be appointed in such pro­
ceedings are of opinion that tbe streets or avenues to be opened are over a 
mile in length, iu which case the co&-t shall be aesessed as is now provided 
by law in such cases. 

It will be observed that of the above fist aU are over a mile in length, 
with one exception. It should be added, also, tbat Bailey avenue, from 
Boston to Van Courtlandt avenue, was recommended to be opened by the 
Park Department, but was not BO ordered. I t is 8,468 feet long. The street 
openings affected by tbe resolutions of the Board aggregate 168,196 lineal 
feet, which is equal to a lenijth of nearly thirty-one mUes. Of com'se it 
wiU be some two or three yeai-s before these are all opened ; but with tbe 
streets now under way and others yet to be ordered opened, there is a good 
prospect for property-owners m the wards north of the Harlem. 

Amongst other streets to be opened, wbicb have heretofore been author­
ized to be opened, are; 

German place, from Westchester avenne to Brook aveuue; Rae street, 
from German place to St. Ann's avenue, and Carr street, from German 
place to St, Ann's avenue, in one proceeding. 

Eagle avenue, from East 14ilth to East lf)3d street. 
John street, from Eagle avenue to Brook avenue. 
These three wiU be assessed as above. 
The cost of opening tbe following streets and avenues, heretofore author-

ieed, will be aese8,sed upon the property deemed to be benefited thereby, 
according to sec. tt70, con. act as amended by chap. 406, laws 1888; 120th 
street, from 10th avenue to the Broadway Boulevard; ISSth street, from Sth 
avenue to Edgecombe road; ISOth street, from 8tb avenue to Edgecombe 
road; I63d street, from I l tb avenue to Kingsbridge road; 103d street, from 
IOtb avenue to Edgecombe road; 109th street, from Frauklin avenue to 
East 107tb street; Brookliue street, from Webster avenue to Kingsbridge 
road; Dyekman street, from King.sbridge road to Exterior street; Kelly 
street, from Westchester avenue to Wales avenue; Teasdale place, from Sd 
avenue to Trinity avenue; 173d street, from Weeks street to 8d avenue. 

The Board has changed the resolution opening Boscobel avenue, from 
Aqueduct avenue to Jerome avenue, ao aa to read " Boscobel avenue, from 
the easterly approach to the bridge over tbe Harlem River at West 181st 
sti-eet to Jerome avenue." 

The Tax Rate for 1888, 
Numerous inquiries have reached us from tbe city aud coimtry, asking 

for information in regard to the tax rate for 18S8. This has not yet beeu 
definitely settled upon, but a representative of T H E RECORD AND GUIDE 
yesterday called upon Tax Commissioner Coleman, who stated tbat the 
figure decided upon was $2.22. This is an increase of .06 per cent, over last 
year. The assessed valuation of real estate for ISSS is $1,303,818,879, an 
increase of $48,327,080 over the previous year. The increment in 1887 over 
1880 was $50,5-50,784, or $3,223,7.54 more tban this year over last. The total 
valuation of real aud personal estate tbis year is $1,.553,443,431, last year 
$1,.507,640,6(J3, and the year before $1,420,908,386. The revenue on a basis 
of $3.32 per cent, on this year's valuation wifi be $34,480,431. Tbe total 
tax levy last year was $32,370,696, and tbe appropriation $34,343,022, Th» 
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tax rate was $3.16 last year, $3.39 in 1886, $3.40 in 1885, and $3.25 in 1884. 
I t has never been as low as last year or this since 1871, when it was $2.17. 
The highest it has been since then was in 1875, when it was $3.94. Although 
the rate stated to our representative by Mr. Coleman will, no doubt, bo 
adopted, it will not be finaUy decided upou till next Tuesday, when it will 
be considered by the Board of Aldermen, 

Anent Changing Namee.

