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I N the Stock Market dulness increases as the holiday season 
approaches, and, on the whole, prices suffer as a result. If 

the professional contribution to the activity were withdrawn, it 
would he a very dull market indeed, as dull even as the commis­
sion brokers' offices are. The news is not discouraging—quite 
the contrary. The flattering reports from the field of railroad 
operations are proof of the continued activity in business all 
over the country. The return of Missouri Pacific to the dividend 
ranks after an absence of ten years is an event of considerable 
importance, inasmuch as it speaks of new and stabler conditions 
in the country that supports it. Cheery reports, too, come from 
the agricultural sections. Still the speculative puhlic have left 
Wall Street, apparently for some time and without them prices 
will not hold well, no matter how good the news; their return 
will probably be postponed until liquidation has created a new 
and more attractive basis for a new movement. The predominat­
ing characteristics of the European situation continue to be: 
Cheap money, poor business and fears of consequences of over-
speculation in the late boom. 

X S a dividend about to be declared on U. S. Steel Common? is 
the question agitating the mind of "Wall Street just now. It 

is confidently asserted that the dividend on the preferred wil be 
at once put upon a 7 per cent basis and believed that a 1 per cent 
will be declared on "the common, either at the same time or soon 
after. The basis of this belief is statistical, no official announce­
ment can be found to sustain it. Such lai'ge profits have been 
reported from the steel concerns in the company that it wili look 
very absurd if the small dividend named cannot be spared to the 
common stock. The reference books say that the total profits of 
the constituents of the company for 1900 were $108,000,000. The 
company's interest chai'ges are in the neighhorhood of $20,000,000, 
and 7 per cent on $550,000,000 preferred stock is equal to ?38,-
500,000, or total charges ahead of common stock dividends of 
$58,500,000. If results of operations this year have been as good 
as those of last year, there ought to be a surplus large enough 
to provide a dividend for the-common stock. It is well, however, 
to bear in mind that appearances are very deceptive in this case. 
Provision for depreciations in the iron and steel trade, have to 
he made upon an enormous scale and the common stock repre­
sents the largest quantities of water added to capitalization in 
consolidations upon consolidations made during the last de­
cade until a sort of corporate Chapeau d'Eau has been created. 
When the U. S. Steel Co. was formed no less than $171,000,000 of 
stock that had never paid dividends was put in, and the induce­
ments to the stockholders of the various companies the organ­
izers desired to control were quite generous. It was a consolida­
tion, not a reorganization, that was effected. With all this, there 
is still room for believing that the common stock will get a div­
idend; if it does not, the public will have to change their opinion 
of the prosperity in the iron and steel trades. 

T F the new Long Island Railroad tunnel is ever built as pro-
•A. posed, Manhattan will be connected with Brooklyn and 
Queens in a most complete and satisfactory manner. The four 
bridges and two tunnels will provide at convenient distances for 
almost every kind of communication, which the inhabitants of 
the three boroughs will need. The bridges will knit together 
most completely the surface railway systems of both sides of the 
river, and will very considerably relieve the extreme pressure 
of the tenement house population on space which makes the 
East Side of Manhattan so overcrowded. The tunnels, on the 
other hand, will both of them depend for their usefulness upon 
the underground system in Manhattan, and are really designed 
to articulate with that system. A tei-minus in Mauhattan, for 

Instance, hetween 23d and 50th street, would not be much of" an 
outlet to the Long Island road, unless there were quick transit 
between 50th street and the City Hall. The effect of all these 
improvements will be, of course, to remove in large measure 
the natural disadvantages under which New York has always 
suffered, and give the city's population an opportunity to spread 
out as freely to the east as to the north, and their completion 
will result in the improved economic efficiency of the greater 
city. 

Tenement House Legislation. 
T T may he noted with satisfaction that there is at least the be-
-i ginning of a movement to construct the big tenement that 
the Tenement House Law of this year was passed to encourage. 
Our Building News contains notice of the intentions of some 
builders in this direction. Naturally the experiment is to be 
first made in the Bronx, where land is cheap and where light and 
ventilation may be economically as well as generously supplied. 
At the same time there is some premature crowing of the part of 
advocates of tenement reform measures, because all the evils 
predicted as a consequence of the passage of the tenement house 
law of this year have not yet shown themselves. We are all 
obliged to hope that the results of that act will be as beneficial 
as its friends believe, but some years must elapse and a good 
many things occur before we can know. 

The weakness of the friends of tenement reform lies decidedly 
on the practical side of the question. This is shown by a recent 
article in "The Evening Post," in which figures taken from The 
Record and Guide of Apri! 20th last—without acknowledg­
ment—are freely used. The writer endeavors to show 
that in course of time huilding tenements upon a 25-
foot lot under the provisions of the new law will become a 
paying industry. He argues that the cost of the lot has dropped 
(owing to the new law) from $20,000 to $18,000; that the cost of 
building, by reason of the cutting off of a story in height of the 
building that must be erected under the new law as compared 
with that allowed by the old, will be reduced from $20,000 to $18,-
000, making the total investment $36,000; that the new house will 
accommodate eighteen families, three families to a floor, paying 
from $14 to $16 a month each, and so forth, with a final result 
of 8 to 10% return on the investment. This looks very pretty, 
but it unfortunately does not consider some quite important mat­
ters. One is found in the query: Supposing a new demand should 
spring up for 25-foot tenement lots, would not prices recover the 
loss occasioned by want of demand? Then the cost of construc­
tion is too low, and the allowance for the loss of a story too high, 
for the reason that you cannot divide your estimate by the num­
ber of stories to obtain the actual cost of any particular story. 
Then rents run from $12 to $16. and not from $14 to $16 in good 
tenement sections; and, flnally. eighteen tenements cannot be 
got in a 25-foot house, such as that evidently referred to, which 
can only accommodate three tenements on a floor, because the 
new tenement law requires that any tenement having a frontage 
40 feet or less and exceeds flve stories in height shall be built 
flreproof. These little items it will .be seen make hash of "The 
Evening Post 's" estimate, and, consequently, also -of its deduc­
tions therefrom. 