I was sti-uckby tbe paiagrapb m T H E RECORD AND GUIDE laat week 
relative to the tendency among Jews to substitute for their own distinc­
tively Hebrew names designations mere resembling those of tbe Christians, 
The tendency is, I tbuik, a real one, and is practiced more among Polish 
Jews whose names are uncouth and bard to pronounce tban among their more 
Americanized kin. A few more examples to tbo same effect may not come 
amiss. A German Jew of whom I ;bave beard, named Hok, changed his 
name when he came to this country to its English countei-part—Wood. 
Again tbere lea man in New Orleans called Zilwinski, who has a brother 
m Texas named Bi-own. Another common method of modifying Jewish 
names is to drop some intermediate letters. A case occurs to me of two 
brothers, one of whom is named Feibebnan, aud the otber Fellnion. Also 
a family of whom I have heard changed its named from Friedlander to 
Frieloud. A third way is to drop the family name entirely and to preservfl 
only the sm-name. Tbus a man caUed Maurice Zehowski forgot all about 
the Zelrowski, and traveled as simple Mr. Maurice. Instenoes to the same 
effect might be multiplied.

Out Among the Biuldera. 

This week and the next fortnight is the dullest period of the year in 
arcbitocte' offices, Jlost of tbe work started iu the early part of the year 
is off the boards, witb tbe exce])tion of possibly a few details, and it is yet 
too soon for tbe autumn activity. There is no denying that up to this, 
1888 bas sorely disappointed expectations. Architects have not bad so 
little to do for years, for although tbe new work projected has been of 
perhaps a generally better and more expensive character tban twelve 
montbs ago, tbere baa been so little of it that many architects cannot have 
cleai-ed running expenses. In the duUuess, however, the contract "ar tehi-
tect" and those who are usually busy in tbe " small work "have suffered by 
far tho most. To many of tbe leading firms in tbe profession, tbe year, so 
far, must have been quite satisfactory. As to tbe outlook for tbe faU, it is 
difBcult to apeak witb certainty. There is a fmi amount of " hope " and 
" expectation," of course, but nothing very positive can be deduced from 
this. Tbe outlook, however, is that the fall will not be less active than the 
spring, and possibly it may be more so. 

Wm. H. Niebubr will erect eight flve-story stores and flats on the west 
side of 10th avenue, between 14-lth and 145tb streets, and eight flve-story 
apartment houses, four on 141th street and four on 145th street, in the rear 
of tbe above, sixteen in all, 

De Lemos & Cordes have tbe plans for a six-story brick and terra cotta 
front store building, to be built at No. 31 Bond street, for Horntbal, Noble 
Se Co., lessees, at a cost of $35,000. A. Wolff owns the propei-ty. 

H. Graham wiU improve the property recently purchased on tbe south­
east corner of llCth street and Madison avenne, 101 feet on the avenue and 
110 on the street. 

Benjamin Billiman, of Yonkers, bas the plans on tbe boards for an 
ornate two-and-a-half-story villas with shingled sides, to be built a t Spuy­
ten Duyvil, south of the Delafield place, for James Douglas. I t wUl be 
8Si60, and will cost $15,000. 

Ki-Senator Hugh Mooro contemplates the erection of a handsome hotel, 
six itoriee in height, witb a front of brick, stone and terra cotta, on the 
northeast corner of 3d avenue and ISOth street. I t ia to be 33x110 in size, 
and will contain an elevator, batb room and hot and cold water on each 
fioor, electric bells and other improvements.

So far as ciiii be jutli;cd the buying side 
of tlie market has iiiaik-no ,s[icci:d exertion to obtiiin 
advantage, but it lias conic to thcui throiiKh the full­
ness of supplv. the iivL-ival.s aKahi rimiiiuK up into 
coranoL-alivelv lilx-J.d pi-n)jorIinns, nnii shiraingiiiiitu 
conclusively tha t no iuiUEatant growth of coiisiuuption 
is felt, ami it is onlv upnn an assiu-od limitation of the 
offering tbat a fiiin toue cau be rijtained, Infoi-iiia-
tion iu leRard to the probalile action of manufact­
urers seems to he somewhat meagre, beyond a re­
iteration of the suggestion tha t those who are workiug 
under leases will uot produce beyond their quota, 
while those i imniug their own property may keep ou 
until the weather compels them to cease work, or may 
stop suddenly a t auy moment, just OR the notion takes 
them.