Something of an idea of the real effects of hasty and injudi­
cious meddling with tenement conditions may be seen in a report 
that has lately come from Boston that a committee of the Twen­
tieth Century Club has recently discovered that while the pop­
ulation of Boston is growing rapidly the construction of tene­
ments for the poorer classes has practically stopped. According­
ly, to our informant, "The American Architect," the reason given 
by the committee for this is that a t North End, where the poor­
est population is collected, the value of land has risen so as to 
make it unprofitable to erect tenement houses; while in other 
parts of the city the character of the population is changing so 
fast that it is imprudent to undertake new ventures." Our con­
temporary does not accept this explanation, hut says: "It is hard­
ly necessary to observe that neither of these considerations 
would have much weight with people who really had in mind an 
investment of the sort. There is plenty of land to be had at the 
North End, at prices at which an investment of the sort would 
be reasonably profitable; and no change In the character of the 
population can seriously affect the need of families for decent 
places to live in; and the real reason for the disinclination of 
people with money to invest in real estate to use it for building 
tenements is, in all probability, the apprehension of sentimental 
legislation, or of competition from charitable enterprises, either 
of which might at any moment convert a reasonahly satisfactory 
investment into a heavy loss." 

The building requirements for tenements in Boston are much 
less strict than they have been in New York for some years, but 
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they were reformed a few years ago and this may have some­
thing to do with the cessation of tenement building. It is also 
quite true that the unprofessional tenement builder, whether pri­
vate or governmental has invariably driven the professional 
builder from the field; and, as the former cannot take the place 
of the latter, congestion naturally and inevitably results. 

America vs. Europe, 

A MERICA versus Europe is a formidable phrase, flattering 
to the energy and growing power of our own country; 

but has it any real meaning? Is there any danger that some­
time within the next fifty years an actual commercial and politi­
cal combination will be formed for certain purposes against 
what foreign journalists are coming to call the "American 

peril"? 
Up to the present time, of course, all the talk against the 

United States has not approached within dangerous distance of 
definite action, and under prevailing conditions the United 
States can pretty well rely upon the practical impossibility of 
the European states uniting upon any joint policy. But i t must 
be remembered, at the same time, that the danger is not one 
which can be entirely ignored; and the reason that it cannot he 
ignored lies even more in the disposition of Americans toward 
Europe than in the disposition of Europeans toward America. 
Both in respect to economic and political matters the people of 
this country have tended to emphasize and widen the difference 
of interest and point of view between Americans and Europeans. 
They have understood the word American to mean an economic 
and political system radically opposed to the European system 
and entirely irreconcilable with it, and this sense of antagonism 
has found political expression in the Monroe Doctrine and 
economic expression in a practically prohibitory tariff. If Eu­
rope should combine for certain purposes against the United 
States it would only be paying us hack with the same coin that 
we have been so long and so offensively advancing to them. 

Until recently Europe was not inclined to take very seriously 
America's proclamation of the radical antagonism between the 
political, social and economic systems of the two continents. 
Particular industries in particular countries often smarted under 
some fresh attempt to make tbe duties on competitive European 
products absolutely exclusive; but as the countries themselves 
did not feel the pressure of American industrial competi­
tion, as they were largely indifferent to the attitude of .American 
popular speakers and writers toward themselves, and as the 
Monroe Doctrine did them no immediate harm and was not 
worth a fight, they did uot bother their heads about any exist­
ing or latent opposition between Americanism and Europeanism. 

Just at the very moment, however, when the Supreme Court 
finds that the American Constitution does not prohibit colonial 
possessions after the European fashion, and when there are 
some indications of an approaching relaxation of the rigor of 
American protectionism, Europe is heginning to awaken to the 
reality of the antagonism which we Americans have been cher­
ishing for so many years. But this antagonism is not a matter 
of national sentiment with them, as with us; i t is a matter of 
political and economic business. They flnd their industries 
threatened by American competition; they find themselves cut 
off from vast and fruitful fields of commercial and political ex­
pansion in South America by the Monroe Doctrine; they find 
the American policy in China a source of irritation and trouble; 
and they find the United States insisting on treating a trans-
Isthmian canal as from a military point of view an exclusively 
American possession. Is it any wonder that they are beginning 
to make the phrase America vs. Europe a matter of very serious 
conversation' 

These serious differences of interest, policy and point of view 
may or may not become more acute, but we judge that in case 
the divergence does become more acute it will he rather for 
political than economic reasons. No doubt the United States 
will obtain industrial supremacy, and no doubt, if this counlry 
persists in trying to sell as much as possible to other countries 
and to buy as little as possible from them, American products 
will be shut out from Europe by prohibitory duties. Neverthe­
less, in the long run, the industrial primacy of the United 
States in the future is not likely to imperil the interests of other 
countries any more than has England's industrial primacy in the 
past; and if any protective action is necessary it will surely be 
taken by European states individually and not collectively. On 
the other band, political action in opposition to the United 
States would have to be joint in order to be effective, for no 
European state would dare expose itself to the dangers of a 
single conflict; and unless this country moderates ia some re­
spects its attitude and policy toward Europe, it is entirely pos­

sible that some such joint action will eventually he taken. The 
policy and attitude toward Europe which lies behind the current 
interpretation of the Monroe Doctrine and the proposed fortifica­
tion of the trans-Isthmian canal might seem almost to have 
been designed to unite Europe against the United States in all 
matters concerning North and South America; and, considering 
the intensity of present colonial competition and the immense 
momentum of the colonial movement, the successful mainte­
nance of a policy of America for the Americans, will In the fu­
ture be a much more difficult and dangerous business than it 
has been in the past. 