LUMBER.^There does uot appear te bo much if 
anything fresh or interesting regarding the run of 
business ou the distributive end of tbe market . Ac­
tivity may be found in a few quarters, bu t moderate 
animation is tbe best t ba t can be claimed iu a gener:;! 
way, and as frequently explained a great many yards , 
through mifavorable situation, eto.. sometimes find it 
pret ty hard work te keep up witb even the present 
slow running tide of average t rade. That S U M con­
ditions should iuiluence the action of dealersis natural , 
and the call for supplies to repleuish stocks and accu­
mulations against wiuter wauts is slow and indiiferent, 
A considerable number of special onlei-s bave been 
given out within the past few weeks to both the 
coastwise and interior manufacturers, but tbe v were all 
of a sort of regular charactei- and do uot reallv count 
as ojieu marke t busiuess. Fei-sisteiit drumming, and 
it is surmised in some cases pretty low figures, have 
placed a Uttle more $tock agai[)*i( j^tf lior offerings of 

both soft and hard woods, but as a rule buyers evi­
dently feel tbeir advantage and propose using it lor 
all it m a y he worth, though it is lair to say tbere is no 
concertedeffort to " b e a r - ' m a t t e r s . Goods nre sim­
ply plenty enough, the necessitj ' for investment light, 
and there is no need of competition or anxious bidding 
under the circumstances. Sensational repoits bave

Eastei-u Spruce meets with about the usual form of 
demand. Some of the t rade are bringing in a few 
ordei-s for specials, aud some can be found williug to 
negotiate upon a first-ciass random oiTerin.g. but there 
is a certain measure of indifference prevailing on the 
buyiu? side of the marke t t ba t repeats the warning to 
handle afFairs carefully Receivers, howevei-, are 
unable to control shipments, and if manufacturei-S see 
fit to push forward supplies in excessive amounts they 
of course wil! be responsible for the consequences 
and our local dealers reap the benefits. The cutt ing 
of English deals continues in the Provinces, and if the 
Maine manufacturers have as many specials as tbey 
claim it may prevent a heavr offering of random.

Dealers bave to satisfy themselves with small 
Invoices and narrow profits, aud. if all the rumors 
floating about are not wide of the t ruth, it would appear 
tha t agents arc frequeutly endeavoring to place stock 
without any profit a t all. except such as may accrue 
through securing new custom, witb a hope oi more 

substantial benefit on business in the future. The ex­
port movement lias beeu very ligbt thus far this 
month, and raainlv in small invoices.

In 
some cases we hear the praises of one kind of wood 
and receive much fatherly advice upon tbe propriety 
of giving it a ht t le boom, " just to let tbe public know 
it ," but tbe next dealer visited will most likely not 
only refuse to confii-m the report but laugh it to scorn, 
aud then commence to tell a sweet little story about 
the particular liue of stuff be is placing, with au inti­
mation tba t public mention of the fact would do no 
harm. Taken all iu all, however, it looks as though 
most standard grades of stock were gett ing moderate 
attention and that in the same proportion dealers 
would be willing to ne,gotlate ou desirable offerings 
from prhuai'y sources.

GENERAL LOIBEK SOTES. 
THE WEST. 

The NortiiJvestffi-n Lumberman reports the cargo 
market a t Chicago as follows: 

An-ivals during the week were qiuteheavy. Thede-
raau'l was, however, good enough so tha t tbe larger 
number of offerings M-ere cleared off. Theiuarket has 
uot gi'eatly changed since last week's report. Piece 
stuff is j'Ct selling a t SlO a thousand, with slight addi­
tions io price wheu long lengths are considered. The 
demand for long dimensions is no bet ter than it was 
earlier in the season, bu t some coimuission men think 
they see a slight increase of inquiry for short piece 
stuff. 