This is not the place to discuss the part tha t the Monroe Doc­
trine ought to play in the policy of the United States; but what­
ever its importance to this country, American statesmen, in 
a.=;sei-ting and defining its meaning, should keep in mind the 
prime necessity of not arousing the united hostility of Europe. 
Instead of sedulously emphasizing the divergent interests of 
the two continents, our politicians should, on the contrary, try 
to reduce necessary differences to the lowest possible point. 
This does not mean a weak-kneed policy of mere complaisance. 
It means chiefly the avoidance of a policy which tended to divide 
the civilized world into two antagonistic continents. In the 
long run such a division would more seriously imperil the future 
of Western civilization than any other possible grouping of the 
civilized powers, because it would have a certain basis in geo­
graphy and in national development. Furthermore, it would 
be disastrous to the commercial and industrial development of 
the United States by fostering upon them the necessity of enor­
mous and permanent military preparation. The policy which 
promises b^st for this country is a policy which no longer at­
tempts to "go it alone," regardless of the feelings and interests 
6t other Powers, but one which combines a firm regard for 
American interests, with a due sense that all the civilized 
Powers must be united for certain purposes and must make con­
cessions for the sake of union. 

THE matter of supplying everybody who pays a fare on a sur­
face road with a seat is now exciting a great deal of attention 

in the. daily papers, and it is freely asserted that the Metro­
politan Traction Company should he forced by law to run so 
many cars that no passenger is obliged to stand up. Even the 
system used on the Paris omnibuses of regular stopping places 
at which the passenger can obtain a ticket entitling him in his 
proper order to a seat—when there is a seat—^finds its advocates. 
Well! it is curious that people do not know when they are well 
off. The delays and red-tape of the Paris system are most exas­
perating, and would not be tolerated in New York for twenty-
four hours. The first necessity for a New Yorker, as for any 
other American, is to reach his destination, no matter whether 
he has to stand up or not, and any system of red-tape which puts 
obstacles in his way, is contrary to all his business and social 
methods. The street car companies have undoubtedly always 
taken advantage of the American's good nature, and, business­
like, but heedless desire to "get there," and made him hang upon 
straps much more than was necessary. But it is certain that no 
restrictive regulations ought to be passed until the problem in 
al! its aspects has been more thoroughly investigated than it has 
been as yet. The Metropolitan Company claims that it is doing 
all that it can do, consistent with the safe and prompt carriage 
of its passengers. We doubt it; but the company undouhtedly 
has to accommodate a trafflc that distributes itself most uneven­
ly, and is difficult to handle. What is needed is a mihute exam­
ination of the problem in all its aspects by some local commis­
sion, and if such a commission finds that anything can be done 
by legislation, it will be time enough then to make regulations. 

VAULT RIGHTS. 

Justice Bischoff, in the Supreme Court yesterday, reserved de­
cision on the application of James E, March, one of the port 
wardens of New York, for an injunction restraining the city au­
thorities and the Rapid Transit Commissioners from continuing 
the work on the subway so as to interfere with the vaults on his 
property, at Nos. 33, 35 and 37 Marion st. Mr. March's suit Is 
in the nature of a test case. His contention is that the city 
is actually encroaching on his private property, and that it has 
no -shadow of right to do so without awarding him adequate com­
pensation. He claims that his vaults are in danger of being Im­
paired by the proposed subway, and that before work can be 
done on the adjacent ground the city must acquire title in the 
usual way.

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particularly well adapted to modern uses. At once, how old 
and how new all this reads. The time when there were_ resi­
dences on College place and Barclay st in the "Grecian and 
"Egyptian" styles seems very far away; but down to this day 
New York architecture presents the same medley of all styles 
from all ages until, as Mr. Frederic Harrison recently observed, 
it tends to become an architectural curiosity shop. 

At this same period, however, when Mr. Stevens lived m an 
Egyptian residence on Barclay st, lower 5th av was already 
being built up with brownstone residences; and our author next 
turns his attention to them. He congratulates New York that 
the taste for Grecian buildings has been superseded by an adap­
tation of the "Italian" style; and he calls the house on the cor­
ner of University place and 12th st, which we reproduce, one 
of the "best proportioned and correct examples" of that "modi­
fication" of the Italian style, "which prevails in Florence." He 
becomes even enthusiastic over the "Palladian" residence of Mr. 
Haight. a t the southeast corner of Sth av and loth st. which, al­
though one of the flrst mansions built in New York in the Italian 
style (1S4U), has never been exceeded in "good proportion and 
purity of design," while the residence on the opposite corner, he 
calls a "massive and dignified structure." 

LONO ISLAND TUNNEL TERMINAL. 

A meeting of the directors of the Long Island and Extension 
Railroad Company, held yesterday afternoon at the company's 
offices, S5 Cedar st, settled the question regarding the route 
for the tunnel on the Manhattan side. 