During tbe week the market for inch lumber has 
beeu slightly weak, Tbis bas resulted from heavy re­
ceipts, aud a crowded state of tlie yard docks. Late 
heavj ' arrivals from Lak-e Superior have weighed 
down the market considerably. One yard received a 
single cargo of common tha t tallied 075,000 feet. Sev­
eral such cargoes have lately an-ived. When a dealer 
of limited dock room gets a dose like that , he is uot 
apt to t ro t down to the market the next morning for 
another. I t i s a good way to buy lumber, pro-»ided 
the i-uu of it can be guaranteed: but it is doubtful if 
such big loads will ever be adapted to the cargo mar­
ket. Yet Lake Superior lumber will have to come in 
large barges, and the buyei-s must of necessity get 
used to tbem. 

Receipts of lumber a t this point have passed the 
billiou iioiut in the season, the total, on August 16, 
having been l,045,S4r,000 feet, against. "87,070,000 a t ft 
conesponding date last vear. Hardwood receipts, 
which are included in this total, hftve exceeded those 
of last year, ao tba t it is probable tliftfipo more. If o^ 
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much, pine has arrived as in the corresponding por­
tion of 1887. 

And upon tbe j a r d t rade as follows : 
The comparative scarcity of good strips begins to 

be seriously talked of among dealers. Last year the 
car factory demand kept such lumbei- reduced in sup­
ply. Little accumulatiou has since taken place. Now 
the dealers are confronted w-ltli a year ' s t rade tha t 
promises to be larger than usual, while they have a 
short stock of strips iu pile. The Eastern t rade now 
demands a large portion oE the supply carried a t this 
point. Since the Eastern t rade in siding and ceiling 
has acquired such magnitude the dealers here have 
taken extra pains to carry full assortmeuts. Their 
effort this year has been imrcwarded by complete 
success in the massing of heavy accumulations. I t 
looks now as if there would be a lively rustling around 
for strips before next spring. 

No. 1 and No. 9 fencing is also in demand, with the 
nrospect of excessive stocks out of the question. 

Commou boards of promiscuous width, and 19-inch, 
12-foot common are among the stocks tba t a re the 
more frequently inquired for. 

I t is claimed tbat tbe supply of strictly clear lumber 
is meager, and tha t anyone holdiug stocks of such 
mill product need bave no fear about being able to 
sell it. A select is the slowest selling sort in the list 
of good stocks. 

Trade in piece stuff jogs along m tbe same old 
slightly depressed manner. Prices are nominally held 
on a basis of $19 a thousand, but 11.50 to $11.75 often 
takes the lumber. The big yards will cut on piece 
stttfffor the sake of advantage in cnnpi-iiliiin; but 
doubtless the chief cause of demorali/atj.m !•< the pro­
curement by indi-vidual houses of sjjciial rates to 
junction points on the railroads. Tliis enables the 
favored ones to ostensibly adhere to tbe price list, 
while vu-tually they are cutt ing it. 

The Timberman as follows on the Chicago yard 
t rade : 

The weather has been autumnal lu character for the 
last few days. The thei-moiueter liovered uear the 
sixty point all week, aud w-iir!; w:i.s done in the yards 
with more comfort tban is iisiiiin,v [jcssible in August, 
There is scarcely a yard in the city tha t is not employ­
ing a full force of hands, and there is plenty of work 
to be done. With but few exceptions the yard docks 
a re crowded with lumber, and all the available men 
are engaged in sorting and piling. 

The demand for lumber is growing iu a way tha t 
pleases the wholesale dealers very miich. There has 
been no spur t ahout it. The ini^^uiries increase every 
day and the orders a re multiplymg. 

The present healthy demand is expected to grow 
into the best fall t rade enjoyed here for years, and 
that , too. without an interniption. 

The calm tha t has settled over the movement of 
hardwoods is even greater than noted last week. Tbe 
August dullness Is really a surprise to the hardwood 
dealers. 