The tunnel will be run from the Long Island Railroad Co.'s 
right of way in Long Island City, almost straight across un­
der East River, at 33d st, and will be continued along 33d st 
to a point near its intersection with Broadway, and, according 
to reports, west of that thoroughfare. 

Upon being questioned as to the exact location of the ter­
minal station, a representative of the railroad company refused 
to give any more deflnite information than that the station wil! 
be on SSd st; he would not say whether on the north or south 
side, but did say that the company already owns the property. 

This terminal will act as an outlet for passengers who desire 
to reach the.shopping district. The down-town passengers will 
arrive in Manhattan through the proposed rapid transit tunnel 
from Joralemon st, Brooklyn. 

In connection with the proposed extension through SSd st, it 
is interesting to note that the Rapid Transit tunnel will have a 
station underneath the open cut for the Park av tunnel, at SSd 
st, and It is more than likely the Long Island Railroad will also 
have a station to allow passengers to make connection either up 
or down-town via the Rapid Transit.

to the middle line of the block between Broadway and Crosby 
st; thence southerly to the middle line of the block between 
Spring and Prince sts; thence easterly to a point 100 feet east­
erly from the east side of Elm st, extending from Grand to 

Broome st; thence southerly to easterly side of Elm st, 175 
feet south of the south side of Grand st; thence westerly to east 
side of Broadway; thence westerly to west side of Broadway, at 
a point 200 feet south of Grand st; thence westerly to middle 
line of block between Desbrosses and Vestry sts; thence west­
erly to place of beginning. 

The assessment has not been made up yet.—Editor Record and 
Guide. 

A Remarkable Movement. 
PRICES ON FIFTH AVENUE EAST OF THE PARK. 

There have been many interesting and remarkable movements 
in the prices of New York real estate; but none more interesting 
and remarkable than the movement of prices on Sth av, east 
of the Park. A striking instance of the character of the present 
demand and the way it over-reaches ordinary economic limita­
tions is to be found in the purchase of the Progress Club prop­
erty, a t the north corner of 6Sd st, by J. B. Haggin for the sum 
of $7SS,000. This plot, which measures 100x100, was bought In 
1SS7 for $225,000. Soon thereafter the present club-house was 
erected, at an estimated cost of $325,000—thus making a total 
investment of $550,000. In later years the club did not maintain 
the prosperity which had prompted the erection of the new club­
house, and it became prudent to sell out and seek a less costly 
home. Under ordinary circumstances, and in any other city 
in the world, the ciub would have been obliged to pay for its 
mistake, for its building would have been useful only to another 
cluh; and another club, ready to assume the burden of such a 
property, would have been hard to find. But it so happened 
that Sth av property has been rising steadily ever since the lots 
were bought, until a t the present time the club is able to sell 
out at an increase of $185,000, not only on the value of the lots, 
but on the value of the lots, plus the cost of the club-house. The 
building itself counted for nothing in the purchase. Although 
only thirteen years ago it was erected as an exceptionally hand­
some and costly structure, it has now become as much of a 
"scrap-heap" as any 3-sty brick building on Broadway. As 
another instance to much the same effect, the Temple Beth-el 
property, 102,2x150, on the south corner of 76th st, may be 
mentioned. It was bought in 1S90 for $250,000, and a church 
erected that cost more than $100,000. Two years ago the lots 
alone were appraised for mortgage purposes at $500,000; and at 
the present time the church could probably sell out at an ad­
vance in price ivhich would fully cover the cost of the building. 

The prices on this part of Sth av have been subject to consid­
erable fluctuations. The lots on no street or avenue in the city 
were boomed so much beyond their legitimate value in the years 
previov.s to 1S73, and they suffered correspondingly during the 
succeeding depression. But recently their value has increased 
far beyond even the highest figures obtained during the early 
boom. In 1872, the price even of corner lots did not get much 
over $100,000, while inside lots varied between $40,000 and $70,-
000. Yet recently John T. Farley took title to 5 feet less than 
3 Interior lots, between 61th and GSth sts, for $420,000. which is 
equivalent to $145,000 a lot. Only ten years ago the south cor­
ner of OSth st, 50.5x100, sold for $100,000, while one lot on the 
south corner of GOth st fetched In ISSO only $50,000. 

The increase has taken place for the most part within the last 
five or six years, and is due to the number of people seeking 
the property who are willing and able to give altogether unusual 
prices for anything they want. It seemed at one time as if 
upper Sth av would be improved with nothing better than $30,-
000 or $40,000 brownstone residences, or perhaps even with flats; 
but the present prices put any kind of improvement out of the 
question, except the most expensive class of dwellings. If the 
existing demand continues, it is probable that the flats and dwell­
ings put up during the period of low prices are likely eventually 
to meet the same end as the Progress club-house.

and bui ld ing up the commerc ia l a d v a n t a g e s of r ea l ty in t h a t 
section. 