The tastes of consumers iliffer so much tha t a fair 
business the y e a r ' r o u n d is ouly assured by having 
everything im agin eable piled in tbe yard.

Wlicd tlic car 
ti-adeia a little slack, and tin-iii-ni.-iiid fui- Imii-;,. liiiish 
drops off somewbat, tlic hardwnnddealci-vi^u;ill,v kmks 
for the furuiture mamifaetnrer to keep the bail roll­
ing, but the furniture folks seem inclined to «'ork 
light a t present. 

There nasnever been mailc .1 siii-ie.-isliil alti-nipt lo 
raise the selhug prices of dr.v hunlwinnis, ;!iiil yd there 
ia a general complaint anioiig dealers that these pi-iees 
a re too low. While the selling prices remain where 
they are, manufacturers of hardwood lumber cannot 
hope to get more for their stock than is indicated by 
the list published below. Indeed, many wholesalers 
think tha t their selhug prices should be raised several 
points before the manufacturers could consistentl}-
claim an advance. Wheu wholesale dealers contem­
plate the immense stock of green and part ly dry lum­
ber tha t has accumidated a t the present prices, some 
are incliued to think tliat they have paid too much for 
what they have ou hand. The large quantity of hard­
wood lumber offered for sale has enabled the buyers 
to select a class of lumher tha t is be t ter tban the aver­
age of other years, and this will protect au,v reasou-
able price t ha t holders may feel inclined to ask for it. 
There is a disturbing element to be noted iu price cut­
ting, even if there is uo concerted action to elevate 
values. It would seem tha t $27 per M for maple floor­
ing, dressed, matched, kiln dried, and bored, afforded 
no very lai-ge profits for the dealei-s who handled the 
stuff a t t ha t figure. 

The bet ter grades of cherry a re br ingmg more 
money than tney did one year ago, bu t there is not 
much cherry moving. 

Walnut is evidently accumulating a t manufactur­
ing points, as manufacturers ' agents have made con­
cessions iu the last few days tha t would w a n a n t t b e 
belief-

Quite a o amount of mahogany is going to the 
country for house finish. 

GREAT BRITAIN. 

The Timber Trade Journal furnishes the following: 
LONDON, 

American Black "Walnut and Wbitewood.—In 
neither of these is there more than a moderate busi­
ness doing. Excessive supplies have occasioned an 
almost entire absence of speculation upon any large 
scale; a t aU events the inquiry is poor, and very few 
sales of importance bave been reported for several 
weeks past. 

American Satin Walnut.—In both logs and lumber 
there has been very ht t le doiug of late, and as tb? 
stock in tbe docks is very heavy the prospects for the 
trade a re by no means encouraging. 

American Oak.—Logs have not been selling very 
freely, bu t a good trade is being doue in figury cut 
stuff. Plain wood is not much inqnu-ed for. 

L I V E HP 001.. 
Several parcels of American black walnut-wood bave 

been lande(i from the regular lines of steamers, but in 
most cases the logs have been of moderate quality 
only, and, consequently, low prices have had to be ac­
cepted in order to clear them from tbe quay. On the 
other hand, really pr ime wood of good and large sizes 
maintains its value, aad is not too plentiful. 

Gl.iSOOW. 

For a number of weeks past tbe regular arrivals of 
logs, as walnut, whitewood, oak, etc., in parcels per 
steamers from the States bave been very light, Ahout 
100 logs States walnut is tlie quanti ty imported for the 
past Sx weeks. Of States oak tliere has beeu no im­
port dur ing this period, and of whitewood 99 logs. 

There le still a pret ty heavy stock held ot States oak 
logs, though there have been spme deliveries lately 
ttpit &aye lightened it. 

Some extensive sales of walnut have been made 
lately, and the stocK is now considerably reduced; a 
few parcels of Quebec wahiut of good average square 
have been placed for sa lea t the piling ground. Queen's 
Dock, Glasgow.