Consider ing the t ime of the year , there h a s been a good deal of 
ac t iv i ty in the m a r k e t du r ing the pa s t week, and the sales have , 
fu i the rmore , been d i s t r ibu ted over a la rge a rea . E v e r since the 
p a s s a g e of t h e t e n e m e n t house law, t he re h a s been a lmos t an 
ent i re absence of t r ans f e r s of v a c a n t land on the W e s t Side, or 
in Ha r l em, for i m p r o v e m e n t : bu t now such a n n o u n c e m e n t s a re 
once more beg inn ing to be made . An unusua l ly la rge n u m b e r 
of p u r c h a s e s of t enemen t house a n d flat p rope r ty for inves t ­
m e n t a re aiso repor ted . I n the meanwhi le , however , the specu­
la t ive opera t ions on the p a r t of r ea l ty compan ies and la rge oper­
a to r s h a v e been n a t u r a l l y a lmos t en t i re ly d iscont inued; a n d 
the va r ious m o v e m e n t s cha rac t e r i s t i c of the season a r e in mos t 
cases be ing allowed to slow down. After h a v i n g been m a d e 
t h e occasion of a n immense a m o u n t of newspape r gossip, the 
p l an for a new a n d magnif lcent hotel on the Brunswick si te h a s 
received i ts final quie tus , a n d the Wa ldo r f -As to r i a will r e t a in 
i ts p resen t p re -eminence for some y e a r s to come. T h e p rosper i ty 
of t h a t en t e rp r i s e is ce r t a in in the long r u n to p rovoke compe­
t i t ion; but the a c t u a l compet i to r is still to be found. jDf t h e 
m a n y hotels t h a t a re now e i ther on the b o a r d s or u n d e r con­
s t ruc t ion , none of thera a re in the s a m e class w i t h the Waldorf-
Astor ia , e i ther in size or magnificence, a n d consequent ly none 
a r e likely to decrease the pres t ige of t h a t hos te l ry . Most of 
t hem. Indeed, a re s imply a p a r t m e n t hotels , of t h e m a k i n g of 
which the re is no end. I t seems Incredible t h a t for severa l 
y e a r s t he re will not be an over - supp ly of th i s p a r t i c u l a r c lass 
of accommoda t ion , for it m u s t be r emembered t h a t the a p a r t ­
m e n t hotel a p p e a l s only to a l imited class of c o m p a r a t i v e l y well-
to-do people, a n d while this c lass is i nc reas ing in n u m b e r s . It 
c anno t be inc reas ing in n u m b e r s a s fas t a s a p a r t m e n t hote ls 
a re be ing erected. A good m a n y of those now in ex is tence a r e 
undoub ted ly ve ry prosperous , and cap i t a l i s t s a r e unde r a s t r o n g 
t e m p t a t i o n to erect them, because t hey offer so m a n y more op­
por tun i t i e s of income t h a n an o rd ina ry a p a r t m e n t house. But , 
a s we h a v e said, the n u m b e r of people who can afford or who 
ca re to live In a p a r t m e n t hote ls is r e s t r i c t ed ; and there will be 
t roub le if t hey a r e bui l t a s a p a r t m e n t houses a re built—on the 
suppos i t ion t h a t t e n a n t s can b e found to a p rac t i ca l ly un l imi ted 
ex ten t . 

T h e specu la t ive m o v e m e n t on u p p e r 5 th a v is a s v igorous a s 
ever, t h o u g h precisely w h a t It seeks to accompl ish is not easy 
to see. One can read i ly believe t h a t the a r ea devoted to ex­
pensive dwel l ings m a y well ex tend well Into the ninet ies ; b u t 
t h a t it will ge t up as f a r a s the blocks from IC l th to 105th st , 
in which p u r c h a s e s h a v e been m a d e d u r i n g the p a s t week, seems 
a l toge the r improbab le . Of course, it is possible t h a t p rope r ty 
is be ing accumula t ed no r th of 100th st , w i th no reference to a n y 
extens ion of the res idence a r e a to t h a t region, bu t those blocks 
a r e ce r t a in ly unprop i t ious objects of specula t ion on a n y o ther 
g round . Bui lders h a v e no t ye t ceased to pick up b r o w n s t o n e 
dwel l ings in the 5tti av d i s t r i c t s for purposes of remodel ing, 
and the re will be a lmos t a s m u c h bu i ld ing on the side s t r e e t s 
n o r t h a n d sou th of the P l aza th i s s u m m e r as t he re w a s d u r i n g 
a n y one y e a r in which those s t r ee t s were first improved. T h e 
only la rge sa le—that of Nos. 41 and 43 Wall s t reet , r u n n i n g 
t h r o u g h Nos. 45 and 47 E x c h a n g e place—possesses l i t t le or no 
impor t ance . As m a y be inferred f rom fac ts publ ished in a n o t h e r 
column, Mr. W. K. Aston 's , p u r c h a s e h a s been in all probabi l i ty 
forced upon him.

Wanted: a diagnosis of the building material market. A care­

ful canvass of the general situation reveals the fact that trade is 
not nearly so brisk or satisfactory as was anticipated, and when 
the dealer or manufacturer is asked: "What is the matter with 
the market?" he scratches his head and says: "I don't know. In 
view of the large number of plans filed I thought we were going 
to have a whooping season. Of course, the bad weather during 
the spring delayed matters, and we all thought that as soon as 
we had a few weeks of good weather, business would boom. But 
it has not come up to expectations. Some account must be taken 
of the building plans abandoned because the plans failed of ap­
proval under the old tenement house law. In addition, many 
down-town building projects, plans for which were filed early in 
the spring, are not ready for the receipt of new material, because 
the demolition of the old buildings could not be begun until 
May 1st. The work of tearing down Is going on rapidly, how­
ever, and the time for beginning the delivery of materials will 
not be much longer delayed. There is no strike on hand. The 
market is fairly active, but the state of trade is nothing like as 
good as we anticipated." 

The chief feature of the market was the rather sensational 
advance of 3@4c. in the price of linseed oil early in the week. 
Later reports from Pittsburgh indicate that the Information of 
the purchase of 60,000 to 75,000 tons of pig-iron by the United 
States Steel Corporation was mis-information. The sale was 
actually only about 15,000 tons, and the pig market is not so 
buoyant as dealers Were led to believe it would be by reason of 
the reported siae of the transactions. 

BRICKS. 

The movement of bricks Into consumption continues steady, 
and as one of the manufacturers expressed it, "prices are nailed 
to a stump." The good weather is favorable for manufacturing, 
and work gees merrily on at the kilns, although there is still a 
scarcity of laborers. The quality of the new brick being delivered 
is said to be excellent. 

CEMENT. 

There seems to be a fair amount of orders floating about, com­
ing chiefly from the regular trade, but outside contracts are 
scarce. Dealers are complaining of the backwardness of the sea­
son. This refers not only to Rosendale, but to Portland cement 
also. No change In prices Is noted. 

WINDOW GLASS. 

The market is still extremely quiet. Jobbers are talking of ad­
vancing prices on July 1st, notwithstanding the dulness, on the 
Idea that they can't make business any quieter, and by the time 
the trade gets ready to buy they will be accustomed to the sound 
of the higher figures, and hence will not be frightened. 

Importers are confident that they will win their case against 
the Government on the question of reliquidation of entries since 
last September, brought in under the ruling that glass should 
be classified according to its linear dimension rather than the 
superficial area. The case has been brought before the Board 
of Appraisers, and the decision wUl probably be forthcoming in 
a few days. 

LUMBEE, 

Owing to the statistical position of Maine spruce with spot 
supplies, limited and only small shipments on the way, prices 
are well maintained, and If the demand was stronger there would 
probably be an upward tendency. Laths are in light supply, and 
receipts are gobbled up about as fast as they come in. The last 
sale of slab spruce laths on the spot was made at $2.50, and 

df-alers art- ask::ig $2.75 to arrive. It is freely predicted that 
slab spruce laths will be selling at $3.00 by July 1st, 

Hemlock is receiving only fair attention at unchanged rates. 
Trade in white pine is slow .̂ The yellow pine business is not 
up to expectations. The hardwood market is without special 
leature, except for a slight movement In poplar and plain oak. 
Cypress meets a fair demand. Dry stock is scarce and sells 
readily. 

LINSEED OIL. 
The American Linseed Oil Co. early in the week notified the 

trade that it would accept orders for lots of less than 5 bbla., at 
66c. per gallon of 7^4 lbs., and In lots of 5 bbls. or more, at 65c. 
per gallon of 7% lbs,; the 5-bbl. price applies only to deliveries of 
that quantiy at one time. Boiled oil was quoted at 2c. per gallon 
higher than raiv, and Calcutta oil is unchanged at 85e. Terras, 
30 days net, 1 per cent off 10 days. It is reported that jobbers 
generally are not buying in quantities, awaiting a more settled 
condition of the market. 

PAINTS AND COLORS. 
Contract deliveries of lead, zinc and colors continue large, but 

new business is comparatively light. The call is for prompt ship­
ments. 

IRON AND STEEL. 
As indicated in the introduction, the pig-iron market is at a 

low ebb. The report of large sales last week to the United States 
Steel Corporation, subsequent investigation proved to be untrue. 
Rumors are still afloat that the Corporation proposes to buy 
200,000 tons of Bessemer pig in the open market, and thus stiffen 
values by making the merchant producers safe, but the latter 
say that if the combine is in the market they are not aware of it. 

It is generally believed that unless the Corporation takes some 
step towards assisting the pig-iron market prices will begin to 
sag early in July. Pig-iron Is Tveak, and as there is no rush to 
place orders for the latter part of the year, other materials may 
decline in sympathy. Spot supplies of plates and sheets are 
small, and prices so far are very firm.

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Recent Legal Decisions. 
(Negligence—Injuries sustained in dark hallway of apartment 

house—Contributory negligence.) One who upon visiting an 
apartment house on business with a tenant, in which he has 
never been before, and which was not subject to the provisions 
of section 9, chapter 567 of the laws of 1895, requiring certain 
halls m tenement houses to be kept lighted during specifled 
hours of the day, and who, on ringing the bell, is admitted by a 
mechanical contrivance without being met by any person at the 
door, and when trying to pass along a dark hallway, the plan 
Of which was not unusual or extraordinary, falls down a short 
flight of steps at the rear end thereof, cannot maintain an action 
against the owner on account of his failure to have the hallway 
lighted, since his failure to light it does not constitute negli­
gence on his part, and the attempt of the visitor to pass along 
a strange hallway without being able to see where he is going, 
unless under some special stress of circumstances, constitutes 
contributory negligence. (Erugher v. Buchtenkirch, 167 N. T. 
Court of Appeals, 153.) 

(Mechanic's lien—Right to a personal judgment depends upon 
the validity of the lien.) Where a contract, providing that any 
addition to it shall become a part of it, has been completed and 
settled up, a lien for extra work, already completed when the 
contract was settled up, filed by the contractors more than ninety 
days thereafter, is flled too late; and where the contractors fore­
close their lien they can obtain no personal judgment against 
the owner for the extra work, as such judgment is merely inci­
dental to the main purpose of the action, depends on the validity 
of the lien, and ceases where the lien is invalid. The contractors 
must sue at law for the extra work. (Cody v. White, 34 Misc. 
Rep., 638.) 

(Landlord and Tenant.—Memorandum not expressing a con-
Bideration or the substantial terms of a contract of lease for 
more than a year—it is not a compliance with the Statute of 
Frauds.) The plaintiff and the defendants entered into an 
agreement the terms of which are expressed in the following 
memorandum, dated March 26, 1897: "Dear Madam. We agree 
to take entire charge of the premises No. 100 West 109th st, 
corner of Columbus av, keeping it in good order and paying all 
expenses until May 1, 1900. We further agree to pay you the 
sum of seventy-flve dollars ($75) per month, beginning May 1, 
1897. If. at the expiration of this agreement, the rent of said 
property shall have advanced, and if said agreement shall be 
renewed, we will increase the monthly payment to you in pro­
portion to the advance in rents." The plaintiff sued to recover 
the "proportionate part" of the taxes and the interest on the 
mortgage on the premises, which she had been obliged to pay. 
At the trial the jury gave her a verdict, which the trial judge 
set aside, and on appeal the decision was against her, the 
•parol evidence is not admissible to supply the deficiency.—Sey-
court holding that the memorandum is not a sufficient compli­
ance with the Statute of Frauds, as it does not express the 
consideration for the monthly payments of seventy-five dollars 
pt the substantial and material terms of the contract, and 

(Real estate broker—when he does not earn his commissions.) 
A broker employed to effect a sale of real estate earns his com­
missions when he brings to the seller a buyer who is •willing 
and ready to enter into an agreement with the seller for the 
purchase of the property on the terms which the seller has 
fixed, and the seller Is satisfied to accept him as a purchaser; 
but when the broker, as a part of his employment, assumes to 
execute for his principal an executory contract of sale or ex­
change, he does not become entitled to his commissions unless 
the other contracting party is able to perform the contract on his 
part. The introduction by the broker to his principal of person 
who represents himself to be able and willing to comply with 
the terms and conditions named by the principal, but who, al­
though he signs at the foot of a letter written by the principal 
stating such conditions, a memorandum to the effect that he 
agrees to purchase the property under the terms proposed, ut­
terly fails to meet the conditions, in consequence of which no 
sale results, does not entitle the broker to commissions, (Inge 
V. McCreery. 60 App. Div., 557.) 

(Negligence—Injury from falling into a coal-hole, the use of 
which is controlled by the landlord, left open by a tenant—Liabil­
ity of the landlord.) Where the owner of a tenement house, 
rented to various families, retains control over the coal-hole con­
structed by him In the sidewalk under a municipal license, and 
a tenant who wishes to get in coal or wood is obliged to obtain 
a key from the agent of the owner in order to unlock the vault 
under the sidewalk, and release the cover of tbe coal-hole from 

its fastenings, the ow^ner is liable to a person who sustains In­
juries by falling into the coal-hole which has been left open and 
unguarded by a tenant while getting coaL (Anderson v. Caul-
field, 60 App. Div., 560.) 

(Power of attorney executed by a husband and wife—It au-" 
thorizes a transfer of the wife's inchoate dower right.) Where 
a wife joins with her husband in executing a power of attorney, 
authorizing the attorney to sell and convey certain real property 
owned by the husband, and "to grant in our names good and 
sufflcient deeds and leases therefor," and the attorney, in pur­
suance of such power of attorney, executes in the name of the 
husband and his wife a conveyance of such real property, "to­
gether with the appurtenaces and all the estate and rights of 
the parties of the flrst part in and to said premises," such con­
veyance is sufficient to transfer the inchoate dower Interest of the 
wife, although the power of attorney did not specifically mention 
such interest. (Piatt v. Finck, 60 App. Div., 312.) 

(Acceptance of a note for a debt—It postpones tbe right to sue 
for the debt.) The acceptance of a note payable at a future date, 
for goods sold and dehvered to the maker, operates as a fore-
bearance of the right to sue the maker until the maturity of the^ 
note, and constitutes a consideration for an indorsement of th^ 
note made for the purpose of procuring its acceptance, (Mohl-' 
man Company v. McKane, 60 App. Div., 546.) 

(Oral revocation of a written continuing guaranty.) A person 
who has executed a written continuing guaranty may terminate 
further liability thereunder by an oral revocation thereof. (Picker 
V. Fitzelle, 60 App. Div., 451.) 

Why Forestry 

Pays 

Abroad. 

In a forest in Hesse, about a mile from the railway station, 
from whence the city of Frankfort may be reached in fifteen 

minutes by a fast train, there lay upon the 
ground last spring an oak log, containing fif­
teen hundred feet of timber of the flrst qual­
ity. And yet it was no better than hundreds 
of logs that may be cut in the Mississippi val­
ley, that bring, on the average, from four to 

five dollars a thousand stumpage. But this oak log of Hesse 
was an aristocrat; it was the finest that had been cut last win­
ter, and had sold, as it lay on the ground, for seventy-flve dol­
lars a thousand, or a hundred and twelve dollars for the log. 
The oak grown in this forest is particularly flne, the market is 
near, and transportation facilities are unusually convenient, so 
that the ruling prices in tbe district are high even for Germany, 
logs of tbe first quality selling for an average of about fifty-five 
dollars per thousand stumpage. As we go further from the mar­
ket, and into the mountains, where hauling is more difflcult, we 
find that the stumpage prices very naturally decline; accordingly, 
at a place about five hours by rail from Frankfort, and where 
the quality, though still good, is not quite so fine as in the forest 
first mentioned, the best oak trees bring the comparatively small 
stumpage price of from thirty-five to forty dollars a thousand. 
In this second forest (Grebenau is its name), the oak is not so 
much esteemed as the pine, because, owing to the industries 
in which the people round about are engaged, it does not find 
so ready a market, and since it is not so good of its kind as the 
pine, it actually does not bring so high a price. To an American 
it is startling to see pine that is used for building stuff, or for 
any of the many uses to which the Long Leaf is put, sold for a 
stumpage price of forty-five dollars a thousand. This, again, 
is the highest price obtainable in a forest of excellent treas; the 
average is considerably lower, but with an average price Of 
thirty-five dollars, even the contrast between European and 
American price levels is great enough to wonder at, I have seen 
forests of Long Leaf jn Mississippi that had been bought for a 
dollar a thousand. The reason for this amazing difference is, 
after all, not far to seek. It lies, for one thing, in the remark­
ably fine means of transportation afforded by the German forest 
and military roads, and in the second place, in a two-fold appli­
cation of the law of supply and demand. The t ruth of the first 
assertion is very readily seen from our experience at home. 
Fine timber, iu an inaccessible mountain locality, may have no 
value now, but suppose, in the march of modern improvement, a 
railway climbs over the mountains or tunnels under them. What 
was before no more profltable than waste land would be, be­
comes immediately a source of revenue; and further, the cheaper 
the transportation, the greater is the price that can be obtained 
at a distance from the market. In America our population Is 
very small compared with the size of our country; land values, 
therefore, are low at present, also we have a great amount of 
standing timber whose stumpage value is not large. But as por­
tions of our wooded country have become opened up by railways 
and more thickly settled, the prices of timber have surely, if 
slowly, risen. The population is growing fast, but more rapidly 
are the forests disappearing. Would it not be better if we could 
follow Germany's example, waste nothing and supply the mar­
kets each year with only so much timber as is absolutely neces­
sary, instead of by a lavish recklessness in cutting, creating and 
fostering an abnormal demand?—New Tork Lumber Trade 
Journal.

Mechanical Details iji High Office Build­
ings.—The mechanical equipment of high 
ofBice buildings in New Tork was deserilied 
recently in some detail in a paper present­
ed to the Institution of Civil Engineers by-
Mr. Reginald Pelham Bolton. 

Steel-plate chimneys, now representa­
tive of general practice, have shown, he 
sa-id. very desirable qualities in absence nt 
leakage, in stability and in adaptability to 
the location. The oommon fear of decay 
is not borne out by the results of five 
years and even ten years' use. Three steel-
plate chimneys mentioned in the paper 
have the following principal dimensions: 
Bowling Green offices, diameter 5 feet 6 
inches, height 250 feet; Hudson Building, 
diameter 3 leet 8 inches, height 285 feet; 
Central Bank, diameter 4 fe^t 6 inches, 
height, 240 feet. 

The usual elevator service maintained 
in New York office buildings, the author 
states, varies [between 8 and 20 miles of 
car travel per hour, each car making a 
round trip in I'Yz to 3 minutes, according 
to the height of travel. He has found 
that the provision of one car to every 16,-
000 square feet of rentable area is suffli-

In the Bowling Green ofEices. of 16 stories, 
the service maintained is now 14 car-miles 
per hour, carrying in the 8 hours of busi­
ness alDOut 7,500 persons up and the same 
num'ber down. The service of flve ele­
vators in the Lords Court ^building of 16 
stories, is aibout QVz car-miles per hour, 
handling at present about 8,000 passeji-
gers in all. 

The electric wiring system used by the 
author in different buildings in the city 
consists largely of vertical wiring, in 
which means is provided for ready 'drain­
age of moisture condensed from the air 
contained in the conduits. The various 
fioors in office buildings being, in general 
like, or nearly so, the outlets are usually 
in similar positions on every floor. Thus, 
a circuit run vertically may tap a line of 
outlets, reaching them much more di­
rectly, the author asserts, than by hori­
zontal runs from a common center on 
every floor. The conduit installed in the 
Bowling Green offices, where there are 
about 6,000 lights, was 77,000 feet in 
length. The least possible length under 
the usual method would have been, the 

• author fbelieves, 130,000 feet. 

• Mortgage—Basement—Equitable Title. 
—The owner of a tract of land described 
by metes and bounds mortgaged the sams 
to secure the payment of a loan, but prior 
'thereto 'he had erected upon the land a 
building which extended over the adjoin­
ing tract of land a distance of six 
inches. After the execution of the mort­
gage the mortgagor contracted with the 
owner of the adjoining land for the pur­
chase thereof, paying a part of the pur­
chase money. The adjoining land on 
which the building rested was, it ap­
peared, essential to the support of the 
building and to the full enjoyment of the 
property mortgaged. The Supreme Court 
of Minnesota held, in the case of The 
Swedish-American National Bank of Mtn-
neapolis vs. The Connecticut Mutual Life 
Insurance Company et al., that by the 
contract for the purchase of the adjoining 
land the mortgagor acqtiired an equitable 
title thereto which inured to the beneflt of 
the title conveyed by the mortgage, for 
the reason that every right and interest 
held by a mortgagor in and to the mort­
gaged property, together with all subse­
quently acquired rights, easements and 
privileges which are necessary to the full 
enjoyment thereof, pass with the mort­
gage, though not especially mentioned in 
the description of the property as con­
tained therein, and that the plaintiff in 
the case, having acquired the adjoining 
land referred to from the owner, and un-
d_er and pursuant to the contract made by 
the mortgagor with him for its purchase, 
and with full notice of all the rights of 
the defendant, it was not entitled to reim­
bursement from defendant for the balance 
of the purchase price paid therefor.
